PRIME MINISTER SCORES NEW 
DEADER OF OPPOSITION FOR 

HIS DESERTION.
*

For the first time as Premier of 
Alberta Hon. Arthur L. Sifton ad­
dressed the Provincial Legislature 
yesterday afternoon. His speech was 
in reply to the Leader of the Opposi­
tion, Mr. Michener, of Red Deer, in 
the debate on the reply to the draft 
address. Eloquent, keen in logic, sar­
castic when riddling the arguments 
and criticisms of the new opposition 
leader, the new Prime Minister roused 
liis followers to a high state of en­
thusiasm and he was warmly ap­
plauded again and again as he scored 
the Conservative attacks on the ad­
ministration. In his speech he paid 
particular attention to Mr. Michener 
and his recent desertion of the In­
dependent ranks whenever the first 
opportunity presented itself. Dealing 
with the constitutional aspects of his 
appointment he reminded the Con­
servatives that there were many pre­
cedents in their own ranks for such 
action as the Lieuti-Governor had 
taken. Answering the criticism that 
there was a meagre bill of fare in 
the speech from the throne he point­
ed out that such was almost invari­
ably the case. “What we do will 
speak for itself,” he said, “and I 
think our actions will be endorsed by 
the electorate when the time comes 
to pronounce upon them.”

Mr. Bennett delivered the bitterest 
speech he has yet made in the Legis­
lature though at times he introduced 
humorous passages which were as 
much' enjoyed in the Liberal benches 
as among his own party. The feature 
of his speech was his attack upon the 
Prime Minister, who he claimed had 
accepted his new position for ulterior 
motives.

Leader of Opposition.
E. Michener, Red Deer, the leader 

of the Opposition, in his opening re­
marks touched on the early clauses 
of the speech relative to the death of 
King Edward and the accession of 
King George V. He referred in eulo­
gistic terms to the administration of 
the Lieutenant-Governor, who had 
been called a second time to the posi­
tion which he now occupies.

In the speech from the throne he 
regretted that there was no refer­
ence whatever to a constructive and 
progressive policy which the country 
hoped might be indicated from the 
new government. If Alberta was to 
be developed as she should a gov­
ernment must enunciate a policy 
which would go toward the develop­
ment of her great resources.

The Function of Opposition.
The Opposition was not In the 

House, as he conceive^ it, to oppose 
alone, but rather to give every pos 
sible assistance in whatever was best 
in the building up the country. To 
this task the Opposition would apply 
itself.

The government existed for the 
benefit of the country and not for the

lected. No provision had yet been 
made for the teaching of agriculture 
in the province despite the fact that 
it was more than five years old.

Roads of Red Deer District.
He spoke of the roads of his dis­

trict, some of which he said were in 
the worst possible state. Some pro­
vision should be made to regulate the 
marketing of live stock in the pro­
vince and the prices, but so far as he 
knew nothing had yet been done, so 
that the farmers should get the 
maximum profit with the minimum of 
labor.

Trunk roads should be developed 
and some scheme should be devised 
whereby the pioneers might get a 
start in life. In New Zealand the 
government loaned money to farm­
ers at from four to five per cent., 
while here . the farmers must pay 
from eight to ten per cent, from the 
kenks and loan companies.

"If, for example,” said Mr. Mich­
ener, “the government set aside a 
sum as large as that given to the no­
torious Alberta and Great Waterways 
for the benefit of /the farmers, it 
would result in great development of 
the agricultural resources of the 
country.”

Registration Districts.
The leader of the opposition urged 

the need of more registration districts. 
The present system with only two of­
fices, one at Edmonton and another 
at Calgary, was entirely inadequate 
to the needs of the province. There 
should be at least five registration 
districts.

In his concluding remarks the lead­
er of the Opposition referred in elo­
quent terms to the future of the pro­
vince and contended that the govern­
ment had not done for Alberta what 
the resources of the province de­
manded that should be done. The 
electors should be given an oppor­
tunity to vote on the present admin­
istration and if they were given that 
opportunity he had no fear of the 
result.

PREMIER SIFTON.
Hon. Mr. Sifton in his opening re­

marks taunted the leader of the Op­
position, who was elected as an in­
dependent, upon sinking his indepen­
dence at the first opportunity to ac­
cept the leadership of the Conserva­
tive party. He now learned for the 
first time while the member for Red 
Deer was speaking, that the Red Deer 
district was filled with muskegs 
(laughter). He had always thought 
that Red Deer constituency was a 
fine farming district and he was sorry 
to hear the contrary now from its 
representative Xapplause).

The Premier refered to the many 
precedents in constitutional history 
for the appointment of premier in 
the manner that he had been selected. 
There were many precedents even 
in the ranks of the Conservative party 
for such an action.

“Not that I would like to take the 
Conservative party as a guide,” said 
the Premier, "even In questions of 
constitutionality, but I quote this sim­
ply to show that they have no justi­
fication for criticising the action of 
the Lieu t.

R. B. BENNETT.
R. B. Bennett said he would not 

have spoken but for some of the re­
marks Of the Premier which he had 
heard with surprise. A speech upon 
the hustings, a ranting declamation 
by a schoolboy, would be a patri­
otic utterance compared with the 
speech of the Prime Minister. A more 
puerile, a more ranting speech he 
defied anyone to read in the face of 
history.

“When I hear speakers iaud the 
great patriotism of the prime minis­
ter in giving up the chief justice­
ship to lead * the government, I ask 
what does it all mean? There are 
20,000 reasons, all worth a hundred 
cents on the dollar, for the action of 
the Hon. A. L. Sifton. The people 
are beginning to wish to hear less of 
patriotic self-sacrifice and duty to 
one’s couhtry and more of the real 
reasons for the sacrifice.”

The leader of the Opposition was 
not elected as an Independent, said 
Mr. Bennett, but as a Conservative 
with a free hand defeating the Lib­
eral nominee, John T. Moore. He 
attacked the remarks of the leader 
of the Government in referring to Red 
Deer as a district of muskegs be­
cause the member for that district 
had spoken of some of the roads be­
ing bad because of muskegs in these 
places. The quibbling with words 
was beneath the dignity of an ex­
chief justice.

“Had he spoken in the calm, de­
liberate manner as he did while on 
the bench I should not now be on my 
feet.

Challenged Premier.

As a member for 
the first time in the House and as a 
member of the new government he 
approached his task with a sense of 
humility. After hearing the able and 
forceful remarks of the Premier he 
was sure there would be no doubt 
that the Lieut.-Governor had acted 
wisely in choosing him as the prime 
minister.
