“A Devilish Pastime.”

Stubbs, in his “Anatomy of Abuses
in the Realm of Eagland,” describes
football devilish pastime, Te-
sulting in brawling, murder, homi-
cide, and great effusion of blood.

versational coin. No one ‘except a
ccnversational genius can give brief
explanations that really explain and
many a story or ineident that is per-
fectly good when told to the right
person, becomes an unmitigated bore
when loaded down with explanations
and foisted off on people who haven’t
the ghost of an idea what it all means,
but who smile and say, “Yes, yes, I
understand,” just -to get the .agony
over with.

There is plenty of mutual ground
ou which even complete strangers, if
they have the average intelligence,
can meet,

There are enough personal anec-
dotes in most of our lives that are in-
trinsically interesting enough to be
told even to strangers,

There is almost always some special
common interest that any two or three
people can find to talk about. ™~

It people would realize these pos-
sibilities and limitations, and try to
live up-to them, and_ withjn them, it
seems-to me there would be far fewer
bores in the world.

Editor Evening Telegram:

The
News bases the opinion it has formec
and expressed upon the result of the
examination of the water of the Lake
by two expert bacteriologists, Messrs.
Starkey and Winsglow, and the amazing
feature of this opinicn of your con-
temporary is, that no matter wha!

reports of the experts, the Daily News
is in either event certainly wrong. A
more singular instance of a perver-
sity of judgment it would be hard tc
find. It is. worth while seeing what
the opinion of the News is, how it has
been formed, and upon what evidenct
ic is' based. Messrs. Starkey ' anc
Winslow make a series of reports up
cn the character of the Windsor Lake
water which I must leave it for ¢
future occasion to examine and com
ment upon, but the conclusion to b
drawn from these reports must fal
under one or the other of two heads
Either the water is8 unsafe for ou
peeple to drink, or it is not. If the
water was found by the analysts to, be
unsafe to drink in November and De-
cember, 1908, owing to the contamina-
tion of the Lake by the filtration o
sewage matter into its waters—and
this is the conclusion the News
adopts—then it is obvious that the
M unicipal Council which permitted a
«ondition of affairs so dangerous to
the town. to exist for mnearly twc
Vears after this dangerous condition
was brought to its .attention is de-
serving of the severest censure which
can be passed upon it. Yet it is nof
disputed that such is the fact. I have
pressed for information  concerning
any steps which the Council may hav¢
taken during this long period to re-
move the dangers of contaminatior
which it professes to fear, but no such
information has been given, for th
very good reason.that no such steps
were ever taken. True it is that afte:
great delay a move has been made tc
acquire land around the Pond and to
remove all dwellings from its margin.
But this move cannot-be effective for
at least aneother six months, and ir
the meantime the threat to create ¢
reserve at a future time will have had
very little influence upon the conduct
of any maleficent bacteria which
might have their breeding place in the
Pond. Yes, for two years the Council
has permitted a condition which it
now professes to regard as highly
dangérous to remain without abate-
ment, and in the face of this fact the
News can still have the hardihood, oi
the folly, to say that in the corres-
pondence between the Council and th:
analysts “will be found the Council’s
vindication.” It even adds the re-
markable observation that “to delay
action after such emphatic warning
would be neither more nor less thar
criminal neglect.”” What can one say
of reasoning such as this? The warn-
ing was given two years or nearly
two years, ago, and nothing has been
done.

criminal delay, is not wholly vindi-
cated. But, extravagant as is the ab-
surdity of this declaration of the
News when stated nakedly, its ab-
surdity attains gortesque dimensions
when the light of a few additional
facts and inferences is hrought to bear
upon it. For this declaration which I
reprehend is based upon the assump-
tion that the analysts had proper in-
formation concerning the local con-
ditions to guide them. A perusal of
the correspondence will make it im-
nmiediately apparent that they had no
such proper information. They were
not informed of the prolonged drought,
for one thing; nor were they informed
of the character of the land around the
Lake. They were not informed of the
conditions which' might lead to pollu-
tion of the Lake wholly apart from
any dangers from sewage, yet such
conditions actually existed, and I shall
have occasion later to describe them.
In short, no means of judging whether
the assumed pollution arose, or could
arise, from circumstances common to
Windsor Lake with every lake in the
country during such a season, and
altogether unconnected with sewage,
was affored the analysts; and, in the
absence of such information, and be-
ing guided solely by a plan of the
Lake, they quite naturally attributed
the existence of the bacteria they
found to the presence of sewage mat-
ter in the water. I shall at a later
late endeavour to show that this as-
sumed pollution did net come from
any sewage, and I shall also endeavour
tv show how it did come. If sewage

lid run into the Lake, how comes it
that no attempt has during the last
two years been made to divert it, if
possible, or, if it is not possible to di-
vert it, then to remove the source of
the pollution altogether? If the Coun-
cil really believed that these reports
o[ the analysts indicated a dangerous
state of affairs in connection with our
water supply, great is their condemna-
tion that they left so drcadful an evil
unremedied and even unaltered for a
period of two years. And yet the
News tells us that these reports are
the Council’s sufficient vindication!
Let me add one other significant fact
0 those I have already adduced. It is
within the remembrance of every-
body that the disease which so fright-
'med the town at the time of the
Irought was typhoid; there were other
liscases it is true, but typhoid was
he disease most feared and most
ustly to be feargd. Yet neither of the

nalysts discovered a single specimen

f the characteristic bacillus of ty-
bhoid in the water of Windsor Lake.
t evidently, then, came from some
sther source than the water of the
“ond, ‘and we all know what that
source was. And who will say that
*he Council took any steps to clean up
the town and avert the dangers of
this filthy disease? And who shall
say that the other putrid diseases
which then were rife’ did not proceed
from precisely the same cause of gen-
eral and universal filth in the town
itself and from filth in the suburbs of
the town? Of course they did, and
the Council appreciated that they did.
And that is why they took no steps to
preserve Windsor Lake from con-
tamination. This fact at least is un-
disputed, and the News knows it as
well as I do and as the Council did
that typhoid was rife in the town, that
the conditions which induced it were
well known to the Council, and that
the Council took no steps of any
»fficacy to clean the town and to
keep it clean and thus mitigate, if it
could not avert, the perils ari®ing
‘rom that disease. And yet the Coun-

il which did nothing in such a case is
vindicated, according to the News!
And now I am at a point where it must
be apparent to everyone that the in-
formation concerning this mattel
which I have demanded from the
Council should be forthcoming. A
proper decision of this question must
depend upen a full and’ clear know-
ledge and appreciation of all the facts
of the case. The reports which have
been republished give only a |m1'rim§
of the facts, and not the most material
portion of them. May I ask Mr. Mul-
lally to be good enough to insist upon
the publication of ‘an answer to all
anquiries I have made in these col-
nmns concerning the matters leading
up to the decision to create this. Re-
serve? He has procured me the re-
ports of the analysts, for which I

thank him. Will he go a step further
and elicit the information which the
public should have if ever it is to
judge of the wisdom of the Council’s
policy ?

I stated at the bcginning that what-
ever the issue of this controversy
would be, the News was surely in the
wrong. I have shown that it was
wrongif we assume that the analysts
reports were a condemnation of thc
water as unsafe. Let us now for a
nioment assume—what is 1 believe the
fact—that these reports do not prove
that the water is unsafe. In that case
‘the Council is making a huge expendi-
ture upon a work which is not one of
necessity, while it makes only a trivial
expenditure upon the work of cleans-
ing the town, which everybody admits
s tO be vital to our well-being. Then
yreat is the Council’'s condemnation.
Yet the News will have it that this is
‘heir vindication. So, whatever may
be the proper conclusion to be drawn
from the analysts’' reports, the News
has managed to draw the false one.

I think it better to state here, in an-
ticipation of a quibble which 1 am
persuaded 'the News would otherwise
make, that in dealing with the Muni-
cipal Council ‘in this letter I am deal-
ing with it as a body with 4 continu-
ous existence and §m not bothering
myself at present apportion the
‘blame which rightly belongs to the
former and the present members of

Study Fish and
the Fisheries.

Fditor Evening Telegram:

Dear Sir,—The time has certainly
come now when everyone who is
thinking should give expression to his
thoughts concerning ane of our prin-
cipal products, the cod ‘fish, its food,
feeding and habitations, the conditions
under which it lives, breeds and
cemes to maturity; the means by
which it can be most profitably hunt-
ed. caught, cured, packed and market-
ed to fill the great and ever increas-
ing demand.

I do not propose to occupy your
time in giving any satisfactory an-
swers to these questions. I have read
with interest Mr. W. G. Gosling's let-
ter dealing especially with -a means
of catching, and a suitable bait that
can be used under conditions that oft-
en exist, and perhaps might be used
with profit at any- time.

Dr. Grenfell’s letter, dated Rigolet,
Aug. 11th, has, T feel, struck a very
deep and timely note and has called tc
memory that one man who ever ap-
plied to the fisheries that greatest of
all friends to material mankind, 1
mean, of course, Science. He refers
to-the record of temperatures of the
water at various depths and points
along the coast, ‘and the comparison
of this with the catches of fish at the
different points. 'This work was done
by Professor Adolph Neilsen; in 1892.
These records probably exist, and no
doubt there is among Professor Neil-
sen’s papers and books a great store
of information’that ought to be hunt-
€d up without delay.

They intend not only studying con

ditions at home but after doing that t

continue throughout the States, Eng
land, Germany and France. As you
are fully aware this i8 not new to the
werld, for it is a form of the same
system that is being conducted by all
the nations, and it was the means used
by Japan to beat her big enemy Rus-
sia, and give a demonstration to the

"world of what powers may be amassed

by ‘a small country or nation by a
proper application of science to her
efforts.  She was not lacking in prac-
tical warriors any more than we are
in practical fishermen; she was lack-
ing in the science of united and en-
lighumed effort. She came to her
senses arter eenturleu ot unscientific

{ effort;
,‘e\'ery country under the sun where
they entered the universities and
from there they branched out into the
Hnes of business and government as
they found them, and returning ap-
plied their knowledge at home; she
imported experts from the most ad-
vanced countries and set them about
to train her sons, and she is still
grappling with the great problems that
are facing her day by day. In this
she still finds that every nation has
something- that she can learn and ap-
)ly with advantage and profit.

one of the professions, and in a few
years you find them in the variour
parts of the world floating well to the
top in their chosen spheres—but New-
foundland is thus losing hdr greatest
asset. T am firmly of opinion that
much of this ability can and could
have b?en directed to scientific pur-
suits such as that under considera-
tion., Our young men of this class do
not want to stay out of Newfound-
land, but on the contrary the best of
them would do a great deal to have
the opportunity of devoting tbelr abil-
ities to the improving of their nwve
land.
