! Dr. Walcott said in the course of an

snecies. which he believes will add 
valuable information to the geology of 
the world.

The finding of the trilobite is looked 
npon as important, it is of the group 
of fossil crustaceans, of which a sin­
gle specimen is known from the Per 
r.:ian of North America. The animal, 
which has been extinct for ages, is 
scientifically described in these terms:

"The dorsal surface of the body was 
covered with a caleereous shell, which 
presented three longitudinal lobes 
median and two lateral, and was divi­
ded into three parts:—A head shield, 
a body ehield or thoracic segment, and 
,a tall shield or pygidium. The head 
was approximately semt-circular. and 
a central protuberance, the gladebei- 
lum. and a flat border, formed the 
geuae or cheeke. The animal was able 
to roil Itaeif up so that the soft lower 
surface of Its body was protected. The 
anterior appendages were modified to 
form antennae, mandibles and maxil­
lae."

■w-» ££* J T i 'ly thaï within thirty minutes after-catnn s Land. wimis th,® y®88®18«»k- t»®
crew and the Munit party barely es­
caped with their lives. Some of the 
erew had to leave their clothes aboard 
and let them go down with the-ship 
in order to save something to eat, A 
small quantity of provisions were 
brought ashore, consisting chiefly of 
biscuits, and so that the food would 
last longer, the twenty four persons all 
told were put on short rations. The 
survivors of the Algerine would have 
starved and perished but for the time­
ly rescue of the Neptune.

The Algerine had been butting her 
way through the floe when the ice raft­
ed and she was nearly cut in two. At 
this time the ship was. nearly thirty 
miles from Button Island and the 
crew had to walk all that distance 
through blinding snow drift, most of 
the party suffering greatly from ex­
posure. They remained in that vicinity 
until the Nepune was sighted. The 
Algerine was about the oldtst of our 
staling fleet and a staunch vessel, be­
ing rebuilt a couple of years ago. She 
was 5<>r. tons nett; 2:t9 gross and was 
formerly an English man of war. She 
was built in Belfast in 1880.

After taking aboard the Algerine's 
crew. ('apt. Scott decided to have his 
ship butt through the ice. to get to 
Eclipse Sound. After steaming 
through eight miles the ship was jam­
med and powder had to be used to free 
her. Oil August 4th while again jam­
med in the pack three Esquimaux peo­
ple rame aboard. They said they nev­
er saw the ice so heavy or the weather 
conditions so bad inland. On August 
5th Commander Scott, accompanied by 
a prospector and a guide, left for tile 
shore and the party went to Salmon 
River, where a great deal of the 
country was done in travel and exten­
sive prospecting, (apt. Scott and ills 
companions indulged iu salmon fish­
ing for a day or so. while the Neptune 
steamed to Albert Harbor, about five 
miles distant from where the Com­
mander's camp was. When the ship 
reached nearer the shore the pros­
pectors were satisfied with their work, 
broke camp and returned on board. 
The next place the ship was headed 
for was Admiralty Inlet in l.ancaster 
Sound. Tile ice conditions encounter­
ed were worse than ever. After two 
days steaming the ship was anchored 
but no way could be conceived for the 
party to get ashore. Arriving at Davis 
Inlet there was general surprise to 
see a small 80 ton schooner, of a pros- 
liecting and trading party and com­
manded by ('apt. Bernier of arctic 
fame. The little craft bad a crew of 
ten on board, mostly French Canad­
ians. The Scott party thought it a 
daring adventure on the part of Ber­
nier and believed it to be an excellent 
piece of navigation and seamanship to 
get through the ice floe In such ti 
sms 11 fore and After. This rrafl Is own­
ed by the Cunadlkti Government mid 
left Quebec In July last.

After watering mid ballasting the 
ship at Pond's Inlet where ilia Algti- 
lue Irft her horns, Commander Bcpft 
mill party went limiting musk oxen. 
Tlie ship was steered litr June's Bound 
lull before reaching lit ere tile ship 
hart tn retreat, the ice bclpg too heavy 
and coal was running short, ('apt, 
Scott next decided to go lo Admiralty 
Inlet again and camp there for the 
entire winter, However, the next 
places tht Neptune called was at Dav­
is Inlet, Cumbersime Gulf and Win­
ter Hr. At the latter she anchored 
and watered. Tl o Rev. Dr, Oreen- 
shlt Ids, who Is doing uiisslonafy work 
at Blackhead Islands, came aboard 
and informed nil of the loss of the 
whaler Réduisante In Hudson Straps. 
This vessel bad been on a nine months 
whaling cruise. She carried a crew 
of twenty persons and bad 40 Esqui­
maux people aboard. The missionary 
reported that all, without exception, 
were lost. The Scott party gave the 
clergyman stores and also enter!allied 
some of the Esquimax people and 
then left for St. John's. -This was on 
Sept. 9th. On the peturn passage 
from the arctic the wind blew strong 
from the N.N.W. with mountainous 
seas. Crossing Hudson Straits she re­
ceived a bad drubbing.

Comander Scott and his party en­
joyed the trip .tmmenpely^and five of 
them left town yesterday for their 
homes I* New York. On Saturday 
evening and all day yesterday hun­
dreds of people, visited the-ship to see 
.some curios that were brought along,

Neptune Arrives from Ruffin's Laud 
« Ith Scott and Wit tin Exploration 
Parties—No Hold Discoveries Made 
—Algerine Lost—Whaler Lost with 
fid Lives on Hoard—<'apt. Bernier at 
tretie in Eon1 and After.

The S. S. Neptune, commanded by 
A. W. Scott with ( apt. Chas. Green, as 
navigator, returned from Baffin's Laiij^ 
<n Saturday evening after an unsuc­
cessful attempt for gold discovery. 
The cruise occupied two months and 
was better known as the "Lucky 
Scott" expedition. The ship left St. ; 
John's on July 15th on a prospecting | 
and exploration trip. On board was 
Commander Scott and a party of 
wealthy Americans. In addition were \ 
parties of prospectors and surveyors. 
The ship was fitted for the voyage to 
the arctic regions ami after leaving j 
here had fine weather which lasted un­
til Hudson Straits was reached. For 
the next few days boisterous weather I 
prevailed and the (xplorers suffered a 1 
little seasickness and felt the climate I 
somewhat different than that of New 
York. The next place to be reached 
was Davis Straits where the first of 
the heavy arctic ice was experienced. 
The ship, taking a southeast course 
steamed along the edge of the ice 
pack. The ice was rafted and pre­
sented a picturesque appearance and 
snap shots of the various shapes of 
the ice were taken. On the afternoon 
of July 22nd a «polar bear was seen. 
On being approached by the steamer 
the bear became frightened and ran 
for its life. Coveys of birds were next 
seen fluttering around tlie ship. The 
next day while the ship was in open 
water off the Greenland Coast, thick 
fog prevailed. It was also intensely 
cold and nothing could be seen. The 
following day the fog lifted and the 
ship took a northwesterly course. The 
ice pack was loose, extending over a 
hundred miles. The Neptune was 
then on the Baffin's 1-and Coast Line 
and the ice was never seen so heavy 
by tiré oldest seaman on board. On Aug­
ust 1st. about nine o'clock in the 
morning Pond Inlet was reached. The 
weather was then magnificent and the 
view from the ship's deck was beau­
tiful, although up to this no life was 
visible. About noon of the same day 
a boat was observed to be coming 

■ from the land In which were two men. 
At first it was thought they were Es­
quimaux coming to visit the ship. 
Subsequently two more boats were 
seen when suddenly those on board 
the Neptune were alarmed when they 
discovered that the boats they had 
seen were Canadian canoes and ship's 
boats. The Broil party, however, 
seemed to lie still mystified, as they 
did not know that there was any oth- 
< r vessel around, until they recogniz­
ed in one host two Canadian prospect­
ors, belonging lo the B. B. Algerine, 
which left Sydney In June last mi n 
almlllsi' exptdltlon to the Neptune, 
two members of the Algerine's orew 

bmtrded the Neptune and reported thin 
their Ship, Algerine, was lost.

The Chinese troops are mas- 
sacreing women and children to re­
press the natural Increase of the Mon­
golians, while adults are being roasted 
alive over slow fires. Six thousand 
Chinese troops are preparing to con­
tinue these atrocities throughout the 
winter according to this correspond­
ent.

Special Evening Telegram,
LONDON, Sept- 15.

The Times understands that the 
British and American consuls In the 
Congo district are conjointly engaged 
In an extensive tour of the Upper 
Congo for the purpose of reporting to 
their respective governments upon the 
general situation of the country. Up­
on the nature of their report, says the 
Times, will largely depend the action 
of the two governments with regard to 
the formal recognition of Belgian an­
nexation. Reforms have been in op­
eration for two years in one part and 
for one year in another, while in a 
third zone other reforms were inaug­
urated in July last. The problem 
which will engage the attention of the 
consuls is how far the legislative 
measures of the Belgian Government 
are being applied in practice. That 
the -eneral condition of the Congo has 
vastly improved is acknowledged on 
all sides.

Special Evening Telegram,
NEW YORK, Sept. 15.

A cable to the Tribune from Lon­
don says that Jamaica's probable fu­
ture as a dependency of the United 
States has a prominent position in the 
Morning Post. A gentleman, closely 
connected with Jamaica says, so far 
as the sentimental side is concerned it 
is unfortunately true that the younger 
generation of whites and the educated 
negroes, believe that the prosperity of 
the Island lies in the direction of com­
mercial union with the States, and 
even political union is regarded with 
complacency, unless Britain adopts a 
policy of colonial preference, and 
thereby assists the West Indies. The 
icreasing production of sugar, coffee, 
cocoa, etc., offers no alternative to the 
ever increasing cry for association 
with the States, either by reciprocity, 
by political union, or at least closer 
-onueUlon with Can a ad. Additional im- 
impetus with Canada. Additional im­
petus to the movement towards the 
States may arise upon the completion 
of the Panama Canal. Old West In­
dia planters say that American sen­
timent is only, natural, but jqdiclous 
treatment would restore the allegiance 
of Jamaicans to Britain.

Adventure Back.
The S. S. Adventure, Capt. Couch, 

arrived from Hudson Bay waters early 
yesterday morning. Her charter with 
Revillon F re res lasted two months 
and eleven days. The steamer was 
loaded with supplies at Montreal in 
July and left for the Hudson Bay sta­
tion. Going north the weather con­
ditions were adverse, fog being con­
tinuous. The Adventure brought back 
a small portion of cargo, including a 
collection of furs which were got at 
Straiten Island, the last place the 
steamer left. The managers of the 
different Hudson Bay Stations came 
along in the ship as passengers, as did 
also a French-Canadian Bishop and 
his Secretary, who were doing mis­
sionary work at Ungava. The crew 
of the Adventure report that the far­
thest places north he steamer called 
tne weather was most pleasant and no 
Ice was to be seen.
