Dexterity in marshalling figures
may give meaning to the collest fact
and in the statistics of coal mine ac-
cidents throughout the world, coliect-
ed by the interior department, the
eftort is made to overcome tae belief
that in this sort of industrial care-
lessness we still lead all nations. It
is admitted that the ten year averages
(1901-1911) of men killed in Amerizan
collieries was 2,270, that of Great
Britain, 1,210, that of Germany, 3,017,
and that of France, 309; while the
Unifed States employs 607,433 men 1o
£40,434 in Great Bitain, 482,132 in
Germany and 178,749 in France. The
deaths pe r1,000 employed were theore-
fore, in America 3.74, in Great Britain,
1.36, in Germany, 2.11, and in France
1.69. But the bulletin of the depart-
ment asserts that these figures prove
nothing, the right index being ihe
nember killed per million tons mined.

The ten-year average, by this compu-
tation is for America 5.83, for Grzat
Britain 4.40. for Gcnnény 7.5 and for
France 7.79. In Japan it reaches the
astounding total 22.71. here is sur-
face justice in this point of view,
measures the risk to the miner by the
work he accomplishes. But consider-
| ing the natural accessibility of Ameri-
can coal, and the high development of
our mechanical devices, the produc-
tion basis of comparison cannot be
thought the absolute one.

Work is the process of reducing

.hours to dollars and cents.

Some meén are so skilled - at this
process that they can take a commnon
or garden variety of hour and get sev-
eral hundred dollars out of it. Otber
men work all .their lives, throwing
twelve or fourteen hours int> the hop-
per each day and getting about tweniy
cents out of each of them.

This is beeause some men use their
rains in handling the hours, and
some use their hands. When an hour
is chemically treated with int2lli-
gence it yields a very big retarn. But
the man who has to squeeze money
out of an hour with his bave hands
doesn’'t need a wheelbarrow- to cs:t
away the proceeds every evening.
Work is a hobby with some men, a
religion with others, a recreation for
still others and a stern nec2ssity ior
most of us. There are also a great
many men to whom work is a bratal
torture. Many a bright young man
spends a life of toil and adventure
and privation and suffering irying to
get out of work. He begins by allow-
ing his mother to work for him and
ends up by doing a large number of
digagreeable jobs every day under the
personal supervision of a short, stosit
man in a blue uniform, with a hooked
can over his arm.

Work is the greatest magic in the
world. It makes gardens out of des-
erts and captains of industry out of
tiniid, shrinking immigrants. It also
makes useful citizens out of siim,
scornful college seniors wio conie
home with their hair gn tiptoe and
pink handkerchiefs sticking out of
their upper coat pockets.

Scientists have also endeavored to
combine work with a tramp in order
to note the results, but have decided
to mix oil and water and accomplish
a few other comparatively easy tasrs
first.

Cardinal Rampollo
Laid to Rest.

Rome, Dec. 19.—Most impressive
ceemony accompanied the funsral ser-
vices to-day for the late Cardinal Mari-
ano Rampollo, who died suddenly on
December 16th. The coffin bearng the
dead Cardinal’s insignia, was trans-
ported in the midst of a processicn
from the little palace where the pre-
late died to St. Peter's, where had.al-
ready gathered the members of ‘the
Sacred College. the diplomatic coivs,
the papal court, the Roman aririo-
crzcy and the Knights of Malta,; be-
sides a large number of clergy wad
laymen of all nationalities. Ai!.ie-
quiem Mass was celebrated Dy Mon-
signor Pietro Jorio, vicar of ' St
Peter’s, and then Cardinal Vannuielli
imparted benediction. The body '\vas
afterwards conveyed to the cemstery
in the chapel of the vatican chapter
and later buried in the Church of St.
Cecilia, of which Cardinal Rampollc
was the protector and which he had
caused to be magnificently restora L.

In order to
teep the city clean, it must be pro-
yerly terraced as Quebec is.© This
vork was started 100 years ago and
stopped at McBride's Hill and Duck-
worth Street (then Low Back Car
R0ad). The Council, he stated, did
ts best, although it may not have done
nuch. The Mayor did not think that
wven much additional taxation. was
1ecessary to complete the work. It
vould mean only $20,000 a year in-
‘erest on half a million dollars. The
‘mprovement to property " through
vaving would mean a revenue cf
*bout $4,000, and annually the reven-
.1e was increasinig $5,000. To go
‘head with the work properly a plant
should be provided with proper rol-

A short time
after~ Mr. Foley’'s appointment an d-
vertisement appeared in th= press,
asking for recruits for the Cons.ahu-
lary. 1t called for strong, a-ctive
young men unmarried, betweea 19 aad
2% years of age, or widowers without
children.. The candidates were to he
at least 5 feet 8§ inches in height. In-
spector Foley re-organized t'ie force
on the Royal Irish Cons:abu.ary
model. He died suddenly two years
after his arrigal. while in the Magis-
trates’s office. He complaincd o a
pain in his head and falling at tie

same time he
Expired in a Few Minutes.

Our local historian,” Judge Prowse,
was in the office at the time and 1
believe he caught Mr. Foley as he was
in the act of falling. Inspector Foley
was a kind man, a splendid oificial
and very zealous in the performance
of his duty. His remains wera foliow-
ed to the Church of England (‘emetery
by all classes. The late Bp. Feild held
the funeral service and was assisted
by the late Rev. T. M. Wood. 1 copizd
the following lines from & poem,
eulogizing him:—

The whole story of the
new journalism and its French origin
has been told very amusingly by M.
Clemenceau in his novel *“Les Plus
Forts.”
