Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what three eminent 
men have said: —

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show that gas Is more useful 
than the electric light In promoting ef­
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this, 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officer^ of 
Health, which has recently instated 
gas on its premises, after experietiie 
with the electric light—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the improvement thàt haç 
taken place since gas had been snb-^ 
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation; 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
fleld, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health. »

was lighted by gas, and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort, 
sit through an hour’s lecture, or with 
pleasure through a three hours’ din­
ner, hut which with the march of 
civilization, had its illumination 
changed from gas to electricity, the 
latter been employed with all the 
latest refinements to effect the light­
ing under the best conditions, with the 
result that any large gathering within 
its walls leads to a state little short of 
asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes, Pro­

Last night a number of gentlemen 

met in the Board of Trade rooms on 
the invitation of Mr. W. G. Gosling, 
President of the Board of Trade. The 
meeting was a preliminary cnc and 
met with the object of considering 
the desirability of forming a Citizens’ 
Committee, which would take up the 
question of city improvements. The 
formation of such a committee was 
determined on. and a committee ap­
pointed to deal with its membership. 
The step was a notable one and 
should elicit considerable support, as 
it will doubtless be broadened out be­
yond the confines of the Board of 
Trade. Mr. Gosling justified the tak­
ing up of this work by the Board on 
the ground of the intimate connection 
between trade and business generally 
and living conditions of citizens. He 
also pointed out that many of the 
civic improvements in Halifax end St. 
John were due to the initiative of 
their Boards of Trade.

The step is one in the right direc­
tion and should do "much to stimu­
late public opinion. The formation cf 
a live and vigorous opinion on civic 
matters is one of cur greatest needs, 
and when a substantial advance has 
hi i:ii made in this direction, the dr- 
t" ’-minaticn to have a dean healthy 
and beautiful city will be followed by 
steps to get it. Everybody recognizes 
there is need for improvement, and it 
is equally well recognized that such 
improvements will cost money, and we 
have no doubt that when the ncecis 
arc well ventilated, citizens will fce 
prepared to pay for them. Ur. Gos­
ling made it clear that the movement 
is in no sense hostile to Municipal 
Councils, present or past, and the 
presence and active co-ope raton Of 
Mjyor Ellis at last night's meeting 
showed that be has accepted the 
movement in the spirit which has 
brought it into being and that is a 
desire to co-operatc in bettering civic 
conditions.

Mayor Ellis showed that substan­
tial improvements of a permanent na­
ture could be made at a comparative­
ly small increase to the annual bur­
den of civic taxation, if made as be 
advocated on Capital account, and de­
frayed by way of lorn. He took up 
the paving of New Gower Street and 
Duekwerth Street and also part of 
George Street. He dealt also with 
the extension of water and sc we, age. 
opening up of new roads and streets, 
and placed the capital expenditure rft 
half a million dollars.

This would not entail an extraor­
dinary burden on the city, nor one 
which we believe citizens could not 
and should not be wiling to boar.

Police Forces.

Their Dress and Names—Reor­
ganization of the Force by in­

spector Foley.
(By JAMES MURPHY.)

(Concluded.)
The Gazette of the time records the 

appointment of Mr. Foley es fol­
lows:—

“His Excellency the Governor h.is 
been pleased to appoint Thomas 
Foley, Esquire (from the Royal .neh 
Constabulary) to be Inspector of 
Police for this Colony.” A short time 
after- Mr. Foley's appointment an td- 
vertisement appeared in tha press, 
asking for recruits for the Constabu­
lary. It called for strong, a Hue 
young men unmarried, between 19 and 
27 years of age, or widowers without 
children.. The candidates were to be 
at least 5 feet S inches in height. In­
spector Foley re-organized the force 
on the Royal Irish Constabu.ary 
model. He died suddenly two years 
after his arrival, while in the Magis­
trates’s office. He complained o: a 
pain in his head and falling at ti-.e 
same time he

Expired in a Few Minnies.

Our local historian.' Judge Prowse, 
was in the office at the time and I 
believe be caught Mr. Foley as he was 
in the act of falling. Inspector Foley 
was a kind man, a splendid official 
end very zealous in the performance 
of his duty. His remains were follow­
ed to the Church of England ('ametery 
by all classes. The late Bp. Feild held 
the funeral service and was ass'sted 
by the late Rev. T. M. Wood. 1 copied 
the following lines from a poem, 
eulogizing him:—

“Strange eyes have watched his end.
Strange hands have closed his eyes,
Strange forms has followed to the

grave
And laid him where he lies. ’
Shortly after the demise of Inspect­

or Foley, the late Inspector Paul 
Carty arrived. Inspector Cartv was 
another son of the Green isle. Mrs. 
Carty, his wife and their six children 
arrived at the same time in the o'.d 
Hibernian in Agust 1873. Inspect >r 
Carty was the father of the present 
Mr: George Carty and of the late Hon. 
Michael Carty. He was a 

Splendid Official
and did good and faithful work while 
he held the position of Police Inspect­
or. In September, the month after 
Mr. Carty’s arrival, he cleverly de­
tected a robbery which took place in 
a store on Water St. Forty pounds, two 
gold watches, a gold guard, a gold 
locket, a chain and a brooch were 
stolen. A part of the money v.,r>s 
found in a field by Mr. Carty unde ■ a 
heap of stones. The culprits received 
a long sentence, inspector Carty wss 
pensioned and Major Fawcett took his 
place in 1885. The Major was a stern 
disciplinarian of the old school. He 
was a military man in his earlier 
days. He used to ride on horseback 
and reminded one of the pictures of 
the stern old warriors of the days 
gone by. There were some stirring 
times when Major Fawcett had com­
mand of the Constabulary, in the 
spring following his arrival the House 
of Assembly

Was Broken Into
by a number of men seeking work. 
Inspector General McCowen succeed­
ed Major Fawcett. Mr. McCowen was 
an Irishman and served some years ;n 
the R. I. C. He was a splendid type 
of officer. He had been Governor of 
the Penitentiary for a number of 
years at the time of his appointment 
to the command of the police, and he 
was also chief of the Fire Department. 
I was personally acquainted with him 
and I can recount many traits of his

heart and hand. He married a daugh­
ter of the Rev. Mr. Netten in i S76. 
Mrs. McCowen is still living. In­
spector McCowen was the possessor of 
a medal from the Royal Humane So­
ciety of Great Britain for

Consplcnons Bravery

in saving life in 1878. He had a warm 
heart. No deserving man or woman 
ever could say otherwise than that he 
was a generous man. had they ocea- 
•sion to appeal to him for assistance. 
Mr. McCowen was a Protestant, but 
his mother, whose maiden name was 
Roche, was a Roman Catholic. In 
one of my last conversations with 
Mi.

peace. Some future day. however. I 
may have recourse to a more lengthy 
Utter on the Constabulary, in which 
1 will give Mr.’ Sullivan his full due.

Rebels Expel Priests and
Nuns From Mexico.

El Paso. Texas, Dec. 13.—Stories of 
wholesale looting by General Villas 
rebel army on its entrance into .chi­
huahua. of the despoiling of church 
treasures, of the robbery of Spanish 
priests and nuns, of the confiscation 
of property and demands’ for exorbit­
ant sums of money, were brought 
here to-day with the arrival of nearly 
50C citizens of Spain who had been 
banished front Mexico by the rebels.

Eighteen Catholic priests and nuns 
of Spanish origin were among the 
refugees. They joined with the other 
exiled Spaniards in sending to the 
Spanish ambassador at Wrvhing’cn 
and to the Minister of foreign re­
lations at Madi id. a protest against 
what they asserted was an outrage of 
their rights.

The priests said Villa ltc.l demand­
ed $5,000 each of them, and after they 
had given all they posstss 1. Vida's 
army looted the Cat he dr 1 an 1 chinch­
es and the convent of all the geld and 
jeweled chalices and sacred vestments. 
One priest said he paid the .ebels $.i5. 
whch was all he had : another sain he 
gave $155, and the nuns gate all but 
their personal belongings.

Itolihed Priests.
Among the priests who vouched for 

the story of church looting ware Fath­
er Superior Jose Morales, of ihe Com­
munity of the Holy Family; Father 
Manuel De Francisca. and the Mother 
Superior and six Sisters of the Order 
of the Virgin Mary.

Other Spaniards reported that in :d- 
dition to threatening them with death 
if they remained in Chihuahua any 
longer than ten days, General Villa de­
manded from merchants $1.51-0,(I’m in 
geld as a tribute to the revolutionary 
cause. In exchange ho would pay 
them in so-called constitutional cur­
rency.

United States Consul 1 .etcher .ms 
appealed to in vain, the lchigoes said, 
because Mr. Letcher was defiled the 
privilege of forwarding a code mes­
sage to the American government.
