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THE ASSASSINS 8f THE SEA.
Lord Charles Beresford, M.P., ad­

dressing the members of the United 
Club at the Constitutional Club, Lon­
don, said the most remarkable phase 
0f the war was that a great nation 
was doing something which had never 
been done before, declaring through 
its Government that it was going to 
continue the contest by methods call­
ed piracy, but which were really mur- 
jcr. The Germans were the assas­
sins of the sea. (Cheers.) There had 
been pirates before in many coun­
tries, but they had sever been sup­
ported by their Governments, and no 
nation had hitherto said anything 
against pirates caught in the act of 
piracy being hanged. In the House 
of Commons he suggested that the 
German pirates should he thus treat­
ed. but in view of the odious barbar­
ism they saw enacted by Germany, 
and remembering that they had in that 
country some of the flower of our 
manhood—ten or twenty times the 
number of German prisoners we had— 
he thought it would be wiser to intern 
the pirates and try them by court- 
martial after the war. It was a no­
table fact that the Germans had not 
a single prisoner from any of our 
naval ships. Whenever they destroyed 
our vessels, notably the Good Hope 
and the Monmouth, they steamed 
through our drowning men and never 
picked up a single soul. (“Shame.”) 
He did not mention that to encour­
age hatred, but after the war was 
over these .outrages against the hu­
man race should be dealt with in the 
way he had indicated. The Govern­
ment had proposed a very sensible so­
lution for this piracy question by de­
claring that we would stop everything 
going in and everything coming out 
of Germany. Since that, however, it 
had been stated that aniline dyes 
were to be allowed to come out from 
Germany if our Government gave a 
license to manufacturers here to ob­
tain them. When they began that 
sort of thing they knocked the bottom 
out of the Prime Minister’s proposal.

Germany had begun to whine al­
ready about her food supply, forget­
ting that they had reduced Paris by 
starvation and that starvation was one

of the oldest methods of warfare. 
When nations went to war they should 
fight with all their might in order to 
end the w*ar as soon às possible. It 
was a very wise proposal of the Prime 
Minister not to bring'in any question 
of contraband or blockade. These 
matters were interwined with all sorts 
of legal difficulties, whereas by mak­
ing no reference to them there .was 
absolutely nothing for the lawyers to 
say on the matter. (Hear, hear, and 
laughter.) The frenzied hatred of Ger­
many towards us was the hate of the 
bully who found he was tackled and 
was going to be beaten. (Cheers.) 
The Germans hated us now, but be­
fore the war was over we should 
teach them to dread us. Their policy 
of blockading us by submarines we’ 
could laugh at. They might sink a 
few of our ships, but even our splen­
did mercantile marine turned round 
and sent the attackers to the bottom. 
(Cheers.) We had got the absolute 
command of the seà and intended to 
keep it. Both in the army and the 
Navy our personnel was superior in 
every way to that of the - Germans. 
He was sure the attack on the Dar­
danelles would succeed. (Cheers.) 
We might have some losses, but the 
excellence of our gunnery, the care­
fulness of our officers, the discipline 
and loyalty of our men would reduce 
the forts, although it might take time. 
That, he believed, would change the 
aspect of the war and shorten it very 
considerably, since it would bring in 
other Powers. But they must not 
think that even the forcing of the 
Dardanelles would make it a short war 
or mean that peace was in sight. He 
believed that Germany at present had 
plenty of food, and that they were not 
short of copper, petrol or rubber. All 
they were doing now was to prepare 
for the time when they might get 
short. A good time was coming for 
the British Navy. He thought the 
German Fleet would try some plan of 
coming out in thick weather, with all 
their under water equipment, and en­
deavor to fight a running away action 
or get into a melee Lu a fog. W^ 
should beat them whatever they did, 
although we must not underrate them.

German Officer Cousin 
of British Admiral.

lifniiirkable Coincidence Revealed in 
the Battle off Falkland Islands.

London, April 2.—The long arm of 
coincidence is curiously exemplified 
in an incident of the battle off the 
Falkland Islands which is just 
brought to light in The Cornhill Ma­
gazine. An officer Of H. M. S. Car­
narvon. which took part in that en­
gagement and flew the flag of Admir­
al Stoddart. was in command of the 
cutters which rescued stmie of the 
Gncisenan’s men. Describing the 
operation, this officer wrote:

“One of the German officers saved

was a first cousin of our Admiral 
Stoddart. He was in a 8-2 turret as a 
second torpedo officer. The turret 
was knocked out and he was the sole 
survivor. He then went tt> a case­
mate gun, which was also knocked 
out and practically all the crew kill­
ed. He went to a third casemate, 
which was also knocked1 out. and he 
was again practically the sole sur­
vivor. He went to another gun and 
the ship was then sunk. He remained 
in the icy water for nearly one and 
a quarter hours and was picked up.”

Egotism is the process of over­
capitalizing one’s self.

But they are. amateurs at inflated 
values beside the egotist. When an 
egotist who fs worth $1,500 a year to 
the world gets through watering his 
capital stock in himself he is so 
valuable that if he were to be snatch­
ed away the chasm he would leave in 
society would have to he set aside as 
a National Park, like the Grand Can­
yon. .

You can knock 
an egotist down with a club and tell 
him that by living he is spoiling air 
which could otherwise be used in a 
pool hall with more benefit to the 
human race and he will merely feel 
sorry because you are so jealous.

It is impossible ■ to prevent an 
egqtist from going through life in a 
dream of bliss, imagining that sena­
tors and pretty girl» are happier 
when he speaks to them. But it is 
possible to make a good deal of use 
out of an egotist. Half the campaign

A LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.
The French offensive in Woevre, ac­

cording to official reports from Paris, 
continues to make progress. Altho’ 
the Germans reiterate that all the 
French attacks have been repulsed, it 
is believed it is but a prelude to a 
big general effort in the West. With 
the two general staffs in direct con­
flict, it is difficult to gauge the results 
of the fighting. Military experts here, 
however, express the conviction that 
the Germans will be compelled to send 
reinforcements to strengthen their 
wedge which penetrates St. Mihiel and 
which is being attacked on both flanks 
and that as soon as this movement 
begins, the Allies will strike at the 
point thus weakened, and perhaps at 
the whole line. The operations in this 
district of France and those in the 
Carpathians divide the interest which 
is being barely satisfied with the mea­
gre official reports from the various 
headquarters. The Russians, like the 
French, are apparently making pro­
gress in the capture of important 
points which are essential, before a 
general forward movement can be un­
dertaken. They are in possession of 
the whole principal chain of the Car­
pathians and at some points are de­
scending the Southern slopes and are 
approaching if they are not already 
in Uszok Valley, the south pass of 
that name. Fighting is going on un­
der extremely difficult conditions, the 
ground being covered with snow, 
which is commencing to soften, while 
the Austro-Germans continue to bring 
up reinforcements in an endeavor to 
check the advance. The Russians, how 
ever, appear to have confidence in 
their ability to handle the task for 
simultaneously they are showing con­
siderable activity both on the East 
Prussian frontier, where they claim 
success over Germans and to the 
South of the Vistula, where the Ger 
mans say they have repulsed the Rus­
sian attack. The Allied fleet has, ac 
cording to unofficial reports, been 
bombarding the Dardanelles forts 
from the Gulf of Saros. This doubt­
less is being done to prevent the 
Turks from repairing the forts, for it 
is not believed here that the big at­
tack will be resumed until the land 
forces arrive. Unofficial reports, also 
continue to come in regarding gun fir­
ing off the Norwegian coast on Wed­
nesday of which the- Admiralty as yet 
has made nothing public. Scandina­
vian papers are convinced that a sea- 
battle has occurred, altho they vari­
ously describe it as a battle between 
British and German cruisers and the 
chase by British of German sub 
marines.

FRENCH STEAMER TORPEDOED.

PLYMOUTH, To-day.
The French steamer, Fredic Franck, 

was torpedoed off Start Point, in the 
English Channel on Sunday, but was 
towed into Plymouth by the Govern­
ment tugs. No lives were lost.

TURKS CAPTURE PERSIAN CITY.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

A telegram from Tiflis, Trans-Cau­
casia, says the Turks have occupied 
Hamadan, a city of Persia, Southwest 
fo Tehoran. Hamadan is an entry 
port for commerce between Bagdad, 
Tabriz, Aspahan and Teheran. There 
is a population of 26,000.

NEW RECRUITING CAMPAIGN.

LONDON, To-day.
A great patriotic campaign to se­

em e recruits for Kitchener’s new 
army was opened in London to-day. 
The campaign is to be carried on for 
a fortnight. The meetings were ad­
dressed by Liberal, Unionist, Labor 
and Irish members of Parliament. 
They, were held in Hyde Park, Trafal­
gar Square, and other centres, while 
recruiting sergeants distributed pam­
phlets, showing the pay, separation 
allowance and other advantages given 
to soldiers. As a result of the Tra­
falgar Square meeting 200 recruits 
registered at the chief recruiting of­
fice nearby.

fought a battle off the Norwegian 
coast, in which the latter had been 
defeated, the Admiralty preserved si­
lence during the forenoon. One ver­
sion of the battle said that a large 
number of German warships had at 
tempted to make their way into the 
Atlantic, but had been driven back 
Naval experts decline to accept the 
various reports as true, though their 
publication was sanctioned by the 
Government Censor until an official 
announcement was made by the Ad­
miralty, .pointing out that if a naval 
battle had occurred, its results would 
have been made known first to the 
Government.

An appeal is issued for 1,000 picked 
men “willing to serve together, 
wherever ordered, as infantry. Must 
be good rifle shots, and of -sober, 
steady habits. Strict medical test 
necessary. Preference given to front­
iersmen and others who have lived 
abroad, age twenty-five to forty-five.”

Lieutenant-Colonel Driscoll, who 
raised and led Driscoll’s Scouts in 
the South African war, issued the 
appeal. He wants the thousand men 
at once. .A -card which he has is­
sued states that “on completion of 
1,000 men, orders will be Issued from 
the war office.” Pay, separation al­
lowance, etc., will be the same as for 
the regular army.

“U am now authorized to raise 
1,000 men in a body, to gq on service 
in a region which will be indicated to 
them,” says the lieutenant-colonel. 
“They can be sure of hâving a hot 
time when they get there and of see­
ing the kind of service that frontiers­
men enjoy.” _ 1

More Recruits Wanted.
The duration of the war will depend 

largely on the number of men and the- 
shot and shell which the Entente Al­
lies can hurl against Germany, Aus­
tria and Turkey during the next six 
months. On the western front the 
Germans are held up by the Allies 
who have made successful advances 
at Neuve Chapelle and Eparge. In the 
East, the Russians are not only hold­
ing the. Germans and Australna in 
the North and the centre of the line, 
but after the reduction of Premysl 
they have captured the passes of the 
Carpathians and are apparently de­
scending on the plains of Hungary. 
The Allies are also planning to follow 
up the destruction of the. forts in the 
first stretch of the Dardanelles by a 
combined land and sea attack on the 
Dardanelles. The time which it will 
take to overpower Turkey and Aus­
tria will depend on the attitude o' 
Italy and Roumanta, Bulgaria and 
Greece. The entry of Italy into the 
war depends on whether Austria will 
yield Trentino to her without war. If 
she does so, then Italy will not be a 
factor—on the side of the Entente. 
If Austria refuses, then Italy will be 
a big factor In the more speedy ter­
mination of the war and her entrance 
into the war will have its influence in 
deciding Romania and the others in 
casting their lot in with us. Should 
this come about Bulgaria would prob­
ably attack Adrainople and aid in 
driving the Turks from Europe, and 
Roumania would join with Russia and 
Italy in a joint campaign directed at 
Buda Pesth and Vienna and before 
the autumn closes we should not be 
surprised to see Austria and Turkey 
occupied by the Allies, and Russia. 
Italy and France joining hands 
through South Germany. If. however, 
Italy is satisfied by Austria and does 
hot enter the War, the campaign will 
te prolonged, and every recruit that 
Britain can get will be needed for a 
stubborn and prolonged fight through 
Northern France and Belgium. Bri­
tain is providing for either event and 
a new recruiting campaign has been 
started in London, which we have no 
doubt will meet with a ready response.

OBITUARY-—There passed away at 
his late residence, No. 8, Field St., 
yesterday morning, after a long ill­
ness. Mr. John Moore, at the age of 
76 years. Mr. Moore was for 36 years 
in the employ of Bowring Bros., Ltd., 
and was an honest and faithful em­
ployee. To the widow, 4 sçns and 2 
daughters who are left to mourn the 
Telegram extends its condolence.

This morning Patrick Brine, aged 
28 years, had a narrow escape from 
being -buried alive. He is an employee 
of the City Council staff and was en­
gaged excavating in the extreme East 
of Duckworth Street, or Hoyles town, 
where new*sewer pipes are. intended 
to be laid. He was digging away with 
his pix axe when suddenly the earth 
caved in and Brine was left standing 
to his chin in clay. He endeavoured 
to clear himself, but was too tightly 
pinned to move. He then shouted to 
three fellow workman who rushed to 
his assistance but it took them three 
hours to remove the clay and release 
Brine from his perilous predicament. 
He was very much exhausted when 
released and was at once taken to the 
Général Hospital where on examina­
tion his injuries were 'found to be only 
slight. He left there again at noon 
and feels .himself able to resume work 
right away.

LONDON, April 11. 
The Governor, Newfoundland:

The French Government reports 
that the important position of Les 
Eparge is now completely in French 
l ands, and that they have mantained 
all the ground gained in Bois Dailly 
and in Bois de Mortmare, also that 
mine-sweeping at the entrance of the 
Narrows at the inlet of Chanak has 
been continued every night, dragging 
vessels operating under the direction 
of two large ships. The opposition 
of the Turks is feeble and ineffective.

The Russian Government reports 
that the Russians hold-the vfhole of 
the principal chain of the Carpathians 
for more than seventy miles from 
Regetow to Wclohate. except hill 
909 south of Wolamichowa.

HARCOURT.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, April 9.
The British troops repulsed a Ger­

man attack during the night of 7th to 
8th April.

Between the Meuse and the Mos 
elle we have made new progress. At 
Eparges we secured further gains and 
rebuilt recently-captured trenches, so 
that their parapets are now facing 
the enemy. These trenches were full 
of German corpses. At the end of the 
day we repulsed two counter-attacks.

In Atlly Woods we captured more 
trenches and six maxims and two 
tninnenwerfers, and repulsed two 
counter-attacks. About noon the ene­
my's counter-attacks ceased.

In Mortmare Woods, in spite of ex­
ceedingly fierce counter-attacks de­
livered by the enemy last night, we 
maintained all our gains, following a 
new and brilliant attack.

The important position of Eparges, 
which dominates Woevre plains, and 
was very bravely defended by the 
enemy, is now completely in cur pos­
sesion. We have captured 1,500 me­
tres of trenches, and this morning 
the Germans only occupied on the 
plateau two small isolated positions, 
which we captured this afternoon, 
taking 150 prisoners. We have thus 
secured one ot the main objects of 
recent operations.

Further north in Ailly forest wc 
have held on to all ground gained 
(200 metres on a 400 metre front) 
and repulsed three counter-attacks.

In Mortmare forest the Germans 
delivered fifteen attacks to recapture 
trenches taken from them yesterday. 
These fifteen attacks were repulsed 
and piles of German corpses covei 
the ground.

In Belgium, near Drci Grachten. 
following an attack, the Germans oc-

andthe Moisolle we have retained all 
ground gained, and have made fresh 
progress between the Orne and the 
Meuse. There have been no engage­
ments at Les Eparges, the enemy has 
undertaken no action either with in­
fantry or artillery, and the day pass­
ed quietly.

PARIS, via London.—The French 
official statement issued this after­
noon contains no military news. It 
merely says that during almost the 
entire day of April ioth, snow, rain 
and wind prevailed. The official 
statement of the prisoners taken by 
the Allies at Les Eparges emphasizes 
the importance of the success there. 
The estimated German losses are 
thirty thousand in two months’ fight­
ing.

PARIS, April 10.—Additional re­
ports received during the night say 
that the two attacks which enabled 
us to secure the sole trenches re­
maining in German hands at the im­
portant position of Eparges. were 
characterized by terrible bayonet en­
counters.

Between the Meuse and the Mos­
elle we have maintained all our gains 
and made further progress between 
the Orne and the Oise. No further 
fighting at Eparges. The entire posi­
tion is now in our hands, and pris­
oners' statements show forth the im­
portance of our success. Since the 
end of February the Germans had on 
that .part of the front the 23rd division 
of reserve; then about the end cf 
March, when the 23rd division was 
exhausted, the 10th active division 
of the 5th Army Corps, composed of 
the best soldiers of tfie German Army, 
was brought forward. It is this di­
vision who has just lost this regular 
fortress built by the Germans on 
Eparges spur. The German troops 
bad received orders on several occa­
sions to" hold this position at any 
cost. They were impressed upon that 
this position was of great importance 
and their General declared that to 
hold it not only would he sacrifice a 
division, but an army corps, and ev­
en. if necessary one hundred thousand 
men. The losses sustained by the 
Germans at Eparges during the last 
two months reach thirty thousand 
men.

In Mortmare forest we captured 
another line of trenches and repuls­
ed a counter-attack.

North of Regnierville we consoli­
dated and even increased our gains.

In Lorraine about half a company 
cf our men who. during the night, had 
pushed forward to Bezanglara, village 
was surrounded^ by superior forces 
and captured.

EPARGES.

RUSSIAN SUCCESSES.

PETF.OGRAD, April 11. 
The Russian official statement says: 

To the west of the Niemen River at 
dawn cn Friday, we attacked the Ger­
man position between Kalwery and 
Ludwinow. After a stubborn bayonet 
fight we captured two lines of trench­
es. We took six hundred prisoners, 
among whom were several officers 
and eight mitralleuses. In the Car­
pathians, in the direction of Mezoia- 
boroz, we took the offensive from 
positions near Czabolooz, and dis­
lodged the enemy from Wirawa. At 
Ncliamichova we captured height 
9(19, which means that the enemy has 
been driven back along the whale ex­
tent cf the .principal chain of the 
Carpathians. In the region of our 
offensive in the direction of Rostoki 
the enemy received considerable re­
inforcements on Thursday, and made 
,dolent counter-attacks. We repulsed 
them and captured a thousand pris­
oners, including twenty officers.

THE KHON PRIXZ WILHELM.
NEWPORT NEWS, Va., April 11.
The German auxiliary cruiser Ivron 

Prinz Wilhelm, another of the elus­
ive German sea rovers, which have 
leen destroying commerce since the 
outbreak of the war, arrived at Hamp­
ton Reads this morning. Presumab­
ly the Crown Prinz Wilhelm comes 
here, like her sister ship, the Prinz 
Eitel Friedrich, for repairs and pro­
visions, or possibly to be forced to 
intern for tfie remainder of the war. 
She had 61 prisoners, crews of the 
last two British steamers sunk by 
her. The Kron Prinz- slipped out of 
New York on August 3rd last, since 
when she has sunk 12 British, 2 
French and 1 Norwegian vessel, in 
her commerce destroying cruise in 
the North and South Atlantic Oceans

RELIEF BOAT TORPEDOED.
ROTTERDAM, April 11.

The British steamer Harpalyce, the 
first relief boat of New York State, 
and under charter to the Commission 
for the Relief in Belgium, has either 
been torpedoed or sunk by a mine in 
the North Sea. The steamer Eliza­
beth, from Rotterdam for New York, 
picked up 22 of the crew of the Har­
palyce, seven miles N.E. of Noord- 
hinder lightship, and brought them 
back to Rotterdam. The steamer 
Constance Catherine picked up 5 men 
and took them to Nieuwe Waterweg. 
The steamer carried a crew of 53 
men, 26 of whom, it is feared, have 
been drowned. An "Amsterdam de­
spatch says that the Harpalyce Was 
torpedoed seven miles off Noordhin- 
der. The captain of the Elizabeth de­
clares that he clearly saw the peris­
cope of the submarine.

That Would Be Nice
Preparations for Heavy Shipment— 

Channel Clear of Ice.

Washington, April 5.—The Russian 
Government is preparing to export 
through Vladivostok 350,000 tons of 
wheat from the Ossk / (Siberia) dis­
trict, where there was a large crop 
this year. Vladivostok has no facili­
ties for handling such an amount of 
cargo, but as it is the only port from 
which the shipment can be made, tem­
porary moorings and storehouses are 
being constructed.

All temporary moorings are to be 
connected with the railway by spurs. 
Warehouses covering 190,000 square 
feet' have been begun and- are to be 
finished within forty-five days, but as 
the ground is frozen several feet the 
work is attended with some difficulty. 
This will increase the warehouse ca­
pacity of the port by 100,000 tons per 
month. ^

There will be required about fifty 
ships, depending of course on their 
size, and it will probably take two 
months to ship the 350,000 tons. This 
will mean a labge number of steamers 
coming here empty or with a light 
cargo and an immense - number of 
empty freight cars going from here to 
western Siberia or European Russia, 
thus furnishing good facilities for the 
importation of American goods via this 
port, writes the United States Consul 
at Vladivostok. A number of large 
British ships have arrived from New 
York via the Panama Canal, and the 
wharves are all occupied; however, so 
far no American ships have arrived..

This has been an unusually severe 
winter, and for some days dbubt was 
expressed as "to the ability of the ice 
breakers to keep the harbor orfen, but 
at no time- wgs the channel entirely 
closed. . The ice field extended further 
out to sea than usual, being sometimes 
as far as thirty miles out, and one ship 
Vas held abdut twenty-five miles out 
for tour days.

American Schooner TYm. B. Houston 
l ost Oue Hundred and Thirty-Five 

Miles S. S. E. of Sable Island— 

Vrew of Seven Were Picked Up by 

the Burnt. Ada Peard, After Being 

Six' and a Half Hours Drifting 

About in a Bow Boat—Awful Ex- 

yerience of Shipwrecked Men Who 

Snfiered Brent Hardships.

Fighting for their lives for six 
hours and a half in an open boat in 
the height of a north west hurricane 
and blinding snowstorm, buffetted by 
the merciless billows of the perilous 
ocean and expecting any moment to 
be sent to "Davy Jones’ locker,” such 
was the terrible experience cd seven 
American seamen, . comprising the 
crew of the ill-fated schooner Wil­
li: m R. Houston, who were rescued 
ly the barquentine Ada Ford and 
I; i ought into this port Saturday night.

The shipwrecked crew put up at the 
I.ing George the Fifth Institute where 
a iTelegram representative interview­
ed them. ,

The Wm. R. Houston was a three- 
masted vessel of 521 tons nett and had 
on board a crew of seven men, whose 
names are:—Capt. T. M. The bide an; 
Mate H. G. Hansen; Cook John 
Thompson ; Seamen George Dacus, 
Isaac Gullraeen, J. Williams and An­
tonio Rose. The four last mentioned 
are negroes.

STORY OF THE VOYAGE.

The Houston was chartered by a 
Boston concern and left Portsmouth, 
New Hampshire, in ballast on Thurs­
day, March 25th, bound for Brideg- 
water, Nova Scotia, for a cargo of 
lumber. After being a few hours at 
sea, a strong southerly gale came on 
atcompanicd by torrents of rain, and 
the following day the vessel put into 
Rockland, Maine, for shelter. Five 
hours later the weather moderated.
\ he wind shitted to west and the 
voyage was resumed, but ere long the 
wind changed to N. W and blew with 
great force. The weather began to 
get thick and snowing and soon a j 
blizzard was in progress. “That was 
on Saturday, March 27th,” said Capt. 
Thcbideau, "and from then, until when 
we were picked up a succession of 
storms with but little interruption 
was encountered." On Sunday, March 
2: :h. the X. W. gale reached the velo­
city of a hurricane. The seas were 
running mountains higlf. The: vessel 
was hove to, but, being light in bal­
last,'was knocked about like a match. 
Constantly she was buried by the 

, huge waves and those on board %sed 
to think that they would never sur­
vive. On Monday, March 29th, there 
wrs a slight lull in the storm and the 
btarts of the crew became gladdened, 
tut their hopes again turned to de­
spair on the. approach of another 
gale from the N. N. W„, as heavy as 
Vue previous ones. This was on Tues­
day, March 30th. Heavy seas con- I 
tinned to sweep over the vessel, Hood­
ing the forecastle and cabin. Early 
Wednesday morning there was a an­
other abatement in the elements, only 
to witness the ushering in of a gale | 
from the S.E.. accompanied by an- | 
other blinding snow storm and gave 
•he vessel a bad drubbing. Again ths ; 
wind veered to the N. W. and raged , 
with violence and in fact more severe ' 
than ever, and the vessel was struck 
under the stern by the elements and 
almost thrown out on her beam ends 
while everything moveable about 
dfeks was carried away by the tre­
mendous seas. Still Capt. Thcbideau 
managed to keep his storm-tossed 
fraft afloat and kept her head-on to 
the gale under bare pole. That was 
on Thursday, April 1st, and to make 
matters worse the vessel sprung a 
leak and water began to gain rapid 
access to the holds and .other parts of 
her. One steam wrecking pump and 

6 iw'o-hand pumps were kept going to 
l;fep her free. The crew, though they 
had no sleep and very little food Cor 
a whole week, took short wathces at 
the pumps and worked with all their 
might fearing they wotÿd go under. 
They succeeded in coping with the 
it’rush of water for over sixty hours, 
after which they became exhausted 
and could hold opt no longer. .Some 
cf the c»ew had to give up complete­
ly. as they were so far worn out 

“It was atjout 10.30 on Blaster Sun­
day night, April 4th,” "said Captain 

. Thebideau, “that the leak got the: best 
of us.” The schooner began to fill 
*hh water and gradually sink. She

was dipping forward quickly and the 
spars and jibboom were cut away and 
anchors unshackled and let go so as to 
put the schr. on an even keel. It was 
an jtnxious time for the crew as there 
was no other vessel in sight to come 
and relieve them from thetr perilous 
predicament. All night was spent 
standing on the deck of the craft, all 
hands on board keeping a vigilant 
look out for assistance.

The day before the leak was discov­
ered several steamers were seen pass» 
ing, but at that time Cant. Thebideau 
did not think it necessary to signal
for aid.

VESSEL SINKS.

At 10 o’clock on the morning of 
Monday last, April 5th, about 135 
miles S. S. E. of Sable Island, in lati­
tude 32.34 N. and longitude: 57.40 W., 
the vessel settled down and sank, the 
crew barely having time to escape in 
a boat, and only .saved what clothes 
they stood in. Fortunately they 
brought with them some bread, bis­
cuit, canned meat and a small sup­
ply of fresh water. With nothing to 
comfort those seven men but the rag­
ing billows for six and a half long 
weary hours is a circumstance diffi­
cult to believe, while the hardships 
and exposure they endured seems al­
most incredible. Notwithstanding 
what they had suffered these poor fel­
lows went through a terrible ordeal 
while in that fifteen-foot life boat. 
There was a heavy N. W. gale raging, 
furious snow squalls, an intensely 
cold atmosphere while the waves con­
tinually burled the little craft and its 
occupants from view. Occasionally 
the life boat was threatened with dis­
aster and the men thought that their 
doom was surely sealed, but the boat 
had motor power on board and 
this helped to keep her head to-, 
wards the seas and possibly accounted 
for her surviving so long.

Fart of the crew were getting de­
spondent in the lift boat and every 
■second seemed as long as a week, 
they were suffering from frostbitten 
hands, faces, cars and feet, as their 
clothes which were saturated from 
the seas were frozen to their bodies. 
At last Capt. Thebideau observed a 
vessel, in the: distance, and which 
proved to be the baruentinë Ada 
Peard, Capt. Slade, bound from Bar­
bados to St. John’s, molasses laden.

TO THE RESCUE.

The Ada Peard was bearing S. W. 
and saw the distress flag that was 
stuck up in the stern of the life boat. 
It was then about 4.30 p.m. The 
barquentine came along, until getting 
near the life boat and then clewed up 
his foresails and guerneails in order 
to stop. The shipwrecked- men were 
taken on board the Ada Peard on the 
starboard side. They were not far 
from gene and certainly would, not 
have held out much longer. The 
cook of the ill-fated schr. had to be 
tied up with ropes and hoisted on 
board the rescuing vessel where, the 
men w,ere. given dry clothing and 
plenty to eat. An effort was made to 
hoist aboard their yawl but without 
success, as the Ada Beard’s davits 
gave way. A second attempt was not 
made, as it was no use. “There was 
nothing of much account happened 
after that,” continued Capt Tlhcbii- 
deau, except that on Friday last the 
Aria Peard rounded Cape Race and 
was driven back by strong ^ind and 
sea, not recovering herself until the 
next «lay when she came along-alright 
to port.

The. shipwrecked Americans speak 
in glowing terms of the hospitable 
treatment given them by Capt. Slade 
and crew of the Ada Peard. Such 
kindness in their hours of distress 
was a great edmfort to them, and 
Capt. Thebideau and crew will never 
forget it. American Consul Benedict' 
has interested himself and will see to 
the transportation of the shipwrecked 
men.

NOT INSURED. , \
The ill-fated William R. Houston 

was built in 1874 and was owned by 
the captain’s wife, whom he left home 
in Fall River, Massachusetts, and not 
a single cent of insurance was carried 
on the vessel. The loss to Mrs. The­
bideau and to the captain who lost 
practically all his belongings, in­
cluding his nautical instruments, will 
be great.

From a Naval 
Reservist in England

Liverpool, March 17th, T5.
Dear Friend,—Just a few words to 

you in answer to your letter which 
I received from you. I was more than 
pleased to receive them because I 
hardly knew what to thinlf of it, but 
yesterday I received three from you 
and one from my sister Maud. I al­
so received one from you when I was 
at. Lockeve and two frodi my father. 
I have good hopes of seeing this 
through, although three of our ships 
have passed beneath the waves and 
most of their crews; no doubt it must 
be nearly a hundred gone from our 
island now, but we must not think of 
that.

We are in port now for a few days 
but it is unknown how long we will 
stay, beôause if it is .known our ene­
my will be watching out for us, and I 
for one would like to live a little 
longer, and* think there are lots like 
me. It must be over a month now 
siifce I wrote you, but while we were 
at Lockeve it was impossible to do 
so. I cannot tell you anything now 
but when I come home, I will tell you 
all.

We have it very comfortable on 
beard of our ship; there are twenty- 
eight of us Newfoundlanders on 
board and they are a great crowd of 
lads. We mean to do our duty for 
King and Country and wipe the Ger­
mans off the sea; so cheer up as they 
are sure to go under.

I am delighted you hear from my 
people, because it will break the 
monotony somewhat.

When you write tell me if you re­
ceived a card of the ship we went 
over on and let me know all par­
ticulars, as I just love to hear from 
dear old Newfoundland. .

Remember me to all my friends 
and tell them that I am well and ex­
pect to be home soon.

I must now close, -with love to yoti 
and all at home.
