Conference.

Coming events cast their shadows
before, and it is a safe move to antici-
pate their passage by watching the
advancing sbadow. The conference of
men interested iu the preservation and
conservation of the Maritime Coast
fisheries of Canada, which meets at
Halifax, Nova Scotia, on August 6th
next, is a coming event in which we
in Newfoundland should be interested.
And interested to the exient that a
capable man he sent to represent this
Dominion at this coming conference.
Negotiations for such a representative
need neither be involved nor lengthy.
A request either from the Government
or the Board of Trade would, we
think, be instantly acquiesced in by
the promoters of this meeting, and far
from turning down such a proposal,
they would gladly accept it, because
the business men of the Maritime
Provinces realise full wel that the fu-
ture of the fisheries of Newfoundland
j¢ of as much importance to Canada
a5 it is to our own people. The inter-
ssts are identical. Canadian fish of
ail kinds have ingress to the many
parkets to which our catches are
shipped. Canadian bank fishermen
sse Newfoundland waters during the
mid-fishing season to obtain their sup-
plies of bait. From Port aux Basques
to Bay Bulls the harbors are at times
filled with the vessels of the Lunen-
purg fleet, seeking herring, caplin and
gquid. The banking grounds which
they frequent are also used by our

- Western bank fishermen. Therefore
it does not need to be repeated that
our future interests in codfishery
matters are intertwined with those of
(anada. It is fitting then that New-
foundland should have some one,
qualified to attend the coming confer-
ence. Another fishing industry which
s closely allied with a similar Cana-
dian coast fishery is that of the lob-
ster. Jor many years the catch in
ihis country has been falling off, due
to many causes but principally to de-
pletion. True one or two spasmodic
attempts have been made at propaga-
tien, but they lacked the necessary
scientific co-operation, and the result
is to-day that we are faced with an al-
wmost] total extinction of this valuable
ﬁnhei’_\z The complaint has been
made| that too many licenses, in the
past, were issued to small packers.
By smali packers is meant, the man
who merely engages in the business
as a side-line to his -codfishing, or
other pursuits, and packs anywhere
from five to ten cases during the seas-
on. Now it would be extremely harsh
to make any invidious distinctions, for
the small packer has an equal right
with the large canner, and is as much
entitled to a license to pack ten cases,
as the big packer who puts up a hun-
dred or more, but in small places
where the waters used for trap areas
are restricted, it appears to be absurd
to issue licenses promiscuously, or

fishery wardens, Packers are unani-
mous on this peint, and are of opinion
that there should be some enquiry in-
to local conditions, by the license .il;
suing department, before applications
are passed. This may be a remedy
but it is of minor importance compar-
ed with the future of the lobster pack-
ing industry. Year after year sees a
shrinkage in the numper of cases put
up, and fishermen say that if the fish-
ery is ever to rise above what it is at
present, and become as productive as

new and effective legislation passed,
otherwise within the mnext decade
there will not be a lobster in our wa-
teers. The same fear appears to have
communicated itself to the lohstermen
of the Maritime Provinces, and the
conference at Halifax next month has
been called for the purpose of drawing
up and submitting resolutions to the
Government, approving of legislation,
and outlining the course it should
take, for the preservation of an indus-
try which has been a most valuable
asset to the trade of Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island.

Statistics are dry reading, and there
is not a man interested in the lobster
fishery, either directly or indirectly,
who needs to be assisted in his opin-
#ms by the quotations of any. The

acts are there for examination, and
no one is more cognizant of these
fhan the packer and trader who are
fully alive to the situation,

The- presence of a representative at
the Halifax Conference will material-
ly assist_the future of the industry
under discussion, and it is now the du-
ty of either the Goverpment or the
Board of Trade to make arrangements
for someone to be sent from this Do-
minion to attend this ~all-important
Conference,

Mr. Donald, referring to the
presence of the Canadian newspaper-
men, alluded to the part Canada has
played in the war amd declared that
Canada’s greatest weffort could net
have been accomplished but for the
patriotism of her press.

GERMAN OFFENSIVE A FAILURE.

AMERICAN HEADQUARTERS IN
FRANCE, July 16 (via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency).—Reports from the
whole battlefield indicate that, except
in a few minor localities, the Ger-
mans’ offengive up to this time has
been a complete failure. Prisoners
taken to-day are convipced they are
beaten. A carrier pigeon was captur-
ed east of Chateau Thierry with a
message saying that the situation was
serious and that there was no chanee
of further progress in fRat locality.
East of Rheims, early this morning,
we were not only holding-up the en-
emy attempts to advance, but we also
appear to have broken his spirit. At
one place here our counter attacks
drove out the enemy from a salient.
In the region of Fossoy we improved
our positions during the night and
drove the enemy across the river,
taking prisoners.

WAR REVIEW.

By the A. P.—The German offensiyve
east and west of Rheims has the
brakes vigorously applied to it by the
strong resistance of the American,
French and Italian armies. Nowhere
has the enemy found it possible in the
initial stages of this battle, as in days
gone by, to press forward, although in
the same formidable array, and tear
his way through opposing positions
to points of vantage chosen as early
objectives. True, some gains have
been made by the enemy, but they are
infinitesimal when compared wita
these of other attacks, Instead of in
miles, they may be reckoned almost
in yards, and from some of the posi-
tions taken the enemy has becn eject-
ed under fierce counter attacks by the
American troops, fighting alone as a
unit, and Americans fighting shoulder
to shoulder with their French com-
rades in arms. Tacit admission that
the enemy hordes have been retarded
in their assaults, if not haltad, secem-
ingly is contained in the latest Ger-
man official statement, which in deal-
ing with the fighting of Tuesday as-
serts that the Allied troops on the
Marne front have delivered “violent
counter attacks,” and that to the east
of Rheims “the situation is unchang-
ed.” The only claim made tu\any suc-
cess by the Germans is that ihere
were ‘“some local successes tn the B,
W. of Rheims.” The successes of the
Americans and the French, give back
to them, points of strategic value on
the heights dominating the Marne Val-
ley. The Americans, alone, recap-
tured Fossey apd Crezandy, east of
Chateau Thierry, and at one point
near Fossey drove back the enemy
across the river and took some pris-
oners. 'Aided by the French the re-
capture of HiHl 223 and La Chapells-
Monthdon south of Dormans was ac-
complished.

The German of-
ficial statement dealing with the fight-
ing on Monday says the Germans
took 13,000 prlsonersi The French on
their part are reported to have taken
thousands of captives, and it is known
that the Americans have made pris-
oners of between 1,000 and 1,500 Ger-
mans. In addition the Americans,
French and Italians have inflicted
terrible losses on the enemy by the
accuracy of their cannon, machine
gun and rifle fire. Although the Al-
lied troops seemingly have the situ-
ation well in hand,Nit is not improb-
able that the Germans soon will
throw large numbers of reserves into
the fray. They are known to have
thousands of these behind the line,
especailly northwest of Rheims. On
the other fronts only minor operations.
age in progress, but on many sectprs
held by the British in Northern
France and Flanders, the Germans
are ca.rryiné out spirited bombard-
ments which may be forerunners of
early infantry attacks.

AT HEAYVY COST.

ON THE FRENCH FRONT IN
FRANCE, To-Day (By the A. P.)—
The Germans have crossed the Marne
at various places, giving them con-
trol over twelve miles of the southern
bank of the stream between Glend
and Mareuil le Port. This operation
cost them dearly, five brigades being
destroyed as the troops were pass-
ag over, while hundreds of their
men are believed to have met death
from the machine guns and bombs of
aviators.

The town of Gland lies about two
and a half miles east of Chateau
Thierry, and Mareuil Le Porte abou
nine and a half miles northwest of
Eperney.

NO PROGRESS BY ENEMY.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The War Department to-night re-
ceived information from the Americaa
military attache at Paris of heavy
losses suffered by the German assault-
ing armies to the West and East of
Rheims, and the failure of the enemy
to make substantial progress against
the Allied resistance. During the past
24 hours, No late cable despatches
had been received from either Gener-
al Prshing or General Bliss. The
War Departnrent issued this state-
ment: At midnight the War Depart-
ment was net in receipt of late cable
despatches from General Pershing or
General Bliss but it was in communi-
cation with the military attache at
Paris. Information from the last
source doesn’'t deal specifically with
the day’s point of attack and defen-ze,
but bripgs information of heavy loss-
es suffered by ‘the enemy’s attacking
forces and of his failure to make suyb-
stantial progress against the Allies re-
sistance during the past twenty-four
hours.

Germany Will Win.

Germany will eventually win this
War if we slacken our efforts to put
her out of business. Peace, it it came
now, would be of little value to" us.
It would only mean a breathing space
within ‘which to make preparations for
another and even greater struggle than
that which is now shaking the world
to its foundations. We daily read of
German aims and aspirations almost
with a tinge of incredulity a2t the au-
dacity of the terms of peaze whizh
the Huns would be prepared to make.
Rest assured that they are c¢ntirely in
earnest. It is only a taste of what we
wculd have to endure if we were once
placed at the mercy of these blood-
lusty brigands. They would demand
their pound of flesh at any price. it
is up to everyone individually to de-
cide the terms of peace.

LINES ADVANCED,

PARIS, ‘July 16. -
The war office announces the re-
capture of St. Agan La Chapelle-
Montkeron to-day and the advance of
the Franco-Ameriesn lines to the
heights dominating the Marne valley
at various places. Desperate fighting
is reported in several sectors of the
new battle front, particularly south
of the Marme, where ground was
given only foot by foot, whén the Al-
lied line had to bend baek. The
statement follows: To-day the Ger-
mans who have not been able to re-
sume their general attack broken by
us yesterday, made vain efforts to in-
crease their local successes, Both in
the morning and afternoon the battle
was desperate, South of the Marne
the enemy forces tried to ascemd the
river. Our troops retarded the ad-
vance of the epemy and defending the
ground foot by foot, they maintained
their positions on the line of Oiulley-
Lehurveigny. On our part we coun-
ter attacked the ememy on the front
of Stagnan-La Chapelle Monthedon.
Our troops captured these two places
and carried their line on to the heights
which dominate the Marme valley in
the region of Bourdonnerie and Clos-
milon. Between the Marne and
Rheims the Franco-Italian troeps re-
pulsed several epemy attempts. To
conserve their positions east of
Rheims, the Germans this morning
began violent artillery preparations,
followed by attacks at many points on
the front. A powerful effort in the di-
rection of Beaumont-Sur-Vesle failed
to debouch from Prunay. In the sec-
tor of Sulppes two attacks made to
the west of the river came to naught
under our fire. The struggle was not
less spirited in the regions north of
Crosnes and east of Tanhre, where
the enemy also attacked. Everywhere
his efforts were vain and his assault-
ing “troops were repulsed with heavy
losses.

Feeding the Armies,

HOW JOUR SOLDIERS’ RATIONS
REACH THEM FROM “RE-FILLING
POINT.” ¢

T#Well] talkte  groceries next.- Look
lively new. Hi! You! Pull that bully
beet up another yard. And what's
that hay doing ecoming round this
way?”

This {8 Brigade refilling point,
otherwise: the~"dump,” and the voige
is the voice of the convoy sergeant,
bringing up his waggons to off-load.

It is to refilling point that the A.S.C,
waggops or lorries carry the supplies
which aré drawn from railhead each
morning, and with which Tommy will
be fed next day.

Refilling point may be anywhere
from 5,000 to 3,000 yards behind the
front line, and in recent times of
stress the distance has often been con-
slderably less. The site may be the
roadside, a farmyard, or a muddy
fleld; the fitments may consist merely
iot a waggon cover spread on the
'zrouud, on which the more perishable
articles, such as bread and meat, are
piled. If the divisional train be a
smart one, the supply officer will have
a portable outfit of shelters and
“bivvies,” big enough to cover every-
thing.

Incidentally the food and forage of
5,000 men and 1,000 horses covers a
fair amount of floor-space. The vari-
ous commodities, moreover, have to be
arranged with method, so that each
battalion waggon, having picked up its
meat and solids, can draw along and
take on board groceries, bread, and so
forth, without impeding for an in-
stant the even flow of trade.

Having delivered the goods. in bulk,
as received from the daily pack- tram
the waggons draw off and park, to
wait while the issuers get to work.

One issuer is responsible for cheese,
butter, bacon; another for tea, sugaf,
and salt; and so on throughout the
ample menu.

The sergeant-butcher, surveying his
stack of frozen quarters, or carcasses
of “fresh,” and boxes of tinned “M.
and V.” and “bully,” consults his fig-
ures.

ratiom-strength for this day, 1,023
men. The pack-train has yielded only
55 per cent. of fresh meat, and the
balance is to be made up of part
“meat and vegetable” ration, and part
bully-beef. Each, be it noted, has a
different value of exchange. It is a
sum, therefore, requiring paper and
pencil and a quiet corner, one would
think. But the sergeant-butcher does
it all in the back of his head, to an ac-
companiment of banging guns, and oc-
casionally to bursting shells.

His supply officer has given him the
official average weight of his quarters
| No scales are allowed in
| the field; in fact, the use of them is
severely banned. Percentages and
reputed weights, as “way-billed” from
the base, are placarded on a black-
board for all to see. They have to be
,accepted unquestioned by the troops,

as by the A.S.C.

So far, therefore, the sum is sim-
plified. The proportion of preserved
'meat due to the Mudshires will con-
; sist of s0 many full cases and the odd
tins; the fresh meat, of certain whole
quarters, and, in this case, a balance
of 67 pounds.

The butcher takes his axe. He
throws a frozen quarter on his log of
duckboards. He marks off the exact
! position he requires with his‘eye. The
axe whistles and thuds, the Trozen
chips fly like wood. And if the joint
he dissects is not the exact weight
within a pound or two, he is a duffer
at his trade.

It is the same with the sugar, tea,
and such like. A practised issuer
will take .an 80 1b. sack of sugar, or a
100 1b. chest of tea, and tip out six,
eight or 68 1bs.—any quantity you are
entitled to—measuring entirely by
feel and the eye.

The various issues having been cut
up and apportioned ready, the supply
officer in charge of the “dump” orders
up the waggons of the units in turn.
The stuff is'quickly put aboard; mail-
bags and parcels are slung on top of
the load, then off the waggons go to
their quartermasters’ “billets”; still
another stage deeper into the danger
zone.
