LONDON GOSSIP.
LONDON, Oct. 24th, 1919. 

THE NATIONAL RAILWAY STRIKE.
As I mail this article Great Britain 

Is in the throes of the national rail­
way strike. Train services every­
where have stopped and only irregu­
lar and occasional runnings have been 
arranged by means of volunteer help 
and to satisfy particular points of 
popular pressure. The carriage of 
goods by railway is almost non-exist­
ent and therefore the general trade 
and industry of the country is tied up 
with a severity which will increase 
unless the strike is rapidly negotiated 
off, as seems possible upon the date of 
mailing this letter. There is no need 
to amplify here what it means to have 
all the railways stopped, nor would 
any further.words be wanted to indi­
cate how business men generally fear 
» further extension of the strike to all 
transport workers by roa.d and water. 
Keither is there any need to go into 
the details of the dispute. It is a 
wage question and both sides appear 
tp have been obstinate. These few 
Hoes, however, may indicate that as 
this letter is mailed conditions in this 
country are decidedly not good, al­
though the Government, assisted by 
the- newspapers, is trying to put the 
best possible complexion upon mat­
ters.

THE STRIKE FROM A DISTANCE.
A correspondent holiday-making on 

the South Devon coast writes : The 
railway strike is a dim and distant 
thing to this happy region. Its sud­
den advent caused some consterna­
tion among the remnants of the sum­
mer visitation. Among those " who 
were going back on Saturday to hour» 
and business the news that they were 
cut off visibly delighted the women 
and children (for the weather is mag­
nificent) ; only the men. (in outward 
seeming) were angry and disturbed. 
But all these places now have their 
motor charabancs, and the enterpris­
ing owners quickly posted notices 
that these would leave on Sunday 
morning for London at fares about 
two and a half times the third-class 
railway fare. Then began our touch 
of drama. Some of the vehicles were 
commandeered for the Government 
before they started. My own village 
duly got its party away, but that was 
the last seen of our charabanc. En­
gulfed in London it never came back, 
and is now playing a sterner part in 
the struggle. On Monday a local fish 
buyer came in on his motor lorry 
with a thrilling story of how he es­
caped from the capital, tearing down 
by-streets and secluded lanes while 
the military right and left were hold­
ing up cars. But on Tuesday the 
dauntless patriot was off again with 
a heavy load of fish for London. The 
local fishermen (and our village fish­
es for its living) are not perturbed 
by the railway stoppage. The nearest 
towns will be glad to buy all the fish 
they can catch just now; had it been 
later, during the herring season, the 
stoppage would have hit them hard. 
As it is, with plenty of home-raised 
food, the life of the villager and .of

Talking of the Albert Hall reminds 

me that those middle-aged citizens 
who are always delighted to ask 
what the late Queen Victoria would 
have thought of this, that, or the 
other development in present-time af­
fairs have found a fregh topic latter­
ly. It appears that a syndicate has 
secured the Albert Hall for a num­
ber of boxing displays, or, as adverse 
critics prefer to describe them, “pro­
fessional prize fights." A protest is 
now being publicly raised, partly on 
the ground that the hall in its incep­
tion was designed as a temple of the 
arts and sciences—as was, indeed, the 
Crystal Palace in the Southwestern 
outskirts of London, in the days of the 
long ago—and partly because Queen 
Victoria displayed a touching devo­
tion for the building, which, as a mat­
ter of fact, she very rarely visited. 
The point is ignored that the Albert 
Hall in these times is a great public 
institution, run on business lines, and 
is liable to be hired by any promoter 
of a popular entertainment which is 
legal, where it be a socialist meeting 
or a society ball, a boxing encounter 
or a toy bazaar, a huge dinner or a 
private firm’s dance. It has been 
used before, I believe, for boxing 
matches, and no’tone except the par­
ticipants has been any the worse;, 
and where the expected crowd is too 
large for a music hall, and too small 
for Olympia, it seems to suit both pro­
moters and patrons remarkably well.

500 BARRELSThat insects should be able to stop 
a train seems, at first, impossible. 
It has, however, happened In several 
Instances.

Just lately a train going from 
Rome to Avezzano, in Italy, was 
stopped by a dense cloud of locusts, 
which settled on the wheels and on 
the rails in swarms. As the train ad­
vanced it squashed thousands of them 
to a pulp, and this made the rails so 
slippery that the train could not go 
on.

What is perhaps more extraordin­
ary is that a -train should be stopped 
by worms. This has happened on the 
War^ick-KUlarne’y line, tn Australia. 
A train suddenly stopped dead, and 
nothing could be done to restart it, 
The wheels slid back, but would not 
advance . The rails were found to be 
covered with worms, and, as In the 
former case, when squashed by the 
wheels they made the line too slip­
pery for the train to go forward. 
This has also been known to happen 
in Europe, on the line from Brunn to 
Prague.

In Italy swarms of white butter­
flies have been known to settle on 
the railway lines, and so make tran­
sit extremly difficult.

Perhaps the most -amusing case on 
record comes from French Guiana, 
where thousands of little green frogs 
suddenly took up their abode on a 
railway track!
