Funeral Was
Largely Attended HEROIC EFFORTS

SATE PASSENGERS FROM
TERRIBLE PLIGHT.

WILMINGTON, Del., Jan. 2.
Safe aboard two special trains, one 

speeding north, the other south, pas­
sengers and crfcw of the Clyde liner 
Mohawk, left here to-night, after hav­
ing been brought ashore at Lewes, 
Del., from the fire swept vessel 
beached near there. Behind them 
lay a night of peril at sea with the 
fury of the worst of the winter's 
storm on the Atlantic added to the 
creeping menace of the flames that 
threatened momentarily to overwhelm 
the efforts of the crew to check them. 
As the ship fought its way from 
seventy miles below Sandy Hook to 
the Delaware Capes, some wrapped In 
blankets others in clothing, showing 
plainly the effects of a drenching on 
the storm swept decks, while they 
waited with life belts on. 182 pas­
sengers for Jacksonville and Charles­
ton were transferred from the special 
train that brought them here from 
Lewes and sent to their destinations 
by rail. One hundred and nine oth­
ers including members of the crew 
and officials went to New York from 
which port the Mohawk had sailed on 
New Year's Day. Captain James M. 
Staples, master of the ill fated ship, 
did not come to Wilmington on the 
special train. "The fire was discov­
ered about 10 o’clock Thursday night," 
said William Turner, an engine-room 
oiler who bore a scar on his right 
cheek from his share in the battle 
with the blaze. “Chief engineer 
Charles Rick- of Brooklyn, N.Y., found 
it in the afterhold as we -were off the 
Jersey Coast and we started into fight 
it using sledge hammers. We broke 
down the bulkhead and ripped up the 
deck to get at it, and all the time the 
ship was rolling and pitching, hut the 
water supply was good and the lights 
stayed on. Capt. Staples headed for 
the Delaware Capes, but members of 
the crew said that It was apparent 
that the fire was gaining headway. 
The storm prevented the Mohawk 
from anchoring until the vicinity of 
Brandy Wine Light, about seven 
miles north of Lewee. was reached. 
There with the Merchants and Min­
ers liner Persian, the coast guard 
cutter Klckapoo, and the tug Mars 
and Kaleen alongside, the Mohawk 
came to rest in a heavy fog. Passeng­
ers in life belte lined the decks and 
finally were removed by the Klckapoo 
and landed at the Coast Fish Oil Com­
pany’s pier on the Lewes beach front 
at 12.40 p.m The storm had com­
pletely Isolated Lewes from wire com­
munication with Inland points to­
night, and It could not be learned how 
badly the Mohawk was damaged. Fear 
was expressed by the Clyde line offi­
cials that the vessel which wae built 
in 1908 at a cost of $1,000,000 would 
be a total loss. Her cargo was 
valued at $130.000."

The funeral of the late Theodore 
Sparkes. who was accidentally killed 
on Wednesday morning, at the Sub 
Station, took place yesterday from the 
residence of his parents. Golf Avenue, 
and was attended by a large gather­
ing of mourners, including Supt. Mor­
ris and many of the officials of the 
Newfoundland Light A Power Co. In­
terment was at the General Protestant 
Cemetery, and the burial service was 
conducted by Rev. J. G. Joyce, Pastor 
of Wesley Church.

Cutting Out Waste
The answer ta simple. In the first 

place, the Eastern buys cheaper foods 
than the Westerner; in the second, he 
has learned never to waste anything. 
There is no space here to go into the 
matter of beans as-opposed to beet, 
yxcept to say that beans at threepence 
a pound have actually a greater food 
value than, beef 4t six times that 
price. , What we are going to consider 
is the question of household waste.

After, examining the household ac­
counts gnd kitchens of hundreds of 
households, the, investigators state 
that the %-ctual "waste of food by a 
Chinese family Is less than three per 
"cent, while that in in American 
family averages twelve per cent The 
waste in a British household varies 
between ten and twelve per cent 
which, means that ont of everp ten- 
pence spent on food and domestic 
necessities, at least one penny is 
simply thrown into the gutter. This 
works out at a waste of two shillings 
in every pound.

Point For Shoppers.
Buying in small quantities is some­

times very wasteful. Candles and 
soap, for instance, improve by keep­
ing and go much farther. Jam is 
cheaper in large quantities, and will 
keep for months. It ie foolish to buy 
vinegar or oil in small amounts, for 
both will keep indefinitely, and there 
Is a great saving in buying by the 
gallon.

On the other hand, it is foolish to 
-buy green vegetables or fruit in lar­
ger quantities than needed for imme­
diate use. It would he interesting to 
know how many thousands of plums, 
pears, and bananas are allowed to go 
bad and be thrown into the dusbin in 
the course of a year.

The housewife who order» Joints 
without choosing them at the butch­
er’s is certain to be saddled with much 
useless bone and gristle; and the 
same applies to fish, game, and even 
vegetables.

“Because the development of man’s 
spiritual character has net kept pace 
with his intellect Civilisation, the 
accumulation of mind and matter, has 
temporarily outstripped Religion. Re­
ligion must quicken its pace, other­
wise-man will not '|*ke in time to 
save himself fror- (he nightmare of 
war."

As illustration^ of religion applied 
to human affairs, Mr. Rockefeller 
cited hospitals, schemes for hanging, 
child labor laws, factory laws.

^In back of these manifestations, 
whether consclouely or not," he 'said, 
“is the Christ spirit. The operation 
of man’s sympathy is the flower of 
our spiritual idealism.”

"If men are to continue to live to­
gether in our modern closely knit 
society," Mr. Rockefeller declared, 
“they must be guided by principles 
springing from love of God, hence 
love of our brother.”

He pointed out the practical ne­
cessity of this, arising from the in­
creased dependence of men upon one 
another.

Modern Life Complex.
"Our populations live crowded to­

gether in huge cities.” he said. “Men 
work in vast factories, each engaged 
in minute contributions to the flnish- 

’ ed article. The wheels must be 
kept turning or millions of human 
beiqgs starve. Government likewise 
a century ago was a comparatively 
simple affair upon which the least 
intelligent ‘might have an opinion 
that would be valuable. Now Govern­
ment deals with complicated bond 
issues, with, transportation problems, 
with the complexities of the tariff, 
with various technical problems— 
and there are few people who un­
derstand Its complexities."

To Illustrate the dangers as well 
as the advantages of the Instruments 
of progress, he said:

"An automobile driven by a reck­
less etttsen is a menace ; an auto­
mobile driven by a careful citizen 
may be a public benefit Wealth in 
the hands of the unscrupulous Is a 
curse; wealth In the hands df a 
philanthropist is a blessing. Power 
possessed by the designing or the 
vicious is fraught with danger; pow­
er possessed by the wise and bene­
ficent is an instrument of good.”

“Although1 civilisation may tem­

The father who accused the police— 
not a new charge in this case—was 
George Withel, whose seventeen-year- 
old son had disappeared. Withel said 
the police refused to permit him to 
attempt identification of his boys 
clothing and evinced no Interest in his 
story.

Police Indifference Charged. .
Haarman was used at times as a 

police spy in the Hanover underworld, 
and witnesses yesterday told «*« -«*. 
cial indifference to charges 
the vampire.

The mans temptation to tell So tar 
unknown parts of his story came 
when Emmie Schultz, the street dere­
lict who yesterday told how she was 
In Haarmans room when a boy, appar­
ently lifeless, was lying on the bed, 
was replaced on the stand.

She again described how, when she 
entered, Haarman, wearing a bloody 
apron, was excitedly trying to open 
the window and ventilate the stifling 
atmosphere of the room.

In the last four months 
we have been keeping a record of 
births attended by doctors, and it Is 
shown by our figures that only 49 per 
cent, of the births in St. John’s have 
medical attention.

Bees Born in BricksHenry Blair’s LONDON DIRECTORY
Sometimes as you are looking at 

an old wall you will notice that the 
mortar between the bricks contains a 
number of deep pits. If you probe 
into various holes you will be startled > 
eventually by the exit from one of 
them of a small, but very angry 
bee. You have, in fact, disturbed the 
mason, bee in his home. The hole in 
which he was lurking was made by 
his powerful jaws.

The female lays eggs in little re­
ceptacles at the bottom of the hole 
and places a store of food beside 
each egg. The hole is then sealed up 
with a mixture of clay and mortar, 
softened with the bees’ 'saliva. The 
eggs are left to themselves, and when 
hatched the young bees eventually 
eat their way out into the open.

The cousin of the mason bee Is ; 
called the carpenter bee- He burrows ; 
Into woodwork, choosing generally 
the underside of the beam to protect 
the hole from rain.

At''the bottom of the hole an eg* 
is laid. Then comes a partition of 
mud and wood chips; then another 
egg, and so on till the hole V filled. 
TJié carpenter then seals it securely 
and leaves the eggs to
