The best bad Is always the worst. Take 
himlor all in eU, our wickedest man to a 
phenomenon. He reads the Bible toj^is 
dance-house girls, and his favorite papers 
are the New York Observer and Indepenr 
dent. He takes themxegularly and reads 
them. We. Wave repeatedly seen them 
lying on the counter of bis bar-room, with 
the dr'ly Herald and Bun. We have «Iso 
seen a dozen copies of the I iUle Wander­
ers Ft lend at a time scattered about his 
place, for he takes an interest in mission 
work, and goes 'n generally for progress 
for other people. The wickedest man is 
the orly entity appertaining to the shady 
side of New York life which we have 
been enable to fathom, analzye and ac­
count for. But he is too much for us.— 
Why a human being of l*is education, 
natural tastes, force of character, and 
wealth, should continue to live in a Water 
street dance-house, and bring up bis chi! 
dren in a soul-destroying atmosphere of 
sin and degradation, is more than we can 
comprehend.

We have never visited the wickedest 
man's dance-house without having our 
attention called afresh to 1rs little son’s 
abilities, except once, and then he took us 
round to the school which the child at­
tends, to let vs see that he ranks with the 
best, end is a favorite with his teapher. 
That was on . the 18th of May last, at a 
quarter to twelve in the day time, when 
we went to Ho. 804 Water street to tell 
Mr Allen that the fated time had come for 
serving him up in a magazine article.— 
Has the reader any notion of a Water-st. 
dance house? Concretely stated, it is a 
breathing-hole of hell—a trar Ipor of the 
bottomless pit. You step fj* ihe sir: 3t 
into a bar-room, wherin lousy loafers are 
wont to lurk, and which is in some cases 

level with the sidewalk and in oth­
ers fr- below it ; and there you are in die 
general midst of th ugs, if it happens to 
be a dance house of the very lowest class. 
But usually there is a “ rtloon” in rear of 
the bar-rt -m. Passing out of the bar­
ri :>m, by a d< Dr open'ng in a partition 
across its rer*, you enter the dancing r > 
loon, which varies in size from fi „• anfr it 
square to a room 25 by 50 feet in extent. 
Along the walls of this room a bench ex­
tends, usually on three sides. In the far 
ther end of the room is an orchestra, pn 
portioned ?n numbers and skill to the 
prosperity of the establishment. The 
number of musicians is sometimes as high 
as six, but the average is not more than 
tl>ree. In one of the rear coiners of the 
saloon there is a small box, whei-e the 
girls can drink with their victims with­
out exposing their fascinations to the vn- 
tb iftful gaze of a non-paying and cen­
sorious outside public. Sitting on the 
benches, or grouped upon the floor or 
wldrUng In the dance, are the girls, in 
numl er varying from four to twenty, but 
averaging about ten. These g rls are not 
often comely to Pe fastifous eye. But 
to a sailor, just from a long ertr: , where 
nothing lovver than bsa weather-, ten 
shipmate hr a for years 1 sen seen, they 
are not without attractions. So, t< ), do 
ceiu8;n landsmen, of a degraded type, pay 
homage to their strenuous charms. But 
a decent mrn in the full possession and 
eqv'poiseof his facu1 ties, n or’y reg; d 
them with soi row unspeakable and pity 
to deep for ter vs. The only girl we ever 
saw in a dane house 51 whom we could 
detc ct the slight* it vestige of comeline 
or refinement, had been there but a few 
hours, and was reputed to be the daugh 
ter of a former Lieutenant Governor of a 
New England State.

The first time we entered John Allen’s 
dance house we found it in full blast.— 
The hour was eleven in the even ig, 
There were thirteen girls in the saloon, 
three musicians in the orchestra, and 
seven customers submit ting to the bland­
ishments of an equal number of ballet- 
dressed syrens who j < rvaded the room. 
Our party consisted of the policeman who 
accompanied us, three clergymen on the 
lookout for the “ elephant,” Mr Albert C. 
Arnold of the Howard Mission, and the 
writer. The wickedest man was in his 
glory Things were moving briskly. He 
gave us all a hearty welcome, ordered the 
orchestra to do their best,and told the girls 
to break our hearts.” A vigorous dance 
followed, after which the proprietor called 
out : “ Hartford, go up stairs and get my 
baby.” Hartford turned out to be one of 
the girls, who immediately disappeared 
and soon returned bearing in her arms an 
undressed sleepy cb'ld, wrapped in a 
shawl. This was thé juvenile prodigy.

‘ Where did you learn it ?’ asked anoth­
er of the clergymen. * At Sabbath School,’ 
was the reply. We all looked at one 
another. Here was a revelation. These 
girls had been brought up to attend Sab­
bath school ! Perhaps they were the 
daughters of Christian parents ! But we 
had not time to pursue this painful spec­
ulation, for the girls began to sing: 

in the Christian Home in Glory,
There remains a land of rest ;

/ nd my Saviour's ^one before me,

that place! Where could he take them ? 
In et! this Christian land there is not a 
chi • ftinn home that would open its doors 
to a repentent female sinner;ex ipt t» 
turn her out of the house.

From what he 
had learned Mr Pike was a man of means, 
and he would not feel even a heavy fine, 
besides h .piisonment would bear along 
with it a more powerful warning to oth­
ers who might be tempted to do as he had 
done. But considering that the plaintiff 
had no right to interfere with his chil­
dren, even though she did it from affec­
tion, he would take a merciful view of 
the case so far as to decide in favor of the 
fine. He therefore imposed a penalty of 
$60 and costs, making a total of $54.60 ;

nt district. There are many large see­
ps well calculated for settlement, with 
fenty of building materials and excel- 
nt soil, particularly in the valley of the 
Iskatchewan and around the numerous 
fees to the north thereof ; but there are 
bo hundreds of miles that would be fit 
lly for sheep runs, unless there were 
bamboats or a railway to bring building 
laterials from a distance.
[It is perfectly well understood that 
Ith very little trouble a continuous 
kter communication could be had from 
prt Garry on the Red River to within a 
ort distance of the Rocky Mountains, 
ud in all that distance I have seen no 
Iginèering difficulty in the way of con­
ducting a railway. I have myself 
iven a spring waggon all the way from 
prt Garry to within a short distance of 
hmonton House, a distance of, I be- 
eve more than a thousand miles.
On the Saskatchewan gold has not 

loved to be so abundant as was at first 
pposed, still those who are contented 
work steadily can make from ten to 

renty dollars a day during the spring 
a fall months ; prospecting is still go- 
? dn in the eastern slopes of the Rocky 

fountains.
I would not advise settlement on any 

[tensive scale beyond the bounds of the 
fed River district until some regular sy- 
pm of Government shall have been 
:ablished, so that the Indians may be 
operly treated with as to possession. 
Ism sorry that some letter writers have 
late spoken in very harsh terms about 
e Indians, stating that it is necessary 
go about with loaded rifles, &c. That 
not my experience. If the Indians 
e kindly treated they are generally 
endly and to be trusted. I have often 
tched my tent in the midst of their 
mps; I even slept in their tents with- 
it the least apprehension. I knew that 
l the outskirts of the Red River settle- 
ent some minor depredations have been 
nmitted by the starving Indians of 
î Sioux tribe, but that has nothing to 
ith the general character of the Indians 
the Hudson’s Bay Territory, who al- 
iys respect white men especially if they 
long to Britain, and if they have not 
iOe anything to forfeit that respect.
But, here I have almost written a lect- 
b and more than I intended when I sat 
jyn. I would only say before I close, 
jt I hope the leeént publication of Mr. 
tvidson’s report on a line of communi- 
tion between Lake Superior and Fort 

1 will speedily lead to some practical 
sit. It would be a saving of 60 per 

nt of time and money to those who are 
‘ ged to travel between Canada and the 

h-west, and would open up the 
hole trade of that country to Canada, 
Ich trade is already worth looking
