PETBBBON VS. PETERSON.

[The following is the continuation of 
Dr. Tuck’s examination by Mr. Wait! : 
Mrs. Peterson’s little boy came to me 
in the morning, before breakfast I think. 
His mother had been ill during the night.
I had no medicine with me, but asked 
the landlord before going away to send 
her some brandy. Occupied my own bed 
the previous night. On Saturday follow­
ing, saw Mrs. Peterson again. Went down 
with a party to have a bath and see Mrs. 
Peterson. Paid Mrs. Peterson’s bill, as 
the landlord told me Mrs. Peterson had 
been causing trouble, having been intoxi­
cated. Was repaid by Mr. Peterson. 
About a month after this, I went to Ber­
lin. Mr., Peterson had business there, 
and suggested that I should accompany 
him. I went on Monday, taking two of 
my children. Mrs. Peterson went with 
me, taking some of her children, while 
Mr. Peterson followed. I returned with 
my children in the evening, while Mr1. 
Peterson remained. I went back to Ber­
lin on Thursday, according to promise to 
Mrs. Peterson, partly to see how she was 
getting on, and partly because I was 
anxious to get away from Guelph that day. 
The reason was, there was an election in 
the North Riding of Wellington. 1 had 
been requested to take part in it, and 
did not wish to. It was about half-past 
one when I left on Thursday for Berlin, 
accompanied by one of my children and 
Mrs. Peterson. The latter had come that 
morning from Berlin ; I had seen her. 
She called at my house, looking for a 
cab to drive her home, as they were all 
up at the G.W.R. Station. I drov<f her 
home in my own carriage, a distance of 
over a mile. Did not see Mr. Peterson 
that day. Met Mrs. Peterson again at the 
train, am not certain whether Mrs. Peter­
son’s boy accompanied her. We did not 
have rooms assigned to us, I did not in­
tend to stop at first, thinking to return 
by the 6:30 train. At the time that the 
train was due, we were out walking, and 
1 did not get back to Jibe hotel 
in time to catch the omnibus for the 
train. The station is about half a mile 
from the hotel* I then asked for a room. 
There was a bedroom between the one 
assigned to me and the sittiog room up 
stairs. I learned after my return from a 
walk that some one wanted this room, 
and I consented to their having it, and 
agreed to sleep on the sofa in the sitting 
room. It was about dusk when wo first 
went in with the children to this zoom. 
There was a light brought in shortly after 
and put on the centre table. After a 
little while I took it and put it on a stand 
in the hall. The weather was extremely 
hot, the smell was unpleasant, and the 
light was attracting the insects. The 
windows were open, and the door was 
open the whole eveniug. I had taken 
my waistcoat off after my walk, and was 
dressed in a light coat, without any 
boots. Cannot remember how long we 
remained together. Mrs. Peterson left 
me to retire to her own room. About 
half an hour afterwards I saw her in the 
hall. I asked her if I could get her any­
thing. She said she wanted to get some 
water, and asked me if I had any in the 
sitting room. I told her no; but I 
would soon get some for her. I wept 
down stairs and got some, and took it 
into her room. I did something with 
the window or.blind, at her request, then 
bade her good-night and left the room. 
I then went straight to the verandah 
down stairs, and remained for some tjme 
talking to a stranger. I have not been 
able to find out who he was. After talk­
ing to me he went across the street. I 
went up stairs, and after sitting a while 
in my room" I went to bed. The hotel 
was not closed when I retired. I did not 
go to the sitting room immediately be­
fore going down stairs for water. Any 
one on the stairs above could not see me 
going to and from Mrs. Peterson’s room.

It was attempted to prove this asser­
tion by exhibiting a diagram of the room

is on the other side of Hespeler. It was 
in the afternoon that he told roe. I got 
to Mrs. MoKersieVabout7 p.m., having 
started from Guelph about 6 p.m. Mr. 
Field lives about a mile beyond Hespeler 
village, I think, and about three miles 
from Preston. The horse got seriously 
lame half-way between Guelph and Hee­
peler so as to impede his going. When 
at Field’s I concluded not to take him 
back to Guelph. Chose to go to Preston 
because it was a more comfortable place- 
to stop at, and convenient. I had a 
friend stopping at Preston, and besides 
it would be better for the horse to go 
there. Mrs. Peterson was stopping 
there, and as she was a friend I went 
there. Jt did not strik me that it would 
be harder for* the horse to go to Preston
than to Hespeler. On the eflad between 
Field’s and Preston it occurred to me 
that the horse’s shoe might to be altered 
and that I might get back with him the 
next day. When I arrived at Preston I 
found oqt I could not get the shoe 
altered. I asked immediately on my ar­
rival. I had driven the horse hard. ’ The 
sun had gone down when I arrived, 
about eight o’clock. Mrs. Peterson 
must be mistaken if she said I arrived 
about six o’clock. Tea was prepared for 
me specially. A train left Hespeler for 
Guelph after I left Field’s. I could have 
gone by it if I chose, and left the horse 
at Hespeler. That was npt my choice. 
It might have been as convenient for me 
to go that way. Think there was a train 
left Preston for Guelph after I arrived 
there. Suppose I didn’t ask. The 
horse got more lame as I approached 
Preston. During the night tne horse 
was treated by bathing his legs with wa­
ter. Knew that night that I could not 
drive him home till next day. Saw Mrs. 
Peterson before getting tea. Knew that 
Mr. Peterson was in Guelph, and could 
not be in Preston the next day. Wlien 
I left Mrs. Peterson on Wednesday morn­
ing I told her I would be down on Satur­
day, but did not tell her that I would 
go down at this time. Don’t remember 
where I first saw Mrs. Peterson after tea. 
Expect I asked her to take a walk, and 
we walked along1 the terrace overlooking 
the garden. Stayed about a quarter of 
an hour. Walked up and down the hall 
at intervals for half an hour. I gave 
Mrs. Peterson my arm, thinking she 
was weak. Thought that exercise would 
do her good. It was partly for exercise 
and partly for occupation that we walk­
ed. I returned to Guelph by first train 
on Thursday morning. Do not think I 
saw Mr. Peterson on Thursday or Friday.
I told Mr. Peterson in his office on Sa­
turday that I bad been to Preston and 
brought his wife back that day, and he 
repaid to me what I had paid for her.
I told him what the landlord had told 
me about her. It was between twelve 
and one o’clock on Saturday that I went 
to Preston. Will not swear that I re­
turned before the half-past nine train. 
Think I saw Mrs. Peterson more than 
once before I left Preston on Thurs- 
dày. Think we breakfasted together 
She was not too unwell to go down to 
breakfast. Saw her in her own room 
immediately before breakfast, and think 
she accompanied me* to breakfast. The 
train on Thursday morning left Preston 
about 11 o’clock, it was about two 
weeks after this I went to Berlin. Mrs. 
Peterson mentioned to me about the 
visit. Remember it was mentioned more 
than once. It was mentioned on the 
Sunday previous to the visit,whenMr.and 
Mrs.Peterson, and myself were together. 
Mr. Peterson told me on the Sunday 
that he had to go to Mr. Durand, Berlin, 
on business, the following week. Think 
he said he was going the following, day- 
understood bo. I teplied 'that I would 
go if I could-. I was to start with him; 
I think, in the morning. A party was 
being arranged, but I told them I could 
not go in ' the morning, and the party

back to Bêrlin. I brought her back to 
Mr. Peterson’s office and left her.” Wit­
ness said this was wrong. The statement, 
however, was paade by him, and contains 
what he intended to be a true statement 
of the matter. Mr. Moss read further :
‘I returned to my own house to get one 

of my children.” Witness said he re­
membered that, but was doubtful on the 
previous point. He wanted to get out of 
Guelph, because strong pressure had been 
brought to bear to get him to record his 
vote in North Wellington and do some 
canvassing. It was in the Township of 
Peel where he had a vote, about thirty 
miles from Guelph. The election was on 
the 8th August, 1872. Witness would 
have had to start the day before if he had 
gone. Witness continued: It was be­
tween 11 and 12 o/elcck on the 8th that 
I saw Mrs. Peterson. When I started for 
Berlin I don’t know that I had any par­
ticular intention to return. The general 
intention was to return that evening.
The train was to leave Berlin about six 
o’clock. I intended to stay in Berlin 
about three hours. Had that intention 
before I saw Mrs. Peterson at all. We 
went out after tea for a walk to the grave­
yard. When I left the hotel I Intended 
to go to the station m the ’buss. Can­
not say whether this was the time when 
I missed the train. Cannot remember 
how the afternoon was spent. When I 
took tea, think 1 didn't know that I was 
to return to Guelph that night. Think 
it was after tea, when I took the walk and 
missed the ’buss. Believe that I took 
tea at the usual hotel tea hour. Had not 
asked for a room up to this time. On 
returning from the walk after tea I got a 
room at the end of the hall up stairs.
Went into the room, but did not stay any 
length of time. Went into the sitting 
room then, or down stairs ; cannot say 
which. Shortly after, saw Mts. Peterson. 
Cannot say whether we went out again 
for a walk after tea. Cannot say how 
long it was after our return from the 
walk after tea that the sitting room was 
assigned me. It was about 8 o’clock, I 
presume. Before we went up to the sit­
ting room, we were out on the veran­
dah. A light was brought after we had 
been in the sitting room only a few min­
utes. It was some time after this that I 
agreed to sleep in the sitting room. Can’t 
remember whether this was arranged by 
Boat up stairs, or whether he saw me 
down stairs. My impression is that the 
bed clothes were brought into the room 
while Mrs. Peterson was there. The 
light/emained in the room about fifteen man- 
minutes. After it was taken out into the 
hall we remained m the room for 
about two hou». I had taken my boots off 
in the tedroom first assigned me. Went 
down stairs several times before Mrs. 
Peterson retired. Went d ^wn for biscuits 
and on other errands ; five times in all.
The last time I was down stairs was when 
the stage came in from Preston. When 
I returned Mrs. Peterson was still in the 
sitting room, I think. Have a general 
impression she bade me good-night and 
went away. After this, I was down stairs 
twice. After she had left I remained 
fifteen minutes or more in the sitting 
room and then went down to get some 
water. Mrs. Peterson had gone twicAor 
three times from her room ta the 
nurse’s room » and- back, and 
I thought from, the restless way 
in which she was moving about the 
passage that she wanted something. 
Cannot say how long she was in the 
nurse’s room. She told me she-wanted 
some water. I got the water at thet’|bar 
down stairs, brought it up to her, tookit 
to her room, while there fixed the win­
dow at her request, bade her good night, 
and then went down stairs. I remained 
for about twenty minutes talking to a 
stranger. I made enquiries of the land­
lord when I went to Berlin again about 
who had been stopping at his house, to 
find if any one would answer the descrip-

In the statement to the Sheriff no men­
tion was made of smoking on the veran­
dah. Witness was certain it was named 
in the statement to Mr. Peterson.

Mr. Moss here handed witness a letter 
which had been sent to Mr. Peterson, in 
which witness professed to supplement 
his former statement to Mr. Peterson. 
Mr. Moss read from this letter. “ After 
I had bidden Mrs. Peterson good-night 
finally as narrated, she went out of her 
room twice to see the children,” Witness 
thought the word “.finally ” was mis­
placed. After he had bidden Mrs. Peter­
son finally good-night went down stairs. 
Saw some people in the bar as he passed, 
but no one ^connected £with the house. 
The bar was not closed when he returned 
from the verandah. Did not notice the 
door of the room next to his during the 
evening. There was a light and some 
one in the room before Mrs. Peterson 
went to bed. 0»nnot say whether the 
door was open or shut when he went up 
finally. Don't think he had the lamp in 
his room again that night. He sat in 
his room along time before going to bed. 
If former witnesses saw some of witness’ 
clothes in his room while he was absent, 
it must have .been while he was on the 
verandah. Mrs. Boat had not looked 
into his room a -second time and seen 
some of his clothes. Mr. Moss here pro­
duced the statement made by witness to 
the Sheriff, and read : “ Now I believe 
when first seen, I was on my way down 
stairs to get the water. While away the 
room was first searched.”] This was 
dated August 15th, and was written after 
witness had been in Berlin the' second 
time, and after he had heard what the 
people at the hotel said in reference to 
the occurrences complained of. Saw 
Mrs. Peterson on Sunday evening after 
first visit to Berlin. On Friday morning 
first saw her when she came out to 
breakfast. We breakfasted together, and 
when breakfast was over I went at once 
to the nursery, as there were a number 
of people in the sitting room, and it was 
cooler there. Think it is lively we sat 
around the rooms before Jgoing up stairs 
Mr. Moss here read from the first docu­
ment : “ We sat about the rooms below 
for some time, until Mrs. Peterson began 
to feel very shivery and ill, and then we 
went up to the children’s room.” Wit­
ness did not think Mrs. Peterson had left 
the table before breakfast was over. I 
was not treating Mrs. Peterson for any 
complaint when we went up on Monday. 
Was not asked to go up as a medical 
man. Did not know she was poorly until 
Friday morning. Can’t say why I did 
not take the first train for Guelph on 
Friday morning. I had no deeice to do 
eo. [Mr. Moss here produced an affida­
vit made by witness, that for a year pre­
vious to August, 1872, he was Mr. Peter­
son’s medical adviser.] Witness could 
not account for this statement, except 
that it was made inadvertently. Cannot 
say that I took a walk with Mrs, Peterson 
after the first -bed-room had been as­
signed me. Did not take my coat off in 
Mrs! Peterson’s presence.

could be the case.
There wa»no impropriety between me 

and Mrs. Peterson. Next saw Mrs. Peter­
son at breakfast next morning. She sat 
at the same table. Do not recollect 
whether she remained till breakfast was 
over. After breakfast witness went up 
stgivs ; Mrs. Peterson told him they had 
better sit in the nursery, as the sitting 
loom was full. We went into the nursery; 
can’t say whether we went in together or 
whether she was there first. There was a 
bed in the nursery with the head at the 
window opposite the door. I sat on a 
chair at the window near the bed. From 
the door, which was ajar, the side of the 
bed would be seen. While I was in the 
room, the nurse and children were in and 
out continually. A hotel servant came 
in while I was there. Mrs. Peterson was 
lying outside the bed, propped up with 
pillows, her head towards the window, 
her feet toward the door. I was sitting 
on a chair at the side of the bed facing 
the window and leaning back against the 
bed. I was doing nothing except tàlking 
to Mrs. Peterson. When the hotel ser­
vant came in Mrs. Peterson asked her 
what she wanted-and she answered that 
she came for a jug, and took it out. Don’t 
think Mrs. Peterson’s dress was disar­
ranged. Don’t think it could have been 
up above her knees. There was no im­
propriety between me and Mrs. Paterson 
that morning. I left for Guelph with my 
child and Mrs. Peterson's nurse. Mrs. 
Peterson and her boy remained. Receiv­
ed no letters from Mrs. Peterson after 
that. I sent a letter to her by the Sheriff 
and also wrote one in which I enclosed a 
letter from my wife. The Sheriff read 
the first letter before delivering"1 it. 1 
told Mr. Peterson afterwards of my visit 
to Field's. My late wife and Mrs. Peter­
son were on very inti ronto terms. Mrs. 
Petel-tiuu was Very uuvtli xviii.e in Bviliu. 

DR. TUCK’S CB08S-EXAMINATION.
Dr. Tuck cross-examined by Mr. Moss. 

—Became first acquainted with Mrs. 
Peterson in 1866. Became intimate 
with her in 1870 or 1871. I went on ex­
cursions two or three times ; will not say 
that I always drove with Mrs. Peterson. 
Have been to, the Royal Hotel in Berlin 
once since my visit with her in August, 
1878. I went up the second stairs and 
found I could not see the hall below 
without leaning over the baluster two 
feet or more. The stairs are one above 
another, and parallel. Don’t recollect 
that any one went with me to ascertain 
this. It was in the latter part of Aug­
ust, 1872, that 1 visited the hotel. It

once. I did so immediately after the 
rumors got afloat in Berlin, when every­
thing was fresh in my recollection. On 
the morning qf the 10th of August, Mr. 
Bisooe told me of the trouble. The 
statements I made immediately after are 
correct. If there are discrepancies be­
tween the written statements I made 
then and the evidence I give to-day, my 
tale to-day would be more likely to be 
correct. I madé a statement to Mr. 
Peterson. I wrote it down without ma­
king any enquiries, iintended to tell him 
the truth. When I left Berlin on Monday I 
promised Mrs. Peterson to return on 
Thursday. Am quite sure I made the 
promise, and always intended to go back 
on Thursday. It was not because I met 
her in Guelph on Thursday that 1 decided 
to go. She asked me to accompany' her 
when -she returned from Berlin. She 
told me that although she had come to 
Guelph, I should not be put off my inten­
tions of going to Berlin, but accompany 
her when she went back. This was at 
my own house, within a quarter of a 
mile from Mr. Peterson's office. Mrs. 
Peterson remained at my house till my 
buggy was ready, and I then drove her 
to her house. Am certain I left her there. 
I cannot ever have said I took her back. 
My impression now is I did not. It was 
arranged at the house that I would go to 
Berlin with her. After leaving her at 
her own house I went home. That day 
when she camé to my house, I was sur­
prised to see. her, thinking she was in 
Berlip. I told her I was going to Berlin 
to see her that afternoon. She said her 
coming to Guelph need not prevent me 
going, arid asked me to go with her to 
Berlin, and take some of my children. 
She said she was going back on the after­
noon train, and that her nurse and all 
her children bad gone on ahead. I said

was, by enquiring whether there was any 
one in Berlin who had spoken to me that 
night.. If I have told any story that is 
inconsistent with the circumstances of 
my talking to this man, it could not have 
been true. Haven’t the slightest idea 
how long I was talking to this sti anger. 
It seems to me to be about ten or fifteen 
minutes. I was smoking then. Mr. Moss 
here read from the statement produced :
“ Mrs. Peterson went out about ten 
o’clock to see to the children, and return- 
ed in half an hour, bidding me good 
night, and saying she was going to bed.” 
Witness said he could not recall Mrs. 
Peterson’s going out. He supposed it 
was about twenty-fivo minutes after she 
left that she returned to ask for water. 
Mr. Moss read again ; “ She returned in 
one minute to ask me to bring her a glads 
of water.” Witness thought there was 
a mistake there. He thought his state­
ments to-day were more correct than 
this. Mr. Moss read on : “ I went to the 
bar, brought it up, and handed it to her 
inside her bedroom door, and returned at 
once to my room." Witness said that 
was untrue. He doubted having made 
that statement. He bad forgotten when 
writing this statement, that he had fixed 
the blind in Mrs. Peterson’s room. Mr. 
Moss read again, “ Returned to my roomt 
which was the sitting room, not waiting 
a minute at her room.” Witness did not 
acknowledge the correctness of this and 
foregoing extracts. Mr. Moss read on : 
“ Mr. Boat brought me a pillow and cov­
erlet and wished me good night.” Wit­
ness did not remember this. Mr. Moss 
read on : “ And after sitting on the win- 
dow seat for half an hour or so, smoking, 
I went to hod and never left my room till 
I was dressed at half-past seven m the 
morning." Witness thought that was 
perfectly correct, omitting his visit to the 
verandah. Mr. Moss produced a second 
pauer, written with lead pencil, and ad­
dressed to Mrs. Peterson, which was 
identified by witness as his hand-writing. 
Witness could not remember writing “ le 
not this a dreadful accusation that some 
mischief-making person hasbeen making?

After the adjournment of this case at 
half-past six this evening, it was resum­
ed at eight o’clock, when Dç. Tuck was 
re-examined by Mr. Guthrie on behalf 
of the plaintiff, and by; Mr. Moss for the 
defendant. The examination lasted 
about two hours, but there was very 
little evidence of a new nature elicited. 
The witness believed that he saw Mr. 
Peterson on the Saturday after returning 
from Preston, and therefore did not 
come by the 9.30 p.m. train. Another 
reason for taking his horse to Preston 
when it was lame, besides those given, 
was that the hotels in Hespeler were 
very poor. In the statement he had 
written, every circumstance was not 
noted, as nothing occurred to cause him 
to remember everything. On his going 
to bed in Berlin on Thursday night, the 
moon was down, but the night was 
bright and clear. In his letters to 
the Sheriff he did not speak of the 
stranger because he did not think .it 
important. It was about an hour and a 
half after the first room was assigned 
him that lie took liis boots off. If lie 
said it was immediately lie made a mis­
take. He did not think the pillows, &c. 
were brought into the sitting-room while 
he was there.

At the conclusion of this evidence the 
case was adjourned till Monday, 30th 
November, when it will probably last two 
days or more, as several other witnesses 
are to be examined. The other cases on 
the docket will then be disposed of.

Berlin, Oct. 28.—Count Von Arohn was 
released from imprisonment to-day,

London, Oct. 28.—Mr. John Laird, the 
well-known ship-builder, and member of 
Parliament tor Birkenhead, died to-day 
after a protracted illness.

Bebun, Oct. 29.—The trial of Knllman 
for attempting to assassinate Prince Bis­
marck began yesterday. The room was 
densely crowded. Forty newspaper cor­
respondents were present. The pri- . 
soner’s demeanor was very calm. After 
the formal questions had been asked and 
answered, the indictment agaitietthe pri­
soner was read. The public prosecutor 
then concluded the opening proceedings 
by a clear and concise statement of the 
case, and the examination of Kullman 
began. He admitted his guilt on all the 
principal points.

The public prosecutor sard that, not- 
withstanding the prisoner’s admission of 
guilt, it was necessary that the full evi­
dence should be submitted to the Court.

After ttie examination of the Police 
officer, who arrested Kullman, and of the 
doctor, who attended Bismarck after he 
had received his injuries, the interroga­
tion of the prisoner was proceeded with.
He described what had occurred at the 
time of tiring, in terms identical with- 
those of the indictment. He explained- 
that he fired at the head because he 
thought it possible Bismarck wore a shirt 
of mail. After firing the shot, he ran in 
front of the carnage, across the road, 
where he remained some time wh»n the , 
coachman struck him with his whip. He 
intended .to fly but was quickly seized.
He learned that Bismarck was only 
wounded while he waa on his way to pri­
son. He thought he had aimed well but 
the victim must have moved at the time.
He had a second remission cap mine 
hand to use if the first missed fire. Was. 
fully conscious of the gravity of his crime 
and of its consequence, but had made the 
attempt because he regarded Bismarck as # 
the originator of the present religious 
conflict, even though he might not 
have believed that the conflict 
would cease at his death. Now 
that he had thought more of the 
matter, he saw plainly he had committed 
a great crime. A gunsmith deposed that 
two bullets of Kullman’s pistol were 
sufficient to cause death. The police ser­
geant who guarded Kullmann in jail 
swears that the prisoner told him he was 
sorry he had not taken better aim, and 
perhaps he would have succeeded had he 
loaded with another bullet. On being 
asked how he reconciled such a crime 
with his religious professions, Ktillmann 
replied:—" It serves the cause. Are not 
our Bishops imprisoned."—The accused 
denied having so spoken, but the witness 
was positive these were his words. An­
other policeman swore that prisoner 
said: “Even if I did not attain my ob­
ject, there are enough persons set on to 
prosècuto it, and they will succeed ; 
death is a matter of indifference to me ; 
better din than allow religion to go to 
ruin.” Kullmann said he did not recol­
lect those expressions ; could only have 
said many others paav shoot Bismarck, 
but udt that .they were Bat on to do it. 
Witness, resuming, deolared that Kull­
mann further said that Bismarck would 
be shot within ten years. Various 
acquaintances of Kullmann gave evidence 
as to "bis quarrelsome behaviour, and his 
indignation at anti-Catholic laws. The 
witnesses deposed to various threats made 
by pnsoner against Prince Bismarck. 
District Judge Debon deposed that he 
held the first examination of the prisoner, 
in presence of Prince Bismarck, before 
the commencement of the actual ex­
amination. The Prince asked Kullmann 
why he sought to. kill him. Kullmann 
replied on account of the May laws. 
Bibinarek said it was not fair for fellow- 
citizens to shoot at one another. Kall­
mann glKe no reply to the question from 
Prince Bismarck as to whether he had 
never been taught his duties towards the 
coustituted authorities.' Kullmann then,, 
without the least emotion, calmly, in­
differently and unhesitatingly recounted 
the manner in which he had’, matured Ms- 
plan, obtained his pistol and followed hi», 
ntended victim from Berlin to Kissm-
