The surface diamonds had, in-
deed, a yellow hue, but now that the miners
have gone below the trap, they find in
Jagersfontein and other famous regions of
the Griqua diamond fields the clearest blue- |
white stones. The Porter Rhodes diamond
was brotight to light on February 12; 1880,
and before it left the diamond fields £500
(which was laced to- the credit of the local
hospital) b been paid by spectators admit-
ted tosee it, and £60,000 had been offered
for it in vain by & syndicate of London
jewellers. It.weighed 150 carats, is stillun-
cut,but is 80 cloven that the ‘‘table” and ene
‘of the *‘steps” are already formed, and it
will lose less than most diamonds in the cut-
ting, being expected to produce a net weight
of about 100 carats when it assumes the form
‘of a brilliant.”
