in Ontario, but was more liberal in its provisions.
In cities, tow:s and incorporated villsges the
qualification required was_the possession of
$#300 in real property, or a rental of $20;
while the Ontario act required a qualification
of $40, or a vrental of $30. In rural
districts the qualification was $200, or & rental of
$10 per annum, The act also provided for an in<
come qualification. The-franchise was extended to
farmers’ sons in the same manner as under the On-
tario act, and not only to the sons of farmers, but
to the sons of mechanics and others who resided
with their parents, and whose parents were pos-
sessed of sufficient property, or paid sufficient
rentai, to entitle not only themselves but their sons
to a vote. 1he bill also provided for female suftrage.
(Applause.) Unmarried women would have a right
to vote if possessed of the requisite qualification.
With reference to the administration of the law,
there would b: & revising officer for each county,
or for more than one county, who would
probably be the «ccunty judge. but the
county judge would not be compelled to serve if he
objected to do so. This officer would prepsre the
voters' list and hold courts from time for their re-
vision, his duties being similar to those of the 1evis-
ing officer under the English act. The bill would
be printed and distributed ‘in a few days and
ample time would be given for full discussion.

However, though it was not the argu-
ments but the iofluence that did it, it is
s'ill worth while to note the general char-
acter of the argnments that opponents of
the bill condescended to use, by way of
velvet covering to the iron purpose of the
railway power. The first thing that strikes
_us is that these arguments were mostly of
the bugbear kind, more fitted to frighten
children with than to persuade the reason
ol grown men, Various “hogeys” and bug-
bears were conjared up, all of pretentiouns
form and feature, and each one apparently
more threatening than another in respect
of the consquences that would follow were
the railway right divine interfered with in
the slightest degree, There were two lines
of objection; first, that a commission mnst
necessarily work great injustice to the rail-
ways; and next, that the work proposed for
it would be found impossible and impracti-
cable, 85 that trade could never be helped
but only hindered by its futile attempts to
do something. These two ‘‘bogey” images,
vrojected upon the screen in dimensions
enormously magnifie ], were used to frighten
timid people; or rather, let us ssy,
10 give some people an excuse for saying that
they felt frightened, and could not really
vote to let the country run the tremendous
risk.

of chesp homes at the Toronto Juuction,

Gireat bodies moveslow and sure, and one
of the most surprising fucts in connection
with this property is that $150,000 of real
estate around the junction has changed
bands duriog the past yesr, mainly in
blocks of from $250 to $500 per acre, as
high as $1000 per.acre having, in some it-
stances, been paid for blocks of this prop-
erty in this section, which have been out
up in building lots and sold to ready cus-
tomers who have, in many instances, built
five residences upon them, Oa Dundas
street nearly the entire number of front lots
have been sold, upon which contracts have
been made to build stores immediately,
and as none but good and sabstautial
buildings will be allowed upon the property,
we may expect soon to see the front line of
the property on Dundas street built right
up. Messrs. Clendennan & Laws have
rented the West Toronto Junction hotel,
corner of Dundas and Keele streets, to Mr,
3sbert Harris, who has already filled the
house with boarders. On Keele street Mr.
C. C. Keele is building a fine brick resi-
dence which will probably  cost about
$10,000 and will be very handsomely fure
nished.

At the Junction it would not be inappro-
priate to note some of the different railroad
plans which have been made and are in
progress of construction, At the junctional
poing the Credit Valley and Ontario and
Quebec roads have drawings and plans all
completed for the erection of a fine
passenger and freight station, a hotel
capable of accommodating about 150
persons, and large dining rooms, ‘The
reason of the erection of such structures is
thot throngh passengers east and west are
obliged to wait at this point, whilst the
trains run into the Union station and out
on to the credit Valley line, this being
done in order to accommodate the local
traffic, added to this the long time which
pissengers must wait whilst the Grand
Trunk and Grey and Bruce trains are
oblized to stop before croswsing the Outario
and Quebec line will necessarily cause bet-
ter arrangements to be made, in the shape
of moving the present Carleton station
south, to & point not more thao three of
frur hundred feet from the Oatario snd
Quebec junction depot, and near the Jjune-
tion. This of course will make considera.
bie running in and out of the Credit Valley
trains to catch the ghrough trains, as the
stoppage of all the Grand Trunk and To-
ronto, Grey and Bru2e trains will undoubt-
edly build up the junction at the point,and
give lots of employment to many railroad
men. Not only will these railroads run as
mentioned above, but the effect of the Can.
ada Pacific and Grand Truok rajlroad sys-
tems of train mnninf through this place,
will be so fortunate for the )unotian that
the position of the building lots will be of
the utmost importance to the various ine
dustries which will cluster around the
facilities afforded by this raijroad system,
and will form a splendid service to the gity.
When it is considered what a cluster of
travelers will be in and around this juac-
tion in connection with the railroad work,
ete., it takes but a short time for omnibus
and car companies to decide that
they could not afford to keep away from
what will be propeily called a hive of
industry and trave!, With the completion
of these rlam already decided upon, the
result will be that tke two great railroad
companies will surely use the lands in and
around the Junction, and large sidings and
yards will entirely fill the requirements of
room now used upon the Evplanade, and go
far to solve the yexed question which is
troubling the minds of our worthy aldermen
and city petitioners, = Realizing many of the
advantages which the west is now offering,
