Suicide i>y Drowning of a French-Cana- 
dian from Montreal.

New York, Sept L—Among the crowd 
of passengers who left Grand-street on the 
ferryboat Warren shortly after 10 o’clock 
yesterday morning was a well-dressed, 
middle-aged man. whose appearance sug­
gested that he was a Frenchman. The boat 
had reached the centre of the stream when 
the man jumped on to the rail and plunged 
headforemost into the river. The engines 
were reversed and ropes were thrown to the 
drowning man, who was finally picked up 
by two men in a row boat and taken on to 
the Warren, which returned to her New 
York pier. An ambulance from Gouverneur 
Hospital was summoned, but when it ar­
rived the man was dead. Letters and papers 
found on the body ' showed that the suicide 
was George La Linde, a French-Canadi an 
who had come to this city from Montreal. 
He bad been employed as a cook in various 
hotels at Rookaway Beach and Ashbury 
Park. In one letter he-said. “If you hear of 
my death you will know that 1 ha

The Propeller Jenlte Sank With Several 
of Her Crew Below the Head of 

Gross. Isle.
Detroit, Sept 1.—At an early hour this 

morning as the little propeller Edward H. 
Jenks was coming up the Detroit River from 
Kelly’s Island with a load of block stone and 
was just off Ballard’s Reef, a short distance 
below the bean of Grosse Isle, she came into 
collision with the propeller George W. Mor- 
ley, which was bound down loaded. The 
Jenks was immediately sunk and Mrs. Ek- 
bert, the wife of the captain of the Jenks ; 
Albert Jacobs of Port Clinton, O., the 
second engineer, and one fireman of 
the Jenke were carried down with the 
vessel, but whether they were killed 
by the collision or were unable to 
get on deck and were drowned is not yet 
known. The rest of the crew managed to 
escape and were picked up bv the Morley. 
The name of the fireman is not yet known. 
The Jenks is 150 tons, owned by A. M.’Car­
penter, Port Huron, and was built at Port 
Dover in 1882. The Morley, which is 1046 
tons register, struck the Jenke just forward 
of her cabin and crushed her like an egg 
shell She weut to the bottom immediately. 
A misunderstanding of signals is said to 
have been the cause of the collision.

Many Wrecks In Brito hi.
London, Sept 1.—Violent galea and rain­

storms continue to sweep over Great Britain 
and Ireland. Despatches from Dublin state 
the crops throughout the province of Ulster 
are in a pitiable condition, and that in many 
parts of Ulster and elsewhere they are al­
most entirely submerged. In other sections 
the crops are in several feet of water and 
will be completely destroyed.

Off Ilfracombe, Devonshire, to-day, during 
a gale, a passenger steamer hav nga hundred 
passengers on board bad a narrow escape 
from destruction. A succession of heavy 
seas struck her, sweeping the decks, 
ing in the saloon skylights and pouring tone 
of water down the companion wave. So 
severe was the pounding the steamer re­
ceived by the waves that many passengers 
were severely injured, of which number six 
are in a precarious condition.

In the Mersey a fishing smack, making for 
shelter from the storm, foundered. All 
bands were lost.

On the south coast of England there have 
been several wrecks.

The gale continued in Ireland, Wales, the 
north of England and Scotland the whole of 
the day.

DISAPPEARED LIKE MAGGIE M’YEY.
SADIE DAVELLE’S DEATH.

A Maidstone Malden's Mysterious Disap­
pearance From Home Recalls a 

Sensation of Many Years Ago.
Windsor, Sept L—-The residents of 

Maidstone townsoip, in the vicinity of Elm- 
stead station on the C.P.R., are very much 
excited over the mysterious disappearance 
Of Susan Kerr, daughter of William Kerr, 
lot 13 on the 8th concession, who retired as 
usual on Friday night and when Saturday 
morning came had disappeared as mys­
teriously and effectually as though swallow­
ed up by the earth.

The young lady occupied a bed with her 
sister. The two retired (ogether and Susan 
has not since been seen by any person. 
Searching parties have scoured the woods 
and the surrounding country for miles 
without finding any trace or informa­
tion of her whereabouts. Her disap­
pearance recalls that of Maggie Mc- 
Vey, who left the house of hei* father, 
John McVoy, in Yarmouth, Elgin county, 
one evening in November, 1878, to drive 
home the cows from a neighboring field, and 
of whos^Svhereabouts no trace has ever been 
discovered, although rewards, government, 
county and private, aggregating $2500 
offered for her body, dead or alive.

Miss Kerr is 28 years of. age, has light 
curly hair, rather short, had on light brown 
dress with black trimmings, man’s coarse 
straw hat with red band and wide rim, light 
red woolen stockings without shoes; is about 
5 feet 4 or 5 Inches in height, of medium 
build, weighing about 115 pounds.

Terrible Destruction Wrought by Prairie 
Fires in South Dakota.

StouxFalls, S.D., Sept. 1.—One thousand 
Square miles of rich farming land in Faulk 
coubty, 200 miles northwest of here, are 
blaék with smouldering ashes, and hundreds 
of thousands of bushels of grain and tons of 
hay have gone up in smoke. The fire was 
the worst ever known in Dakota. A spark 
from a steam threshing machine near Faulk- 
ton ignited the dry stubble and in a short 
time the flames had spread over a stretch of 
20 miles wide and were rushing over the 
prairie. Nothing could stop them and a 
brisk southeast wind was blowing and car­
ried the sparks for a half-mile. Dozens of 
farm houses standing on the open prairie 
were swept away with their outlying build­
ings. The burned districts cover an area 20 
miles by 50, and in all that territory there is 
not a tree or a hay stack or a herd of cattle 
•which escaped. So far no loss of life is re­
ported, but at least 1000 persons are home­
less and the loss of property is incalculable.

Editor World: l think the people of To­
ronto, more especially the young men, should 
be made aware of the following facte con­
cerning Chicago and the chances for employ­
ment to be found here. For many months 
past young men and cld have been arriving 
in the city by the thousands, from every 
part of the States and Canada, and all of 
them in expectation of getting employment 
prior to the opening of the World’s hair. 
The result of their pilgrimage here can be 
answered in very few words: they can find 
no work and little proepect of finding any. 
’Tis true there are a few who are able to gain 
a livelihood and others only a mere existence, 
bat their numbers are not many. Have-1 
not seen with my own eyes hundreds of men 
sleeping on tha lake front and in the parks, 
not Knowing where to go and riot being in a 
position to pay for a night’s lodging! How 
many who go to sleep without a meal I can­
not answer, but I knew this: many respect­
ably dressed young men are forced to solicit 
fpr the price of a meal. If any are fortunate 
enough to get employment the remuneration 
for services is small indeed. The city is 
flooded with bookkeepers, clerks and sales- 

who are only too willing to work for 
they can get. The advertised pay for 

bookkeepers runs from 65 np to $12 per 
week ; store clerks average about the same ; 
mechanics are not wanted here, too many 
already. Only a short time since the Labor 
Assemoly of Chicago was forced to pass 
measures making known the fact that 
scarcity of work existed here and was likely 
to for some time to come. The want or 
work should be sufllcient cause to keep in­
dividuals looking for employment away from 
this city. Having observed the state of af­
fairs here very closely, and making known 
the above facts Canadians would do well by
