This is the first law action by a German
firmy in Canada since the war broke out.

WORD received from the 27th soldiers
at Valcartier states that the boys had a
fine trip, and while only allowed to de-
train at London and Three Rivers, at
nearly every station along the route the
people gathered to cheer them.

In
future all foreigners who cannot give a
good account of themselves will be
brought before Lieut.-Col. Kelly and
dealt with as the military law directs,
the police having received instructions
to that effect.

Can-
ada, on her part, counts it a privilege
to be ranged alongside the mother
country in the defence of the . princ-
iples of freedom and democracy
which our people have been taught
fio cherish and to regard as dearer
than life itself.—Mitchell Advocate.

The Grand Trunk Railway Company is
making a strenuous effort to reduce the
personal injury record on their lines.
In this campaign for greater safety they
find that one of the greatest sources of
danger which they have to combat is that
of live stock upon the tracks. These us-
ually get upon the tracks by being allowed
to run upon the. highways near railway
crossings. This practice not only occas-
ions serious loss by death of the animals,
but is a great source of danger to the
travelling public and railway employees.
A number ot serious accidents have te-
cently occured due to this cause. - The
farmers, especially those living along the
railways, can greatly assist in removing
this source of danger by keeping their
gates and fences in good order and by
seeing to it that stock is not allowed upon
the highway in the vicinity of crossings,
also by reporting to the company’s em-
ployees any defects in the railway fences.

LEARNING HOW TO UNLEARN.

Modern Scientists Harking Back to
Thales of Miletus.

‘When we were young and knew with-
out doubt that the molecule was com-
posed of two or three ultimate parts,
called atoms, we listened complacently
to the statement that “science pro-
gresses in a straight line, philosophy
around in a circle, or at best along a
helical spiral.” Now that we are older
and believe that the simplest atom has
pearly 1800 parts, we find that per-
bhaps the helix is expressive of science
as well, observes the editor of the En-
gineering and Mining Journal

We believe, with the alchemists, that
the so called elements are fundamen-
tally the same. Whether we will trans-
mute one to another remains to be
seen; we follow the alchemists in at-
tempting it. 3

‘Were one of the Greek philosophers,
Thales of Miletius, for instance, to
stroll into a modern assembly of phys-
[cists and chemists, the language would
be more troublesome than the ideas.
He would hear the physical chemist
remarking cheerfully that there is no
matter, for that which we call matter
is only energy, and Thales would re-
mark, “Plagiarist.” The disciples of
relativity, the ultra modern physicists,
would tell him that space and time are
one, and Thales would sigh to think of
his boyish debates.

John Locke.

John Locke, whose “Essay on the
Human Understanding” was the first
work that attracted attention in Eng-
land to metaphysical speculation, was
born at Wrington, England, Aug. 29,
1632, and died at Oates, England, Oct.
28, 1704. The chief purpose of the es-
say was to find the original source and
scope of human knowledge. The con-
clusions he arrived at in this study
were that there is no such thing as “in-
nate idea; that the human mind is as
a sheet of white paper prepared to be
written wupon; that the knowledge
thereon written is supplied by experi-
ence and that sensation and reflection
are the two sources of all our ideas.”
He made the first sketch when he was
thirty-eight years of age and finished
it seventeen years later. The book was
bitterly attacked.

A Boat Survival.

The dghaisa (pronounced dysa), the
gondola of Malta, is a survival, says
John Wignacourt in “The Odd Man In
Malta,” of the oldest vessel ever used
and varies little in shape from the
Egyptian boats of the dead. Actually
the eye of Osiris is still to be seen upon
the prow. It is propelled by two, ex-
pefienced oarsmen, one of whom al-
ways stands. When the Gregale wind

When ready to use, pare and
thinly slice the potatoes and onion.
Heat a dish, butter it well and put in
alternate layers of fish, potatoes, onions
and one cracker rolled fine. Cover with
hot water and boil twenty minutes,
then add salt, milk and, if possible, a
littla eream. Serva verv hot. .

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WAR SUMMARY

+ Ahat the French lines are still falling
back before the German advance is in-
dicated by an official statement, issued
by the French War Office, which says
that the progress of the German right
wing has obliged the French left to yield
ground,

Earl Kitchener, the British Secretary
of State tor War, gives in detail the part
played by British troops in the oper-
ations in Belgium and France. These
operations extended from August 23 to
August 26, and the British losses number-
ed in the neighborhood of 6,000. The
condition and spirits of the British troops
at the front are described as excellent,
and reinforcements have been sent up to
more than fill the gaps created by the
casualties.

A German aviator has appeared over
Paris and was engaged on Sunday in

dropping bombs in a populous section of !

the city. Seyeral of the bombs failed to
explode and only two of the persons in-
jured were women .

Paris is prepating for a siege, should
the lines opposing the Germans be
broken. Enormous stocks of food have
been placed in the state warehouses and
sheep and cattle in vast numbers have
been herded in the Bois de Boulogne.

A British official statement says that of
the 1,200 men, composing the crews of
the five German warships sunk off
Heligoland, only 830 were saved.

The French War Minister has in-

" spected the supplementary fortifications

around Paris, which are being pushed
forward in anticipation of a possible in-
wvestment of the French capital,

General Pau is credited with a victory
over 50,000 German troops near Per-
onnes. Whether this1s a new victory
orone to which reference was made
several days ago is not known.

A Japanese destroyer, which ran ashore
pear Tsing Tau, China, was shelled by a
German gunboat. The crew of the des-
troyer, however, had previously aband-
oned her.

While the whole world 1s awaiting
definite news from the battle line, the
French war office contents itself with
the simple statement that as a result of
the turning movement of the German
army, and in order not to accept battle
ander unfavorable conditions, the French
troops have again retired.

London, Sept. 2.—Lemberg, the forti-
fied capital of the Austrian province of
Galicia, and the first objective of the
main Russian army operating against
Austro-Hungary, has practically fallen,
all the fortified positions being captured
by the czar’s troops. The Germans suf-
fered enormous losses.

London, Sept. 3.—The official press
bureau has issued the following statement.

Colonel Williams stated
that surplus of volunteers, there now be-
ing over 30,000 troops in camp, and two
or three thousand on the road, made it
necessary to form an extra brigade,

it could get thousands of men who have
had military training. A railway ticket
and the promise of a uniform would bring
at least 3,000 men of military exper-
ience from the United States and Mexico.

 The Claimant :

He Had Recourse to a Brute
For a Witness

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There is in man a faculty for devel
opment that the lower animals do not
possess,

An illustration of this diversity De
tween men and animals occurred Gur
ing the eighteenth century in the cuse
of a young Irishman who emigrated
to America and later returned to hi:
native country. Arthur Donovan was a
younger son of the Harl of Strongford.
Young Donovan was devoted to hunt
ing, and, since there was a fine pack of
hounds on. the estate, he occupied hini.
self largely with the sport. Neither ol
his two older brothers cared for it, sc
that the dogs came to look upen Arthur
as their master, and he never went
among them that they did not show
the greatest affection for him,

Arthur was not only beloved by his
dogs, but by every one who knew him.
He was a fine, manly fellow, while his
older brothers were disposed to lead a
dissolute city life. The heir to the title
and estates spent most of his time in
London, while the second was an offi,
cer in one of the aristocratic Englisb
regiments. Arthur, baving only the re-
motest chance to inherit the title, be-
came restive and did what a great
many younger sons of British noble
men did in those days—he emigrated
to America.

Arthur Donovan was but eighteen
years old when he left Ireland for
America. The last goodby he spoke
was to the dogs. Golng out to the ken-
nels, he called to them, and they gath-
ered about him, barking their joy., sup-
posing that they were geoing for a
hunt. Th was one dog, Hector, of
which ur had made an especial
pet. He was very young, but Arthur
had found him capable of being train-
éd far easier than the other hunters.
Hector loved his master, and his master
loved Hector. When it came to bid-
ding farewell to this dog Arthur’s eyes
became wet, and, breaking away from
his pet and waving adieu to the pack,
he returned to the house, where a con-
veyance was walting to take him to
‘Belfast, from which point he was to
sail for Virginia.

Arthur reached America not long
before the breaking out of the Revolu-
tionary war. In civil strifes the side
youngsters take is liable to be decided
by ecircumstances. Perhaps young
Donovan was influenced by a heredi-
tary antagonism to England, but the
immediate cause of his advocating the
American cause was meeting with
John Paul Jones, who became famous
as a naval commander. Jones was as
much Scotch as Donovan was Irish.
Donovan joined the future conqueror of
the Serapis and was with him during
that famous battle, receiving a wound
in the face which left a scar which
largely changed his expression.

At the end of the war Donovan had
been in America ten years. Between

“eighteen and twenty-eight there is al-

ways a considerable change in a man's
appearance, but in this case there was
much more than is usual. When Ar
thur left Ireland his face was smooth.
Now it was covered with a beard,
which he wore partly to hide the scar
he had received in battle Then: he
had a thick head of hair, which was
now thin, and he had inherited a fam-
ily predisposition to become gray early.
As soon as hostilities ceased, with
some prize money he had received he
bought a tobacco plantation in Vir
ginia, and, settling down on it, there
was every prospect of his living the
life of an American southern planter,

When Arthur joined Paul Jones he
wrote his family in Ireland of the fact,
and his father ordered that his name
should never again be mentioned by

any of the family. Eight years passed |

without a word between him and them,
The oldest son died of dissipation, and
the next younger brother, who had
been sent with his regiment to Amer
ica, was killed at the siege of York:
town, which occurred near the end of
the war. Neither of these mén was
married.

This left Arthur’ Donovan Earl of
Strongford by right, but there was a
barrier between him and the title
which would be difficult to pass. In
the first place, a cousin, Herbert Dono-
van, a keen and unscrupulous lawyer,
was next of kin and, with Arthur out
of the way, would possess the title and
entailed estates. Secondly, Arthur, hav-
ing had no communication with his
family for years, would likely have dif-
ficulty in proving his identity, Thirdly,
in endeayoring. to establish his claim
against his cousin his having fought
England, especially with the so called
pirate, Paul Jones, would prejudice
every one against him, y

When the Earl of Strongford died
Herbert Dorovan Jaid claim to the in

fieritance, taking the ground that Ar
thur was dead. To prove this he sentan
agent to America with fnstructions te
find a record of the death of some one '
bearing the name of Donovan and man- l

ufacture evidence that the deceased
was the youngest son of the Earl of
Strongford. This was not difficult
There were 'plenty of Donovans in
America, and a record was found of an
Arthur Donovan who had been killed
at the battle of Trenton. Ireland wasg
much fartber from America in those
days than now, and to make up a case |
proving this man was a son of the Earl
of Strongford was not the task it
would be today.

The position taken bv Herbert Dono
van was well fortified before Arthur
heard of the great changes that had
occurred since he left home, The occa-
sion of his hearing of it at all was that
the case became known to & Dublin at-
torney, O’Rourke, who knew the Strong-
fords, especially Herbert, and through
8 desire for gain, as well as a sense

of justice, concluded to find Arthur, if |

alive, and notify him that his inher-
ftance was about to pass to another.
He, too, sent an agent to America in
the matter of the Strongford title and
sstates.

Arthur was riding over the broad
acres of his tobacco plantation when
a man accosted him and handed him a
letter from O’Rourke notifying him of
the death of his father and brother
and saying his cousin had laid claim to
the title and estate. Arthur at once
put his affairs in America in a posi-
tion to go to Ireland and took the next
vessel that salled from Philadelphia.
Arriving in Dublin, he went straight
to O'Rourke, whom he had known be-
fore leaving home, and ' introduced
himself as Arthur Donovan. He re-
celved his first setback in the fact that
the ‘attorney recognized nothing in his
appearance of the youth he had seen
more than ten years before. He asked
Arthur what proof he had of his iden-
tity, and Arthur was obliged to confess
that the life he had led as a sailor
during the American war had resulted
in the destruction of every paper he
had possessed connecting him with the
family.

O’Rourke was disheartened. He had
spent some money in sending an
agent to America, which it now ap-
peared he was likely to lose. He was
very doubtful about his client being
the real Arthur Donovan. - But Arthur,
who had learned in his experience
with the colonists how to put up a
good fight, persevered and succeeded
by narrating events which had.hap-
pened in his family with which
O'Rourke - was conversant in putting
sufficlent confidence in the attorney
to induce him to undertake his case,
though Arthur was obliged to send to
America for means to pay the costs.

When Herbert Donovan saw the
claimant to the Strongford title he felt
quite comforted.

He had taken posses-
gion of the late earl’'s residence and
ransacked the house, searching for any
papers or likeness that might aid in
establishing Arthur’s claim. He had
found some letters and a miniature
painting on ivory made when Arthur
was sixteen years of age. He had de-
stroyed the letters and kept the por
trait till he could discover whether it
would aid his own case or his cousin’s.

Lady
Strongford had died before Arthur left
home. Most of the servants had gone
elsewhere, and of those who remained
many pronounced him an impostor, the
rest being in doubt.

A Reﬂc ot Bygone Days

While repairing an old building in
Warwick lately J. E. Fowler, the con-
tractor, came across an old account book
bearing dates in the fifties and some
interesting items. The book evidently
belonged to some storekeeper who did
business over 60 years ago and it is
thought by some of the old timers that
it probably belonged to Terry Donnelly,
who once kept store on the 4th line.
Many of the customers’ names are former
farmers long since gone to their rest.
In 1855 an entry appears against Wilson,
Slocum & Co., who were contractors on
the old Great Western Railway. Some
of the prices charged for goods in those
days are somewhat interesting when
compared with present day quotations.
Butter was retailed at 12 to 16 cents per
1b., eggs 6¢ to 10c a dozen, currants 9c.,
a quart of whiskey 25c, 3 glasses of
brandy 12¢, l1b. tea 46c. A goodly
number of accounts have items of liquor
charged, and it is evident that local
option did not cut much of a figure in
those days. Mr. Fowler will be pleased
to show the relic to any one interested.
