ANOTHER LOCAL SOLDIER RFTURNED
from overseas on Friday afternoon in the
person of Pte. Bert Saunders, son of Mr.
John Saunders, fourth line, Pte. Saun-
ders was working in Sarnia when the
149th Battalion was recruited and joined
in that city, going overseas with the
Lambton battalion, Owing to illness he
was compelled to remain in England and
forgo the honor of doing his bit on the
firing line, He was met at the depot
here by a large turnout of friends and
citizens and conveyed home in a gaily-
decorated auto.

It has been found that the charge pre-

THE section of the Motor Vehicles Act
regarding automobile lighting devices,
passed by the Ontario Legislature, is not
yet law, and does not come into force
until proclamation is made by the Lieut-
enant Governor. The section reads **(4)
It shall be unlawful to carry on a motor
vehicle any lighting device of over four
candle power, equipped with a reflector,
unless the same shall be so designed or
arranged that no portion of the beam of
reflected light when measured 75 feet or
more ahead of the lamp shall rise above
42 inches from the level surface on
which the vehicle stands.”” Mr. W. A.
McLean, deputy minister of highways,

says in a letter to Mr. Ray Morningstar,
*'It is not, therefore, legally necessary to
use any special non-glare lens, although
desirable to do so.”’

SERGT.-MAJOR GLENN NICHOL
RETURNS

Sergt.-Major W. Glenn Nichol, who
lately returned from the battle front,
dropped into Watford quietly and un-
expectedly on Thursday afternoon last,
and in so doing defrauded the citizens of
an opportunity of meeting him at the
depot and tendering him a fitting public
welcome, ‘“‘Nic’’ never did like a fuss
and consequently did not give his friends
a chance to make one. Nevertheless he
received a hearty individual welcome
from his old friends, and that means
everyone who was fortunate enough to
make his acquaintance during the twenty
months he spent in Wattord before he
enlisted. He was the guest of Mr. and
Mrs. ¥. W. Rogers during his stay in
town. On Thursday evening he spent a
short time with the Progress Club and on
Friday evening was entertained at dinner
by Capt. and Mrs. R. H. Stapleford, who
invited a dozen of the business men of
the town to meet Sergt. Nichol at their
residence. After partaking of a. tooth-
some and faultlessly served repast the
guests were favored with some exceeding-
ly interesting reminiscences of the early
days of the war by Sergt. Nichol and
their host.

Sergt.-Major Nichol enlisted at Wat-
ford in August, 1914, as a private in the
1st Battalion C.E.F., and after training
at Valcartier went overseas. He was
wounded in the memorable battle of
Ypres, shot through both legs and after-
wards crawled through a trench over a
mile to the base hospital and was ad-
mitted to an English hospital in June,
1916. After his recovery he again went
to the front and was engaged in the
battles of Vimy Ridge, Courcellete and
other engagements. He was awarded a
medal ‘‘For Bravery in the Field”’ in the
spring of 1917 and was promoted to
Sergt.-Major. Last November he was |
ordered to take a course at the Military
College in England for service in train-
ing the recruits in Canada, and for the
present will be stationed at London,

On Wednesday of last week Sergt.
Nichol visited Wyoming, his birthplace,
where he was tendered a formal public
reception in the town hall and presented
with a handsome club bag,

WASHING THE HANDS.

How to Get Them Clean After a Greasy
Job on the Motorcar,

The following is a practice long fa-
miliar to railway engineers, who have
to mess around oil, and it should serve
equally well for their present day coad-
jutors of the motor car:

Wash the hands in warm water,
gsing a soft, free lathering soap. Work
up a good lather and then dip the fin-
gers into a small dish of lubricating
oil.

Do not use
and always soap the
hands before applying the oil.

After using this mixture be sure to
let the washbowl drain and then rinse
it quickly, as the oil, if left, separates
from the soap and makes a ghastly
mess on the sides.

Another good way of cleaning the
bands after a dirty job around the car
is to wash them in turpentine, rubbing
it well into the skin and then wiping
off thoroughly on something that can
be thrown away.

0DD FREAK OF BULLET

CUT SIGNATURE OFF WILL OF A
SOLDIER.

Property of a Canadian at the Front
Went Astray — Several Reasons
Why Men Who Must Go to Fight
Should Arrange Regarding the
Distribution of Their Property in
Case of Their Death,

HE same German bullet

which killed a brave son of

Canada caused in its pass-

age a rather remarkable

mistake in the settlement of the test-

amentary affairs of the slain soldier.

This leaden missile from the Hun,

penetrating the wallet of the breast

pocket of the Canadian’s tunic, act-

ually cut off a corner of the will

with the testator’s signature. It also

snipped the corners off a bunch of

English bank notes - in the same
wallet.

After the fight, when the Cana-
dian dead were buried, this wallet
was collected along with others and
the pay-book and the man’s will
taken out to be sent to England. The
mutilated will, pay-book and notes
in the wallet were abstraeted and
the apparently empty cover with one
corner hanging loose thrown aside,
though not thrown away.

Though the pay-book reached its
proper destination, for some reason
this nameless will and the money
with it, six cornerless ten-shilling
notes and three similarly shorn one-
pound notes, were sent on to Eng-
land and credited to the heirs of an-
other man who may be known as
Jones, and who, a comrade of
Smith, had come béfore emigration
to Canada from the same little De-
vonshire village. Smith and Jones
had died together.

On receipt of the information that
her son’s will was to hand made out
in favor of a woman of another
name, old Mrs. Jones declared there
must be some mistake, Her son had
had no such relative, besides she
knew that she was his sole heir.

The Estates Department. of the
Canadian Overseas Forces in Lon-
don, promptly investigated and dis-
covered the half bullet severed cor-
ner of the apparently empty wallet
which had belonged to a man who
may be known as “A.” There,
wedged into the leather, was a serap
of paper bearing the missing will
signature, and the torn-off corners
of the nine notes. Large and elabor-
ate photographs were taken to com-
pare the missing portions, and as
proof that there had been no mis-
take. Then the estates were pro-
perly distributed.

All Canadian soldiers going over-
seas are urged to make wills. It
saves much trouble, and ensures
that their money goes just where
they want it to go. Many a man
who fully intends that his worldly
goods shall be left to a certain per-
son or persons, had neglected to say
80 in a will, and as a result those
dearest to him have received only a
fraction, if indeed, anything at all of
the property. Failing a will the
estate must be disttibuted by admin-
istration, which allows the nearest
relatives specified proportionate
shares.

Canadian soldiers have been pret-
ty compliant in filling out the little
printed will forms provided for them,
though many persist in neglecting
this precaution and go forth to bat-
tle having left no disposition of their
effects. Many, too, carry thelr wills
with them on the field, as did the
men in the foregoing case, and if it
happens, as it often does, that the
soldier should be badly mutilated or
disappear entirely, there is no will to
g0 by. This great risk may be oh-
viated by sending the will to the
Estates Department, Canadian Over-
seas Forcgs. Oxford street. London.

By reason of lost or destroyed
wills, many men’s estates have fin-
ally to be distributed by administra-
tion. Not long ago the Australian
offices sent the Canadian offices in
London no less than thirty wallets
of dead Canadians, many of which
contained wills. Gathered by Aus-
tralian soldiers on the field, they had
unfortunately been held a long time.
The six months had elapsed and in
accordance with the law the estates
of these slain soldiers had been dis-
tributed. The wills were now value-
less and nothing could be done.

Canadian soldiers are constantly
discovered to have made, in addition
to their brief military wills, other
and prior wills in Canada. Many
complications have arisen from this.
The appointment of executors by
soldiers has been another serious
obstacle. Men frequently appointed
comrades in their own company exe-
cutors, with the result that often
testator and executor were killed to-
gether, Others appointed executors
in Canada who could afterwards be
found only with great difficulty, if
at all. For this reason the Canadian
army has discouraged having execu-
tors named in a will, and the army
will form does not provide for them.
The heirs in a will cannot receive
their bequests without assent of the
executor.

On estates under $500 the Cana-
dian Estates Department has full
power to perform the legal office and
have the property divided among the
heirs without cost to them. But
where the estate is over .$500 the
will, if any, must be probated; or,
lacking the will, the property admin-
istered according to the law of the
country wherein the property lay.

The Estates Department also looks
after the effects of fallen soldiers.
These are shipped across from
France, and in due course forwarded
from London to Ottawa, whence they
are sent on to the next-of-kin,

Few people realize of what re-
markable speed dogs are capable,
Some statistics in regard to this have
been gathered by M. Dusolier, a
French scientist. After pointing out
the marvelous endurance shown by
little fox terriers who followed their
masters patiently for hours while
they were riding on bicycles or im
carriages he says that even greater
endurance is shown by certain wil@
animals that are akin to dogs. Thus
the wolf can run between fifty and
gixty miles in one night, and an Are-
tic fox can _do quite as well, if not
better. A

Eskimo and Siberian dogs can tra-
vel 45 miles on the ice in five hours,
and there is a case on record in which
a team of Eskimo dogs traveled six
and one-half miles in 28 minutes.

According to M. Dusolier, the
speed of the shepherd dogs and thoser
used on hunting ranges is from 10 to
15 yards a second. English setters
and pointers run at the rate of 18 to
19 miles an hour, and they cam
maintain this speed for at least two
hours,

Foxhounds are extraordinarily
gwift as is proved by the fact that a
dog of this breed once beat a thor-
oughbred horse, covering four miles
in six and a half minutes, which was
at the rate of nearly 18 yards a
second.

Greyhounds are the swiftest of alR
four-footed creatures, and their speed
is equal to that of carrier pigeons.
English greyhounds, which are used
for céursing, are able to cover at fulk
gallop a space between 18 and 20
yards every second.

Crewless Raiders.

Once more the Germans have
sprung a surprise on the allied forces,
this time in the shape of a crewless
raider that is electrically operated
through a cable from a shore station.
Already several of these craft have
been encounteerd by British war-
ships cruising off the Belgian coast,
but at the moment of writing all sucls
attacks have failed of result.

We learn from statements of the
British Admiralty that these crewless
raiders are electrically - controlled
boats propelied by two gasoline en-
gines, partially closed in, and are
capable of traveling at a high rate of
#peed. Each raider carries a drom
with between 30 and 50 miles of in-
sulated, single-core cable, which is
paid out in the wake of the vessell
and through which the mechanism im
controlled from shore. The fore par$
carries a considerable charg: of high
explosive, probably from 3C0 to 500
pounds, which is arranged to explode
on impact.
