JLouise Fusiliers. His Honor's arrival was
anpounced by the firing of a salute from
‘the Geapd [Parade by the Hulifax Field
Battexy.

The House,of Assembly having attended
in pbedicnce to His ;Honor's command,
His Honor was pleased .to.open the Legis-
lative session with the (following speech :
My, President and Honorable Gentlemen of the

Legislative Council :
Mr. Speaker and Honorable Gentlemen of the
House of Assembly:

I am pleased to welcowne you-again:ito
rthe scene of your Legislative labors.

The year which bas passed has ‘been
marked by substantial progress .in the

.development of some of the most impor-
tant industries .of the Province, and by
.generally incréased prosperity of its peo-
ple. Discoveries in theGold Fields bave
«quickened the energies which were devot-
«d to the pursuit of Gold Mining, while
the encouragement given to our Coal
Mines has largely -increased thesales of
«Coal,and bas produced a corresponding
benefit in the finaacial results in which
the Province has an interest.

In presenting through the Mowrror @
summarized statement of the work and
attendance in the Preparatory Department
of the Bridgetown school, for the months
of Janvary and February, I beg respect-
fally to call the attention of all interested
in Education to a few facts.

The columu of “days absemt,”” together
with lost time of those, whose pames do
pot appear in the subjoined list, amounts
to 300 for the months named. In the
junior department 899 days bave been
lost in the same time, making a total of
1199 days lost to this scction since January
8th. To this add the number of daye
lost during the first two monthe of the
term, viz : 793, and we have the sum of
1992 days.

There are about 100 pupils in attend-

sace et the school, which, if full time
were made, would give to the present,
8000 registered days, or to the end of the
term about 12,000.. °*At 100 per cent., {8
very low estimate), this attendance would
give the Section to the present time the
sum of nearly §70 00 from the Co. fund.
Instead of having 8000registered dayshow-
ever, we have but 8 over 6000 ; which, at
the same rate per cent will give & trifie
over $52.00.
Hence, not to mention the present loes
of children’s time, the loss of food and
clothes expended upon them , the entailed
loss to both children and parents of a com-
mon school education, the shame and ex-
pense which both must feel and bear
through life, from growing up in ignor-
ance ; not to speak of the unnumbered
heart-aches that must come from cha-
racter, the result of incorrect and irregular
habits, of the evil effects upon the child-
ten of a neighborhood infested with idlers,
of the demoralization of classes, and
damage to the general morals
of the school; not to mention any
of these inevitable consequences, the
result to-this section of irregular attend-
ance is already a loss financially of $18 00,
and if the irregularity continue in the same
ratio to the end of the term, the loss will
augment to $25.00, which is equivlent to
a taz of that amount levied upon the pro-
perty of the section,

Atlantic Cables.

TELEGRAPHIC CONNECTION WITH EUROPE.

The tirst cable, it will be remember-
ed, was laid down in 1838 by Sir Charles
Bright, but being the only cable be
tween Ehgland and America it was
suhjected to rather bard usage, like
most héw inventions. Hundreds of
long mesedges were passed at far too
gre;t a apeed; too much electrical
power was employed, and insulation
pot beifig o well understood as it pre
sent, disastrous effects followed. It
was like ati engineer using very high
pressure ori a steam boiler r.Jhly con
gtracted for low pressure. Hence the
cahle of gave out, and nothing
more was doné untyl 1865, when ano
thor atrempt was made, which likewise
failed. In the following year, however,
2 cable was sutcessfully laid, and the
1ost one of 1885 was picked up and
carried to its end. Sinde that time

for five years’ service in the army or!
navy.

A soldier may also reenlist, tipon
the completion of his five yeats of
active service, for a further term of
two, three, four, or five years, during
whicli period he is entitled to extra
pay at the extravagaot rate of eight
centimes, or if he be a non commission
ed officer; of ten centimes (two cents)
a day !

As a furthef inducement
in active service, it is provided by the
law of July 24, 1873, that certain civil
and military employments are reserved
exclusively for those who have been in
the active army for ttelve years, and
during four of these years with the
grade 0f non-commissioned officer.

The total effective force of the army
in time of peace is 450,000, and in time
of wat 2 000,000.

We may add, ift passing, that by the
terms of 4 law pa<sed August 1. 1874,
horses and mules are duly enrolled,
and dre liable to conscription for milis
tary purposes.— Harper's Magazine for
March.
