A Cold Winter.

Prof. W-H. Smith, of Mentreal, in his
planetary almanac says we are approaching
another cold, dry winter, but not so cold as
1892-93. The prospects for rain and snow
are better. There will be more precipitation
this- year. The forecasts for January and
February are:

January—A cold month with considerable
downfall. Snows and rains in nothern and
eastern, considerable rain in southern sec-
tions. Snowfall in the Northwest about or
perhaps below the average. The ‘January
thaw’ looks like being a marked feature.
The coldest ‘dips’ appear most likely to-
wards the middle and during the last few
days of the month.
