Connolly conspiracy trial is at last ended and 
a verdict of guilty has been rendered by the 
jury. Sad indeed is the history of this 
transaction from the outset. At its incep­
tion Sir Hector Langevin, as the member of 
public works of the dominion, and leader of 
the French Canadian conservatives, was one 
of the most influential and respected mem­
bers of the House of Commons. On account 
of the revelations made in connection with 
this transaction he has been deprived of his 
office and literally humbled in the dust. 
Thomas McGreevy, another member of the 
House of Commons, has been first expelled 
from that House in disgrace and now is 
found guilty of conspiracy to defraud the 
government of large sums of money, and 
With his fellow conspirator, Connolly, has 
just been sentenced to one year’s imprison­
ment in the county jail of Carlton county. 
And if it be true that a good portion of the 
money, of which the country was thus de­
frauded, went to help make up a campaign 
fund for one of the political parties, and was 
used solely for political purposes, McGreevy’s 
condemnation and imprisonment would ap- 
pear to have in it an element of harshness, 
which at ffrst thought, is apt to excite our 
pity. Still all men who desire political pur­
ity will experience feelings of satisfaction 
that these men have been duly punished for 
lheir crime, even though we may regard 
them as but the victims of our corrupt polit­
ical methods. We arc inclined to think 
however that the demands of justice are but 
half satisfied when the prison doors are 
closed upon these men. What of those men 
who make money so essential a factor in an 
election? Is not the corrupt votes the foun­
tain head of all the mischief? Is it reason­
able to expect honesty in our public men 
when the electors themselves are not honest? 
While condemning the McGreevys and the 
Merciers it is well for us occasionally to re­
member that these men are but the out-

The sealing season begins about January 
1st, though a number of seals may he seen 
off the Vancouver coast during December.
The seal goes south in winter, and as spring 
approaches works its way north until it lands 
about June on the breeding rookeries of the 
northern Islands. These islands are prefer 
red presumably on account of the continual 
fog which keeps the rocks wet, a very deeir- 
able condition for the fish.

The fleet numbers about sixty sail, varying 
in size from 15 to 120 tons. They arc as a 
rule between 50 and 100 tons register.
Some of these vessels carry Indians who use 
the ordinary dug out, acan«»e made by hoi 
lowing out a large log. These schooners 
carry sixteen or eighteen canoes with two 
Indians each. About half the Indians spear

Three men are sent in each 
boat, two to row and one to shoot. The 
skipper, cook and cabin boy remain on board.
The boats at morning row, or sometimes sail, 
from the vessel, and often find themselves 
as far as twenty miles away. They return 
at night when the skins are salted down 
without washing.

Nine-tenths of the seals shot, and 
seals speared, are found asleep on the water.
They are found singly as a rule, but some 
times they are met in groups, whei 
two old'bulls are sure to he found awake.
A few' loud roars awake the sleepers, and 
then with wild splashing and jumping the 
whole number make off. This is when the 
crack shots get in their work. Anyone can 
shoot a sleeping seal that lets you got to 
withiq a few yards of him, but not every 
hunter can pick two or three out of a splash­
ing, diving school. ^

Hunters classify their game by its action 
when observed. There is the “ fisher,” 
standing on his head, with hind floper up,

the air; the “roller,” drowsily rolling to 
and fro; the “ breacher,” sometimes found in 
schools jumping through the water, not un- 
frequently on a whale’s back and off again; 
the “ traveller,” swimming rapidly, always

and slowly moving along beneath the sur­
face, sticking his nose up occasionally for ShiHS and FumlsklngS,
breath.

One hundred seals is considered a good 
day’s work for a vessel, though as high as 
300 have been taken. Capt. Hughes’ vessel 
captured 242 one day.

The general belief among Canadian scalers ; 
is that tl>e Alaska Fur Company is at the 
bottom of all the trouble raised over the 
Behring Sea dispute. The Company, says 
Capt. Hughes, has carefully planned au 
agitatiqn for restrictions that will eventually 
make it impossible for us to hunt at all. It 
is not the clanger of exterminating the seal 
that troubles them, but that our hunting 
has disturbed their monopoly of the market.
We would be perfectly willing to have Behr­
ing Sea closed against us entirely if we are 
allowed to hunt undisturbed in the open sea 
outside. But the scale on which it is now 
conducted and the probability of an increas­
ed business keeps their market rates limited.
They are not afraid to accomplish their ob 
jeot, which perhaps may explain the strange 
sympathy of some Congressmen on their 
behalf. And it looks very much as if they 

showing their hand in Japanese legis­
lature, for we find it impossible to fit out in 
Japan, and no Japanese vessel can engage in 
sealing.

How does the American fleet compare with 
the Canadian? There is positively 
ptarison, replied the captain. The Canadian 
fleet is vastly superior. The Americans com - 
plain bitterly against their government’s 
partiality for the Alaska Company. They 
say the English government will back up 
its subjects, but sealers have no pedress at 
Vy ashing ton. T^is feeliug is so widespread 
that it prevents capital being invested in 
American sealers. -^PHgby Courier.

W e pre­
sent von these few words, dear sister, as an ex­
pression of our appreciation of your worth as 
a Christian worker, ability as a Sabbath-school 
teacher and whole-hearted enthusiasm in all 
that effects the welfare of the Kingdom of God. 
Wc sincerelv desire and pray that in the new 
fields of usefulness which our Gracious Master 
may open up before you, the richest blessing of 
Heaven may rest upon you, making you the 
honored instrument of leading many souls to 
the feet of Jesus.

The Battle Creek Horror.
A.M. A.M. P.MA KRNTVILLE MERCHANT TELLS OF HIS EX­

PERIENCE IN THE LATE RAILWAY 
DISASTER.

Our much esteemed merchant and citizen 
Mr. F. Margeson arrived home last week 
from his wedding tour says the Advertiser. 
Mr. Margeson aud wife while away visted 
the World’s Fair. They were on board that 
ill fated train that met in collision near Bat­
tle Creek, Mich., and it is indeed fortunate 
to know they were among the few whose 
lives were saved.

A representative of the Advertiser called 
on Mr. Margeson yesterday and elicited 
from him the following horror:

“ We left Boston on Oct. 17th, 1893, for 
Chicago, and after spending a short time at 
Niagara Falls proceeded via Grand Trunk 
railway on board a train made up of eleven 
heavy cars, four or five of which were Pull­
man sleepers attached at the rear, all of 
which were full of passengers. At an early 
hour on Friday morning Oct. 20th, as the 
train was within one hundred and sixty-five 
miles of Chicago, near a town called Battle 
Creek, a head-on collision occurred between 
the Grand Trunk train going west and a 
Raymond excursion train coming east. The 
heavy engines did not leave the track, but 
were forced into each other until their smoke­
stacks were only a foot apart. It was said 
the trains were running between thirty and 
forty miles an hour, until within avehort dis­
tance of the collision for they came together 
so suddenly that the engineers and firemen 
had just time to jump to save their lives,— 
one engineer was quite badly hurt. Im­
mediately after the engines struck, the 
momentum of the heavy pullman coaches at 
the rear caused three of the eight passenger 
coaches near the centre of the train to tele­
scope so that the fourth, fifth and sixth cars 
from the engine scarcely occupied the space 
of two. A p uric at once ensued, and in the 
still hours of the night the air was filled 
with the mingled sc teams, cries, groans and 
prayers, that cannot be described even by 
those who witnessed so terrible a scene; and 
to add to the sufferings of those who were 
imprisoned in the car, dreadful fires started 
in leas than two minutes, caused by the ex­
plosion of the oil lamps and the stoves 
thrown over in the cars. The only way of 
escape was through the small windows, and 
those who were able availed themselves of 
that opportunity. It was anything rather 
than perish in the flames. As the wreck 
was about one mile from the main town, it 
was impossible to get a fire company and en­
gine on the spot for some time, and when 
they arrived on the spot no water could be 
reached nearer than fifteen hundred feet. 
They workel like heroes trying to put out 
the fire aud relieve the suffering. Twenty- 
seven bodies of the burned and crushed were 
taken from the cars, the most of whom were

Milk at regular hours. The cows do bet­
ter for it.

Churn early in the morning; don’t wait 
till the air becomes heated.

Once working of butter fills the bill, aud 
the main thing is not to overdo it.

Give the cows some sweet corn. If you 
have none, feed field corn. You can’t afford 
to have them dry up.

Hard times did not take root in good dairy 
localit ies. The ceremonies paid cash as usual 
and the farmers do not know the times are 
hard.

Stir the cream in the cream jar every time 
an addition is made and stir from the bottom. 
Uneven ripening means loss of fat in the 
buttermilk.

When the butter “ comes ” in granules 
like wheat grains, pour cold water in to 
harden it, then draw off the combined but­
termilk and water and pour in plenty more 
cold water, turning the churn rapidly to 
wash the butter and firm it.

Oats are 
the best grain, but too costly. Wheat bran, 
linseed meal, pea mead, called beans and 
brewers grains are very good. Do not feed 
sheep more than they will eat up clean at 
one time, for they are a very peculiar ani­
ma! and will not touch feed that has been 
mussed over. Clean their troughs every 
day aud let them have free and constant 
access to good pure water. Good corn silage 
and strap-leaf turnips should be fed in winter 
for a succulent food.
