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The accompanving plate gives a_complete representation of all the varicties of
crrors in the 1893 issuc oll Hawanan adhesive postage up to Sept., 1st, 1893. It is neat
to impossible that any other varicties exist at pre.ent, as these correspond with a list of
all the known crrors furmished mic by a Government official, who has the supervision of
the entire stock of stamps in the Hawatian post-affice, and who is thoroughly competent
to judge as to what constitutes an “‘crror” and what docs not. In a recent article 1
chronicled the 18¢c, soc., and $1.00 values with the “93” missing from the date.
‘These now prove ta be simply the cffect of poor inking, as faint traces of the missing
numbers appear on cxamination under the microscope.  This is also truc of the letter
5" that at first glance seems to he wanting in the word * Provisional” on copies of the
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15c., and t8¢c, stamps. The 1c., 5¢., and 1oc., envelopes are found with a compound
surcharge, hut so far “the gay and festive” surcharge on the postal cards has “pursued
the even tenor of 1ts way, and it is to be devoutly hoped that it will keep on pursuing
and not be as casily led into “error” as its half-brothers, the adhesives,

Northwestern Notes

The Free Fress of June 3oth, contained several postal notices. The first was a
telegram from Nev York, saying that the postal rate between Canada and Newfound-
land is reduced to three cents. The second was a petition to have letter boxes placed
in the street cars. The third I quote in full:

“Through the efforts of Post Office Inspector Mcl.eod, the post office department
has authorized from the 1st prox., a daily free delivery by horse and vehicle, of postal
packets to all points of the city. Mr. Peebles has been awarded the contract.  ‘This
will obviate the necessity of loading down the letter carriers with numerous parcels and
the public calling at the post office for parcels too large to ke dehvered by carriers.
Winnipeg is the only city in the Dominion where such a delivery is made.”

Prophets said that this would not be a dull (philatelic) summer. Well, perhaps it
was not at the World’s Fair, butitis certainly hard to find an enthusiastic stampie
here at present.

Perhaps some of my readers have heard of or are members of the Philatelic Ex-
change Club, of Winnipeg. A city phil., wrote asking about joining, but was fooled
when he received a reply saying, that he could not join for two reasons. First, no
gentlemen are admitted to the society, and secondly the number of members is limited
and that limit has been reached.

The writer has heard it said that some one contemplated publishing a philatelic
journal here. How we hope and pray that it may remain a contemplation for the
present at lcast.

It has been rumored here also, that there would be a new three cent stamp issued
soon, and people are known who are actually hoarding the three cent red in consequence.

When mailing last month’s notes at the Post Office, I purchased some unused
stamps at the wicket. Imagine my horror when, moistening one, I found the gum to
be flavored. Alas' thought I. more - arieties and worse than surcharges at that.

Mr. C. A. Allan, of the Canadian Pacific Railway offices here, and vice-president
of the P. 8. of C., for Manitoba, is enjoying a hohday n the cast.
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The following editonal, which is Hkely to be of intere.t to Philatelists, appeared in
one of our darly papers : -

* Mr. Henniker Heaton tells the story of a clergyman, who, too late 1o get his
letter registered, was advised by the post master o send it unpaid, as it would he
wittched even more carefully than if’ it were rewstered.  He acted on the advice, and
the experiment proved so satisfactory that he has ever since adopted it, enclosing the
twopence which the receiver is fined and thus saving a penny on each letter.  Five and
three, eight; twice three, six; two cents saved i we follow that practice here. Mr.
Heaton has taken an awful responsibility in exposing this clever littie scheme to beat
Her Majesty’s revenue.

I have heard it said, that when one has contracted the collecting mania, they
always have it in some form or other. There is a young man in Winnipeg, who sold
his collection of stamps, and now not wishing to start afresh, he actually collects and
arranges the return requests and  addresses usually found on the left upper corner of
business envelopes.  And what 15 more, they make a very pretty callection when
neatly arranged.

“Changed Stamps”

It is quite possible that you have came across a stamp that has been changed by
some means, so as to enhance its value.  While, this work 1s often lhoughtlcsslf done
by young collectors, 1t is oftener done by professionals who seck to dispose of them to
unsaspecting young collectors.  The penalty for doing this is large, and we advise
collectors who have done this not *a repeat it. 1 have inade a careful study of these
“changlings,” and can give you a few notes as to how its done and how to detect them.

One of the greatest pests is the surcha.ge, which is often printed in such plain type
so that it is easily imitated on a printing press.  ‘This is often successfully done as to
baflle detection, but if done by an amateur it is well to retice the back of ‘the stamp to
see whether or not the type makes the impression so deey as to show on the other side.

A stamp that is often used by thesc “‘changers™ s the U.S., 1863, 3¢., rosc, that by
the simple process of wetting it and Jaymg it in the sun to bleach, 1t is made to very
closely imitate the 1801, 3¢, pik. ‘The difference in the price of these stamps is nearly
$4, 50 you can see how simply that amouut 1s made.  ‘The difference between them is
anly perceptible when both stamps are together, and a careful cxamination 1s made.

Used United States stamps, cancelled with a pen, as was frequently done in early
days. arc changed into unused by the application of the fluid ink eraser and the value
doubled.

These can be told by a rough appearance of the face of the stamp showing where
the marks had been.

Match and mdicine stamps are often changed from white to hlue and pink paper
by wetting the backs and applying them to blotters of the above colors. When colored
they ar. gummed, and are almost impossible to distingwsh from the genuine.

These are but a few of many methods used by these frauds, and ure only given to

warn young collectors to look carefully before they purchase stamps of unknown
dealers who often select them 3s victims for the frauds.
