Should this suggestion be carried
out, it will be possible to make comparisons and deductions which, from
the saried manner in which the statistics are now collected, is quite im-
possible.

It has been predicted that within five years the magnesium light will be
as familiar a sight in many places as the electric light i1s to-day.

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LORD RANDOLPH CHURCHILL.

In view of the unsettled condition in Europe, the demand of Lord
Randolph Churchill for retrenchment in the British expenditure for the
support of the naval and military services was, to say the least, untimely
Treue, the rapid increase in this expenditure durinz late years is a matter
deserving of the greatest consideration, but with Russis, Geimany, Austria,
Italy and France armed to the teeth, and with an empire scattered through-
out every clime and every 20ne, it would have been suicidal upon the part
of a British ministry to cut down the estimate by thirty million dollars, as
first proposed by Lord Randolph Churchill  1a bis speech explaining his
reasons for having resigned his position in the cabinet, the ex-chancellar of
the exchequer stated that the maintenance of the naval and military services
of Great Britain now made unecesaary an expenditure of 8154 000.00 per
annym. showing an increase of £30 000.000 T annum over the expenditure
of ten or twelve yenrs ago. Had Lord Randolph adhered to his first
demand, that the expenditure be reduced to £124,000,000 per annum, his
friends and fnes alike would have given him credit for consistency, but as
he has himeelf admitted. that he would have been satisfied had the govern-
ment agreed to e duce the estimates by $2.5¢0,000, it leaves him without
any adequate excuse for the grave, we might say rash. step he took in
severing his connectinn with the iinistry at such a critical juncture. ILnid
Randoulph Churchil: is unquestionably a man of ability, but his precipitate
action in this matter has not tended to mike this young Radical Tory
popular with the great mass of Rritish electors, who belicve in stable
government and who have no confideuce in a politiian wha, for the sake of
cheap notoricty, can jeopardize, without consideration, the existence of a
government, at a time when stability is most required.

" ‘The proposal to furm a permanant Imperial Institate at London, in
commemaration of the Queen's Jubilee, i beginning to take a definite
shape, The committee appointed to consider the scheme have sent in
their report to the Prince of Wales.  The obj ct which this committee has
kept in view in, “to combine in a harmonious form, and with a view to
some practical and useful purpose, a8 representation of the Colonies and
India on the one hand, and of the United Kingdom on the ather.”” It will
thus be seen that the plan suggested by the Prince of Wales has been
Ie:(l;"xed 0 as to admit the United Kingdom as well as the Colonics and

ia,
Its value to the mather country itself might be termed educational. The
of the ald country gection will be to exhibit the growth and present
condition of the natural and manufactured products of Britain, and by the
spread of knowledge to further stimulate the irdustries of the country, A
library for industrial, commercial and economic study, is to be a feature of
this section ; and it is hoped that one cffcct of the Institute will be the
establishment of high-schools of commerce, such as now cxist in the leading
commercial towns of the continent. Space is also to be provided for
occasinpal exhibitions devoted to special industries, as, for example, iron
manufactures, textile fabrics, etc.

The objects of the Iudian and Colonial section will be more directly to

stimulate commence and emigration by illustrating the great resources of
these portions of the empire, and by spreading a knowledge of their progress
and socisl condition.  Witn this end in view, provision is to be made for:—
1st.  The display of the products of the Colonies and India in_the building
of the Institute, and by means of typical collections in the principal towns
of the United Kingdom, amnl. Th. discussion of Colonial and Indian
subjects in a suitable hall. 3rd  Libraries, reading-100ms and intelligence
offices. 4th. The incorporation into the proposed Institute of the Raval
Colonial Institute and the Royal Asiatic Society. sth, QOccasional exhibi.
tions of Colonial and Indisn products.
. The colossal proportions of the plan, the importance and variety of the
interests involved, the seeming efficacy of the various measures proposed. to
stimulate the growth and centralize the cffurts aud sympathies of this
acattered empire, render the undertaking 4 most desirable one.  If Imperial
Confederation be ever accomplished, it will be largely owing to such
establishments as the Institute ; if that patriotic dream be never realized, it
will be because the Britisn race will have been so drawn together as to
render close legislative union unnecessary to the integrity of the empire.

for the Adriaticand English Channel. It had been thought that Russia’s
capacity for wheat-growing was well night exhausted ; but this appears to be
comparatively new and undeveloped territory. .

About $20,000,000
of this stock was supposed to be placed upon the market, but as a matter of
fact, the bankers and brokers were allotted the lion's share, the public being
sble to purchase stock at par to the value of $20,000, the remainder being
apportioned among the inner ring. The stock is now selling at an advance
of seventy per cent, and unloading is the order of the day.

The terrible earthquake at Nice was felt over 2 large extent of country
in the South of France and in the northern part of Italy. The shocks were
very violent, hundreds of buildings being either demolished or rendered
unscrviceabla. Several villages on the mountains’ sides were thrown pre-
cipitately into the valley beneath. Fully two thousand persons are known
to have perished beneath the falling buildings, and a still larger numbr is
thought to have received serious injuries. Great fears are entertained that
the earthquake shocks will loosen the snow near the tops of the mountains,
and that terrible avalanches will be the resuit.

During the past year wild beasts and snakes have been unusuaily
destructive to human life in the central province, of India, there having
been an increase of 262 in the number of persons killed, as compared with
the precedibg year, Of wild buasts, tigers, of course, were the most
destructive, their victims numbering 110, against ¢8 in 1884, while the
number of tigers killed was only 221, against 260. The deaths from
soake-bite last year amounted to 1,066, against y97 in 1884, while only
1,977 snakes were killed, as compared with 2,378, Inan official note on
the subject it is observed that there has been a “satisfactory increase” in
the number of wild animals destroyed ; but this increase is due to the
large number of bears, wolves, and hyenas killed.

The relations of the English and French foreign officers are becoming
strained. The English complain of increasing coldness and hostility on the
part of the French Ministry, who seck every means of indulging in
vexations conduct. Their official language displays an ill-temper which
approaches insolence., Rumors arc afloat that General Boulanger's prepa-
ratior:s on the eastern frontier are merely a blind, the object being to
conceal the design of the French to attack Egypt with the immense
military force now being concentrated for a pretended invasion of Alaace.
The 8t James' Gazette, commenting on these rumors, says that they have
been current in well-informed circles in France tor tonse time, “ Although,”
it affirms, *the English public has not been apprised of the fact, yet it is
true that the French Government have been truubling our Government a
good deal lately, not with absolute menaces, but with persistent annoyance.”

OUR BOSTON LETTER, .
(From our Sta Correspondent.)

No one visils Boaton without taking in the * Cyclorams of the Battle of
Gettysburg,” and it oertainly is & wonderful work, It was painted by Paul
Philippotesux, of Paris, who spent eeveral months taking sketches of the
battle Hield and in obtaining the details of thefight, and then returned to Pavis,
where he wax two years at work in compluting the pisture, The canvas iy
four hundred feet long and fifty high, consequantly meacuring 20,000 square
feet. It is exhibited in a fira-proof building epecisllv constructed for it,
which at night is liyhted up by electricity. It represents the last day of the
fight, when Gen Pickett's oonfederate troops made their gallant charge,
fenctrating for & time the centrs of the Union Army, and is the most
realiatic battle scene ever put on exhibition. The horrors of war are depicted
in sll their ghastliness, officers shot from their horses, wounded moen erushed
under the wheels of flying artillery, surgeons at work smputating limbe, and
opposing forces met in fierps bayonet charges. One can guze for hours at
the grand scenery, the contending troops, the clouds of drifting smoke that
mark tha hatteries dealing out death and destruction, and still be unable to
grasp all the astaile of this great battls scane.

SAFETY REATING FOR RAILWAY CARS.
To the Editor of the Critic:

Since my lsst letter on thia subject, some leading journals of the
Dciinion have begun to treat the question with the earnsstness its import-

sace desorves, the Montreal Star and Witaess in particulsr, 8ays the
St of the 23rd ult. :

“ Since the Woodstock catsstrophe enquiries have been made in the
United States as to the possihility of suheituting steam heat for sove heat

In the meantime its cumpanion ¢in railway cares  The revult is thut it hus been found not only practicable to
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heit rilway cars by steam, but that tho lutter is tho cheapor ag well as the
safor inode.  Ktonm heating has boen for eome timo in ura on three or four
of tho American roads, and within tho lust few daya twenty-five cars on the
Loug Island road have been equipped with ateam heatiug apparatus.  Tho
superintendent has reported the experiment to have beou aucearsful.  Steam
heat from the locomotive is now use, cithor ns an accopted method of host-
ing or in an experimental way, upon tho Boston and Albany, the Providence,
Warren and Bristol, ths Maine Contral, the Long Island, the Dunkirk,
Alleghony Valley and Pittaburyg, the Connecticut rivor, the I rovidence and
Wore stor, tho Clevelund, Columbus, Ciucinuati and ludianapolis, the
Staten Island linos and tho clovated roads in New York., The Pullinan
Palace Car Company is also experimenting with appanttus for hoating its
cars by steam and lighting them by clectricity.

It hus boeon found that a train can bo heated from the ongine with no
percaptible loss of power. Tho following is tho testimony of practical men
on tho subject :—

An engineor, whoso locomotive supplics steam for heat on the Dunkirk
road, says: * Tho amount of steam taken by this aystem is searcely poicopti-
ble, and the required pressuro of stoam is maintsined without any additional
offort or apparent incroaso of the quantity of fuel used.' Similat testimony
is given by invontors whose dovices nro in uso. Tho Master Mectwnic of
the Cleveland, Columbia, Cincinnati and I[ndinvapolis Itond reposts that the
amount of steam used for hoating is * scarcely porceptiblo’ At tho rocent
hearing in Albany, J. W. Cloud, furmerly Mechunical Engineer of tho
Pennsylvania Road and now Superintendent of Muchinery on the Now
York, Lake Eric and \Vestern, although advocating the use of proporly
constructed stove hesters, testified that tho uso of steam heat from the
locomotive would not, in his opinion, *increase the duty of the locomotive
by 1 Eer cont.’

The only difficulty scoms to be the heating of a long train by etoam. A
short train of seven cars can casily bo so heated, but the difliculty of doing
the work increases with tho length of tho tmin. But this duliculty is far

. from being comsidered insuperable. The ingenuity of milroad mon in
Europe and Amwerica will, no doubt, soon find s means of overcomiuy it.
The increased spaco which the removal of thn stoves will give is calculated
to be equal to as much as one car in cighv. This is of itself a great saving,
and will, when it is once fully understood, greatly lesson the objection of
railroad companies to the use of asteam as a means of heuting passenger cars.
A Chrrerpondont suggests that it should bo thoe duty of tho Federal and
Provincial Parlismonts af their noxt session to pass a measure which will
make heating by steam con:pulsory ou all Canadian passenger cars, and thus
deprive railroad disasters of their worst terror. ‘Tho suggestion is well
worthy the serious consideration of Canadian legislators.”

In view of the importanco of this subject, I wish, with your pormissions
fo lay the remarks of the Wituessalso before your readers in your noxt issue.
Your suggestion in regard to spow blockades had been met by me, in
,ply to a friend, before my letter appeared in print, It wassimply to have
a small fireplace under the boiler in the car, with the strictest regulations
aguinst its boing sighted at any other time than ono of blockade. But it
looks as though the system of sfeam heating would prove amply suflicient
for this most grave occasion ; and, if so, I am content to withdrav my plan,
which I still believe would bo effective.

Mot many books, but sfandards, such as Litbke's History
of Artand Ruskir‘s Jllusirated books on Painting and Architecturo?

Six or eight good portfolios of photographs, after old masters and of
famous buildings, wonld do so much for us. To go sbroad, as we do from
Halifax, and stand aghast in tho National Gallery or the Louvrs, or the
Alte Pinakothek, “ wells of living waters before our thirsty eyee,” and we
with no buckets wherewith to dip, oh! the pity of it!!

Every little town of Gormany has ite Art society. ‘The peoplo of hum-
ble social rango kmow tho “Dresdon Madobna, tho famous * Holbein
Madonna,” the *“ Apollo Belvidere,” the * Venus di Milo,” tho ¢ Raplael
Cartoons,” Rubens' masterpieces. Ludwig Ricbter's exquisite drawipgs,
which Ruskin wishes every Epglish family possesced, lio on overy table.

COMMERCIAL.

Whilo no improvement has doveloped in the state of goneral trade, it is
evidently on the vergo of doing a0, Throughout overy branch of business
n boliof exists that trndo during the year will be more than satisfactory, both
in character and in volume, Little movement has occurred duting the past
week, but an increased volume of trado is evidently near at haund.

Oua effect of the late election oxcitomeut has beon a falling off in remit.
tances, which has caused, in sowe instances, an inconvenienco to suppliers,
b.b this result will scon pass off, as has its cause,

A terriblo storm of snow, hail, and heavy rsin, on Sunday, ronderel
the rosds throughuut the country well-nigh impasaable for several days,
This seriously impeded oporationn, as it rendered it vory difficult to trans.
port goods to points where they were wanted.

The lower houso of the Unitel States Congress hae neszz2 with hardly
a dissontiont voice, a ** nen-intercourse*® measure, which differs somewhat
from that proviously passed by the Senate, in that it goes furthor, and is
moro of o retaliatory nature. The two houses have sent out conforence
committees, which failod to ngree; and as tho present Congress expired on
Thursday by limitation, the question will hold over for a time. As this
Congress has left many of the appropriation bills and other important pres-
sing business unfinished, it is oxpected that the President will at once summon
the now Congress to meet in extra session to finish tho work that was left
incompleted by their prodecessors. Oune of the bills in question, or a similar
one, will doubtless be speedily passed, and go to the President for his sanc-
tion, which it will doubtless receive. 1t is very difficult to predict exactly
what tho effect of this proposed 1=« on our trade will be. It gives the Pro-
sident oxtraordinery and practically unlimited power in the matter of any
trado being carried on betweon Canuda and the United States. It gives him
discretion to stop by proclamation any portion, or the whole of the trada
intercourse between tho two countries, limited only by the provision, that
whenever Canada shall yield any privileges to American vessels or traders,
tho President may rolax towards Canadians tho new law, se far as regards
making such privileges reciprocal within certain limits: . The Americins
claim, with a show of justice, as must be conceded. that by ‘$his action thoy
simply return to the principles of the Treaty of 1818, on which Canada hes
sa strenuously insisted. While both tho interested parties may be techni-
cally right, it strikes us that the.courso of cither is pot distinguished by
any oxttuordinary amount of dignit{. A joint commission could, wo
strongly bolieve, have come to a mutually satisfactory agreement as to respec-
tive trading rights, even if the question of the inshore fisheries was nol
mooted. Tho lattor, tho Americaus sy that thoy do not want. This being
assued to botrue, tho only questivns that remain to be settled, are the rights
of cither %o obtain supplics of provisions, bait, ice, ote., by deep-saa fishing
vessels in tho ports of the respective countries, of selling the catches made
upon duly entering them at the customs houses, and paying the required
duty, or of landiug them in bund for trans-shipment by rail or otherwise to
other points, where they may be disposed of to the besi advantage to their
owners. These aro purely comwmercial rights, and should be rogarded and
treated only as such. If tho matter is approached in a proper spirit of
mwutual coucession and amity, it shouid not be difficult of sottloment, and
such seitlement would be fur moro creditable to both countries than the dog-
in-the-manger-policy that thoy aro now pursuing. Meanwhile, the present
unhappy attitude of both has a very bad effect upon their trado rolations,
All who are, or who desire to be, engaged in an American-Canadian business,
are placed in a very doubtful position asto the futuro, No oue is able to
mako arrangoments for tho futuro that ho has the slightest security tust he
will be enibled to carry out ; and, as a very large proportion of our trade is
in connoction with the United States, this uncertainty tonda to unsettle our
business in every respect.

Prices of all
goods src undeniably firin, and every indication favors a prosperous trade.

Still, it is Dol probablo that prices ran drop uch further under
uny pressury that can be brought to bear, and two months hence we can cou-
fidently expect better figures to provail than thoy do in the presont somi
pavicy ferling of the mnrket. The coming crop of apring wheat will
undoubtedly bo a small ono ; and when this fact comes to bo fully realized,
it will strevgthen the market very much,

Svme euquiry has been made in Montieal for heavy shipments of whaat,
veas, oats ond  flour from that port, but as froight rates are very uncortain,
}inlo future business has been dono.  Ship ageuts are nsking Js. Gd. per
qusrter for hoavy grain by first steamors fiom Montreal to Liverpool and
London. Last year the first angagements woro made in March at 2s, 5d. to
Jondon, but they afterwards advanced to 3s. A good business has been
doue by Montreal flour morchants this winter, in filling ordors on New-
foundlaud account direct from mills west of Toronto. Recent action of
the I. C. R. has suddenly checked this valuable trade. It has refused to
tako shipments at the rates given by the Giand Trunk to shippers, Con-
tracts woro wade by the Intter tailway to carry flour from points weat of
Torouto to Halifax at 221c. to 24c, per 100 lbs, for export. The I. C. R.
har, however, refused to recognizs these rates on the ground that they
spplicd exclusively to shipments through to Great Dritaio, and not to
Newfoundland. It is difficult to understaud or to recognize the force of
tho objection raised by tho governmont railway, for what can it mattor to
the railway whether the freight goes to Liverpool or to St. John's, after it
has been delivered in Halifax and has left its hands ? This business is,
therefore, brought to a sudden standstill,

Provirioxs.—Potk continued very firm and prices advauced till Monday
last when they stoud ut 819.10 for May delivery. Then some large specula-
tore, beinyg satiafied with the profits that quotations showed to their credit,
tried to unioad at top figures, Tho result was to shuke the market to n
corlain extont, But the position of pork is too firm to be easily carried, and
the drop was slight. The battlo of the bears and bulls was a stiong one,
but the latter effectually prevented anything like a rout and a panic, and,
though tnoy had to yield a few points, they made a stand from which they
cannot be driven at present. Tho pressure in Chicago for hog products is
Inrge end steady, Mr. Armour aloue holcing Englis): orders for 3,000 boxes
of long and short clears, and is roported to be taking the Lones out of short
ribs 1o fifl the bill in part or whole.  The call for green shoulders is active,
and puckers declare thomselves unsble to meet it. Lard is very firm. In
smoked weats a better demand has set in. There is fair enquiry for Jight
averagu of dressed hogs. (lancing over the entiro field wo seo no reason to
doubt the future of hog products, spito of the specious argument that the
decline of grain, as it makes it cheaper to faiten hogs, should reduco the
price. ‘Tho important fuct of a very short supply remsins and throws the
auestion of fecding altogether into the shade.

Burren,—Tho butter market has shown no important change, but a firm
and healthy tono undoubtedly exists. The stock, especislly of desirable
qualities, now held is very smoll. Local business continues fair, and the
prescut outlook is cer*winly in favor of u clean wind up. From s suntence
in our remarks last week on this subject, tho word “ hardly” was accidentally
omitted, snd, as tho omission mnterially alters the moaning, wo repoat it in
tho corrected form as follows :—¢* Dealors say that thore will be Zardly
sufficient to last them till new makeo arrives in largo emough quantities to
furm & foctor in the market.” At Montreal new ctontnery butter hus beon
received from a western factory, sales of which have been mado thore at 26
cents.  Some Xamouraska butter has been offered in Quebes,

Svoanr.—Luto mail advices from England roport a turthor depression in
the raw sugar morket, owing to heavy supplies of the beot product. Reliable
estimates aro that the beet crops of Europe for 1886 °87 will reach at loast
2,650,000 tons, un increase of more than 500,000 tons over thut of lust
year. This has completaly kidled speculation. Cane eorts have been
demornlized and have declined in valuo, Until overproduction is checked,
10 improvewent in the situation can be expected, Tho local market for
refined is steudy and nnchanged.

Movasses.—A little new crop has been received, but not enough to give
the true note to the market. Tho demand is sluggish, and hardly anything
is doing in this articlo ss yet. Scveral cargoes from Poito Rico, Civn-
fuegos, Barbi dos, etc, will arrive in ‘the next fow weoks, when pricos
will be arrangad, and tho wmarket will becomo more interesting.

Frutr. ~The apple season in England is about ovor, and late advices are
that salos are rather difficult to accowplish, whilo prices are wouk. There
bsa beon a fair demand for currants, and somo sales have been cifected at
sstisfactory figures. Prunes aro firm, but o wako sales prices have to beo
lower than tho cost to import, Valoncia reisins are weak and dull.

Live Stock.—Qwing to the bad weatber unfavorably aifecting tho con-
dition of the roads, the receipts of neat cattle, sheep, live hogs, poultry,
elc., have been very small, but this is of compuratively little importanco, as
we agr °dnow fuirly in the lenten season and tho demand for meat is naturally
.‘m 1]

City of Boston.

Porhaps tho best known mau, who is now living at his ease on the cash
obtained from our gold fielde, is Mr. McClure, who now rcsides in Boston.
Although not actively engaged in mining, he still has his oyes open for a
good thing, and it is highly probable that somo of -his cash stitl finds its
way into Nova Scotin. If it does, it is also highly probable that it is
returned, increased an hundred fold, to its astute owner. THE CRiTiC's
represehtative regrots that press of other business provonted him from
hunting up Mr. McClure and interviewing him on mining ‘vatters.

To the Halifaxian, strolling lonesomely down State Street, looking for a
familisr faco, it is & pleasant relief to meet Mr. Lowell, walking briskly
along towards Bongs Brothers and to see his face lighten up with a bright
smile of recogmition. As he grasps one’s band one remembers only the
kindly friend, and forgets what woe uoutterable thoss lips can convey when
they close upon the words, ¢ we are doing no discounting at present.”

As onoc lands at the Boston wharf of the Halifax stcamer, the first

CanrLeroN Gotv Mines.—Good reports continue to be roceived from the
Carleton mine, and we Jearn from an exchange that Mr. A. C. Ross,
manager, lately brought to Yarmouth a gold brick weighing 60 ounces, and
valued at sbout 81200, the result of the crushing of 32 tons of quartz.

MixinGg Royavuties.—As the question of mining royalties, whether paid
to individuals or to the government, is an important one to all miners, I
will give a short sketch of Mr. Conybeare’s Mining Royalties Bill, to be
discussed in a few days in the British House of Commons.

The Act provides that * In every county where mining operations are
or shall be hereafter carried on, a court shall Le established, having the
jl}nlrisdiction of all queations relating to leasing and working of mines under
this Act.”

- ¢ Such court shall consist of (1) in Englaud, the County Court Judge,
and not less than six, or more than twelve, assessors, the number to be
decided by the Judge, according to the sizs of the county; (2) in Scotland,
the sheriff of the county or his substitute, and a like number of assessors,
determined as aforesaid ; and (3) in Ireland, the Land Commissioners.

‘These assessors in I'ngland and Scotland are to be elected, one-third by
the owners of lands whose rental is £50 sterling and upward, one-third by
the lessees of mines and minerals of a rental of £50 and upwards, one-third
by the miners employed in the nmines.

If Jand owners refuso to give or renew leases of mines, the would-bte
leasees may apply to the court, which can grant them a lesso on reasonable
terms and compel the landowners to agree to it.

The application must cuntain the name of the applicant, the locality
and extent of the land, name of the owner or leasor, a plan of previous
workings, aud the natuze of the interest sought to be required.

Lessees way apply to the court for a revision of their lesse, which the
court may grant, provided they prove (1) that they have previously sought
relief from the owner and been refused ; and (2) that under the aliered
conditions of trade it is impossible to continue under the old agresment.

The court shall fix the dues ar royaltics on a percentsge of the outpat,
having regard to selling price of mineral and working expenses, the mouey
valuo of such payments to e ascertained by striking an averago of the
selling price of the mineral when brought to the surface during the preced-
ing 12 months.

The cuutt to have the power to grant wayleaves through or under the
adjuining lands, and fix the amount for damages,

All improvements, buildings, etc, erected by the lesses, shall be bis
property, and he can sell or remove them at the axpiration of the leaso.

Failure to work the mino for a period of twelve months shall be
considered to bo and shall operate as a surrender of the Jease.

If it s necessary for any resson to extend the workings into adjoining
land, tho court shall hear all parties and take such action as it shall deem
just.

Any matier capable of heing detormined by the court under this Act,
may, it tho parties so agreo, by decided by arbitration.

I: shall be lawful for tho court, subject to the approval of the Lord
Chancellor, to make or alter such rules or forms as may be requisite for the
regulation of the proceedings undor this Act, and to fix or alter any such
scale of costs as the court may deem just, and the sume shall come ink
force on their boing approved by the Lord Chauncellor under hithand.;;

DO NOT LEAVE THE FARM,

Mr, Editor,—I am ploased fo seo that you are devoting space in your
paper for agricultural matters, and I fosl certnin that as soon s this fiuct
becomes generilly known by my brother farmers many mors ot them will
subscribe for TRE CriTic. My object in writing is to say a fow wards to our
young men, more espacially to the sons of farmers. Most young men labor
under the impression that a fortuno awaits thom in the far West, and that they
can do far better away from home that they can at home. This, Mr, Editor,
is s mistike. I wm a comparatively youug man myself, and was induced to
lsave my father's farm when twenty yeams of age. 1 went to Montana, and
after working like a slave for snvoral yuars, sugceeded in gathering a fow
hundred dollars togethor, Bufore settling down in the West, [ resolved to
consult & number of Nova S:otiaus who owned aud worked farms in the
West,and with scarcely an excoption they recummended me not to invest my
money in weatern land, but to go back to old Nova Scotia and lay out what
I had saved in improving my father's property. 1 took their advice, and
having made a uatisfactory settlement with iny parents, undortook the
management of the old homestead farm, and I am glad to say, I have no
resson to regret having dono so. If our young men would only consider
the chances of success in tho West, very fuw of then would willingly leave
their homes and forsake their patents at & time when their labor becomes
valuable on the furm, On the other hand, if parants would be a little
more copsiderate, and instead of treating the grown-up suns like boys, allow
them 8 share in the business or allot to them s pieco of ground to bo
worked for their own benefit, our young Nova Scotians would think twice
beforo facing the blizzards and the cyclones in the West. More anon.

Dz-Hornixg CATTLE.—Much interest is now buing evinced in agricul-
tural circles throughout the United States, in the question of the de-horning
of cattle, and we are convinced that within tho noxt few years itz discussion
will be the principal theme talked over at farmers’ gatheringa. Upwards of
s thcusand farmers in the northwestorn part of tho United States have, for
several years, practised the de-horning of their herds, and they claim as a
result greater docility among the animals with decidedly less danger to their
sitendants, At the first blush the practice of de-horning wonld appear
ishumane, but competent authorities aesert that the operation, if performed
on a calf when a few weeks old, causes but slight sufferiug, which sinks
into insignificance when compared with the pain which horned animals
inflict on each other by goring.

Mr. Haeft, of Atkinson, Ills, was recently prosecuted for the practice
of de-horning, by the Society for the Pravention of Crueltyto Animals. In
his evidonce befors the jury, Mr. Haail proved conclusively that de-horning
invarisbly cured an animal of its vicionsness, and he fuither stated that wero
the practice kept up for a few generativns, cattle would bebred without these
usoless excrescenees. The jury refused to find Mr. Haaff guilty of inhu-
manity, and the question thereforo now rests sqlely upon the utility of the
practice. It may be cl.imed that cattle without horns ate not as handsome
as thoss with them. This is merely a matter of tasto, certainly a polled
snimal among a herd of horned cattle would not he thought particularly
attractive : but wero the entire herd without horus, the loas may not be
considered as detracting from their looks. In our opinion, if cattle can be
de-borned without causing them severs pain, and if by the practice of
dehorning wo can incresso the docility of the individual animals, aud
prevent the terrible aceidents which are constantly occurring among horned
herds, then the practice is one that deserves the support of every tninking
farmer.

Waor Doxsx'r HE BusTER CoME?—This is a question often asked at
this season of the year. Itis ono I uscd to ask in years gome by, but
which I huve uo longer any need of asking, for we are no longer troubled
with long churnings. We find it as easy to have the butter coms ia fifteen
or twenty minutes in winter as in summer. In reply to the abovo question,
soms will say, becauss you don't salt your cows, or don't salt them
sufficiently. Dut this is not the trouble. Yuu may salt your cows every
day of the winter, if you choore. This will only increase their thirst, make
them drivk more, and possibly give more milk. It will not affect the
length of churnings one iota. And I say this, becanse I have tested it to
my satisfaction. Others will say, it is due to lack of feed. But you may
feed more or more richly, and you may obtain more and richer milk and
cream. It will affect the quality and the quantity of the buiter, but not the
length of the churniny. And 30 of other reasons that arz sometimes given
for long churaings. As intimated above, it is ouly in cold westher that any
frouble is experienced in not baving tho butier come roadily. Aund this
fact points directly to tho source of the difficulty—namely, the waut of
comfortable housing for the cows. Keep your cows in warin stables, where
the tempera‘ure is always at least from ten to fifteen degress above the
freezing point, and you will find no truuble in churning, provided, of
cuurse, you keep your milk fromn being chilled after it is taken from tho
cuws, aud the cream is aufficiently npencd before it is put iuto the churn,
In other words, Keep Jack Frost away from your cows, and you will hare
no wilches 1n your chura. But, if you allow your cows to shiver in the

cold, when the mercury sinks down towards zero, or ten or possibly, twent,
degreos below that, whatever elss you may do, you will he troubled witg
long churnings. Not only this, but the increased quantity and improved
quality of the butter, and tho saving in fecd, will in most cases more than
repay in a singla scason tho cost of lumber and nails nacessary to render the
co 8 comfortable. And, to persins of any sensibility, the mere fact of
huing ablo to slesp at night without being harrowed by the consciousness
that their cowa aro suffuring from the cold, is no small gain. It is sufficiont
compensation for all the oxponso inourred in attending to tho wants of the
poor, uncomplaining creatures.—S. W. Wairney in ° Country Gentloman.”

Goon Rures ror Burrer-Maxkine Br Mri:, W. E. Busu, SrarTta,
Wis.—To make gool butter, all haviog cire of cows and milk should work
intorestedly, conscientiously, and harmoniously, each dotermining to * do
his best- his vory bost—and do it every day.”

Then, having good butter cows, they may adopt the following plan with
success :

1. Keep cows in cleau, warm, ventilated stables in winter.

2, Treat gently ; faed, water and milk regularly.

3. Fuod in winter: Corn, oats ground, mix with bran, scald and salt
oceasionally ; also carrots, pumpkins, good timothy, clover and cornstalks.
Avoid turnips, cahbage and decaying vegetables.

4. Food in sammer : Good pasture. .

5. DPure water at all scasons.

6. Scrupulous cleaning of all uteusils.

7. Milk rapidly and quickly in a pail that strains while milkiog, or
cover the pail with folds of mosquito netting ; re-strain through both wire
and cloth into dcep cans,

8. Reduco and hold temporature at 50 degrees.

9. Skim sweet.

10. Keep cream at a modecrate temperature until thickened, which
indicates sufficient acidity. ’

11.  Air by frequent stirring. :

12 Churn in summer in carly morning every other day, Sunday
oxcepted. In winter not less thau semi-weekly. Tewmperaturo 50 degrees.

13. Stop churning when in the granular state, draw buttermilk apd add
weak brine. Place pure white rather thin cloth in a large seainless pan,
half filled with brine, then remove butter to the pan. Gathexr the cloth
with the hand, drain, repeat until no traco of buttermilk.

14. Butter still in granulos, salt (pure dairy, 1 oz. per psund,) by
sifting evenly, etirring with ladle and turning on cloth. .

15. Pack immediately in tubs, previously filled with hot Lripe, then
thoroughly cooled.

16. Cover neatly with muslin and set in cool dry place to await ship-
mbnt, .

The institution of travelling teachers of agriculture has proved satisfac-
tory in Europe. Belgium has now adopted it; Germany has it a loug time
since, and also Austria, In the United States the system is unknown.
Very near to it comes the system of farmers’ institutes. The only differenco
is that in Europe a special travelling teacher is appoiuted for a district, who
has to hold lectures in the various villages of this district, and besides thiz,
to aid the farmers in makiog designs for draining, for watering, for cow-
houses, and to be a counsellor of the farmers,

The Farwm Stock and Home suggests that an excellent education may
come from the boys' keeping a daily register of everything interesting
which comes under their cbeervation and relates to their buainess -the
results of late or carly planting ; the effecta of any peculiar mode of culti-
vation ; of thick or thin sowing; the kiud of seed ; timo and manger of
harvesting ; results of deep or shallow plowing ; the time of tho appesrance
of birds and insects, the flowering and fruiting of trees, when any operation
on tho farm was doferred uantil too late, or performed too early, aund loss
occasioned thereby. Well-kept registers to refer to would remind one what
to do and at what time.

Plant shrubs and irees around the house at the proper distance. If
planted too close, they cannot be thinned without marring the beauty and
spoiling- the proportions of the whole. .

Most people kill their turkeys with kindners. It isan aboriginal fowl;
it has in its blood to this day more wildaess than the dunghill chicked. For
this reason, atcang others, the cock submits himself to the restraints of artifi-
cinl life better than the turkey does—botter, probably, than the turkey ever
will.

It
seems to be like the Indian of its native woods—it crives freedom and
languiahes in confinement. .

Sweden and ‘Dexmark. Ita ravages in those countries were so great that
the disease gaiued the name of the tiger death.

The eatlieat symptoms of an attack by so druad a peat was a eneeze.
Thereupon the pitying bystanders, with sorrowing glances, would turn to
the newly marked victim and exclaim: ¢ May God be with you I"

QUARTZ MINING.

Aea of lucation s limited to forty acres
except in the case of iron, when one wundred
aud sixty acres are allowed.

Claimanta must stake out the location, and
within ninety days afterwards make anentry
for it with the lucal “and Agent, paying a
fee of five dollars, anc shall then have one
year ur, with the sanction of the Minister of
the Interior, two yeara within which to pur
chase location at five dollars per acre, cash,
He must also expend within each year at
least five hundred dollams in developtent.

No perron ghall hold more than ono loca
tion on the same vein or lode,

Applicant must alvo when he paya for bis
Jocation rleposit fifty dollars with the Land
Agent to pay for the survey, and the returas
of such survey must be accepted by the Sur-
veyor-General before the issne of patent.

Should an iron location proveto centain a
deposit of valuable mineral other than iron
the area shall Le restricted to forty acres,

Provision i3 made for tho manner in which
land way be acquired for reduction and other
works required tor developing the mine,

PLACER MINING.

The Regulations for Quartz Mining apply
to Placer Mining wherever possible.
