Freight Rates ami Traffic Matters,

The Chicago Board of Marine Underwriters
has adopted the fellowing rates on grain cargoes:
Georgian Bay, 40¢ ; Lake Oatario, Ogdensburg
aud lontreal, 50c. This is a remarkably low
rate for Montreal; but it is hoped that the
low cut will meot the competition of Canadian
companies insuring the grain direct from
chippers,

The Montreal Trade Bulletin of May 6 says :
“‘Contiderable space has been engaged for grain
since our last report, engagements having been
made for Liverpool at 23 6d per quarter, and
for Avonmouth at 3s. Glasgow is quoted
at 28 63 end London 23 64 to 2s 9d.

Space for the
Continent is offered at 33 6d. Provision freights
for Liverpool, London aund Glasgow are 23 6d
lower at 153; butter and cheeso, 203 to 25s.

deals, to United I{ingdom ports, 42s 61 to 458 ;
and cattle G0a to 63s. Freights to Newfound-
land, 25 to 30c per hbl for flour and provisions.

The Chicago Trade Bulletin of May 9 says :
The business with the caatbound rosds waslight
and the rates were reduced 5c to 20¢ on flour
and grain to New York to take effect on May
9. This was the result of the reduction from
St. Louis and Pcoria to mect tho competition
of the lake and rail lines, Tho rate on
provisions remained steady at 30c¢ per 1C0 lbs,
Ocean rates firmer, and through rates to Liver-
pool advaaced slightly. At the close rates on
flour were 26}c, on grain 22,95, and on pro-
visions 44} to 52ic. Through lake and rail
rates wore weaker and lower at G} to 7¢ for
wheat and 6} to Gic for corn to New York.
Lake freights were in good demand most of the
week and rates at tho close were weaker and
lower at 2c¢ for wheat and 13c for corn to
Buffalo. Georgian Bay rates were weaker
with increased offerings of hoats at 1% to 15¢

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THE TIDE HAS TORNED,

Fune was when Canada anuually scnt a large
number of pooplo to tho United States. From
tho older sottled districts of this country and
the United States there is & steady stream of
emigration toward the new regions of the west.
Thero are maay persons who for ote reason ot
another desire to move. A famly of young
mon grow up in the cast, and as each one can-
not possess the old homestead at home, thero
must be o scattering to distant parts, and
naturally the face is turned toward the new
\West. Thelarge aumber of farmers who operate
ronted farms in the east also have a longing to
come out and possoss land of their own in the
west. As the older portions of eastorn Canada
became more closely sgettlod, tho stream of
cmigration begau to flow out, and their choice
as a rule was the western states. The enly
new districts at home which they could go up
and possess were the hoavily wooded and some-
what rugged regions of northern Oatario. To
lozate in the northern sections of the province
named, meant a homo in the backwoods, dis-
tant from railways. It meant long years of
arduous toil in clearing the land ar * preparing
it for cultivation, and it would be a lifetime
almost before the country would be opened up
and the comforts and convenienczs of civili-
zation brought in.  Some indeed sdlected lands
:0 the northern regions of their own province,
and gradoally the forest region to the north
has been cncroached upon, but the groat
majority went to the western states, At this
time these states were being opened up to
gettlement and railways were being extended
rapidly throughout the region. The country
was prairic or mixed prairie, and to the
new settler it presented none of ths hard-
ships which must be endured in hewing out a
home in the forests of uorthern Uatario. These
western states were at this time being exten-
gively advertised throaghout Cauvads, and
nuthing too guad could be said about the
country as a ficld for settlement, With nonew
districts at home open for scttlement but the
backwoods, it is therefore no wonder that
thousands of our young men aud nviddle aged
men found their way to the great I3l dorado of
the west.

Then followed the opening of what is now
Western (‘anada for settlement, and during
the jast decade or two the stream of immi-
gration from the old districts of eastern Can-
ada has been turned mainly into this new
portion of the Dominion. Still, since the
opening of Manitoba and the west to seitle-
ment there have been a reduced number of
Cauadians going to the States, due perhaps to
*he fact that lheir friends had gone before
them. Tbe last year, however, has witnessed
quite a change in the movement of emigration
on this continent, and now the vety region
which a fow years ago was drawing so many
Canadians from their homes to a foroign land,
is sending quite a stream of sottlers to Canada.
Last scagon a movement set in which has al-
ready resulted in adding considerably to the

population of western "Canada.  This was
nothing less thap the sottlement hore of quite
a number of families from the states to the
south, Drevious to last year a fow familics
had como io, but it was not until last season
that the movement began to assume such pro-
portions ns to attract attention Mooy of
thege now settlers wore persons who had moved
from castern ('inada to the western states,
before the Canadian west was opered for settlo-
ment.  They have not found the country to bo
the lnad of milk and honoy which it was repre-
sented to them hy the agents of railway
corporations and other interested individuals,
and now they are again secking u home in the
uew Canadian west.

Tast year a number of persons from the
Dakotas and other states visited Mauvitoba and
the Canadian territories, coming asdelegates
to spy out the land and report to their friends
at home. In cvery instance these delegates
wero more than pleased with what they saw
here, and their reports have invariably been
very oulogistic of our country, describing it us
a most desirable ficld for sottlement. These
visits of last year have borne fruit in bringing
an increased number of settlers to us this
spring from the south. Already this spring
some partics of delegates have acrived from the
States, one party coming from Michigan and
another party from the far eastern stato of
Maine. These delegates have reported favor-
ably, and we may now expect a number of
settlers from these states us a result of the
visits,

It now scems that the tidc has fairly turned,
and instead of sending annually a large number
of persons to the States, we may look
for a coasiderable inflow of population
from tho republic to Western Canada., As
stated, quite & number of those who have
already come, are Canadians who moved to the
States years ago, but they are not all Canadians,
Canadians will be welcomed back again, but
other citizeus of the republic who choose to
make Canada their home, will also be as freely
welcomed. Coming here they will come among
a penple who speak their own language and
whose customs are similar. Here they will en-
joy every ddvantage of free institutions, liberal
and enlightesed government, education, otc.,
which it is possible to enjoy in any portion of
the great republic.  They can make themselves
at home at ooce, and fall in line and bLe one
with ug, for they are already cducated in our
languaga and civilization,

There i3 no reason why Western Canada
should not sharo in a portion of the large
stream of population which is constantly flowing
from the castern to the western states. A
stream of immigration f{rom some of the west-
crn states has already been turned in this di-
rection, and an effort should be made to increase
it, and also to induce some of thoso moving
from tho castern states to comehere.  The way
mattlers look now, there would appear to be no
more promising field whereln to seek settlors
for our broad prairics, than in the United
States, both cest and west. It is worthy of
consideration, if it would not be raore profitable
to work this ficld thoroughly, than to spend
time and money secking settlers in somo Euro-
pean countries. We cau hope for no better

class of sottlers than those who would come
from thie United States, and quality isof vastly
more importance than quaantity, in this matter
of immigration. Those who aro not likely to
succeed hore, wo do not want at all. The
knowledge which those coming from tho States
would possess, as to the mode of farming on
thia continent, would give them an advantage
over most European sottlers.

BARLY SEEDING,

Sowmething over a year ;ago, TuHe CoxMER.
CIAL published the re- alts of experiments car.
ried on at the Dominion Ixporimental farm, at
Ottawa, Oatario, with a view to test the valao
of early sceding, These experimeuts went to
show that the early sowing of cereals resulted
in a much larger yield of grain than when sown
later. Tue CoMMERCIAL commented to some
oxteat on tho showing, with a view to empha.
sizingitsimportance. At thetime oneortwo of
our contemporaries replied to the article some.
what sharply, contondiog that the conditions
at Ottawa were not similar with Manitoba, and
that the rules which worked there, would not
prove favoroble in Manitoba, In fact, those
papers claimed that the theory of early seeding
was altogether faulty, as apphied to Manitoba,
and should be denounced, rather than encour-
aged. Some of these papers have again taken
up the same question recently,

Tng CoMMERCIAL does not pose as an
authority upon agricultural topics and we will
not therefore feel put about by the criticisms
of our contemporaries. Quite probaby, the
results obtained at Ottawa may be reversed
here, in some particulars. TPerhaps also it
may be a disadvantage to sow grain too carly
in Mauvitoba. Observations extended over a
number of years, however, lead Tue CoMMER.
CIAL to believe, that considerable geeding is done
annually in Manitoba at teo late a date. Farm.
ors who have a large area in crop, are often too
late at the finish, and if some of them would
stop with fifty or one hundred acresless of crop,
instead of continuing to sow grain after the
season i3 well advanced, the general result
would be more satist.ctory. Perhaps in some
iastances gruin is sown too early in the season,
but we are convinced that there is a greav deal
more poor crop from too late, than from too
early seeding.

We notice that the published accounts of
experiments made at the Doininion Experimen.
tal farm in Manitoba last year, do not show
unfavorably for early secding. For instance,
two plots of red fyfe wheat sown on April 8,
yielded 52 bushels 55 pounds and 45 bushels, 5
pounds, respectively, per acre, and ecach plot
was ripe on August 19. Red fyfe sown on the
same farm, on April 13, returned 29 bushels,
40 pounds, and was ripe on September 2. Tho
yield of the earlier sown plots is thus very
much larger, and the length of time taken in
ripening was less, the two plots sown on April
8, ripening in 133 doys, while that sown five
dayslater wasnot cut uutil 142 days after sow-
ing. There may of course havebeen some local
cause of which we aro not aware which operat-
ed against the later sown wheat, and the leas
favorable showing may have been due to some
other cause than the Iater date of sowing,

ONE OF THE DISSATISFIED.

Tug CoMMERCIAL has received a couple of
clippings from the Daily Post, of Liverpool
England. The first is a long article written
in & sort of a hap-hazard, slangy way, over the
slang signature of ‘‘Dicky Sam in Canada.” It
is 3 harangue against Canada as a field for im-
migration, and the slangy, reckless style of the
writer, is alone sufficient to stamp the letter ae
altogether ucreliable.  There is an absence of
cool, calm, reasonable argument in the letter,
and the writer attempts in a smart Alick, sar-
castic sort of way, to denounce the country.
Persons who adopt this style of writing, are
not the class who should be taken as guides in
any matter. As a rule, it may be set down
that they are writing with a deliberate object
of misrepresenting matters. Occasionally writ-
ers of this class may be in earnest, and in this
instance ‘‘Dicky Sam” may be in earnest, but
the ravings of men who adop5$ this style of arg-
ument, should not be taken seriously, for their
very style of writing shows that their state-
ments proceed from ill-balanced minds. They
are as a rule men who are not capable of form-
ing just conclusions, and who are not capable
of weighing evidence carefully, and coming to
a deliberate and correct decision. They may
fuil themselves, perhaps through some blunder
of their own, and they forthwith conclude that
everything is going to eternal smash, and air
their views accordingly in intemperate lan.
guage.

" The second clipping referred to is a letter
from A. J. McMillan, agent for the Manitoba
government; at Liverpool. ~ Mr. McMillan ef-
foctually answers the statements of ‘‘Dicky
Sam,” in a cool and reasonable way, which is
quite in contrast with the style of the fatter.
The first letter contains many inaccurate and
some foolishly inaccurate statemeants regarding
western Canada. We do not consider the mat-
ter of sufficient importance to undertake to an.
awer the letter at length, especially as there are
many Canadians in England who are quite com.
petent to refute the statements of such writers
as “Dicky Sam.” There is just one point,how-
ever, which we will comment apon, as it refers
to this journal, “Dicky Sam” says :

The number of pamphlets and magazines
written apparently for settlers here, and bear-
ing such names as the -Manitoban and Tux
ComMERCIAL, would lead an outsider to believe
that this was the most intellectual commerci:l
country under the sun, and what an enterpris-
ing, thrifty, and refined people we must be, to
read and support such & number of elegantly
written and beautifully printed journals, And
80 cheap into the bargain. The factis, sir, that
the majority of these journals are written and
supported by the government, not to amuse and
instruct the settler, but to be spread broadcast
over the United Kingdom and America, 80 as
to attract people with money to come, and, in
many if not most instances, lose it. And then
these people m?, like the emigrants in the
Brazilian *‘Island of Flowers,” hire themsel: es
to some of the sharp Canadian farmers out west
for their board.

This paragraph is amusing, and is in itself
enough to show the unreliability of this anony-
mous scribbler, Out of all the joarnals of
Western Canada (about 75 in number) there
is not one that is not a private enterprise, and
there is only one which may be said to receive
any considerable support from the government,

None are ““written” by the government; a few
receive some goverurnent money, in payment
of official advertising, of a miscellaneous na-
ture, but the little received in this way would
hardly pay for the salt of the editors’ porridge.
Most amusing of all is the singling out of THE
CoMMERCIAL a8 one of the government immi-
gration papers. During the ten years of the
existence of this journal, it has never veceived
a dollar from the government, beyond the price
of a few copies which go to the libraries
and some of the departmental offices. So
thoroughly independent of all government or
political influence has this journal been kept,
that it has always abstained from seeking or
accepting govermnent advertisements, or other
official or party patronage, though mauny of the
government advertizements, such as those ask-
ing for tenders for supplies, or tenders upon
contracts, would be perfectly legitimate busi-
ness for our columns.

The Manitoban, the other publication men-
tioned by ‘‘Dicky Sam,” is & montbly magazine,
and so far as we are aware, is a purely busi-
ness enterprise. It is a literary and not an im-
migration journal.

FREEDOM FROM STORMS,

In an editorial article in THE CoMMERCIAL of
last week, under the heading of ¢ Freedom
from Storms,” it was mentioned that the storm
of April 27 was not felt in the lower valley of
the North Saskatchewan. It bas since been
learned that thestorm wasnot felt at Kdmonton,
which town is located farther west in the
upper Saskatchewan country. This would
show that the entire North Saskatchewan
region escaped this storm, which was the most
violent experienced here for many years. Some
old settlers say the worst ever experienced.
The exemption of the entire North Saskat-
chewan region from the inflaence of this stoxm
goes to prove the reliability of the remarks in
Tur CommEeRrciaL article of last week. The
storm centre is invariably to the south of us.
Many storms sweep over the States to the
south of us which are not felt in the (‘anadian
prairie region at all. Othera are felt in a
moderate degree along our southern and west-
ern boundary. As we proceed northward,
however, the effect of these southern storms is
felt in a less degree, until finally we seem to
reach a region entirely beyond their influence.
It is these violent storms which render the
region to the south go undesirable as a place of
residence. ’eople who are not acquainted
with these peculiarities of the country are
liable to hold an opposite opinion. It is diffi-
cult to make people believe that the climate
improves farther north. But when this ex-
emption from storms is understood, the matter
is explained. A low temperature in winter is
not unpleasant, when accompanied by a calm,
dry atmosphere, while moderately cold weather,
with frequent hurricanes and high winds, is
almost unbearable.

INSOLVENOY LEGISLATION.

The draft of the proposed insolvency act, as
submitted by the Montreal board of trade, is
not n.ceting with favor in the west. The
Winnipeg board has declared against the pro-
posed act, on several grounds. It is claimed

that it is not suited to Manitoba and the Ter-
ritories, on account of the sparse population
here, greater distances, slower means of com-
munication, expensive unature of proceedings
under the propos:d act, ete. The simple
and inexpnesive act which has been in foree in
Manitoba for some years, is held by the Win-
vipeg board to be superior to the praposed
Dominion act, so tar a3 this part of the country
is concerned.

The Van ouver board of trade has also pro-
nounced agaiost the proposed act, as prepared
by the Montreal board, for much the same
reasons as those given by the W innipeg board.
The act, the Vancouver board says, ‘‘ would
supercede our present inexpensive and very
effective method of administering the estates
of insolvent debtors,” while the expense of
administering the proposed act, under the con-
ditions yrevailing in British Columbia, ‘‘would
be so great as to leave but little for the
creditors.,” The only advantages of the pro-
posed act, in the opinion of the Vancouver
board, ‘‘would be the obtaining of his dis-
charge by an insolvent debtor ; the inflictment
of punishment upon fraudulent debtors; and
cumpulsory assignment in cases where a debtor
refused to make a voluntary assignment.” The
latter, however, the Vanzouver board believes
is open to abuse, asg it ‘“‘could be made to

operate harshly against deserving debtors who
might be temporarily embarrassed.

Shipping Fat Oattle.

There was a bustling scene in the vicinity of
Manitou stock yards on Tuesday last owing to
the preparations in progress for loading Mr.
1ronside’s shipment of fat stock to the old
country. Quite early in the forenoon droves
of fine sleek looking cattle began to put in an
appearance and Front street was kept crowded
with live stock. The weighing which took
place at the elevator, occupied considerable
time and it was about nine o’clock in the even
ing hefore the animals were all safely loaded.
About this time the train of twelve cars of
stock sent down from Pilot Mound by Mr.
Goydon, arrived, and was connected with the
train here, making in all twenty-seven cars of
stock and two cars of feed. The large Mogul
engine which had been sent specially from
Winnipeg was attached to the train and the
long line of cars loaded with the finest lot of
animals that has ever left the famous stock
districts of Pembina Mountain and Rock Lake
drew out from the station and started on its
journey east, The stock represented a cash
outlay of nearly fourteen thousand dollars,
which have been distributed among the farmers
and stock raisers of the locality. The animals
were all in good shape for shipment, but of
course some were in better condition than
others, A two year old steer owned by Wm.
Hazelfield tipped the beam at 1370 1bs. Thos.
Briscoe brought in a steer that weighed 2250.
and an animal fed by Geo. Nairn weighed 2040,
R. Armstrong, R. Waldie, and D. Blakely will
accompany the cattle to their destination. We
understand that it is the intention to forward
another train load of cattle from Manitou on
the 11th inst.—Manitou Mercury, May 6.

For Trade News.

Tho London {England) correspondent of the
Now York Fur Trade Reviw, writing on April
11 says:—*We are very glad to be able to
report a decided improvementin business. Tho
result of the March sales, when prices ruled
very firm, coupled with a spell of summerlike
weather, has given a great impotus to trade;
in fact, we have not had such a spriog for at
Jeast ten or twelve years and the wholeaale
houses have had quite a harvest with their
spring goods—in some instances orders taken
on the show day have taken a weck to oxecute,
This, of cours, kas given buyers encourage-
ment to place their orders for the autumu and
winter goods. We have it on very good
authority that the most popular fur-lined
garment this year will be the three.quarter cut
cape, iined musquash, squirrel lock and kaluga.
The price that musquash linin%s can be brcught
out at now has caueed it to become popuiar,
while for the commoner articles nothing can
beat the kaluga, which has been selling here in
large parcels from 5s. 3d. to §s. 9d. Yersians.
—1t is rather singular that this artcle should
be cheaper to day, just on the threshold of the
seasor, wion large quantities were oxpected to
be soid of the best grades, but yet it is a fact
that they can be bought considerable cheaper
than in January. Whitecoats are still a drug
in this market, and we don’t hear of much de-
mand for France or Germany. We should
very muck like to see a demand spring up on
your side, so as to clear us out of some of these
goods. Of course it is too early to compute the
pumber of whitecoats in this year’s catch of hair
seals (say about 200,000 reported). bat should
the proportion be anything like last year we
must look for a bigdeclineon theseskins. Sable,
as we anticipated, realized higher figurs in the
last sale, nnd are now selling pretty freely,
The darker grades arc being eagorly scaght
after and are fetching good prices. Australian
opossum, natural and dyed, black and brown,
are in good request, and will again ba wanted
very largely as trimmings for furlined cloaks.
Skunk i8 in as good favor as ever, and will scll
all through the seasan. Gray fo- are elso
being used fur trin mings, and will continue to
sell protty freely. Thibet Crosses and Coats.
—Owing to the glut in the market at the late
sales, some large parcels of thes¢ zo0ds remained
uo:old, but the fine goods sold readily and ave
still in very good demand, and we have no
doubt that a large quantity of these goods will
bo sold. Moafllon - The demand is not very
good, only for good whites for dyeing, natural
colors being neglected.

The Leipzig (Germany) correspondent of the
Fur Trade Review, writing on April 11, says :
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¢‘Ameriean furs, which advanced at the London
sales, have met with animproved demand here;
there have been several requests for gray fox
from abroad, principally for silver-dyeing pur.
oses ; offerings small; good parcels of raw
ynx have been taken for Leipzig and foreign
speculators, before and after the H. B. sale, at
an advance on last year’s prices. Trade in raw
-and. dressed skunk has been quite lively ;
transactions in mink have been numerous ;
raccoon shows an improved demand, as dyers
have sold various fancy colors and are making
new purchases ; parcels of raw and dressed
skins have also been taken by English dealers ;
musquash has sold well, good lots being taken
for the Berlin trade, wholesale manufacturers
and retailers; wolf and cat skins have also
gold since the close of the London sales ; beaver
has sold to a moderate extent. There is still a
fair demand for American opossam for skunk
imitation ; dyed skins sell quickly. Trade in
Australian opossum has been satisf&omr{ 3
some black syed skins have been taken for
Canada ; Japanese foxes have been purchased
for dyeing. Trade has also improved in Russian
aad Siberian furs; Persian lambs have sold
e3pecially well, prices being moderate ; dyed
skins preferred. Certain grades of half Persians,
broad tails and Astrakhan have been taken for
Americs and Canada ; flat Astrakhan remains
neglected. Medium grades of black dyed hares
have been purchased for the United States ;
fancy colors, chiefly chinchilla imitations, have
also been ordered; the transactions in white
hares have consequently been important.
Siberian wolverine has been purchased by a
London speculator; susliki sacs are also in
demand for London. White mouffions
ave been purchased for Vienna and London;
natural dark skins are neglected. A commission
agent representing Paris and New York houses,
urchased good supplies of Thibet linings.
gdiuk tails are in good demand for New York ;
holders ask good prices, European foxes have
been sold at from 4.10 to 4. 15 marks for Russia;
arcels of stone marten have been taken for
:'%ew York in usual quantity ; fitch, small
sized, sells fairly to Poland and Galicia ; black
cats are in fair demand for Germany and
" France ; land otter is offered cheaper than one
"year ago, but sales are limited.”

Montreal Markets.

Flour—During the past few days an improved
business was experienced, but it was Furely of
. a local nature. The great question of solution
is. how to dispose of the large stocks of flour
here. The Market for straight rollers is very
quiet, with sales reported at $4.35 to $4 50 as
to quantity and quality, In strong bakers
there have been sales here at $4.70 to $4.80.
In bag flour extra is quoted at $1.80 to $1 99,
and straight rollers at $2.05 to $2.15. Patent,
spring, $4.90 to 35 10; patent, winter, $4 85
10 $5.05 ; straightroller, $4.35 to §4.50 ; extra,
$4.05 to $4.20 ; superfine, $3.70 to $3.90 ; fine,
$3.20 to $3.50; city strong bakers. $4.75 to
$4.85 ; Manitoba bakers, $4.40 to $4.65; Oat-
ario bags, extra, $1.80 to $1.9C; straight rollers,
$2.05 to $2.10.

Oatmeal—In consequence of liberal supplies
here they have not been able to establish any
material -advance. Still the market has a
steadier tone, although business is light. We
quote car lots of rolied and granulated at $3.85
to $3.90 on track, and jobbing lots §3 95 to
$4.00, and standard at $3.75 in round lots and

.$3.80 to $3.85 in small quantities. In bags,
‘rolled and granulated are quoted at $1.90 to

7$1.95, and standard at 81.85 to $1.90.

“ Mill Feed—Vvery little Manitoba bran is
coming in, owing to the impossibility of selling
it at a profit to shippers, the freight amounting
to a great deal more than the bran realizes ship-
pers. Shorts have sold at $16.00 to $17.00-and
middlings at $17.50 to $18.00. -

Wheat.—Sales of No. 3 Manitoba regular
have transpired at 83c, amounting to about 60,
000 bushels. No. 2 hard is offered at 92c,

Canada red and white winter wheat is quoted

at 90c to 93c.

Oats.—A good enquiry has been experienced
for export during the week, and those shippers
who wanted the oats had to pay full figures,
sales being reported of 2,500 bushels of N. 3at
333c, and, 5,000 bushels do. at 34c ia store.
Sales of No. 2 white have been made at 354c
per 34 lbs aflost. The sale of 1 car of low
grale was made at 33}c, and we quote no
grades 32¢ to 33}c. Considerabls quantities of
oats have been engaged for the first steamers.

Barley.—Sales were made of about 70,000
bushele a short time since for export on pt.,
but said to be equal to about 50c per bushel.
There have been sales of feed barley at 40c to
42%c, but holders now want 43c. Malting
grades are quoted at 55¢ to 58c as to gualhty,
but brewers appear to be pretty well supplied.

Hides—Nao. 1, 5¢; No. 2,4c¢; No. 3, 3¢ ; tann-
ers are paying 3¢ more ; lambskins, 15c¢ ; sheep-
skins, $1.00 to $1.20 ; calvskins 7c.

Butter.—Values are now decidedly easier,
sales of Hastern Townships being reported at
19 to 20c, Brockvilles at 18 to 19¢, and West-
ern at 16 to 17c. New creamery has been
placed at 2] to 22c.

Cheese. —Several lots will go forward by this
week’s steamers, costing about 10} to 10jc,
but they can be bought cheaper now, sales in
the country having transpired at 93 to 10c ;
about 800 boxes being reported sold in the
Belleville section at 93 to 10c, with sales at 102
in the Brockville district. Considerable cheese
has been contracted for first half of May in the
Belleville and Kingston sectious at 10c. Quite
a lot of April cheese has been turned out this
season. Latest cable advices report the mar-
ket in Liverpool again dull and easy, the low
price of new cheese having frightened buyers.

Eggs.—Better prices have been obtained
with free sales at 11 to 11ic, the latter price
for single cases. In the West, buyers are pay-
ing 9c in the interior which they deliver f.o.b,
cars at 10c. Culls are selling at 10 to 104c.—
Trade Bulletin, May 6.

British Grain Trade.

The Mark Lane Express, of May 9, in its
weekly review of the British grain trade, s:ys :
English wheats are in better demand. The
prices of fine dry kinds of wheats show an
average rise of 6d. Foreign wheats are fitmer
in London. Holders ask 6d more. At Liver-
pool a fair business is done but prices are un-
changed. California sells at 3 to 6d. The
prices of barley are slightly in favor of holders.
Corn is firm at 22s 61 to 23s and good round
27 to 28s. Oats are quiet. Linseed is 6d
better. At Monday’s market Eoglish wheat
advanced another 6d and thore was a good
demand at the rise. Foreigh wheat was also

6d dearer. Flours were firm. Qats advanced
3d and corn 64. Barley. beaas and peas were
quiet,

-

Wool.

The Montreal Trade Bulletin, has the follow-
ing to eay about wool. ‘“The London sales
show an advance in price of from #d
to 3d since they recommenced after the
holidays, and the feeling is very firm, the ad.
vance since the sales began being about 20 per
cent. Stocks everywhere appear to be very
light, and there is little chance of any decline
before the June sales. Ourlocal market is bare,
and stocks in manufacturers’ hands are light,
while the only direct supplies which are likely
to arrive for a good while are a couple of car-
goes amounting to 2,200 bales. As the small
stocks in New York are high priced grades, too
dear for this market, no wool will be sent here
from thal country. Naturally, prices are very
firm, and Capes are up half-a-cent, but this is
not Eroporcionate to the advance in London,
and higher values are fully expected shortly.
A lot of Chilian merino in Boston has been sold

of which part was for Canada; the price is said
to be 14}c there. We quote :— Greasy Cape,
15¢ to 17¢; B.A. scoured, 33c to 38c; Chilian
merino, 15¢ to 16¢; Chilian mestysa, 12ic;
Nothwest, 15¢ to 17¢.”

A Co-operative Flour Mills,

In the February issue ef the Farmer’s Advo-
cate a correspondeut introduced for discussion
the subject for co operative milling. Since
then a Glenlea, Man., correspondent, R. C.
Welsh, has written us in favor of farmers estab-
lishing flour mills as well as elevators, and at &
meeting of the Portage la Prairie Farmers’
Tustitute the President, Thomas Sissons in the
chair, Smith Curtis read a paper entitled : “ A
Co-operrtive Flour Mill.” He looked upons
local mill, where gristing could be done and ex-
change could be given upon a just basis and
where flour could be purchased at a fair price,
as & necessity and a benefit to a farming dis-
trict. Among other things he said : —

“The Manitoban pays the same price as the Toronton-
ian and Montrealer for Manitoba flour.

““The price of Strong Bakers in our town is ahout $2.60
per bag of 98 1bs. ; the retail price in Montrea® and Toronto
18 an average of $2.65. No. 2 hard wheat will make &
straight grade of flour at least equal in value to Strong
Bakere. The price of that wheat here is 66 cents: in
Montreal or Toronto it is$1.03 to $1.04, that is 57) per
cent. more than it is here, yet our flour made from it is
as cheap there to the consumer as it is here.

‘1 bushel of No. 2 hard wheat will make 44 1bs. of
shorts and 10 lbs. of bran, 2 1bs. being allowed for waste.

“ We will be safe if we take 2} bushels wheat to make &
bag ot flour. * As will be shown later on. a good profit can
be made by charging 12} cents per bushel gristing. We
can easily see what a bag of flour equal to Strong Bakers
should cost the farmer at the mill :—

‘*‘ Hence, he now pays 99 cents too much : allowing the
retailer a profit of 30 certs per hundred, the townsman,
too, is paying 69 cents per cwt. too much.

On the foregoing data, and according to popu-
lation, he estimated that the town and district
of Portage la Prairie was sustaining an annual
loss of $22,000, allowing the retail dealers thirty
cents per bag for handling. In the same way,
taking the province as a whole, he figured the
loss to the farmers to be close on a quarter of &
million dollars. The remedy was for farmers
and townsmen to co-operate and build an inde-
pendent mill. He said the average saving to
the farmer on his own flour consumption would
be $17 or §$18 per year, almost enough to pay
his taxes. The local consumption he estimated,
for Portage and district, at about 26,635 hags
or 13,317 barrels, enough to keep a 50-barrel
mill running day and night for 260 days in the
year and would grind 60,000 bushels of wheat.
He suggested a 100-barrel mill large enough for
double that cacapity, proposing a joint stock
company with a capital of say $20,000 in 800
shares of $25 each. He went at length into the
deatils of building, equipping and runiog a
mill, estimating that a good paying profit could
be made by charging 12} cents per bushel for
gristing. ’
—After a careful discussion, the Institute adopt-
ed a resolution ou motion of W. C. Graham,
seconded by C. Braithwaite, favoring the
establishment of a mill in Portage 1a Prairie on
lines similar to those laid down in Mr, Curtis’
paper.—Farmers Advocate.

Because of the company’s refusal to re-instate
one of their number discharged for being late
all the weavers, numbering between 600 and
700, in Stormont cotton mill, Cornwall, Ont.,
refused to work. The mill was therefore closed
down,

The directors of thé Montreal Cotton comp-

°ent. The most hopeful feature is the large
Immigration. The stream of new settlers com-
Ing in keeps up well, and the increase in popu-
lation must soon be felt in business circles.

LocaL WHEAT.—The week has been fairly
favorable to seeding, and the weather to-day is
fine and warin. The week started on Monday
with threatening weather, and there was much
furning and fretting that everything was going
to be ruined from wet, but in the Winnipeg
district there was only a very light rain, and
though there was threatening weather on other
days, there was no rain, The week has there-
fore been more favorable for getting in seed on
land that was previously too wet. The Red
river valley distcict was the most in need of
dry weather, and except on very low land,
work could be gone on with during the week .
Wheat seeding may be considered practically
completed in districts where the lay of the
land and the nature of the soil are such as to
minimize the effect of over moisture. In flat
districts, with heavy soil, probably less than
hglf the crop has been sown, but with some ex-
ceptions, the late districts age not so largely
devoted to wheat. Over three-fourths or more
of the principal wheat sections nay be con-
gidered through with seeding. With all the
fretting about the back ward spring, we venture
the statement that it has been a favorable
season for the country, with the exception of
some flat sections. It is well known from the
experience of the past ten years, that the crops

have most to fear in the spring from
drought, high winds and night  frosts,
The country has not suffered from

any of these causes, and is not likely to now.
Wheat in the ground has a good start, and will
stand considerable dry weather. lhe rains
have packed down the ground, made a good
seed-bed, and minimized the danger of damage
from winds. Night frosts have been lighter
than if the weather had been dry, and after this
date, crops are not likely to suffer from this
cause. Of course there has been delay in flat
districts, as the ground has been to wet to
work, but as stated, these districts are not so
great in area, and wheat is not made such a
leading crop. The Winnipeg district for
instance, is devoted mostly to garden truck,oats
and barley, etc., and these crops will come out
all right. On the whole we consider this
season one of the most favorable for the
country at large, which we have had in the
last ten years.

The condition of wheat in stack from last
fall is still unknown as very little has been
done with it yet. The spring has been any-
tking but favorable for the unthreshed grain,
and not much hope can be held out for the
stuff in stack.

The grain trade has been somewhat influenced
by rumors of irregularities in connection with
the shipment out of wheat from Fort William
elevators. The matter 1s in the haunds of a
committee for investigation.

There has been little trading in wheat.
There is some movement forward all the time
from country elevators to Lake Superior points.
The movement out by water has not been
heavy yet. Quite a quantity of the wheat in
store at Manitoba country points, and also
some at Lake Superior points, is held by farm-
ers. A number of farmers’ elevators in differ-
ent parts of the country are full of wheat,
which represents a loss to the farmers of 20 to

30 cents per bushel, in comparison with prices
they could have received last fall. Besides,
most of the farmers are paying heavy interest
on money borrowed on their wheat.

The Stock Markets,

The cattle market at Liverpool on May 9,
says a cable dispatch, was glutted with United
States cattle and prices much lower, 5kd being
the top for States. The prospects for Canadians
are bad, and freigits will have to bo taken at a
low rate.

The Montreal Gazeite of Nay 10 says : “The
weleome _news was received by cable to-day
that the British markets were free from disease
and thatall the scheduled districts had been
declared open.  This will certainly buvo a good
cffect here, 28 Cavadian cattle will now enjoy
that privilege, extended only to them, of going
through the country on thehoof. The markets
on the other tide are in very bad condition,
the cffect of an_over aupply of States cattlo.
Tho locai market is in vory gnod shape. There
were not too many offered yesterday. Theex-

porters prcked up tho best on the market for
shipment, payiog about 43v ond the butchers
tooE the remainder at steady prices. Iogs
wore casier under heavier receipta. The Mont
real Stock Yards compauay roPort business for
the week ended May 7 at their stock yards
as followa ;—**Busincss for the weck in ex-
port stock was fairly active and receipts
medium, some three or four loads chunging
hands. ‘I'rade for butchers’ cattle was fair,
mostly everythiog being bought up. Uwing to
the continued heavy supply, there was a falling
«ff in the price of hogs, tho ruling price bein

5he per pound. Good gheop and calves fin

ready sales. We quoto the following as being
fair values :—Cattle export, 43 to 4jo; cattle,
butchers’ good, 34 to 4ic; cattle, butchers
culls, 2 to 3ec; sheep, 3} to dc;
hogs, 5lc; calves, $200 to $5.00
There was a big run of cattlo at the Grand
Trunk yards on Monday, about 300 head being
received since Sa.urday. A few heads were
taken for export, and speculators bought freely
of butchers’ stuck. The meat company took
three or four loads, paying from 33 to 44c.
Owing to the heavy run of hogs prices were
easior, 85 25 being about tho range. A namlber
of the 450 on offer were unsold at a lato hour,
At the East End Abattoir there were 300 cattle,
500 calves and \50 shecp and lambs offered.
There was a good attendauce of butchers, but
prices were rather high for them and they
bought only enough for immediate require.
ments.  Shippers picked up u few head at 43
to 5c. Choice butchers cattle brousht 44 to
4lc, and fair to good 3¢ to 4jc. ‘There was
a large supply of milkmen’s strippers, which
sold at about 34c. Inferior lamnbs were plenti-
ful and sold at $2 to £3.50, but as high as §7
was paid for good stock. Sheep and lambs
were scarce and all offerings brought good
prices, the former sclling at 4 to 41c per pound
and the latter at $2.25 to $4,50 each ™

Sending ﬁut Trees.

Packages of scedling evergreen trees and
shrubs are being sent out from the experimental
farm at Ottaws, to parties iv the west. Packages
of Russian poplar and Willow cuttings aro also
being sent out. Tho latter are bardy and grow
rapidly, and should be just the thing for Man.
itoba, Wita care, a tine giove can be hac of
these trees, as a shelter abont huildiogs, ete.,as
in two or three yearscuttings can betaken from
the young trecs, and thus the number can be
increased at pleasure. Packages of hardy trees
of a miscellancous nature are also being sent
out from the Maniteha experimental farm, by
Mr. Bedford. Thus a great encouragement is
being given to the people of our prairies
to plant trees, and if these cfforts are
seconded by the people, tbe country willina
few years bo dotted with beautiful groves of
trees, which will improve the climate, provide
shelter from storms, and sdd greatly to the
appearance aod value of the country generally,
Great care should be taken in planting these
trees. If properly planted and carea for,
aearly all will grow, while if carclessly stuck
in the ground, they will all certainly die.

Gotton No Longsr King.

So much bhas been said and written cencern-
ing the financial status of tho plauter and store-
keeper in the cotton country, even in the
absenco of asything like an adequate investiga-
tiop, that Bradstreet’s, with its unrivaled
facilities for a work of that kind, has under-
taken something iun the nature of 3 census of
cxisting busivess conditions throughout the
south, as bearing upon the agriculturist, mer-
chant and mapufacturer.

The mass of data received from 2,378 corre-
spondents in 826 countics ia ten states is so
large that only tho barest summary of it canbo
attempted withia tho dozen or more columns of
of space given over to it. Thero were, on the
average, 14 questions replicd to by cach corre-
spondent, so tbat what follows is baced upon
replies received to more than 33,000 inquiries.

Taking the Carolinas, Qeorgia, Florida,
Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana,Texas, Arkan
sa8 and Tennesseo together, a referenco to the
accompanying tabalar exhibit shows, according
to nearly two-thirds of thereplies, that planters
are worso off financially than one ycar ago,
whilo only a fow in excess of onc half say the
samo for tho storckeopers. As thostatusof the
latter floancially depends upon the planter'’s
ability to consume and to pay for goods, there
appears to be a discrepancy hero which may be
accounted for by a greater ability on the part
of merchants to resist tho prevalent deprossion,
to the fact that they have not yot been obliged
to respond fully to conditions prevalent among
planters, or to their having experionced the
worst in many instances and haviog proceeded
toward recovery. But, itsbould boadded their
are very few data in our reports pointing to the
truth of the last theory.

Tho uniformity (about 90 per cont.} with
which corresponents, scattered from Wilming
ton N.C., to Brownsville, Tex, state thut factors,
brokers, storekeepers and others have cut down
advances of money or supﬁlics to planters from
25 to 45 per cent., is striking, and points con-
clusively to thefact that the cotton crop of 1492
will be made more cheaply, for reasons beyond
the cuntrol of the growers, than for many years

ast.,

In all cotton states where fertilizers have
been largely employed they will be used much
more sparingly than herewfore. On the Atlia-
tic coast there are 12 replies to each 1 to the
contrary, which state this, and in the gulf
states 7 to every 1. One company selling
fertilizers extensively in Georgia, Alabawma,
Mississippi and tho Corolinas writs that its
sales thig spring have fallen off 30 per cent.
Other manufacturers and dealers report in some
instances a decrease of &3 much as from 35 to 5¢
per cent.

Eight correspondents say tho acreage planted
with cotton this year will be smaller then in
1891, for every 1 reporting that tho acreage
will be the same as last year, and 7 to every 1
stating that the acreage will bo eithoer the same
or larger then in 1891. But it shouldnot be
overlovked that it is not yetto late for some
planters to change their minds on this poiat if
theic circumstances permit, particularly if the
impression is widespread that restricted cotton
acreage will be the rule.

The falling off in area to bo planted with
cotton this year, as reported, is from 20 to 25
per cent,

The south has evidently learned the import-
ance of diversified crops, as 1,811 reports are
that a larger acreage will be planted than ever
before to *¢ corn and oats” and other cereals,
potatocs, peas, trice aund tobacco, and that hog
and cattle raisieg will veccive more attention.
Only 122 state that the acreage to crops other
than cotton will be the same or smaller thar
ono year ago.

Maoufacturing industries, with the exception
of cotton mills, cotton-seed oil mills, and in -
some states lumber mills, have been generally
unfavorably affected by prevailing conditions
at the south. Labor leaving plantations be. -
cause of reduced wages, together with the low
price of cotton, helped the southern cotton-mill
industry. Mercaatile collections throughout
the leading cotton states, as might bo expected,
have uot becn generally prompt, avd do not
appear likely to become 80 in the near future.

It is plainly brought out in voluminous re-
ports at hand that raising onc crop, cotton,
enforced in part by contracts to pay rent and
for supplies with cotton, raising it on credit
year after year at high rates of iaterest, with
a rapid sarinkage in prices, has forced the
cotton planter into full view of the necessity
for rigis cconotny, reduced buying on credlt,
*¢ diversified crops,” and will ultimately bring
him to a position of self sustepance and shorter
credits or cash payments.

Trere aro couties in all the cotton states where
tho entire dependenct is not upon that staple,
couaties whero stock raising, corn planting, rice
and sugar cultivation, ete., arc carricd ga, aud,
a8 may be learned by reference to appended de-
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tails, from those quarters tho word comes of ro-
latively less dcpression  Successive drouths
havo intensified the depression 10 portions of
Toxas, and it is declnre(rmouey isscarcer thero
owing to thoalienland law. Complaints of ua-
ateadyness of negro labor come from Alabama
and Arkansas.  Truck farming scems likely to
be deve sped it tho Carolinas and Florida.
The southern iron industry is not depressed so
much from southern trade conditions as from
the general overproduction of icon.  Louisiaua
sugar plantors did not get as large acrop as
expected, and complain loudly at delay in pay-
ing tho GGovernment bounty for sugar.  Tno ro-
ported depression amoug planters in some of the
statey is drawn in quite gloomly colors, and the
liko is truo as to small storekeepers in some
soctions. But when all this has been told it re-
wains tree that the remedy is at work, and
that when the south shall Lave finally revised
its views as to how to grant credits—when plan-.
ters and storkeapors shall have paid what they
owe, with more food and fodder raised at home
and cotton surplus crop, one not raised on bor-
rowed money,thenwill the stingency and the de-
pression of 1890-91 ot huve beon entirely with-
out benefit.— Bradstreet s, April 30.

Tho weather has gone back on us again, It
scems tho tail end of tho Northwest blizzard
has come this way and chilled tho atmosphere
again just as it was buddiog into summer heat.
The wind for some weeks has prevailed from
the northeast and early frosts, which are almost
ackoowa at this scason, have been quite fre
quent of late. The extent of damage to small
fruits will be better known later on, but the
optnion is that strawberries will be largely =
failuro as a consequence,

Business shows sigas of general improveneut,
but the backwardness of springand the lateness
of the opening of the interior, have been draw
backs to trade. However, as summer must
soon como anyway, unless the planet enrth has
shifted 1ts axey, we expect to see it full blast,

This is the season for fish and the mnst
promising featuro of business is the fish indus-
try. Thespring run of salmon has been grad-
wally improving, but the Fraser is beginning to
rise and we may expect the run to be overin a
fow days. During the season, however, Port
& Winch have succeeded in shipping three
cars of fresh salmon to New York and are
preparing to ship a fourth. The spring run of
sokeyes is on, but these are the canning
variety of salmon and are not in favor as an
caporting fish, or table fish. The oolochan
is raaning in large numbers and the price has
dropped. This will also be over in a day or
two, William Vianen, better known as
“Dutch Bill,” had au exciting expericoce
on the Frager while fishing for oolochan. He
captured a 900 pound sturgeon, 14 feet long.
It was a monstrous catch but an unprofit-
able because $25 dollars worth of sturgeon
d-stroyed $300 worth of nots, A. Fader, Van-
couver, handled last week about 2000 1bs of ced.
T W. Carter, of Victoria, caught about a ton
and a half of bhalibut off the west coast.
T W. Clatk, of the B. C. Fishiog & Trading
*;mpany, has gone to St. Puul to ece if he can-
not haudle onr B. C. halibut thero and in the
western cities generally. Tho steamer Iona is
expected back from the north daily with
another cargo of halibut, and the local demand
ia not sufficient to exhaust so much.

The British Columbia sealing claims have
been presented, aggrogating about $650,000,

which it is supposed will bo subjected to con
giderable paring. Ihere is a wholo fleot of
American *“‘war” vessels hovering around in
Puget sound waiting for instructions to proceed
to Behring sea (It i3 spelled in
Tue Cumneruiar  with an “h"  ia
deference to un old-fashioned custom, but
just now the anglo-phobia sentiment of our
ueighbors wants to cut the *‘h” outand make
it *“Bering," the aspirant being too decidedly
1 mark of the Iloglish you know.) Thero are
the Yorktown, Mohican, Adams, Thetis,Ranger,
Albatross, Corwin, Rush and Bear. According
to the instructions to be issued to these all
vessels found in Behring sea whether with or
without warning are to he scized. The
members of the Sealing Associalion wupon
ascortaiping this met and sent tho following
despatch to the minister of marine : “‘Referring
to the American instructions to the Behring
sea squadron,bublisned in this mourning’s papers,
leaso insist in warniog previous to seizure of
Eritiah vessels. Act before tho ratification of
the treaty in London to-morrow.” It will be
seon how essential to justico thatis. Mostof the
sealers left long before anything definate was
known about a modus cicende and therefore,
are igonorant of the subsequent proccedings,
roclamations, ete, To be suddenly con-
ronted with an American ‘‘wat” ship in
Behring sea without a chancoe of even “asking
your pardon” and seizure would be a hardship
that should not be permitted.

The annoancement that the Dominioa
Government will not introduce an Insolvency
Bill this session of Parliament is disappointing
to merchonts and the business community
generally. Practically there is no law govern-
ing insoivency in this province. When a man
fails there is & rush of his creditors each to be
made the assignes of the estate and while
creditors are supposed to bo treated pro-rata in
the majority of cases it is bardly worth the
expense and trouble in law to contest the
preferential basis upon which assignments are
usually made. There is no law apparently to
mako assignees account for the procceds. Oi
course, if the creditors are nmot satwfied thoy
can appoint another assignes, but that is often
hike locking the doors after tho harse is atulen,
These and other features of the present system
of dealing with insalvents, There is, however,
the other danger to be guarded against that of
a cumbrous and too exacting law which eats up
the assets by expensive proceedings and hangs
a millstone around the neck of the insolvent.
The question has been considered by the varions
boargs of trade but without ananimous action.

The remarks of THE ComMERuIAL last week
about tho necessity of the Northwestdealers
paying mote attention to the reyuirements of
this motket has beep gencrally appreciated
here. As u proof that miuds of men, both
great and small, rua in one groove wo have been
permitted to copy a letter written to a mer-
chant 10 Manitoba regarding o shipment of
butter. It was as follows : “Yours of the 9th
inst. to hand, Butter arived in very bad con-

! dition. Tt was all over ditt and th tulis have
Leen broken in tnary instances. You havo
made a gteat mistsho io sendiog tuch butter to
this markot as woll as iu packing it inold, poor
tuba, The stock is simply on the verge of
rotting, being full of buttermilk and badly
mado generally. Wo will do the best wo can
with it, but may remark that we do not like
handling a poor article. It gives customers a
bad impression and hurts trade generally.”
You peoplo of the Northwest Territories have
tho best possible chance of supplying this
market with produce owing to your favorable
eituation, but 80 much poor material is shipped
hero from there that we have to look elsewhere
fui better stock and pay higher prices, in other
wards to have to do a trade which is legitimately
and properly ours It is a great pity the farm-
ers cannot be convinced of this and ic lies in your
(the storckecper’s hands) o make him realize
how important it is that he should turaout
ouly a good keeping article.

Wheat Prices to Farmers

Anuent the editorial article recently published
by the St. Paul Pioneer Press, attempting to
show that the farmers of the northwest are
receiving about 10c per bushel less than they
should for their wheat, as based upon co-exist-
ent prices at primary markets and in Liverpool,
R. S. Munger, of Duluth, writes to that paper
a8 follows :—

We will take your own tabular statement of
cost of transportation of wheat from Daluth
to Liverpool and revise it a little, adding ex-
penses which must necessarily occur. You did
not attempt to show cost of transportation via
Chicago—only from Daluth to Liverpool. Dur-
ing the years of 1889 and 1890 there was no
wheat worth mentioning shipped from Daluth
to either New York or Liverpool, as the price
in Liverpool was not great enough over Duluth
prices to pay freight and charges, consequently
it could not be shipped to Liverpool except at
a loss. Practically, it was all wanted by the
millers before it reached New York, Thus the
comparative prices in Duluth and Liverpool
during those years cut no figure in the problem

to be solved. Now, we will take the month of
September, 1891, for the reason that that month
showa a greater margin of difference between
Duluth and Liverpool prices than in any other
month. Your statement shows the price of
Duluth No. 1 hard for that month to have
been 94.51¢ which, reduced to No. 1 northern,
1.5 actual difference, makes it 93¢ per bushel
and Liverpool $1.284, or about 334c per bushel
higher than the Duluth price. Now let us see
what becomes of this 35)c.

I figure
the total terminal charges in New York at 2ic,
which includes receiving, shipping, insurance
and commission. The New York charge may
seem to be excessive, but how to avoid it is the
question. The ocean charge is for Oaztober,
which is 2c higher than in September, but
September wheat in Dulath can not reach New
York until October. The terninal charges in

‘tered in the open fields.

Liverpool are 5¢, which seems excessive, but
as I said before, can not be avoided. The
differences between your figures and mine
occur as follows: First, the charge of 2cin
Duluth ; second, tne excess of 2c for October
over September, and, lastly, the price of wheat
in Liverpool for November, which is 2}c lower
than it was in September. These three items
absorb nearly all the margin unaccounted for in
your statement. The way to avoid these exces-
sive charges is to help us i0 get deep water to
the seaboard. We will then ship our wheat to
Liverpool without transfer.

Delegates From Mains.

The delegation of Maine farmers, who in
charge of T. W. Child, the Dominion Govern-
ment immigration agent, have been inspecting
land in the territories, returuned to Winnipeg
last week. After leaving Winnipeg they went
to Red Deer on the C. & E. railway, and were
particularly taken with this attractive district.
They drove fifty miles as far as the coal fields,
returning to Calgary, Regina and thence to
Prince Albert. At this latter place they hired
a team and went eighty miles into the Carrot
river and Stony Creek country, where the dele-
gutes saw stock on farms which had been win-
On Friday they went
east to Shell river, finding it splendidly adapt-
ed to mixed farming. On Monday they re-
turned east. Two of the party, C. and E. Mur-
phy, formerly of I'rince Edward Island, and
lately of Maine, remained behind in the Prince
Albert district.

A. H. Price, of North Fryeling and F. A.
Russell, of Andover, Maine, returned home and
will settle up their adairs at once and immedi-
ately return to settle in the Saskatchewan
valley. The report which they are taking back
to their friends speak of the fact that men can
get a living in the districts visited by one-tenth
of the amount of labor required to farm in
Maine, Vermont or New Hampshire. It men
tions in the highest terms the appearance of the
land and climate. As few persons in New
Eagland know of this country and its advant-
ages, the report of the delegates is awaited with
interest, .
