IN CATHOLIC COUNTRIES.

A brief notice of the imposing
ceremonies which accompany the
celebration of the solemnity of the
body of our Redeemer, in those
Catholic  countries where the
unrestricted and public exercise
of religion prevaiis, may serve
to enkindle the devotion and ani-
mate the zeal of their breth-
ren in this distant portion of the
£hurch. The powerful influence
of external svmbols, rites and wor-
ship. on the human heart, has been
{cl andacknowledged in every age.
"The Almighty Creator,who breath-
ed into our tabernacles of clay a liv-
ing soul, the image of himself] has
ordained, by the laws which regu-
late their combined existence, that
thig should receive its impressions

through the medium of the corporeal

homage of his body, as well as of
his soul, to the great Creator of
both. And inasmuch as the soul is
far superior to the body, sois spirit-
ual homage, the wership of the
heart. above all mere corporeal
worship.  lnfact, thevery essence
of religion consists of this interior

growth  Thus, though God is a
Spirit. and those whe truly adore
him must do so in spirit and in
truth. vet his external glory is pro-
moted by the public homage of his
faithful servants on earth, who,whilst
they glorify him, also edify each
other, and increase the bounds of his
spiritual  kingdom. No body of
men could ever be kept together in
any society, whether religious or
civil. without some ékternal bond
of union, or some outward symbols
by which they might be recognised,
as St. Augustine observes. To de-
cry exterior worship, is, therefore,
to contradict the very laws of our
nature, torobthe Almighty of his
glory, to deprive men of the most
powerful incentives to holiness and
virtue, to reduce religion toa mere
shadow, or rather t¢ extinguich it
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altogether.  The notion of an ab-
stract spiritual religion is preposter-
ousand absurd. God, 1t is true,
might have immediat iy communi-
cated to the soul ail necessary reli-
gious knowledge, and by his power-
tul grace have perpetuated a reli-
gion of the heart, without having
recourse to the medium of the bodily
senses ; but that he has not done so,
we have abundant proofs from rea-
son and Scripture, confirmed by our
own experience.  We prineipally
adore God by the theological vir-
tues of faith, hope, and love ; and
true religion will be always promo-
ted by any thing that moves the

And
as a d’zu«rhtcr is always nourished and
‘;upported according to the rank of
her parent, a spousc conformably to
the grandeur. of her bridegroom, angd the
members of a body accordmv to the dig-
nity of their head-—so none bnt the ﬁesh
of a God could be appropriate fopd for
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of a God. “The Jews,” says. St. Je-
rome, ‘“were the slaves of God, but we
are his adopted children. Manna,
termed in Seripture the bread of angels,
was quite sufficient for them ; but no-
thing, save the bread of God, could be
suitable nourishment for the church
which has been cngendered in the
bleod of Jesus Christ.”

Such being the unparalleiled dignity
and ingonceivable grandeur which the
church derives from this glorious insti-
tution, is she not bound by cvery ti-
tle of “justice, gratitude, and love, to
honor that adorable body, from which,
as from asun, is the emanation of all
hersplendor ?  She has been often re-
proached by her cnemies, for the costly
magnificence with which she celebrates
every rite that bears any relasion to
this great mystery. But if she were to
act differently ; if, whilst she taught the
belief of the real presense of her spouse
in the sacrament of ‘his love, she so-
lemnised the tremendous mysteries with
a coid and formal indifference ; with-
aut life or love, pomp or splendor ;
would she not then, indeed, be justly
linble to the animadversions of all man:
kind ? would she not be branded with
the most glaring inconsisteney in teach-
ing the most sublime of all doetrines,
and acting in opposition to her belief ?
would she not then be charged with
most flagrant hypoerisy, in proposing to
her children this great mystery, and in
neglecting to ensure for its celebration
and worship all suitable magnificence
and hanour ?

But the faithful speuse of Christ, has
not laid herself open to cuch accusa-
tions or reproach. From the earliest
ages of Chridtianity, this mystery bas
besn commemorated by the church on
the Thursday before Easter—the me-

on whieh our divine Redeemer was
betraved into the hands of sinners. It
should be a day of exultation and hely
joy, on which we have received so in-
valuable a gift. Buthow could we re-
joice in so sorrowful a season ? How
could we indulge in canticles of spirit-
ual gladness, whilst our dear Saviaur is
delivered into the Liands of his ene-
mies, is afflicted in the garden with the
sadness of death, is overpowercé by
the weight of our sins, and in his ex-
cessive grief is bedewing the earth
with a perspiration of blood ? During
the whole of the Passion-tinie the
church is plunged in the deepest afflie-
tion for the suflerings of her Divine
Svouse. The ecssation of all marks of
joy, the colour of her ~estments, the
desplation of her altars, the mournful
tones of her prophecies and psalms, the
increased austerities of her children
proclaim the depth of her serrow, and
prove how completely she is absorbed
in the contemplation of the passion of
our Redeemer. llence the solemnitics
of Holy Thursday, so far as they re-
late 10 the eommemoration of the Eu-
charist, are but as faint glimpses of the
sun during a day of universal gloom.
But on this great festival of Corpus
Christi, the church displays all her
magnilicence, and indulges without re-
straint in all the effugjons of her jor.
Her faithful childre@spond with fer-
vent devotion to her loving invitation.
Churches, parishes, eities, proviaces,
and kingdoms, vie with each other in
the celebration of this feast. Kings
and peasants, civilians and soldiers, the
old and the young, unite in hensuring
the bodyv of their common Redeemer,
The feast being celebrated in the most
delightful season of the year, when
spring is clothed in her rich livery of
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flowers and foliage, all nature secms to
rejoice at the homages paid tothat glo-
rious body, whose cruel death it be-
wailed at the awiulmoment of the eru-
cifixion. The churches and altars are
decorated in the most magnificent man-
ner. Every thing most valuable in
their treasuries is displayed. The
most costly vestments, the riehest aliar
plate, and the most exquisite musie,are
used on this dayv. Natu-e and art com-
bine in heightening tle grandeur of
the secenc. Flowers, lights, evergrcens,
tapestry, banners, miiitary musie, the
ringing of bells, disecharges of musketry
and cannon, painting, seulpture, trium-
phal arches, repositories and chapels
under the open air, add to the glory of
the solemnity.  From the quantity of
flowers, odoriferous shiubs and irees,
and the =reat taste with which they are
arranged, the interior of many of the
churches seem to be transformed into
most beautiful gardens.  In a word, no
feast ofthe entire year is celebrated
with greater pomp, and nonc was ever
instituted more according to the heart
and feeling of the people than Corpus
Christi, which in France is termed
Feast of God, and which, in that great
country, has been always celebrated
with extraordinary splendour.

In Catholic seaports this was always
a day of great rejoicing. From an
early hour in thgemorning the vessels
were decked vith all their lights,
colours, and streamers.  The quays
were swept, watered, and strewn with
flowers. The sailors and fishermen,
dressed in their-holiday dresses, assist-
&d at the high mass and the procession,

On this day, and during the octave,
“there is an exposition of the blessed
sacrament, in order more fully to cx-
cite the fervent adorations of the fajth-
“ful: The ‘churches are crowded ‘during

the divine offices and sermnons, and at
no iine of the day can the
temple be seen without numerous a-
dorers before the sanztuary of the Lord,
All secmr animated- by the same spirit;
that of making every atonement which
love can sugzgest to the adorable Body
which was broken for our sins.

ON THL PROCESSION OF CORPUS CHRISTI,

The origin of processions is traced by
sowe writers to the remotest ages of Pa-
ganism. It is certain that at Lacede-
mon there was a solemn processicn on
the festival of Diana. n the Georgies
of Virgil, we read of a ptoeession which
was cclebrated every year in honor of
Ceres,™ and at which, according to Ovid,
the assistants were clothed in white,
and carricd lighted torches. We find
a perfect idea of a procession, in the
sclemn manner in which the people of
God were wont to transport the ark of
the covenant, from onc place to another.
[t was during onc of thesc that David
danced with holy joy before the ark of
the Lord.t In the early ages of the
chureh the relies of the martyrs were
also translated in public and solemn pro-
cessions of the faithful. Thus we
read, that the emperor Julian was great-
ly enraged at a celebrated procession
which took place in Antioch, at the
translation of the relics of 8. Babylas,
martyr, {rom the neighbourhood of that
city.j The bishops of the primative
church were in the habit of celebrating
the divine mysteries, not only in their
cathedral, but also in the other church-
es of the episcopal city, and particular-
ly at the tombs of the martyrs on the
anniversary of their triumph. On these

Itvis true that
his presenece was not absolutely neces-
sary for the display of his emmnipotent
goedness 3 yet we cannot doubt that
on this day when he is se kighly honor-
ed, when all the cereawsnies;, adora-
tions,and prayers are specially dirccted
to him, that he is particularly moved by
these affectionate demonstrations of his
children to cominunirate himself to
them without reserve, to open his infi-
nite treasures, and to scatter his
choicest benedictions as he passes along.

That learned prelate, Cardinal Per-
ron, declares, that in these imposing
processions of Corpus Christi, we so-
lemnly honour Jesus Christ for all his
victories,and commeinorate his triumphs
in this mystery ovgg infidelity and error.
Thus, the great fparations for this
ceremony,and the ardent devotion with
which it is celebrated, are a sensible
reproach te our separated brethren.
Whilst it perpetuates the faith of the
church in the most signal and unerring
pmanner, it proclaims the utter feeble-
mess and prostration of the opponents
ef the veal presence in every age.
‘¥hose unbappy Christians, who are
eutside the pale of the church, are
thui annually reminded, in the most

moving, foreible, and eloquent manner,
cf the unvarying belief ¢f the church
of Curistin this grand  dogma of reli-
<ion,and of the coidness and destitution
ol those systems of Christianity which
were inveated by the pride of :men,
which ean never satiate the divine
cravings of the soul, nor satisfy the
yearnings of the human heart for an
union with that God who ereated it for
himsels.

Perhaps rothing can be a greater
subject of astonishment to the angels of
heaven, than to behold the indifierence
and ingratitude of mankind with regard
to this great mystery.

It must draw from us almost tears of
blood to retlect on all the profanations
all the sacril®ges and irreverences that
are committdd in the sanctuary, and
before the altarsof Jesus Christ. 'This,
then, is the dey of solemn reparation to
our ofiended God for all our seandals,
our unworthy and tepid cowmmunions,
our irreverencc and inattention in his
civine presence. And as winlst Jesus
resides in our tabernacles we seldom
go to receive him, to adore or to render
him the homage which he so justly de-
serves, we arc publicly sur.moned this
day by the Church, or rather our gra-
cious King himself comes jorth to re-
proach us in the most tender manner for
our neglect, and to invite wvs to make
an entire reparation for the ingratitude
of the whole year.
