'The church that is not interested
this work of modern missions is not only be-
Tiind the spirit of the times but behind the
spirit-of the gospel, for the spirit of mission
is thé spirit of Christ. A surc way fo ascer-
tain the power and spiritual life of a church
is’by the work.it.is.doing outside of its own
orsonal.interest. Charity begins at home,
1t is true, but false charity like its neighbor,
selfishness, not only begins at home but
stays there. The true spurit of charity is
like the rivorthat flows towards the sea, that
rows broader and’ deeper as it gets further
rom its fountain head.
ﬂ?lné'l)istog'y of the Church of Christ in its
rimitive days is the history of missions.
‘When the church of the present time is res-
tored to primitive practice we shall have
‘migsion work all afong tholine. The restora-
‘tion of the primitive mission spirit is the
great need.of the times. Churches must be
1mpressed with the imperative need of this
work. The commission -of Christ not only

of the churches and the difficulty of getting
ovangelists to labor in these Provinees, besides
many other obstacles, it will Lo scen that
what has been done 1s very encouraging and
the olive branch to ultimate success.

Work has been done i vight or nine

Nowlan is having good mecet-
ings-in Gulliver's Cove and the cause in that
loenlity is putting on new life.

Much moro might be said of the work in
N. S. had we time to itemize. Enough has
beon said, however, to show that the work
has been a success in the Provinee of N, S.

The work in N.B. is still more enouraging.
Although she has-not recvived as much mis-
sion labor as N. S. the success has been
greater. The two churches on Decr Island
were in & low coudition when thé Mission
Board sent the evangelist down there. There
were a few in each church who were strug-
gling hard to keep the chnrehes alive. Now
thoy arciable to support a preacher among
them-all the time and to help the mission
work. Our new church house has al-
ready been completed and another one in
Lords Cove will be finished soon, so we hope.
The annual mesting last year was held with
the very chureh that three years before was so
feeble that there was hardly a hope of its re-
covery. All who attended that anuual meet-

them eelf-sustaining, and able also to help
others.

This can be successfully done providing the
churches will co-operate, but unless all ave
interested of comrse the work must neces-
sarily be slow.  Ono thing is sure, however,
if we can’t do as much as we would like to,
we mean to do what we can. We don’t intend
to act on the prineiple of the man who put
fifty cents into the contribution box, and
afterwards took it back again because none
of the rest of the church would contribute,

The mission work is destined to be the
first and grandest work of the church. If
the present age don't tako hold of this work
as it shonld the future will. There are two
important reasons why we all should work
for migsion, T'he first is in the ¢“ Go” of the
commission, the second is in the ¢‘ Come” of
the Macedonian cry. We canuotbe indiffer-
ent to these and stand approved before God.
As to the nccessity of co-operation there can-
not be ndoubt as the church itseif is a co-op-
erative body. Asit takes the locdlchurches or
congregations to comprise the Church of
Churist Sscc Acts ix: 81, N. V.) it is necessary
there shonld he lecal co-operation. If a
locul church or congregation is so indepen-
dent that it will not co-operate with other
congregations, then it has gotten beyond
Apostolic independence.

similar offering; and we could refer to other

laces before Moses’ law came in force. But
1t was the offerings for the sin of the whole
nation, (if Tunderstand aright), that began
with Moses and ended at the death of Christ,
which was well understood before Christ
died, for by turning to John i: 29 we read,
¢ Behold the Lamb of God which taketh
awny the sinof the world.” DBut at the same
time it scems that there was no clear concep-
tion of the abolishing of other offerings that
began before Moses and which had been
blended with Moses’ law, 1f we may judge
from Paul’s actions.

Our brother next states that the vow I re-
ferred to in Acts xviii: 18, ‘“Some eminent
commeutators claim {haf for Aguila,” cven
allowing it as the eminent commentators
claim, that samo Aquila was well acquainted
with the new order of things, for we read in
Acts xviii: 25-26, that he instructed & man
* mighty n the seriptures,” ** and expound-
ed unto him the way of the Lord more per-
fectly.” So that in taking the vow he must
have made a mistake too, allowing that God
bad revealed that all kinds of vows were
abolished,

QOut brother next asks, ¢ Will he affirm it
was part of the law. If so wo demaud the
proot and ask him as a favor to tell us the
nature of the vow talken at Ceuchren.”

I will say, if we may judge from eireum-
stunces, I think we may infer it was a Naza-
rite vow, because we read of no other vow
that required the head to be shorn, if so,
then it was one of the castoms of the law of
Moses. Our brother asks, ¢ What does he
mean Ly the law of Moses proper;” 1aunswer,
I mean by the law of Moses proper, all those
laws that wero given to the Israclites, that
were not given, or not in use before Moses’
administration; for there were many things
in use before Moses’ time, that were blended
with the Inw of Moses, such, for instance,
blood for blood, offering of sacrifice, taking
of vows, and circumscision, and those laws
that plainly prefigured the Christ, were taken
away at His death, and others, (Judging by
how the administrators of the New Covenant
carried it out) were for awhile retained
among the Jewish Christians and Jewish
Chrsitians alone, until God gave to the
Apostles a revelation to the contrary, or
until God had seattered the Jewish priest-
hood by the overthrow of their worship and
tho destruction of their Temple, And as for
Paul claiming to be perfect, or rather, 1
claiming it for him becanse I made use of
some of his last words, was not my meaning,

for he cluimed to be chief of sinners, but |

BAPTISM OF HOLY SPIRIT

——

NUMBER I,

I find by rveading the April number of Tur
CunrisTIAN, that I have overlooked an important
reason why the baptism of the spirit cannot mean
a literal immersion, viz., ** there was present on that
occasion neither the literal clement in which to
haptise them, nor the personal administraton to do
it.”

Let us try to get this argnment into the form of
a syllogism, nnd sce how it looks.

A literal immersion in the spirit rrquires water,
and a person to immerse the subject in it.

On Pentecost there was neither water nor such
person. ‘Therefore no immersion in the spirit did,
or could take place on Pentecost.

But why waste time on ordinary reasons, when
we have such overwhelming ones as those given in
the last Cinisrrax,  We are told that the spirit is
not u literal element, and that Jesus was not per-
sonally present on Pentecost,

By the way, I am called to witness to those two
facts. It is weil to get eredit for intelligence, but
T must decline the honor, ns I do not know that
| the Holy Spirit is not a literal clement, nor that
Jesus was not personally present on Pentecost.
The reader’s of Tur Cnristiax will be ready to
enquire, **is Stewart also among {he prophets?”
I answer no.

The mystical method of interpretation, so com-
mon umong the advocates of sprinkling and pour-
ing, is founded on two asswmptions. First they
nssumo that a certain word ought to be understood
in a figurative sense, and secondly that the tigura-
tive use of a word changes its mesning, It is
quite natural that those who have no Seripture
authority for their practice sh uld use that imethod.
But I never expected that it would fall to my lot
| to oppose it in one of our own papers, For the
I benefit of our young and inexperienced readers, T
would say, that the figurative use of a word never
changes its meaning.

By referring to the writings of Brother Camp-
[ Dell, T did not mean to find fault with.those who
differ from his conclusions. But I venture to say,
that any person who undertakes to overturn his
reasons, will require something more solid than
figures, shadows, and loose assertions.

This is not
unlike what frequently occurs in the nineteenth
centuryl We are in good health, our worldly
affairs are prospering, we have plenty of water to
drink; what carc we for the Lord or for his
prophets? But by and by we reach a place where
there is no water, and we are glad to call on the
Lord to help us out of our difficulty. Iuman
nature appears to be the same in all ages. Elishs,
for the sake of Jehoshaphat, who undoubtedly was
the best of tho three kings, consents to enquire of
the Lord, concerning them. *“And he said: Thus
saith the Lord,— Make this valley full of ditches.”
And ho tells them that though they shall nelther
sec wind nor rain, yet the valley shall e filled with
water sufficient for their hosts and for their cattle,
and furthermore that the Lovd will deliver the
Monbites into their hand. All night long they
digged away at those ditches in the dry and
parched valley, but still no sign of water. Did
they stop after a certain amount of digging had
been: done and there was still no sign of water?
No. The Lord said,—Make this valley full of
ditches,—and they toiled op. In the morning

-their eyes were gladdened by the sight of water

coming by the way of Edom, and as the sun shone
upon the same it looked to the Moabites as though
the whole country was red with blood,.and they
thought they had nothing to do now but-to fall
upon the Israclites and gather in the spoil.

Our acquaintanco with our boloved Sister Smith
commenced at Islaind Park, Avgust 4, 1883, and
continued in the most intimate relations--till the
day of her entrance into tho -Paradive of God.
From tho time of our moeting in St. Louis in'Sep-
tember, 1883, we have been one family, being in
one houso. Hor life can be written in a few words,
yet its fruits can nevor he told, and by Diving ap-
pointment the fruits of her death will, wo doubt
not, exceed those of her lifo.

As a preacher's wife, sho has been devoted to tho
cause, quietly hiding Aer work, under that of ‘her
husbaund.

In disposition she was-quict and calm ; ever
modest of her own-worth, and apt to underrato her
ability, being-a woman of excellent -judgment und
of fine mental powers.

Though mneither herself nor her husband had
coutemplated a missionary life, when they received
tho urgent call of the Board, they rcsponded as-to
a voice from above, and went. forth they knew not
whither.

From the time of our arrival in Japan in October,
till the next Febtruery, she studied the language
faithfully, showing great aptitude for not .only the
sounds, but .also. for ‘the diflicult characters, and
wmaking good progrezs ; yot not Leing in vigorous
health the labors she desired to do she could not ;

She
possessed her soul in patience, subinitting without
complaint to whatever fell to her lot.

The Japaneso who are acquainted with us are
very kind and sympathetic.

About twenty-five friendly Japanese went to- the
grave in jinrikishas, little hand-carringes.

spoke very well.

She is buried in a beawiful spot. The river is
near, the ruined eastle stands on a blufl' on the
other side, and the enow-clad monntains streteh far
away and the crowded city is just behind., "Near
by ave the graves of those who died iynorant of the
true God ; while in sight ave stone idols oreeted
for the worship of tho passer-by, the horso-idol, the
fox-idol, the idol who protec's the field, the idol
of the mountain.
