These goods ave subject to five differ-
ent rates of duty, It is next to im-
possible to harmonize ‘the different
clauges in the tarifi affecting these ma-
terials. One of the clauses, No. 209¢
subsection of 215, is distinetly contrary
to No, 157b., subsection 216, and, ac-
cording to interpretations put upon
clause 200c¢, subsection 240, that clause
wipes out Nos. 215 & 216 under certain
circumstances not specitfied in the sched-
ules of rates.

Against these confusing regulations
in regard to o particular style of goods
a delegation of dry goods merchants
recently protested in person to the Ot-
tawg authorities, They suececeded in
convineing Mr. Chapleau, Mr. Foster,
and others that the practice in the
Custom Houses was not correct al-
though in full agreement with eertain
provisions of the tariff when looked at
through official spectacles.

Take the case of a certain grade of
cheap light tweeds, as the public would
style these goods. It is found a conven-
icnee for buyers to have them cut of
a certain width after being manufae-
tured. This of course can be very
cheaply done in the factory before ex-
portation, The Custom house officials
nhave regarded this as bringing such
gbodg under the clnuse which refers to
“clothing made up by the manufact-
urer,”

This ruling increases the duty on the
cheaper, classes of such goods from 22
1.2 per cent. ad valorem to 10 cents
per 1b, and 25 per cent ad valorem.
To regard the cutting cloth at ‘the fac-
tory into & particular width, asform-
ing it iilto “ elothing,” is indeed a mys-
terious ruling, but it was done and per-
gisted in until merchants at last ap-
pealed in person to Otftawa where it
was stated to be a highly strained in-

terprefation of the tariif.

It such goods cost 4d. a yard the
duty is 22 1-2 per cent., if 6d. the duty
18 25 per eent., and if 7d. and over the
duty is 27 1-2 But here
comes in the direct contradiction of the
tariff, It reads thus ‘¢ all fabries com-
posed of wool &e. costing 14 cents and
over the duty is 27 1-2 per cent.” See
clause 158b. Turn over to clause 209e.,

per cent,

which reads, “ manufactures compos-
cd wholly or in part of wool &e., ‘not
otherwise specified,” the duties are 10
cents per 1b. and 20 per cent. ad val-
orem.” Now eclauses 1556b, 156h, 187b
‘distinetly refer to the same goods,’ the
description is precisely the same, and
those clauses fix the duties on the low-
est grade made at 22 1-2 per cent., and
that phrase 14 cents “and over” in-
cludes every possible quality between
the cheapest and most expensive clagses
of this material.

cent per b, and 20 per cent. ad valorem,
and three other clauses fixing duties
on every possible quality of the very
game goods at from 22 1-2 per cent.
for the lowest priced to 27 1-2 per cent.
for the very highest made!

It is no more possible to reconcile
these clauses than it would be to har-
monize a divection, to ‘“‘empty’” a ves-
sel of all its contents, and then put
the balanee that is left into another
vessel,

Howerver the point is seen at Ottawa,
and we earnestly urge upon Mr, Chap-
lcau and Mr, Foster t0 go into the
tariff and clean oub these confusing fea-
tures, '

The goods we have referred i:.o are
not made in Canada so there is reason
whatever to fence them round with ela-
borate tariffduties. They are goods
too almost exclusively wused by .the
poorer clagses, or those who have to
cconomise in dress, 80 that it is not rea-

So we have one gen-
eral clause fixing -the duty at 10 per’

sonable to place such obstructions to
the importation of goods of this order,
as they may be fairly classed as almost
a necessity to the bulk of those who
wear them.

THE BANK STATEMENTS,

After so exhaustive a dischission of
bank affairs a5 appeared in recent
issues wherein the extended eriticisms
of three of our ablest bnnhcrs were pub-
lished, there is little left to suy on this
topie.

The amount of circulation was hardly
changed during May, it stood, as in
April, about thirty-one and a-halfl mill-
ions, which is more than half a million
over last year's figurc at same date.
Deposits went up from $155,178,000 to
$157,439,000, without reducing circu-
lation, and in spite of the deﬁosits in
government savings banks also increas-
ing. :
These funds to extent of'$_1,956,000
were transferred to U. S..agencies. A
decrease took place in May in call loans
of ‘5610,000 wlhich, with some portlon
oi deposits, made up the additional
amount of eurrcnt loans and discounts
which advanced $1,316,000, "The large
reduction of $362,679 in overdue debis
is @ gratifying feature in the May re-
turns, doubtless one of the results of
the large harvest of 1891

There are no signs of a iield opening
for the active employment of the ple-
thora, of money now in the banks, To
give Iurther gtimulus to manufactmiug
would be dangerous. i :

The crop prospeets are not as ‘bright
as they were early last month owing
to continuous rains, which dre endan-
'gerlng roots, and fn some low lylng
districts seriously retarding. the growth
of cereals. But it is premature to
pronounce upon ‘the harvest outlook,
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‘ag a-weelk’s brfohat, warm weather will -

prevent any serious mischief being done.
The usual comparative stotement will
bo found on another page.

THE SUPPLY OF SUMMER DRINKS,

The money spent in efferveseing hever-
ages of the soda water elass in the
Dominion reaches to many thousands
of dollars, The mujority of drug stores,
leading confeetioners, as well as other
plaeed, find the purveying of summer
drinks highly profitable,

The manuipeture of acrated waters
in various forms, Is a large husiness,
The fuctories in this city shlp an aver-
age of 4,400 dozens of Dhottles dally
ull the year round. "This gives a total
annual consummption of 1,320,000 doz.
or ncarly 16 millions hottles of mineral
waters as the annual product of Mon-
trenl [nctories.  Shipmenis are made
to all parts of the Dominion, and a
large quantity finds ils way into the
States from certain border towns under
a special arrangement with the U. 8.
Customs,

Lhe trade is chiefly -carried on here
heeiruse our makers have stood firm
in making a superior quality of goods,
go that they have no fear of compcetition
by British waters of the same cluss,
Indeed Sehwepp's sodn water, that used
to havve o monopoly, is now eleared out
of the market. There are however o
clugs  of persons who entertain old
country prejudices as to the merits of
everything that ¥omes from ‘the old
land,  This prejudice, or taste, is eu-
{ered for by imporis of English and
Irish gouds to the vidue of about $40,-
000 yearly,

The
fact is that the cleanliness, and coolness
of the goda water fountalns, which are
owing to the use of so much marble,
are great attractions to the thirsty
on a hot day. At one time the old-
fashioned doctors predicted that all
manner of stomachic troubles would be
eaused by waters impregnated by gas
produced from marble dust. Butitwas
the forcast of prejudice, hence it has
not been verified,

An informant who knows the busi-
ness estimates that the soda fountains
supply one to two million glasses cach
season in the Dominion. The Dottled
waters give about forty-two million
glasses yearly, so that about 44 mill-
fon glasses of acrated waters are an-
nually consumed in Canadw. Paking
these at an average cost 0 consumers
of two to three cents per glass, we
find an expenditure of close upon one
milllon dollars on this class of bever-
ages every year. Nearly the whole of
the bottles used are made in this city,
so that they, and their econtents, con-
stitute quile an important item in the
trade of the country.

MEDICAL ADVERTISEMENTS.

OQur professional medical readers will
say that an avticle on medieal adver-
tisements reminds them of the fumous
essiy on shakes in Iveland, whieh com-
meneed, * There are no snakes in Ire-
land,” for it is o rule of the profession
notb to advertise. Although that seems
to be the etiquetie of physieians , and
surgepns, this rule, like others, has ex-
ceptions,

Tooking at this ecustom from a husi-
ness stand point we arve disposed to
think it wonld be more honoured in the
Lreach than the observance, for it serves
neither the interests of the proifession,
nor those ol their patients, butindeed
is not infrequently injurious to both.
The iden seems o prevail amongst med-
jenl men that for some mysteriouns rea-
son it is ‘“infra dig,” or unworthy of
the dignity ol their calling, to make
the public aware of the fact that they
are practicing the medieal art.  What
there is to be ashamed of, or so modest
about, in being a physician or surgeon,
is incomprehensible to those in ather
occupations, ‘

have become, But, passing along our
streets where doctors ‘‘ most do con-
gregate”’—seldom we must say, in very
obgcure alleys, or unfrequented bye-
ways—we see door plates and ‘“‘shin-
gles” hung out so prominently, announe-
ing that within may be found Dr. Bol-
us, or Dr., Bandage, we begin to doubt
whether shame or modesty really does
keep these distinguished .practioners
names out of advertising columns, When
too we note that on many of these
plates and boards the doctors announce
theivr hours of business, we beg par-
don, hours of professional attendance,
the convietion is horne in upon us that
each of these announcements might just
as correetly he styléd an ‘“‘advertise-
ment,” as a eard with the same infor-
mation printed in a newspaper,

.An advertisement in a newspaper is
nothing more than a trader’s or pro-
fesslonal man’s sign, door-plate, or
card, placed in a more public position
than shen fixed on his store, ware-
house, or dwelling, I medieal men ab-
stain from advertising because they he-
licve that possible patients mow wwho,
and where they are, they are hugging
a delusion which their false pride raises,
but against which their common sense.
must often protest.

Strangers often come to this city for
special treantment, they have no means
whatever of finding out the specialist
required, and, at times sufler from the
absurd obscurity of such professional
men owing to their not making their
addresses known to the public. Insuch
enges both public and professional in-
terests are sacrificed on the altar of
medical pride—an idol unworthy of any
saerifice,

If the faeulty imagine that advertis-
Ing’ would look like “competition,” and
competition is unprofessional, they are
living in a fool’s paradise, for they
“do” compete for patients in other
wWiays; there is as much jealousy, -ag
much ambition to secure a good in-
come, amongst doctors as traders.

It is said that they are called out
from their seats in churches and thea-
tres in order to seccure public notice.
That they have no rule against being
advertised by their wives, friends, and
paticats, is clear, nor have they any
lnw against becoming known. by their
prominence in chureh and other organ-
isations, That they resort to author-
ship oceassionally g seeure attention is
well known, The pamphlets issued do
laud the virtues of some quack nostrum
are not a whit

more advertisements

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than numbers of medical works. A
nameless English physieian made a for-
tune out of o pamphlet on skin diseases;
«Ab uno disce omnes.” ‘

The plain truth is that, physicians
may advertise themselves freely in ali
manner of ways—some not espeeially
dignified—but they must not adopt the
simplest, most innocent, least undig-
nifled of all methods, by placing their
cards in a newspaper.,

The effect of all this professional re-
ticence is to give quacks, and quack
nostrums, an immense advantage, as
they ave ever before the public eye, and
find press advertisements to bring
crowds of patients, and of buyers, This
is another injury due to medical and
publie interests by medical modesty.

The comparative poverty of medical
men is 1o o much greater cxtent
than they renlize o 'consequence of thetr
retaining an antequated prejudice which
is utierly out of toueh with modern
life, Their’s is a noble calling indeed,
but it has a business aspect, Dignity
will not find money to pay rents, and
house-bills, and the medical iraternity
may take this as a faet, that the man
who docs not advertise in these days,
is sacrificing substance for shadow.

THE PRESIDENT’S THREAT,

The recurrence of two events at stat-
ed times does not prove them to be
connected, but it often looks very sus-
picious. Just before Presidential elee-
tiong there is always a Jingo demon-
gtration made gt the White House a-
eaingt Canada, We do not say thad
one cvent is the cause, Oor consequence
of the other, but it looks highly suspi-
cious. When we find that the Presi-
dent’s friends are booming him on the
strength of his Jingo threats against
Canada, we go further, and say that,
those threats are merely electioneering

“Dunkum.” He is playing Bombastes

I"urioso in order to bring down - ap-
plause from the gallery.

Thiy is Irankly avowed by leading
U. 8. papers that are not of the Harri-
son party, and some that ave his sup-
porters, The ostensiblc motive for the
recent threat §made by President Harri-
son to retolinte agalinst Canada, is, he-
cause we allow what is really a bonus
to lake vcsse}s whose cargoes are ship-
ped for the ocean via this port. We
do not exclude American vessels -from

this bonus, they can have it if they com--

ply with our conditions. If however
they prefer to unload at an American
port in order to ship eargoes to the
American sea board they do so because
it pays better than to gecept our bonus.

Once
broken fit is annulled; it cannot be
patched up; and the fracture in this
case having been the work of the Amer-
ic_:m authorities, they are put out of
Court by their own anet. If Canada
chooses to regard the Washington
Treaty as binding, she does s0 as a

TAMBLING IN GRAIN PRODUCTS.

The economie doetrine that the price
the
relntions subsisbing between supply and

of a commodity is regulated by

demand, is Dbased upon assumpbions
tliul‘. are linble to prove unstable foun-
flations.

It 18 assumed that the sellers and
buyers of any article are severally ae-
quainted with the present amount of
the supply of such article, and the pre-
sent extent of the demand for it. It
is algo assumed that such transactions
as they propose to enter upon, as to
pi'lceﬂ to be asked, or taken, are not
influenced by those unknown conditions
the future witll bring, In a word the law
of supply and demand rests upon ‘facts’;
the fact of an aseertained amount of
gsupply, and the correlative fact of o
known extent ofdemand. .

It is, iowever, impossible in aclive
business to climinate or ignore all con-

; siderntion of fubuve probabilities in re-

gard to supply and demand unless trans-
actions are coufined to such as may
be styled “hand to mouth.”

From this necessnry uncertainty has
arisen the most pernicious practices
that disturb frudc and inflict endless
and continuous wrong upon Innocent
producers and dealers. Those practi-
ces constitute the system of gambling
in “futures” in grain trade.

- There is no article o sommerce re-

specting which more certainty exists
as to the actual present, and probable
future relntions of its supply and de-
mand than wheat, Olservations as to
the harvests of the world are

gystematized than in regard to
What acreages
sown; what ylelds are; what is the

more

any
other product. are
tota] volume of erops ; what the annual
average of consumptlion is; are data
colleeted with seientific accuraey.

Were the grain trade left to the nat-
ural effecls of these data, producers
could fairly estimate each scason the
value of their own crops, and astand-
ard would bhe established, subject only
to slight variations. By adding the
amount of grain estimated to be held
at harvest time to that which each
harvest yiclded, and comparing the to-
tal with the consumption, and prices
at harvest time, they conld get o very
close estimate of the range of prices
until another harvest. Thus growers
of wheat could ensure remuncrative
prices by cauding the supply to keep
80 necar to demand for consumption as
would keep prices steady and at pro-
fitable rates.

Thig natoral operation would not
only keep the whole business of grow-
ing and selling and using food products
steady, but would ensure satisfaction
to all parties, a8 no sane person com-
plaingt of the normal and orderly oper-
ation of natural laws.

But wheat has become a8 much a
gambling “tool” ag poker chips, or the
counters of the baccaret fable. ‘The
property of wheat growers is treat-
ed as though it were like a stake put
o the gambling table at Monte Carlo
or Baden Baden. The seller of wheat
is compelled to see the stocks in his
barns dealt with like the peas of a
thimble rigger; or the cards of the
swindling three eard monte operators.

Between the grain grower and the
loaf eater, there has stepped in a
tyrant who dictates at what price one
shall sell and the other buy. e coz
cns both of them out of part of the
price, like the tyrants of old, who lev-
ied g toll on all goods that came to
market, and all that were sold therein,

Up to o recent date wheat prices were
fixed at Mark Lane, strictly according
to supply and demand, strictly that
is, on honest principles. 7To-day these
prices are fixed at Chicago by wheat
gamblers, a class of shysters of whom
one who knows them writes, * they
have no more congeicace than g mill-
stone.” .

Mark Lane is o grain market, The
graln market of Chicago is a colossal
bucket shop.

In Canada the law declares that the
business of these places ig eriminal. To
carry on the Chicago game the whole
telegraphic news gathering and news
spreading organizations of the world
are made vehicles of falsehood. Mil-
long of bushels more wheat than the
world holds are dealt in by men who
do not own, and who never intend to
own a single bushel.
ing in the property of farmers who are
no parties to the bargain, but who are
compelled to sacrifice that property to
the machinations of men who have
used their grain for stakes.

The entire actual supply of wheat
is depreciated in value by these large
operations ‘“in stocks of wheat that
‘have no existence.”

TFarmers trust
to reports as to market prices that are
merely the figures on the grain gamb-
ler’s barometer, A prominent grain
merehant writes, ¢ Nineteen-twentieths
of all the commigsion houses in Chicago
are bears who try by all manner of
false
ket.” Another says; ‘ Telegrams and
reports disseminated through these
firms are as unreliable as the devil’s
oath, I would not basc a transaction
of the value of a dime upon them.”
Another declares that, “short sellers,
are buccaneers whose operations are
immeasurably destruetive of everything
honest in trade.”” A fourth authority
points out that foreign markets are
utterly demoralized by the bucket shop
style of the U. 8. grain trade. A pri-
vate finformant agsures us that, ‘‘the
Doards of Trade, so called, in the States
might justly be styled organisations to
fix the price of wheat.”

All this deludes our farmers who by
these false and fietitious reports and
price lists are induced to sell their grain
when it i8 wiser to hold it, and to secll
it under the pressure of the needs of
speculators who fatten on their losses.

Distrust spreads like o thermal wave.
No market can ever be healthy and
strong that is fluctuated by lictitiouns
sales of enormous quantities of wheat
which are not held by operators, whose
dealings ave watehed with anxiety from
the door of cvery barn in the land.
This anxiety is a permanent ¢ hear,”
or depressing element in the wheat
trade. The Chicago and other bucket
shop conspirators, must make millions
yearly out of their gambling, every cent
of which is taken out of the pockets
of farmers and consumers,

Last April when wheat was recov-
ering one operator sold 4 millions of
bushels in two days, and so stamped
down prices by selling what he did not
possess to other gamblers,

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There 18 a Bill before the House at
Washington intended to put a check
upon systematized gambling in gi'uin
and other products, It aims to keep
transactions strictly to dealings in
goods owned by or absolutely within
the power of the seller to deliver, Mnk-
ing o foot-ball of other men’s property
is to be a prohibited game.

There are men in the United States
opposed to the proposed legislation who
art interested, directly, in the perpet-
uation of the pernicious system of trad-
ing in “options” and ‘‘futures”. They
are endegvoring to prevent the passage
of the bill now pending before the U.
8. Senate by threatening to trans-
plant the infamous business to Montreal
and YLiverpool. For instance we find
in the New York Tribune of June 24th
the following :—

“Telegrams were reeéived in Wall-st.
yesterday from Washington announe-
ing that o poll of the Senate showed
that thirty-three Senators were in fa-
vor of the Anti-Option bill, while 89
were against the bill and sgixteen mem-
Dhers were in the doubtinl list. Xenry
Olews, the well-known banker, said that
in ease this bill became & law he would

open branches in Montreal for handl-

ing grain options, and in Tiverpool for
handling cotton options.”

Mr. Henry Clews, in connection with
his banking business, conduets, In the
Mills Building, on Broad street, New
York, an immense bucket shop busi-
ness and reaps enormous profits there-
from as do many otlhers who are threat-
cning to invdde Canada and continue
their immoral calling, We may safely
say that should such an o.t‘.temi)t be
made,; and existing laws prove insuffi-
cient to proteet our community from
such an outrage, ihere is no well {n-
formed Canadian who doubts that thg
Dominion Parliament would at once
add to our statutes one that would ef-
fectually suppress such business as is
now transacted upon the exchanges of
the United States and in the Mills
Building.

THIRTY YEARS. HENCE.

Mr. Edward Rawlings, managing Direc-
tor of the Guarnntee Company of North
America, ete., has direeted our attention
to the following article from “ Insurance ”
of New York which, although on our ex-
change list, must have been overlooked.

They
do not grudge the hours they spend in the
offico’; ‘they are not looking at their
watehes at hali-past ten to see if it isn't
most time for lunch; they don’t spend the
last bour or half hour of the afternoon
in “getting ready to quit.” 'These boys
are not content with simply knowing their
own routine of duty; they want to know
its relations to all of the rest of the work;
they arc eager to learn; they realise that
there is @ good deal in insurance, whether
it be fire or life or whatever it is that they
are engaged in, and they intend to compass
all of it if +they. can. Young Jones
bas to copy certain things into a book, and
he does it nicely. If he is a Young Jones
who i going to get ahead, he wants to
know “why” those things have to be
copied ; and * he finds out;*” and he keeps
on wanting to know, and he keeps onfind-
ing out. The lads whom we have in mind
as marked for a future of imporfance are
not, necessarily beeause they are diligent
and faithiul and studious, little prigs, con-

"scious patterns of deportment, carrying the

HEAVY. SHIPMENT OF DAIRY PRODUCE

The shipments of cheese for last week
were exceptionally heavy, the total being
101,033 boxes, which is 52,423 more than
corresponding week last year, the largest in
one week, we believe, ever sent from this
port.  Thei dolall .shipments to that
date have been 244408 boxes, which is
78,295 in excess of those to same date
in 1891, and 9,438 over the figures for

1890. How far these heavy sehipments
will affect prices is Dbeing speculated on,
but it must be remembered that what
looks like overstocking the market Irom
“our Canadian standpoint hag no such bear-
ing on the Tuglish situation, where a few
thousand boxes more or less have no ap-
preciable effect on the total supply. De-
ficient pasturage in the cheese making dis-
trict in England would soon reduce tho
output below the capacity of Canada to
make the supply ecqual to average de-
mand, Wg have evidently got afirm foot-
ing in the British market, and our policy
now is to keep on improving the quality,;

"ghipping to suit the needs of the old coun-

try importers; and we need have no fears -
as 1o finding asale for all the cheese Can-
ada can produce. The exports of butter
so far have fallen below those of last year
and of 1800. Probably the late scason may,
account for this to some extent, but with
pastures so luxuriant ag they have been for

McLachlen claimed
to rank as creditor for $35,289 on the
estate of McLachlan Bros., of which he
wag a partner. The decision in short was
that, the deceased continued to be a part-
ner in that firm until his death, no steps
having been taken to releagse him Irom
the obligations of that position, and that
the sums of money pluced to the ercdit
of his wife in the books of the firm were
extinguished by payments which were pro-
per charges against the credits made. For
thege reasons the Judge decided that, “the
claimant ghall not take rank upon the
agsets of the jnsolvents until after the
puyment of the ereditors of the said insol-
vent firm.” The position of the Merchants
Bank wag that they contested the nbove
claim the interests of the creditors.

EXPORTS §TILL INCREASING.

imports for consumption in May were vul-
ued atl §$0424,759, bringing the total to

that date up to $99,300,905, which is an
inrecase over lagt year of $943,581. The
comparison belween Lhis year and last ig
disturbed DLy the change made in sugar
duties, by the abundant harvest, and the
operations of the MceKinley tariff, the re-
spective cffects of which it will be inter-
esting to note when details are furnished
of the whole years imports and exports.

It i3 ovident to any
one who remembers that the time of the
harvest in Europe averages much Iater than
with us this date is a pretly early one at
which to size up the crops in the United
Btates. In Michigan the harvest is backward
the crop running rather to straw than wheat
and Ohio and Indiana tell the same story.
Smut is developing in Indiana and some
other States. A great desl of the fine appear-
anco prosented by the crops, may after all turn
out to be a rank growth, It is too early to
speak oither way with any certainty. The
onward movement continues good and with
this there is another rather large decrease in
the visible supply, while stocks not excessive
thoso of contract grade in Ohicago being about
4,000,000, A botter cash dowmand is noted
there as elsewhore within the last fow days,
some of it being on foreign account, In spite
of rumors of heavy stocks being piled up there
are speculative holdings which will have to
be got rid of soon to be out of the way of new
