The danger of a gradual or sudden re-
lapse to & silver standard in the United
States is looming up more and more as a
menace to all who hold American obliga.
tions not specifically payable in gold.
For ourselves the question is one of very

all times a large amount due from dealers
in the United States to Canadians, the ag-
gregate of all.the notes and drafts current,
ant the open and unaettled accounts, to
which musy be ‘added a portion of the
lurge balances die Canadian banks by
their agents or correspondents. We say
& portion of these balances, for we believe
that, as a rule, all moneys lent by Canadian
banks in New York or Chicago, on time,
have a ¥ gold clause,” i.e,, an undertak-
ing for their repayment in gold,

All obligations due to us in the ordina-
ry currency of the United States are sub-
Jject to payment in silver coin, which is
legal tender for any amount. So far ;\s
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any of our banks have incurred obli.
gations payable by them ‘in  current
fands they are ‘protected from risk, but
in the nature of things this ¢cover”
must be very limited. .

The risk incurred in respect of drufts
and notes payable in the Uuited States,
discounted by the banks, would be
borne by them, unless they have spe-
cial contracts with their custowers. These
are, we belivve, ‘looked for in important
transactions, and the customer for his own
protection is forced -to exact a similar
promise from the party he sells to.

But what is the danger, and what loss
would be incurred should payments be en”
forced in silver? Briefly, the reply is that
the market value of the silver which, un-
der the laws of the United States, may bé
tendered in payment of any debt, is now
twenty per cent below the value of the

gold coin with which the same debt could.

be discharged. .

Stated thus, the risk is startling enough,
and it is well we should be startled. For
one means of bringing influence to bear on
public opinion there is that all who deal

with the business men of the United.

. States should look for & gold contract, and
a0 enforce on their attention in the mosb
practical manner the apomalous and in-
equitable character.of their monetary sys-
tem. It may be asked why, it silver of infe-
rior value can now be tendered, gold is not
already at & premium, To reply to.this
fully would require more space than-we
can spare, but the chief reasons may be
indicated.

Silver iteelf is mnot, of course,
alegal tender, but merely about eighty
cents worth of the metal, which the Uni-
ted States, as a nation, says shall pass as &
dollar, and stamps for that purpose
There are ab present about $2J0,000,600
silver dullars coined, of which about
one-halt is held by the ‘lreasury against
the same amount of silver certificates of
various denominations in circulation as
mouey. This amount of silver, large as it
may appear, is not overwhelming in com-
parison to the gross volume of circulation
in the United States. Stated in round
figures the circulation consists of

1t serves, strictly speaking, as a token

coinage, nuch as the fractional currency
does, which. never pretends to be full
value a8 bullion, but which, vevertheless,

limits.
If the volume . of silver coin remained

-ag at present no serious harm would be

done. The present stock, though far be-
yond actual requirements, could be
mianaged ; for, it once the fear of its
depreciation passed away, it would soon
be absorbed as parb of the 'permanent

«civeulation of .the country, Bat, {untor-
tunately, the-law requires the purchase

and coinage of two millions of dollars
monthly, and this, added to the existing
stock, must sooner or liter leal 'to a
break-down, ' )

Just what shape this break.down would
take is hard to say. Those best capable
of judging express-very different opinions,
but the consensus of opinion is unani-
mous -that the uncertainty of the

future of silver, where the only cer-.
“tainty is one of loss to the creditor class,

ie the prime obstacle to a ‘general revival

of huginess, for it makes capital shy of

entering into any operations looking be-
yond the immediate present, and so puts
a'check on all eriterprise,

We mightalmost say that silver is kept
on & par with gold mainly by tha deter-

mined action of the Assoviated Banks in’

New York, They liave an unwritten

‘agreement that} no Bank ‘in the circle.

shall pay its bilances to the Clearing
House in silver ‘or silver cerlificates

without 30 days previous notice being:

given, [f silver accumulates in New York,

‘ag it may do, and the Banks find them..

selvesobliged to accept it in payment of
debts,its use in settlement of balancesis,
sooner ‘or later, a foregone conclusion,
and equally so is a premium of gold. The
premium may possibly be slight ‘at first,

‘but the tendency of our neighbors to dia-

count future results is more likely to
earry it vapidly (o the proportion which
the intrinsic value of the gold coinage
bears to that of the silver, or about 25
per cent premium,

That is the danger which all creditors
whose debts are payable in legal tender
money of the United States incur. If,
like mozb American Banks, their liabili-
ties in the same currency are as heavy as
their assets, their position would be prac-
tically ‘uninjured ; but with our own

Banks the case would be entirely differ-
ent, . o

We have discussed the matter mainly
from the point of view which Canadians
necessarily take, but the views we have ex-

. preased are in full accord with those of the

best financial journals in the United States,
The subject there is of vital importance,
and forms indeed the most (requent sub-
ject-of discussion, Of late the interest
seems to be increasing, probably from the
Tact that the causes which are producing
the very hopeful indications of remewed
prosperity which we have recently noticed,
are believed to be prevented from assert-
ing their full influence by the uncertain-
ties s to silver. Lf public opinion can
be educated lo understand that the pub-
lic prosperity suffers by the existing
system, we should have the best reason
to hope for & change.

. The object which underlies the present
silver regulations in the United States is,
88 everyone knows, the protection of the
silver production of the country.  There
is no doubt that the purchase of two or
three million dollars worth of silver each
month must help to sustain the market,
but, after all, the effect canuot be per-
manent; and, like every other attempt to
keep the market at “an artificial level, ‘in
the end it will resultin a lower price
than would have been naturally reached
had the stimulus been absent.

But this theory still underlies the only
alternative legislation that seems possible,

‘namely, that known as the Warner Bill,

This, in its elewents, is an -arrangement
for the storage by the Government of silver
bullion, for which vonehers are to-be issued
ab its market value,to serve as 'money,
These vouthers ‘wil have this imerit,
that the bullion forthcoming for them on
demand will realize, more or less nearly,
the amount called for ; but, beyond this,
the scheme las nothing to recommend
it. Still it is thie alternative which the in-
fluence-of the silver-and ** chewp-inonay "
men ‘seems -to "have forced on tiie
president, notwithstanding his strong
predilections for honest ‘'money and
sound finance. [t is hoped that its
most ohjectionable features will be modi-

‘fled.  Lnelatest reports from Washing-

ton indicate that the president -and his
friends have come to the conclusion that,
as the Senate is at'present donstituted,
nothing but & compromise can be- hoped
for, and tliat this comprotmise ‘churbést be
made on the lines of the Warner Bill. [
has some Teatures which are impractic.
able, othera'that nre spécially objection-
able, and these the Treasury officials are
trying to work outb and improve,

But the very absurdity of making a
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printed promise to deliver, not coin, but, »
silver bullion,
serve 8 money, and of even imparting
to such a promise the character of
Jegal-tender helween certain credi-
tors, should certainly bring home, as
nothing else could, the folly of such an
artificial and illogical system.

A few words may be added as to the
elfect of & premium of gold, should it be
reached. The first result, as we have
indicated, will be a loss {o all to whom
money is due payable in currency, who do
not, owe a similar amount also payable
in currency. But after thisfloss is made,
and finances have adjusted themselves to
the new level, then there would be
numerous and ample opportunities for
capitaliste, and especially for the foreign
banks and bankers having branches or
agencies in New York, to profit by the
varying phases of the gold market, and, as
in the old days of the Gold Bxchange, to
make their profit out of the neede or
gpeculations of the community. Tt is
invarinbly the case that when debased
money, the so-called cheap money which
demagogues clamor for, is the standard,
the moneyed class gain and the poorer
classes lose, and so it will be again if the
Legislaiure of ihe United States does not
abolish the present silver coinage laws.

THE SUGAR TRADE.

Afler & long period of dulness, and a
depression in prices unprecedenied in
the hislory of the trade, sugar has at
length given some unmistakeable signs of
recovery, and there is now some prospect
that the losses of the last year or two may
not be repeated in 1885-6. The causes of
ihe late unprofitable prices, already re-
ferred to at some length in these columns,
are warking their own cure. The remark.

able impetus given to the beet sugar in- -

Qustry in central Europe by fiseal conces-
sions, by modern scientific appliances,
by the increased utilization of refuse and
by-products, ench a consequence of the
other, encouraged large landed proprie-
tors and eapital {o enter into the busi-
vess on a vaster scale than ever. The
result was a large over-production and
consequent increasing compelition with

the product of the sugar-cane. The:

product of the beet was brought to such
a state of perfection and so economically
produced that prices gradually dropped,
and even the storage of large quantities
of cane sugar by means]of loans from
bankers, failedito bring about a remedy.
In the courge of fthe lasif sugar-season
the beet-sugarimenidiscovered -thatfthey
had overshot the mark, the result was a

considerable diminution in the amount of
beets sown last spring ; and the quantity
of beet sugar produced the present season
is estimated at from 450,000 to 500,000
tons less than last year. The crop sown
has been somewhat injured by drought.
M. Licht, & well.known authority, esti-
mates the decrense in tlie weight of Ger-
man beet-roots from 5 to 10 per cent,
while the minimum sugar shortage for all
Europe is given at 600,000 tons, France
is importing from Java. The gradual in-
crease in the product is shown by the
following table of quantities, in tons, afloat
and ashore, for the principal countries at
the dates named, which we take from F.
O. Licht's weekly circular of the sugar in-
dustry in Germany, of date August 29th:

It will be remembered that the in-
fluence of the new crop has not begun to
make itself felt as yet, except in anticipa-
tion. The toial beet-root production in
Europe for the last four years, each end-
ing 1st Seplember, is as follows, in thou-
sands of tons of 1,000 kilos each ton :

Of the product for 1884.-5 Germany
produced about 45 percent ; in 1881.2 her
ratio was about 32 per cent, nearly doubl-
ing her product meantime, The Austro-
Hungarian product was about 2! per cent,
an increase of about 25 per cent in the 3
years. Russia and Poland represent
about 15 per cent of the product of 1884-
5, being an increase equal to that of
Austria-Hungary during the period
nrmed. France represents about 124 per
cent of the late production, showing a
falling off of about 20 per cent from 1881-
2, about 23 per cent fron 1882-3 and. over
32 per cent from last year, from which it
will be seen that France has gradually
been reducing her production of beet-root
sugar.

The low prices of the last few years |

have operated disastrously to some of the
weaker cane sugar men, especially in the
West Indies, another cause tending to-
wards an advance in price. The stocks
st the four principal United States ports

on lst September were 149,207 tons
against 163,445 tons at the same date last
year, Willett & Hamlin’s New Yorl cir-
cular of 10th inst. says of prices at that
date: “The refined market has led
the raw market in the advance of
the week. The demand from 1ihe
country constantly exceeded the supply,
and all grades of refined advanced
largely.” The consequent demand for
raws, under the influence of lighter
stocks than usual, stiffened prices for
these also. The estimate of all stocks in
that city for 1st January is given at 63,-
000 tons as against 104,000 tons last
January. The average bond price (fair
refining in the United States for 40 years,
a8 per the same authorify, was 479 cents;
the lowest to January, 1885, was, in 1848,
2:87 cents ; the lowest in 1885 was 2:60
cents; on the 3rd inst, it was 3-48 cents ;
by the '10th inst. it had risen to 3'54
cents, The New Orleans Picuyune con-
tributes the following to the movement :

“With the opening of September, the new
gugar season may be said to have begun, for at
thig time the beat sugar industry enters upon a
new crop, upon the prospective and actual
resulls of which, and the disposition of its own-
ers to press it for sale or withhold it, the range
of prices during next yeur will depeund, It is
therefore of interest to study not only the pro-
bable magnitude of this crop, bat the temper
of ita manufacturers and others friendly to the
cnuse of the producer. The strongest argu-
ment which ean be nsed by the latter in favor
of a most prosperous sugar yearis of course
furnished by . the great reduction in the beet.
sugar crop, of which the following cstimate
and comparigon with former years gives o very
clear showing :

“This estimate was prepared by one of the
leading sugar firms of Amsgterdam, in advance
of Mr. Licht's usual estimate, for {enr, perhaps,
that his might bein brighter colors than justi-
tied by the present outlook or desirable at the
present time. However, Me. Licht's owu esti-
mates seem to be in porfeet harmony with it.
The next crop therefore showa a deficit of 525,
000 tons in the praduction of hect-sugaralone.

CREAM SEPARATORS.

The annual report of the Oniario
Government farm at Guelph, recently re-
ferred to, contains some interesting statis-
tics concerning the possibilities of the
centrifugal system of separating cream
from milk, a summary of which will not
be unwelcome to our readers at a time
when the system is still but little beyond
the region of experiment, To remove all
the cream, unaccompanied by other
material *“is not possible,nor, for the sake
of easy churning, desiralile ; in any case
about one-eighth of the volume of the .oil
globules remain in the millk,” The centri-
fugal tester employed on the Guelph
farmis driven by a side belt from a por-
table engine at the rate of 1,200 revolu-
tions per minute, and the separation is
complete in little over half an hour. The
series of experiments from winter milk
gave 8§ per cent of cream from deep-
setling at 60 degrees Fahrenheit, 15.1 per
cent from deep-setting at 40 degrees,
and 13.1 from the centrifugal tester,
It is given as a point worth woting that
these apparent values have to be iaken
in connection with the exact value or
butter produce from each of the systems,
the quality and keeping-character of
butter being influenced by the purity of
the cream.  An evidence of the value of
the centrifugal system is shown by the
further recovery of from 2 to 6 per cent
of cream from the milk skimmed at 40
degrees. The experiments with summer
milk gave 12.1 at 607, 16.2 at 40°, and 11
with the centrifugal. “The fact of the
centrifugal not getting more than 11 per
cent in summer is evidence of a thinner

condition of milk from pasture, no heavy |

milk comparatively, and [therefore less

work for machinery to do.....If there
were such a thing desirable asa poor
man’s milk, in the sense of giving least
trouble to 'secure the most cream at 60°
the Jersey and Ayrshire have led at 16
per cent.”

A chemical analysis of the cream from
the same breed of cows by both centri-
fugal and deep-setling at 40° gave 584
per cent of water in the former and 739
per cent in the latter, a difference of 15}
per cent showing how the deep-setting
weighed 8 per cent more than the other
—water being of greater specific gravity
than cream. The analysis shows actually
164 per cent more fat in the same volume
of cream by centrifugal separation than
by the deep-setting system at 40°. This
means that the centrifugal system will

give 6 1bs, more butter from 100 lbs. of -

cream than is possible from the deep-
setting system ab the low temperature
indicated, The superintendent is of
opinion that if the centrifugal machine can
be somewhat reduced in price, and a
one-hovse power be suflicient, there is a

-near place for it in the future, on any

farm of 12 or 15 cows. “‘The minimum of
280 1bs. of milk thus got counld be sep-
arated from its cream in one hour—no
waiting for cream gatherer, no setting at
& certain depth and temperature, less
risks from bad management, no possible
sour milk for calves, no necessity for ice
or water nor a specially constructed
dairy, and no heavy milk losses.” Recent
advices from England favor the machine
James Long, the author of some works on
dairying, says the separator can be used
on any farm having from 10 to 20 cows,
that it costs $140, is driven by one horze,
will separate 20 gallons per hour at a
speed of 3,000,and that as small a quan-

tity as five gallons can be handled. Itis '

scarcely necessary to explain that the
centrifugal system is simply a practical
application of the well-known natural
force by which any object revolving on a
given centre is continnally trying to fly
off from that centre. The cream separa-
tor is a vessel containing milk, the com-
ponent parts of which are of different
weights ; the rapid revolution of the
vessel drives the heavier ingredients to
the outer circumference, leaving the
cream at the centre. The impurities,
being heaviest, will form the outside ring,
and the skim milk the middle layer. The

separators consist chiefly of a hollow
stee] drum revolving on a vertical axis

‘with tubes for drawing off the skim milk

and the cream, and some other details.
There are a number of machines, each
claiming some special merit, but these

mbst form the subject of further refer-
ence.

The idea of the centrifugal process was
doubtless derived from the machines
long in use 'in the manufacture of sugar,
for drying cloths, yarn, ete., and for filter-
ing. When first introduced the Danish
Government appointed a celebrated
expert, Prof, J. N. Fjord, Lo examine
and report wupon it, The results
from milk of several farms showed
a ten months' average, by the new
system, of 232 per cenk more butter
than with ice at 10 hours, 14} per cent
more than with ice at 34 hours, 40.4 per
cent more than water at 50° at 34 hours,
14. 4 per cent more than the low-pan
system at 34 hours, and 71 per
cent more than by churning the milk
direct. Experiments with milk from
the farmers’ own cows resulted in the
following average number of pounds
of milk to produce one pound of butter :
Centrifugal 24'4, churning of milk 267,
ice 34 hours 27, ice ten hours 294, water
at 50° Fahrenheit 34 hours, 32 lbs. The
experiments with bought milk showed for
11 months an average of 25}, 273, 20-2,
31'3, and 35'9 1bs. of milk, respectively.
The milk from Danish cows is said to be
less rich than that from Canadian.
Analysis of the butter obtained by the
different methods of skimming showed an

-equal quantity of water all round, beiag

2} ounces to a pound of butter.

In chapter XXIII of Superintendent
Brown’s report, of which we have freely
availed ourselves in this article, he refers
to the possible application of elecricity
in separating cream from milk, and we
learn that experiments in this direction
are now heing made in New York.

HONEST WORK.

If the laborer is worthy of his hire, the
hire, on the other hand, is worth the labor.
There is scarcely a department of trade
or manufacture in which honest work is
not of vital importance to the employer.
Without it he pays too much in wages,
and is deprived of the means of success-
fully competing with his rivals in busi-
ness.’ True, libor-saving machinery bas
done much to regulate laber, for the ma-
chine in motion must be fed, but the
employe has it still in his power to pro-
mote the interest of his employer to a
degree far beyond what is commonly
considered his duty in the premises from
the workman’s standpoint.

It is not only in the greater cost of the
goods manufactured that the employer is
nade to sufler, but in the lack of those
many little improvements which the in-
telligent workman cannob fail to discover
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{'rom time to time, and which go so far to
popularize, to promote the sale of the
goods. The commercial travellerand the
shopkeeper should, if possible, be fur-
nished with some new idea or improve-
ment in his line every season or two. Tho
salesman should not, on the other hand,
expect to be received kindly by Lthe desl-
er whose lust bill o goods brought him
frequent complaints from customers be-
cause the bultons dropped oft ub the firsl
strain, becaunse the spools of thread or
sticks of tape were many yards short, or
the boot siraps gave way after the first
sonking, or because ihe packages of
white lead or zinc were short by the
weight of the keg. It shoui(l‘be the en-
deavor of all workmen, all manufactarers,
apart from honest work, to study improve-
mens which, however trifling in them.
selves, prove a great assistance to the
salesman abroad or at home. The
substantial character of Canadian manufac.
tures is well known; but do we always
keep pnce with the times in studying
neatness, in putling up goods honestly—in
such ashapethat the eye of the customer is
abtracted as they are set forth in the
show window of the retailer?

But it is not among the employes of
ouy large factories Lhat we should look
for more honest work. 1t is rather among
those who in a manner less aggregate are
employed lo conlribute to our daily needs.
The baker for example, is not doing his
work honesily when he mixes inferior
grades or potatces with his *‘ Strong
Bukers',” and charges a price which with-
in a few cents per pound—na large profit
—is altogether in his own bands ; and it
is not honest work to wunderbake his
loaves in order to maintain them at the
legal weight. This is not only dishonest
bul the baker injures himself in the long
run, for people would consume more
bread were it better made. The butcher

and the grocer would also do much better

were they to maintain a better quality of
goods. The use of coffee in Canada has
Inrgely fallen away, owing to the dishon-
est mixtures usually sold under the
name. DBut the recent endeavers of one
house are likely to restore it {o public
favor.

In how many houses buill by tender,
are the flonrs in a year after found
treacherous Lo walk upon and only kept
in place by the carpets? how many
plumbers are there whose work bears in-
speclion before & second or even a third
visit ? how many mechanics are there
who will charge a first-class price for
work performed with third.class mater-
ials 7 how many printers will not take
pains to juslify their columns and save

’

the time of the man who must handle the
work after it leaves their composing
sticks? how many contractors who will
put sand in the cement, or use mortar in
its place? how many avchilects give
satisfaction {o the man who employs
them? ‘There are  a great many houor-
able exceplions, but it is to be regretied
that the tendency «ll round is to give as
little value for the money as posgible, to
scamp work, and to labor rather for the
present than for the future, It is {old
of a certain wealthy man in a c¢ity not far
away that on one oceasion he repri-
maunded for slovenly work a mechanic
who bad known him in a very humble
position. “Itell you what, Billy— "

- exclaimed the man, * 1 shan’t stand such

words from you, Why I remember you
when you were nothing but & drammer in
a regiment ! "— And so 1 was,"” retorted
the manufacturer; “sol wasa drummet ;
but didn’t Idrum well, ek ? didu’t I drum
well?”  Now this ¢ drumming well,” as
has rightly been said, is the true, the
genuine, secret of success, for the in-
dividual, the regiment, the whole country.
1t consists in doing one’s duty houestly, as
well as it can be done, in whatever may
be one’s position, not for the sake of the
reward that may accompany it, and yet
not despising the reward when it comes.

LEAD PENCILS.

Among the many industries, great and
small, fostered by the national policy in
Canada, one looks in vain for a lead-
pencil factory, although Canadian graphite
does not compare unfavorably with that
found near the south end of ILake Cham-
plain. The value of lead-pencils [the term
is a misnomer] imported to Cenada during
the last six years was as follows:

The number of gross entered for con-
sumption last year was 27,461 ; the duty

In reply to inquiries sent us from time
to time concerning this branch of manu-
facture, we ave enabled to lay the follow—
ing particulars belore our readers, for
which we are to some extent indebled to
a paper on the subject by Mr. Cleveland,
of the Dixon Company of New Jersey.

Few localities yield graphite of suffi-
cient purity for making pencils, The
mine of Borrodaile, in Cumberland, Eng.,
was long noted for the superiority of its
graphite, and gave England a monopoly in
the finest quality of pencils, the annual
product being about $200,000. These
mines have long been exhausted, To fit

requisite harduess for use.

the graphite for the wooden grooves,
it was formerly sawn into ptisms of the re.
quired shape and of such length as the
lump admitted, several lengths being re-
quired for vne pencil, as the lumps were
usually small and the pieces very brittle,
The attempts to compress it inlo blocks
in powerful bydvaulic presses did noy
meeb with much success. The plan of
grinding into a pigment which was hard-
ened into a block by bulting was an after
discovery, When the Barrodaile mine
was giving oul, Conté of Paris invented
the method of producing the “leads?
by making o wixture of graphite andelay,
pressing it into the required shape from .
a mass like dough, and baking it into the
All the pen-
Cils now sold are made by this process
which largely overcomes: the dificultics
caused by impuritiesin the graphite,

To purify the Lake Champlain graph-
ite, it is first ground very fine in water
and afterwards treated with sulphurie
and nitvic acids, and after being washed
clean, is heated toa bright red. Tt is
then mixed with water until thin enough
to run very freely, and the mixture
turned into a hopper, whence it fows
through a tube near the botlom into the
first of a series of four tubs or barrels
placed like a series of steps, each ful
being placed nbout one-third of its height
above the next below, and each communi-
cating by & pipe or tube on a level with
the top of the barrel next beneath it.
The coarser or heavier particles will set-
tle at the bottom of the first tub," the
next heavier in the next tub, and soon,
till the water will run almost clear from
the overflow of the last tub of the series.
For the finest pencils the deposit in the
last tub is used, but for the commoner
sorts, the deposit in the tub next to the
last' will answer very well, and for ordi-
nary pencils the deposit in the one still
before that is used, The stream should
run into the first tub very slowly and
gently, so that the contents of each tub
will be but slightly disturbed,

After the operation has gone on for
some time, the inlet is closed,and the con-
tents of the tubs allowed several hours to
settle. The clear water above the deposit
is then decanted by withdrawing a small
wooden plug, several of which are in-
serted in hales bored in the sides of the
tubs, at convenient distances from the
top, and by drawing out these one al a
time, as the water gets lower, all the
water is run off without disturbing the
deposited graphite, which is very light
and will rise with the least agitation,
especially that in the last tub,- Gates
near the bottom of the tubs are then
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maised, and thecontents removed and
dried,

The graphite is now ready for the clay.
The clay employed is that known as
u pipe-clay,” which is usually a bluish-gray
color, ling great sirength, and is very unc-
tuous and fatty when wet. The chief
source of supply is Rotlerdam in Holland ;
it is largely used in the manufacture of
crucibles. ‘The clay is separated in water-
and flonted through a series of tuba in the
same manner as the graphite, only the
finest part being fit for pencils, Like the
graphite, also, it is dried before mixing, in
order that the mixture may be exact
and reliable for the diftferent grades of
«leads.” The larger the proportion of
clay the harder the grade, and a less pro-
portion of cluy and more graphite pro-
duce asofter grade. For a medium grade
the proper proportion by weight is seven
parls of clay to 10 parts of graphite.

Water is added to the clay and graphite
and the mass fairly mixed to the consti-
tuency of thiek cream. In this sinte the
mass is fed into tha mills for final grind-
ing. These mills are of slone, about two
{eet in diameter, only the top.stone run
ning, and that at considerable speed, the
operation being much like grinding paint,
and the mass passing through the mills
many times. Tor very fine pencils it is
run through as many as 24 times before
it is considered ready for use, It is now
a pasty mass, and this is enclosed in a
canvass bag and placed in a powerfu]
steam press, where the water is squeezed
out, in much the game manner as oil is
pressed out of ground linseed. 'This
pressing is curried to that point that
leaves the mixture n stiff dongh ready for
the forming press, .

Association of Bankers will be held at
Chicago on the 23rd and 24th instant,
and is expected to be a very full and in-
teresting gathering, It is worthy of note
that the silver problem is put prominent-
ly in the foreground for discussion,
Tapers on this subject are to be read by
the president, Mr. L. J. Gage, of Chicago,
by Mr. George 8. Coe, of New York, and
others. Mr. lague (whom some of the
Chicago papers describe ns manager of the -
Bank of Montrealy has again been invited
to read a paper, the subject proposed to
him being “an estimate of the amount*
‘ of foreign capital in this country, and
“the prohable effect on that capital of a
‘* currency on an exelusively silver basis
“in the United States.”” We understand

that Mr. Hague has accepted the invita-
tion, and we hope in our next issue to
give some account of his paper, which we
have no doubt will be valuable and instrue-
tive. In addition to thess, papers are pro-
mised on bank examinations, by an ex-
perienced examiner and on defalcations
and official malleasances—a pressing
question just now with our neighbors,

A novel proposal is that made by Mr,
Odell of Chicago, to establish an sssociate
membership, to which bank officers of a
certain number of years’ standing, may be
admitled on passing an examioation on
banking subjects ; a diploma is to be
granted also. It is thought this will
stimulate stucly, especially among young-
er men, and give them a derire to
acquire opportunities foracquiring know-
ledge on all matters connected with the
banking profession.

FIRE INSURANCE TARIFF.

Our correspondent “Reform,” whose.

communication appearved last week, is
undoubtedly sincere, but the subjects
treated by him may perhaps admit of
further study. We are aware that the
“special ratings '’ of the Canadian Boards
have been. expensive, and have not
yielded adequate results because of the
constant changes in risks, the intrigues of
brokers, and the instability of under-
writers’ organizations ; therefore it is not
our intention to advocate the repetition
of so expensive & process, 1f the present
taviff is equitably constructed upon the
principle of “an adequate {rate for an
average risk " it should be so adapled to
circumstances as to allow addilions for
exira risk and abatements for diminished
visks ; butif it is—as it professes to be—
% an equitable schedule of rates for the
minimum risk of each class,” then it is

obviously necessary that additions shall’

be made for all risks which exceed the
minimum, and it should be so stated upon
itsface. Admit the principle that extra
companies and extra oxposuves, insufli-
cient or free insurance, are additional
risks,—require full descriptions and pro
per diagrams with applications, . placeless
dependence on maps, place the treatment

of applications in the hands of experi-

enced underwriters who know that if

" proper principles of rating had prevailed

in Canada they would long ago have
brought home to the minds of the people
the fact of hazards being ecnmulative, and
would have led the people to abate and
the offices to avoid the hazards of confla-
gration.  “ Rutes,” whether minimum or
maximum, schedule or special, high or
low, are not ali of fire insurance ; intelli-

gence and experience in their applica-
tion, in the selection of risks, and in per-
fecting both sides of what is, too often, a
unilateral contract because of the care-
lessness of agents and of clerks, are abso-
lutely necessary to success and peace.

Wa do not believe it is either practicable
or necessary 80 to enlarge the functions
of the Insurance Department as to enable
it to inveslizate the causes of fires.
Every municipality should do that for it.
self, and the rales of insurance as well as
the acceptance of risks should depend
upon its faithful performance. Arson
and fraud are generally the fault of the
insurance agent and the clerk who ap-
proves the application for insurance with-
out information, which he could obtain
from properly filled applications and from
the mercantile agencies. Building laws
would follow intelligent ratings—and the
rigid resistance to exaggerated claims
would cause them fo cease, So long as
the companies are ready to say lon claim.
ant_of doubtful antecedents : “You may
“present a ten thousand dollar claim for.
“a five thousand dollar loss with the
“ assurance that you will get your $5,000
“in any event, with a fair chunce of from
421000 to $5,000 more,” they will have
the excessive cluims they thus encourage.

Wehave persistently advocated the Co-
insurance clause, and so do not need now
to refer to it. Close observers of the
altered modes and conditions of trade
know that there is as large an insurance;
on grain now as formerly—bub in smaller.
amounts, scattered throughout the coun-
try. Substitute railways for hulls, large
retail stocks for large wholesale ones, and
the many other changes made by in-
creased and improved means of communi.

- THE ONTARIO BOARD OF HEALTH.

The third annual report of the Ontario
Board of Health, being for the year 1884,
is a valuable coniribution to the hygienic
records of the Province, and not the least
valuable of the many excellent statistical
works issued by the Provincial Legislature,
The work is largely taken up with special
reports of different locslities, cities, towns,
villages and townships, the diseases pre-
vailing from local causes, and practical
hints for the removal of nuisances, Toronto
is made the subject of suggestions that
might be advantageously adopted in other
places. The sewage should be used to
fertilize neighboring waste fields instead
of allowing it to convert “ the limpid bay
of half a century or less ago.....into
what is little better than a cess-pool.”
Earth-closets are favored by the report,
and it is recommended to have a by-law
making their use compnlsory. Garbage
should be burnt, as in Hamilton, where
the cremalorium cost less than $1,000.
A furnace for Toronto with its pepulation
of 107,000 (including Parkdale) would
cost about $2,000. Plumbers should be
compelled Lo submit their plans to the
Board, to be kept on file for reference,
and all applinnces so placed as to be
easily inspected at any time. ¢ Some.
times,” snys the report, thoese who pre-
tend to know the most about sanitary
plumbing, and advertise thernselves as
sanitary plumbers are the worst offend-
ers,” “Some are ignorant,” but others
“ wilfully deceive and become really
guilty of manslaughter.” The report
denls with what are known as filth dis.
enses, with the location of cemeteries, the
polluting influence of saw-dust deposits,
the beneficial influence of vaccination,
causes of the outbreak of diphtheria in
certain loealities, innoculation for pre-
vention of cholera, consumption [tuber.

BUSINESS PROSPECTS IN THE U, S.

Financinl and commercinl matters in the
United States continue to show hopeful signs
of improvement, Money is still as eagy appar-
ontly asever, but there has been a considerable

demand from the south and west for moving
the cotton and grain crops. Added to thisis a
moderate demand in the East, which is perbaps
one of the most encouraging signs of revived
life in manufacturing lines. The reserves of
the associated banks in New York have de-
creased, but they are still $50,000,000, in excess
of the legal minimum.

The Chronicle notes that tbere has been no
materinl development during the week, but on
thie other hand no check to the better demand
in ceriain departments has been felt. Some
branches of trade have not yet felt the in-
fluence of this demand, very noteworthy
amongst them being the grocery trade, where
as yet but little new life can be discovered. In
commenting on this state of affairs the Chronicle

says: ‘‘Qur imporis of tens (n commodity
“ which is supposed to indicate the quickening
“of the public pulge with grealer sensitiveness
“ thap any other), are forced to find & market
 through our auction reoms wholly ; and thig
*is go to a. more marked degree g¢ven than last
“sengon, Sugars, too, apother article of uni-
“versnl conswmption, have failed to show any
“incrensed demand.’’ .

In endeavoring to explain the position of
this trade it adds :  # The productivn of sugar,
“for instance, has been notoriously excessive,

“ It is undoubtedly true that the whole trade
* situation is in & much better state than it was
“a yenr ago. Even the auctionsale of tea
“which took place this week, thongh it was
‘ we believe, the largest of the season, showe
“more spirit than any, and the steadiness of
“ prices was a surprise to the trade.”

The last report of the Department of Agricul~

Buta short crop, with asurplus in
the country from last season, variously esti-

The estimate for corn is slightly in excess of
that made at the same time last year, while the
cotlon c¢rop, if no untowsrd weather retards its
full development and ripening, will be excel-
lent.

ONTARIO OROP REPORTS.

We are iidebted to Mr. A, Blue, secretary of
the Ontario Burean of Industries, for the
following summnry of reports on the staple
crops of Ontario, and vevised estimates of the
produce of crops, based on returns by 731 cor-
regpondents, made under date of the 3rd inst.

As will be seen by tie appended table, the’
yield of fall wheat throughout the Province js
even better than appeared by the August re-
port of the Bureau, the average being 24.3 bush-
els ?er nere ag againgt an estimate 23.3 bushels
by the last report; or & total product according
to the furmer of 21,280,543 bushels, as against
20,374,720 bushels by the latter. Many corres-
pondents state that the result of threshing
showed that_the crops suffered far less than
was expected b{ the rains which prevailed over
large areas of the Pruvince: during the barvest

geason, Though the grain sprouted in some’

localities, and though, as mentioned in the
August report, there are pretty general com-
plaints of rust in low-lying fields, still, asa
whole, the crop was harvested in surprigingly
good condition,.the result no doubt of the cool
breezy weather which followed the rains of early
barvest.-

Scldom, if ever, has there been a brighter
prospect for spring wheat than there was this

season at the time the fields had obtained their
growth and were just approaching matusity.
Notwithstunding thie retarding infivences of the
late spring, the plant had made a very strong
and luxuriant development—the straw was
thick and besvy and the heads large. As the
grain began to ripen, however, it showed signs
of being badly attacked Ly tust, induced and
encournged by the dull, murky weather, with
frequent  showers, whiek prevailed. The
August report expressed some apprehensions
as 1o the effects of this visitation ; but its rav-
ages have turned out to be much more serioug
than they were at that time supposed to he.
Throughoul western Untario the cropis, in
fact, almust wholly destroyed, only a few fields
on high and light Jands giving even a fractional
yield,  Much of the spring wheat is not worth
threghing ; the facmers are cutting it in lavpe
quantitics for fodder, or using the shrunken
grain for chicken fred. The midge, also, bas
been very aetive in the beads of wheat ; but
its eflecis nre entirely overshadowed by those
of the rust, The reports from eastern Ontario,
1he great spring wheat region of the Province,
are wore reussuring, Though there is consid-
erable rust, as well as midge and weeril,
and though the exyressiuus of the correspon-
dents arc not nearly go glowing as they were
at the date of their August advices, yet there
appears to be reasonanble hope that the grain
will thresh out & fair avernge. The berry,
however, is shrivelled and inferior. Owing lo
the Jate very unsettled weather, larvesting
operatiuns are not yet completed, except in a
few westerly and southerly localities. Taking
the Province asa whole, there will probably
be a deficiency in the spring wheat product,
many farmers being obliged to purchase their
supplies of Hour nud seed. The quality of the
grain, too, will be poor, the rust being more
futal to the finer varicties than to goose wheat
and other coarse, bearded varieties. The
figures returned estimate the tolal yield forthe
Province at this date at 9,226,796 bushels
agninst 14,873,524 bushels estimated in the
August report, a reduction of over one-third.

The condition of the barley crop; as indicated
in the August bulletin, is verified in every par-
ticular by  the lntter returns as now received.
The growth of straw.was unusually long, and,
exce}n. in one or two localities, the grain was
a full avernge in plumpness and weight ; but
the bulk of the crop was permanenily damaged
by the storm of August 3rd, which extended
pretty generally all over Ontario.” To make
matters still worse, the wealher since that date
has been broken and unfavorable, causing
the barley barvest to be considerably delayed,
and the crop in many caseg to be housed in a
damp and unfit condition. Correspondents

enerally estimate thatfrom two-thirds to four.
fifths of the barley erop of the Proviuce is dis-
colored by the rains, and none of this will
grade higher than No. 2 at the best. In con-
sequence of the continued bnd barvest weatber
the estimated aggregate product, by the Iast
returns, is some $39,000 bughels, or an average
of about one bushel per acre less than the esti-
mate of last month.

The prospect ofthe oat cropisless favorable,
according W the latest reports, than it wns
earlier 1n the season, OUwing to the unuvsually
rauk growth of onts, the general latencss of
the season, and tlie Auguststorm, theripening
period was deleyed considernbly past the ordin-
ary time, It is under such conditions that rust
is usuanlly developed ; and the weather und tem-
i;emture being likewige conducive to it, &
arge proportion of the oat crop of the Province
became speedily affected by this scourge, In
western Ontario only the earliest sown fields
or those in high situations, escaped and ti ened
to perfection. In the eastern part of the Prov-
ince, in the Linke Ontario group, the prospect
is glightly more encouraging, but throughout
north-enstern Ontario the crop is so late that
farmers do notexpect it to ripen tillfrost comes
to their assistance, The black varieties scem
to be more susceptible to rust than the others,
In the Lake Erie district, oals were seriously
damaged by grasshoppers during the growin
season,. The cstimated average prodnct o
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August i diminished by nearly {wo bushels

A large proportiou of the pea product has heen
harvested in good condition, showing a good
sumple.  Whit remains is diflicndt 1o harvest,
us the excessive moisture produces abunormal
sprouting and blossoming, and the rain and
wind bent down the staw. The grain may he
saved, but in most cnses the siraw will be
valueless for feeding purposes. 1t is gratifying
10 observe that the bug has been almost entively
absent tis year,
