We ueed not say that Flavius Clemeus, the
two young Casars and all their famly had
pothisg to do with the rebellion planoed by
Lucius Antovius.

¢ Are you certain,’ csked the Emperor, stop
piog abruptly before Regulus, *of all you are
telling me? How did you get this information ?
You will readily understand the grave character
of theae revelations, and bow necessary it is that
1 should be informed of the smallest circums
slapces connected with them.’ _

Then lowering ber voice, she added sadly :

¢ I can no looger protect thee . ... A more
powerful god has broken my weapons! ...,
Jupiter bimself could not save bis davghter !. . . o?

The Emperor bounded on bhis bed, awoke
suddenly, and screamed so loudiy, that his puards
who walched in the adjoining room, rushed in to
protect him.

Domitian was mavigg his arms wildly, as if to
drive awav some fearful visioco, and repeating in
a voice full of anguwish ¢

¢tSaveme! saveme’.... Help Minerva!
eeon sheis there! ... there!.... Do you
see her? .... She abandonsme!....’

But no other eye could discover that which
D mitian’s gaze followed with increasing anxiety
15 this vast room scarcely hghted by a single
la- p, par that which bis trembliog band poio-ed
at in the vacant gloom,

At early dawa, when Regulus entered the
Emperor's room, be found Domitian koeeling by
his hYedside, ns hauds raised to heaven.

Regulus had read the mysterious proclamation
po-ted on the walls of Rome, during the nigit,
and pot upderstandiog bow these documents,
which be beld safe at home, could bave been
mwade public, he had hastened to the palace to
bave this stravge fact explaioed, and, at ail
events, to inform the Emperor of it, But on
fisding Domitian in this state of complete pros-
tration, caused by the eveats of that fearful night
he foresaw some circumstance still wmore fatal
than those which already caused s apxiety ;
sod extending nis bands to the Emperor, he ex-

¢ To the name of the gods, mv lord, what s
the matter with you, and what has happeoed 7’

Domitian raised tis vacant and tearful eyes
upon the intormer, and gatheriog a little courage
from his presence, wiped away the cold sweat
fram fs brow, snd murmured hoarsely :

* Fearful omens! Horrible pight ! ...

¢ My lord,’ said Regulus, who, seeing his mas-
ter overwhelmed by a terror which be could not
understand, sought to divert his attention by an
important disclosure, ¢ the document I gave you
yesterday, and of which 1 alone possess tbe capy,
has been posted on Rome last pight. How did
this happen ¥

¢ This is as it shounld be,” replled Domitian,
showing no astomshment : * Minerva, who abao-
doos me, has taken these documents and has
doubtless caused them to be distributed in Rome,
sese I am lost, Regulus? cried the tyrant
with sudden fiercecess, ¢ the gods have conspired
agaiost me | they want my death? .... Let
their bolts sirike me if they wib? be added 10 a
tone ot despair, and biding his face in his bands.

Triumphing at last of bis own weakness and
returning graduslly to the angry mood, Domitian
refated to Regulus, with many interruptions,
whal bad occurred since their last interview,

These who are fammhar witbh the ancient
writers, know bhow strangely superstitious the
Romans were, and the facility with which they
accepted the most incredsble prodigies. Re
gulus was particularly addicted to 1hese supersti-
tious fears, and he was often knowa to shed the
blood of victims to conjure the effects of evil
omens and propitiate the anger of the gods,—
We may them imagine the smpressions lett 12 bis
soul by the Emperor’s parrative, 20 eloguently
stzengthened by the mysterious removal of the
papers, the apparition of Minerva, and the unac-
couatable dirulgation of Laucius Antonius® pro-
clamation. -

But who was this god, more powerful thao
Minerva, greater even than Jupiter, since the
Xing of Olympus could not protect bis daughter
against his power? :
~ Domitiag and Regulus, moved by the same
presentimeot, remembering the  jumors - so
leng circulated in Rome, thought of the God of
the Christians, and without communicatiog, to
each other this thought; betook themselves to
reflect that it would not be wise to attack Him
at this time. 'Would He not come to the asaist-
ance of His worsbippers it they were threatened 7
And since He bad had the power to overtbrow
Minerva, could 1t be hoped that he would spare
the Emperor 7*

cumbed to the superior streogth of an adversary

Domitian expressed this secret resolve of his

[rightesed beart when, after a long pause, he 2aid
to Regulus:

¢ It is to—day T must eee those sons of David,
announced to Rome by the Fates .... It wmil
be,1f I believe certain secret warnings, the end
of these mysterious eveols .... the beginning
of some bope or the confirmation of all my feara,
We must beware of this uoseen power
which nobody koows and which reveals itselfl by
such prodigies

Whilst conversing in this maener, the En-
peror aod Regulus were waiking slowly through
the vasl apariments of the Palatine-House,—~

assa

They reached the ball where they had parted the
day before, and which was coctiguous to the
luminous gallery in which stood the statue of
Minerva, the cause of so maay terrors.

Siace the apparition that bad troubled bhis

gs'eep, Domitan bad not dared to enter the gal-
lery ; bul be felt a lively curiosity to know what
had become of the statue ; whether it bad left
1's pedestal forever; or, 1if it had resumed ils
place, whether it was stil despoiled of its armor,
as he had seen her during the night.
Dom+tian, still uader the impression of his ter-
ror, would pot have thought of going alone 1nto
the fatal gallery, but encouraged by Lhe presence
of Regulus, be determwed to verify the facts
immediately. ~ Pale aod trembling, they eotered
togerher the gallery of phengite stoce.

The goddess was standing as usual on ber
bronze pedestal. The rays of the msing sun
playing oo her michly gided belmet, her shield
and armor, surrounded her with a flood of hight ;
her lance was sull grasped in her moticniess
haod. In other words. nothing was changed
the statue which Domitiao and Regulus ex
ammed wih aoxious care. Nat darog to lay
their bands on it, lest an avenging O.me shoutd
burst forth w0 stmke them, *yet 1hey Jooked
closely ut the faiotest lineamenis of the elaborate
carving of the pedestal, as if they h.d suspected
the truth ; bat the bronze mass kept 1ts own se
crets, and Domiian apd Regulus gave uo all
hopes of discaver ng what the gods doubtless
wished sbould rexcamn an \mpenetrable mystery,

¢ Come, Regulus,” said Domutian, still more
discouraged after this fruitless search, * we must
give up the hope of learning anything from this
statue. ... By Jupiter! ali thus 1s strange and
incrediole /. ca« [f T had not seen the gaddess
move n the darkoess, I might perbaps doubt!
s+ Butthere 1s a terrible and sigmficant real-
ity o these factses.. Well, we shall see....
Regulus you must be here punctually at the se-
veath hour. That s the time fixed for the ex-
aminalions of those sons of Davin,?

Regulus bowed profoundly and promised to be
at the Experor’s orders at the bour appainted.
He then hastened to take leave of D mtian, for
be was anxtous to be relieved of the restraint be
hed exercised to conceal, whilst 1n his master’s
presence, the great trouble that filled his heart,

From the windows of the palace, the Emperor
could hear the distant clamor of the excited
crowds af citizens who bad read the proclama.
nion of Lucius Antonius and now gave utterance
to loud cusses aod threats against the tyrant;
but he could see also hiv Prerorian guard whose
devoiion he bad secured by frequent liberalities,
cbarge the mulutude and disperse them after
covering the street with dead badies,

A smile ot coofidence hipbted his face as he
withdrew nto the interior of lhe palace, mur-
muring to himself:

*By my fortuoe! so long as these brave
swords are mine, 1 may defy even the anger of
the gods.

Whiist Domitian 18 prepari-g to interrogate
the sons of David in presecce of his court, let us
explain how Hirsctus could conceel himself io
Minerva’s statue, for what object he pried mito
Ins master’s secrets, and why he had so adroitly
possessed himself of the pamphlets, letters and
proclamations which Regulus bad brought to tbe
Emperar.

The execration agaist Domitian for bis nu-
merous crimes was organized for bis overthrow,
but they had all failed owing eitber to the weak-
neas of resources, the treachery of some member,
or the want of bo'dness in tbe leaders, Never-
theless, two new conspiracies, 1 aod out of
Rome, had been recently formed, with hopes of
better success.

The immediate object of both was the same—
tbe overthrow of tbe tyrant. The means of ac-
tion and the ultimate design alone were different.
Qae of these corjurations bad at 1ts head Lucius
Astonius, General of the army of Germany, who
relied on his legions, and intended to march on
and proclaim the fall of Domitian.

Little is known about 1thiy revolt, which waa
promplly suppressed, as we shall see. The
Senate, it Is behieved, favored the plans of An-
tonwus, whech were merely to bringsabout a
cbeoge of reign, by placing the young, Casars,
Vespasian and Domitianue, bis designated sue-
cessors, on Domitian’s throae. ‘

yet Domitian knew nothing of it. The first

All tbat Domitian knew was that A i
of Thyana bad promsed the empire l:ﬁ::lv?
after consulting the entrails of a murdered child’
This horrible sacrifice bad been consummated it;
a distant country house, and Domitian had been
wformed of 1t by oue of the disciples of the phi-
losopher, pamed Philiscus, whose humace feelings
had revolted at the abomivavle act. Boqr Phgl-
liscus did not know that Apollonius belonged to
the Nerva party, and that the human sacrifice
was intended to inform the conjurors of the issue
of thewr undertuking.,

Domitian, however, was much incensed against
Apollonius of Thyava for baving encouraged
such hopes. The philosopher, fearing the ven-
gea ce of the Emperor bad carefully prepared
the me ns of justifying bis course ; he wished to
obtaro an audience from Dominan and 10 propi-
tiate bim with presents of rare things brought
back from the distant countries he bad visited,
This was why we have seen him, at Pompey’s
portico, soliciting the intervention of Aurelia
and offering the youog gil the beaurilul murrbine
vases she bad admired,

Hirsutus, the hideous abortion, belonged body
and soul 10 bath of the conspiractes. The heely
butred he bore Dominaa had led um to embrace
with Joy every project that promised his resent—
ment a complete revenge. Both parties bad ac—
cepted eagerly lus co operation, for hig position
near the prince and the great favor he enjoyed,
together with bis bright intellect and the butter
hatred that filled his beart, made him a valusble
auxiiary.

He served the two conspiracies with equal zeal
and faithlulness, never betraying to one the 1n-
formation which conceroed the other ; [reserviog
an wvinlable secrecy in all his acts, and doing his
utmost to preserve the mystery of s double
participation,  So ably did be manage this, that
the leaders in Germany koew nothing of the in—
surrection that was prepariog in Rome, and the
Nerva party was taken by surprise by the pro-
clarmation of Antopivs. Lattle did Hirsutus care

‘when revenge would come, provided Domitian

waa overthrown and be helped to do it,

Hoirsutus baving remarked that the luminous
gallery was the spot where Dumitian held bis
roterviews and dectded the most important ques-
tions, asked himself whether 1t would not be pos-
sible to become 20 1nviaible Iistener. [t was no
easy matier, and yet he succeeded in procurmg a
piace of concealment in the brazen baze of M.
perva’s statue, Itis probable that, assisted by
the gold of the conspirators, be had secured the
services of some skilful workmen during Dom-
tian’s absence, : .

The noise heard by Domtian and Regulus
war made by Hirsutus entering his post of ob-
servation by a subterzanean passage. ‘The young
mao bad béard the most important part of the
conversation between the Smperor and the in-
former. We have seen how adroitly he had
takee possession of the papers. The bloody
mark on the tripod was from his wounded band,

That evemng three important things were done
by Hirstus:

He sept the proclamations to the tavern we
havg mentioned, with orders that they should be
copied and posted that same oight.

At _the same tme a courier was dispatched
from Rome to Germany, bearing the following

Domitian, 1t will be remembered, bad made an
appointmeat with Regulus for the seventh bour,

Twenty-four lictors, clad in white tunics, sur-
rounded the raised platform upon which the cu-
rule chair was placed, and whesce Domitian’s
glance could study the whole assemblage. A
cobort of Pretorians with bucklera and naked
swords, formed a line around the columns. Their
bright helmets of burnished braes, and brilliant
lacernas ‘derived additional lustre from the dark

Amidst all ‘tins pompous ‘theatrical .disnlay,
Domititn, pale: and silent, gazed with’ pensive
‘eyea and clouded brow on the throog of cour-
tiers, whose names were proclaimed aloud as
they approached to make therr. obeissance with
bended kuoee, and to take their place, anxious and
trembling, on each side of the throoe. ‘

Three persons entered, who bowed respect-
fully, but without prosirating tbemselves.

'Phe Emperor looked up, surprised,to recog
aize those who had failed to give him this mark
of abject submision. Hia eyes fell on Flavius
Clemens and his tiwvo 5015, tae presamptive beirs
ot the empire. ' s

Domitian reddened, and his eyes flashed ; but
%e restrained bis pasiion, and b fealures re-
sumed their impenetrable mask.

An iwvoluntary shudder, hike the shock of a
galvanic battery, - communicated ttself to the
ernwd of courtiers, already the prey of so much
anxiety. Among the most apxious was$ Vibius
Crispus, who kaew too well the reason for the
offensive reserve, so openly manifested by the
Emperor’s relations. o

But the fears of the courtiers mcreased when
Marcus Regulus mace bis appearance, The m-
former’s demeanor was as insolent towards the
assemblage as it w.s affectedly servile towards
the Emperor. The smile of iateiligence mith
which Domutian greeted the wretch prostrate at
s feet, was full of ormoous meaming. Every
one felt that scmething terrible was about to

bappen.
The E

mperor and the 1dformer _enjoyed toge-

ther the pitiful spectacle of this universal terror.
At last, Domitiac made a swgn that be was

about to speak. All eyes were fixed upon bhum ;-

every ear listened eagerly for the words that

were to relieve the general suspense.

THE LAND QUESTION OF IRELAND.
(PROM TIMES EPEOIAL COXMISSIONER.)
No. 1L
ATELonE, Sept. 4.

I chall cot dwell at any great length on tha cha-
racter of the land eystem of this noeighbourhood,
viewed 88 a whole, or on tke s~cial phonomena dis-
closed in i, for to do 8o would be to repeats good
deal of what I heve wrilten in previous letters. The
wages of the agricaltural labourer aboat Athloneare
very much the same a3 I have fooud them to be 1
other places; that is, they average from 6. to 105. a
week, and the ciesg, a3 & rule, i3 not unprosperous
The rate of rent is extremely variable. Unfortonately,
[ bave not the means of compariog it with what it
was & century dgo, for Arthur Young did not wiait
-his place, but I may say, generally, that 1t ranges
from 3l. to 1531. the Irish scre—tbat is, from about.
36s. to 03. the Englich. Any good land is pothigh'y
rected ; indeed, the finc meadows along the Shannon
appear to me-to be let low—~it muat b3 reraembered,
towaver, that they nre ‘drowned’ by floods duriog
four roonthe of the yeac—and tbe rate of rent upon
large farms i3, in my jedgment, reasonohle and
moderate. This rematk, however, hardly appliea to
she smsiler farme in maoy places. The reats of
these are very often high; and I welked over several
bundzeds of acres of cold thin, and huogry land, io-
habited by & race of poor occupiers, who paid 20s.
+he Irish acre, and which I should cocsider dear nt
123 Farmg vary exceediagly in extent; a fow, ate
considerable distancs from Athlone, are grazing
tractg of a large size ; & good many reagh 20 and 50
acres, but an immense number are very gmell, mere
patches from twa to four or five acres. The country
beyond the flats of the Shauzon is fairly divided be.
tween tillage and pasture. but the agricalture, as
s rale, i3 of an inferior kind; the broeds of cattle
and sheep are sometimes coarre; the 0IOD3 Ars Ob-
easionslly bickward and thin; good farmsteads are
nat often seen; whole estates are covered with mud
cabing j the landseape reminds you, in toe maay
places, of what Ireland was before 1846, On tke
wkale, in & materis]l point of view the tenantry of
this neighbourhood are leze prosperous than I have
found them to be elsewhere ; and, as I shall show
particolarly afterwards, they are at lemat as fall of
dipcontent s8 taose in sny part of Tipperary. The
1and system of the country in general 18 in all esaeg~-
tial fentuies, tha same as that which Ibave slready
poticed The line between the owner nnd occupier
of the soil coincides tolerably nearly with that which
marks the great religions divisioos of Ireland ; but
there is o fair number of Roman Oatholic 1andlords.
Abgentes proprietors are not numerous ; bat the
residents, ag & olase, are nat progressive, snd some
ate said to be much embarragsed. Hero, a8 elsewhere,
teasehold interests sre rare, snd, baving been for-
merly very numerous, are bacoming fewer year aftar
year; yot, thongh the tenants have only.precsrlpus
tenures, they have, with Blight exceplions, doue
everything which has been doce for the land for ages.
The whols syatem, in ghort, ia of the kiod f0 which I
have before referred —~a dominsut praprietary, marked
‘off from tte people; & tenantry which has seldom a
1d on the soil, though it hag enormously increased
its value, and which is exposed to bave the fraits of
118 industry appropriated by -saperiora who have the
pawer, and a temptation to do so, Here 83 elaewhere,
I assert with confidence, the landlords do not often
abuse their position; but instauoes to the contrary.
certainly accar ; nor can I admire o state of thiogs in
whigh'an equitabls: adjustment of the moat impor-
tant rights 18 made to depend, Dot upon law, but
‘apon the will of an grder of men whose interest often
confliets witb justice. . Co
What I wigh to dwell on in this letter is the extra~
ordinary contrasta of sgricultare, and of what may,
be called sgricultural systems, which are to be found
in this neighbourhood, the train-of pbenomena re-
gulting from this, and the cerious refloctiona they
guggest. I visited the magnificent tract to which I
refarred iy my last letfer a3 being a fragment of the
Lothians introduced into the-rudenegs of Galwey.
Thig eatats, with another in the. north of the county,
is the property ot Mr. Allan Pollok, @ Scotch gentle-
man of Immenge wealth, and it shoold be examined
durafally by every foquirer who wishes' tostudy the
‘Irigh Land Quention. Mr. Pollok unfortunately was,
not nt home, but I was received courteously by two
of his agenta, and these gentlemern gave me mach in
formstion, which they have kindly permitted me to
repeat, though, for obvious ressons, they do not
ish their names to be-dlsclosed to the public. *Mr,
ollok’s two estates comprise an area of goma_32,000.
dcres, of which 25,000 are arable, and they . wers
purchaged gome 15 yesra ago at a coat—I do oot
here pretend to accurscy—of not less than 500 00¢2.
The lands whez they came into Mr. Pollok’s hands
were in,the condition of most Galway estates; that
ig, they were for the most-part held by & pegsantry ¢ £
gmall farmers and oottiers, they had been much €x
hagsted after the famine, and their resources bad
pever beea developed, It is engy to imagice what

The
carrying ont thiz social rovolution cost not lezs cer
taioly than the fee-simple of the soil, aud the resnlts
have really been wondertal, I walked over a pact
of one of the estates, and admired the magoificent
farm- buildings, the huger mills_ with their lofty
‘ohimueys, as,though busbandry had become a maou-
facture, the steam engines and. perfect applianars of
tillsge, the vagt spaces of corn that reacked the
horizon, the throughbred gheep in the immense
pastures—the spectacle in a word, of agrical are on
the largest scale in ita highest development. Yet the
whole scene had.a look of desolation in epite of the
monotony of ita splendour. 1 miaged the samoke of
the frequent housatop; and as my eya rested on lhe
acanty cattages which here and there only dotted the
rich expense, I conld not belp thinking that this form
of society hud, like all human things, its imperfeet
side. ",

How opposite to thia state of things i3 the condi-
tion of tbe village ¢ 'mmuanitiaa, referred to in my 15t
letter, which have reclaimed parts of the fiats of the,
Shanaon ! Jow Ciffarent i3 their primitive husbandry,
how completely distinct the type of their Jife! In one
case & lavish oatlay of capital has suddenly raised a
noble monument of enltivation of the most parfect
kind, and b+g prodoced a splendid model of extensive
tarming. Yet yot fae] that thid is an exotic grow tb,
aad that it anticipates the natural march of society ;
and you see that it is not without its drawbacks iv
it severance of the population from the soit  Inthe
other case, the slow industry of ages, advaociog with
gradual but beoeficent ateps, has obasged the barren
waate into fruitfulness, has, with difficulty almost in-
credible, subdued the worthless swamp to fertility,
hes, too, not grandly or quickly, bat quietly and
peacefully, tragsformed the ctaracter of the land-
seape.

The circumstances of Mr. Pollok’s experiment
suggest considerations of great intereat with reference
to the Irish Laod Questioa. First, perbaps, iaim-
portance i8 the inquiry whather this wouderful at
tempt to introduce Scoitish agriculture on thelargest:
scale into a district where it 3-.d been unkoown be.
fore is remanerative, or is likely to be so ; for, if it
be, it can bs bardly doubted thst its sutkor's example
will be extensively followed., From nll that I have
beard and my own calculations this question must
ba snswered in the aegative. It is not only that Mr.
Pollok’a agents, when I tried to examine them on
this subjact ,wore guarded and dubious in their replies,
and thet the geaeral opinion of the country side—
which, doubtlass, i in some degree to be atiributed
to jealousy and ignorance~ condemps the whole
thing aa a costly failure. A simple sum in arithmetic
points to what, [ believe, is the trae conc'usion. Mr.
Pollok bavnig laid out a sum, equivalent at least to
the price of the fee, iz simply improviog his esta’es,
the lettieg value of these lande, compared with thoss
o the game butaral quality on adjoining properties,
ought to have insreased in eomething like a similar
propertion, on the supposition that he gets a fuir re
torn for his outlay. This, bowever, ia certainly not
the case; though Mr. Pollok geis a higher rent rela-
tively for some meguificent f«rma he has let than big
peigrbours do for the small holdicgs in which they
have lefi the old Irlsh pensantry-—taking areas of
equal patural vales.-the difference does not nearly
yieid s fair interest on the capital expended; and
though this circumatance s not deciaive, and other
elemeants, no doubt, entar, it goes a long way tosolve
the problem. Amnotber extremely interesting question
is, how far can the ordinary Irish farmer, with the
mesns be possesses—bis scaniy capital, bat, ae ]
iomiat, bis shrewd- sepsa nnd resolute industry- -
compete with such a gigantic rival 7 On this point I
can sddnce testimony that is certainly vot a httle
significant, A portion of the ectate of Lord Olauri.
carde roos into that of Mr., Pollok; ard there i3, no
doubt, a remarkable rontrast between the rude and
petty homesteads on the one snd the emormnus
breadthe of iillage on the other, Yet—and I put the
question 10 many on the point—ths peasantry on the
Claoricarde estate declared themselves able and will-
ing to pay rents not much lower than those obtained
by Mr, Pollok for his lande; and sa Lotd Olanri-
carde, thoogh an admicable landlord—hia people
wers enthusiastic in his praise, sud I was bappy to
fiad bad gecersily leagea—~has not laid ont much on
this part of hia property, .these cconpiers, takiog
everything Into eccounnt, were agsuredly justifi:d in
their boast to me, ¢that they could ho!d their own
againgt any Scotchman.' Indesd, one of Mr, Pollok’s
agerts, notwithstanding & very nataral prejudice io
favour of hia native syatein of agriculiure, admitted
to me that it was qnite wonderful bow well the Iriah
took to improvement, aud how much they could do
with the land, under landlords in whom they counld
place confidence. *®Give them equal capitals and
fairplay, aud they would run us hard,’ was the honest
remark of this intelligent and experienced gentle-
mban. : -

Mr Pollock, aa I have eaid, has let & part of bis
estate, in farms, to tecanta. These holdings are all
exceedingly large; the landlord pat tbem in thorough
order, and eupplied them with every epplisnce of
agriooitare, bofore he placed an occupier in them;
and they are held by leases of 19 years, the tonants
baing either Scotoh or Irish. Here, then, you see in
its mogt perfect form what may be called the English
ayatem of ienure ; and with reference ta the Irish
Land Question 1 pray your readers to note with care
bow this system of tenure and the English law of
landlord and teniant sgree with oach -other, . In thls
condition of thinga-the landlord hands over his land
to his.tenantan sach & atate that the occapier need
sink go capital in it, and ia amply compensated for
‘any {ransient gutlay by the profits, perhapa, of & sin-
glé year, and ‘the tenant, the farm he tekes being
Inrge, ia a capitalist, free to make a bargain, to inaist
on a reagonable amonut of profit, and to protect him-
self by o defiaite: contract. In England, therefore,
the common law, in the matter of a landlord and
tenant, agsumes the oxistence of a -class of landlords.
who add all'permanent improvements to the soil, and
of & elads-of tonanta who eimply bire it8 uge, withoat
investing their fortuaes in it, or enhancing its value
to all time, each olass heing.indepsndant of the other
and ite dootrines proceed on these assumplions. It
treats the owner of land aa the absolate pwner, be-
cause the raw material of the soil and all darable,
snnexatfons to it are, in a legitimate sense, his .pro-
-perty. .. It treats the tenant as.a mora témporaty pos-
segsor, beocause he atipnlates only for the transient

Axd, asit'does not coneeive that a stats of .thiogs

‘tions sgo the auceators of theze people, with or ' with
out the aonsent of their feadal lords, settled on what
was then a barren morags, and their descendacts, hy
their costinnal oil, have gradually chaasged it to fer
tility. They have as oompletely formed its uature
ag to borrow ap illusteation from the civil law in
ita lumisons riew of a kindred sobject —the artist
who, on the worthlees canvas. paints s masterpiece
of Apelles or Zeuxis It 18 oot an abuse of thonght
to strain the conceptions of the cqmmon law to theic
status and that of their’landlorda -to clageify the
one ag casual birers of the use of land, tor & 1erm. by
contract, and the others as absalute praprietors of
the soil aad of the qualities added to it by othera?
How can the expressions ¢ owner and occapier” fit in
with such a relation as thig if we ate to take them in
their atrict Ernglish senee and yet to consider natural
juatice? And- for the legal positica ot these hum-
ble peasanta i3 technically that of tenan's at will—
would it pot be an iniquity that a notics to quit
sbould extinguish their tenores, and empower their
superiors to rob them of that to which equity gives
them 80 full a ol«lm ? - Yet this is what the law, as
it stande, allows ; in this respect, in trath rbey are
simply outlaws; and their oanly protection is loose
locul custom, which may be viclated leg-lly with
impunity. Their landlords, no doubt ms & geceral
rule, respect this custom, and neither turn them ont
nor equeesd ont their interest by extortionate rents;
but ingtances of such wrocgs accer, and what {3 to
be thought of 8 law which permita guch clalms to de-
peod on caprice or forbearance? It was the prayer
of the good Roman Emperor that hia will might be
regtrained by law, that he ghouid pot have the means
of injuring his subjects. A good Irish landlord,
who, io his sphere, has power not unlike that of a
deapot, ought to second the wish of Marcus Aurelins ;
he ghould not forget that bis heritage, too, may pass
to a Commodus or Heliogabalaa.,

A reflacting mind cannot fail to perceiva that the
great difficulty of seit ing the Irish land gquestion
ariges from the co-existence and the contraey of the
gyatems of tenure I bave describad  Waere the lands
of Treland held generally under wbat I shall call the
Eoglish system, if the farms were of cousiderable ex-
tent if the occupiers were men of substance, or if the
landlords mede all the permanent improver.ents,
things might be left as they now are, and there wonld
be £o necessity of considering the subject. Or, on
the other hand, if the lands of (reland were ail held
under the I«ish system, if the farms were all mere
small patekes, if the occupiers were all poor tenants
at will, if tee psasaatry had doze everything for the
land, and bad thua aeqnired an ¢quity in ir, and if
the landlorda had contributed notbing, I could listen
to the ery of * Sxity of tenure,” and counld discuss
Mr Mill'a scheme of a peasant proprietary at a set
tled quict-reat, But as both these gystems are to be
found in Ireland, tbough covering nreas of very dif.
ferent extent, a4, moreover, they ere not always
fonnd marked off from each by sharp distinstious, bat
aver & very large part of the country, run iato each
other and are ¢)ofused, and as peither type is clearly
prevalent, it follows that, while I do oot think yoa
can leave the Irish system in its prezent state, under
the insufficient protection of the common faw, so you
ought not to sterotype it on the face of the land o:
f.rget that the commoan law i3 a fairly ioadeguate
rule of right in ali the tracts beld under the Boglish
system. How ridicnlous, nsy, how iniguitons, it
would b2, in the cage of farms like thoae of Mr.
Pollok, to attend to claims for compensation for im-
provemants, or to demands tor an extencion of tonure
ootside tke definite cootract of the parties! This
would be really ¢ confiacation”—the shallow cint of
thoge who take the mere landlords view of this great
question. and a real snbversion of the rights of pro-
perty. Yet, on the other hand, in the case of those
village communitips. how idle it i3 to say that it is
cougonant to juatice to abandon them to the rales of
the common law, to ignore the existence of the pro-
perty they bave created, to subject them to eviction
without full compensaatiun, or without an equivalent
prolongation of tenure. He evidently will be the
troe Statesman, and will be entitled to claim the
merit of eolving this complicated problem justly,
who, recognizing the co-existence of these modes of
tenure, and the variety and confliet of rights under
them, shall devise & Iaw tbat shall be applicable to
each, end, as far ag human legislation can go, shall
protect the intecests arlsing nnder both, and shall
then give them complate freedom. Without ventur.
ing to dogmalize, I am not without hope that a re-
form of this kind ia gnite fansible without endanger-
ing in any rational sense the rights of property.

[ am gorry to say that all around Athlone the ele-
wents of discontent and disafection abound I beard
repeated complaints of rack rents, not without jns-
tice in many instauced. and » kiad of dall bliad cry
of wrong and oppression. In several places more-
over, I bad to listen to wild and passionate words ot
disloyalty==‘‘no thanks to Gladstons for whbat hal
been done ; a good time was comiog for Ireland ; the
country would yet be uader America” One cause,
probably, of this Hcentious candour ig - that the pea-
gantry in this neighbourhood, at leagt on the Con-
paught gide of the Shannon, ars in & much greater
degree Celtic than those of the other countiea I have
ujsited, aud the Celts are proverbially tongne valiant
‘s Saxonized race .being bolder in action. In frot,
though the “men of Tipperary” are . etained with
mare frequent deeds of violence than the population
in that digtriot, they are at heart, I believe, much
less dissatisfied. Over and over again A peasant
wounld uge sueh words a8, ‘' God help the- poor who
are ground down by injustice!” and one man, whoge
American accent betrayed plainly his recent assacia-
tions, exclaimed fiercely, * Ob, that we had bero ths,
boys wha terrify the rich in. Tipperary!” This sen-
timent of dislike of existiog institutiona blende
ouriously with dreams of the buried pas€. I beard of

‘We have read the lecture alluded to by our
sotrespondent Albion, snd will merely powmt out
to bim one or two replies which he may give to
bis Protestant friend, which completely dispose
of the conclusions at which the lectorer arrives,
as to the Protestantism of St. Colamba, and his
aonverts, )

In the first place St. Columba and bis com-
panions were, &s the lecturer recoguises,
“ monks® But monachism 18 a condition that
never could bave arien in a society permeated
by what are known as ¢ Protestant principles.”
Itis the natoral and legitimate outgrowth of
Romanism, and Romish doctrizes.

Ino the second place,1t 18 evident from the
lecture itself, that on all easential points, on those
points especially which to-day dustipguish the
¢ Romub” from the Scotch Presbyterian reli-
gion, the form of Christianity introduced inte
Scotland by St. Columba, aad professed by bis
diciples was identical with that introduced mwto
England, by St. Augustin, and by the Romuh
missionacies who Janded on the isle of Thanet i
the year 597. Now we also know that the
Romish form of Christiamty i the sxth and
geventh centuries was the same as that which
Catholics profess to~day : and as things that are
identical with one another, are identical with
the same, 1t follows that the present Romish
.forms -of Christianity was that which St. Columba
taught, and which bis converts professed.

% Tn 608”—s0 we read in the lecture—* the
Easter controversy as it was called, was formally
opened by Augustine 1o a special council called
for that purpose.” ‘

This is true. - There were three points, none
of them however mvolving any ‘question of faith,

on which there was a warm, almost acrimoaioug
“eontroversy betwixt the Romish missionaries,
and the Christians whom they found in'the Bnt-
ish islands. One had reference to the day on

which the festival of Easter should be observed.

The second was as to the proper form of eccle-

1. That the early Stotch Christians did ob- |

serve the festival of Easter; which modern Sceteb
Protestants do not. For the ‘matter (o dispu'e
was not as to whether the Festival should be
kept? but as to the day on whith it shouid be
kept. Not that the British Ceristians were
guarto—decimans, for they kept the feast on the
first Sunday after the vernal full moon, according
te their computation: but not baving adopted
the novel .but more accurate cycle, which was
only adopted at Rome about the middle of the
sixth century, ther paschal or vernal full moon
did not coiscide with that of Rome. The con-
troversy was not a religious, but simply ao as-
tronomical countroversy, in whica every one now
admts that Rowe was right.

2, That on all important points affecting dog-
ma, snd the spiritual hfe, the form of Christiamty
brought br St. Augustive from Rome, and that
which be found existing amongst British Chris-
tians, were identical : or otherwise on these points
also there would have been controversies keener
even than those on the paschal and tonsure ques-
tions, and of which the trace would be evidentin
history. There was a most bitter feeling of
bostility, in fact, betwixt the older Christians
anA the converts made by the Romisk mussion-
aries ; 80 much so, indeed, that we find Laurentius
successor 1 the See of Canterbury to St. Au-
gustine, complaining that a Scottish Bisnop, Da
gamus, wonld peither eat at the same table mith
him, nor yet lodge uoder the saae roof. Now
is 1t within the lLimits of probability that under
such circumstances, the Christians whom the
said Dagamus represented would not bave pro-
tested loudly and emphatically aganst ¢ Romish
corruptions” if, betwixt the doctrines taught by
St. Augustine, avd those which St. Columba had
taught, there had been any important difference ?
On the question of Easter indeed, as to the day
oo which the Easter lestival should be observed,
there was as we bave seen a warm coniroversy:
but there is no trace in history of any disputes
as to the sacraments, their efficacy, the real pre
gsence i (be Eucharist, the Mass a sacnifice, the
invocation of Saints, or prayers for the dead,
On all these points we may therefore logically
conclude that there was perfect agreement be-
twixt Rome and Iona, betwixt St. Augustioe and
St. Columba.

Now what were the teachinge of Rome m tke
sixth aud seventh centuries! Upon the several
points indicated above there can no doubt.—
What are called © Romisk corruptions” to-day
were in full vigor in Rome in the days of the
great St. Gregory : and therefore again we may
togically conclude that, on ail the great questions
of dogmas which eeparate Catholics and Protest
ants 1n the pineteenth century, tbe Scotch, the
Irish Christians, and the Culdees of the zeventh,
beld the same faith as do Papsts do to-day.

We have ndicated, rather than given the re-
plies which our correspondent Albwor may give
to bis Protestant friend. Want of space ecom-
pela ua to be thus reticent ; but if Albion desire
further information on the subject, we refer bim
to any good ecclesiastical histories in which the
conversion of the Anglo-Saxons by St. Aagus-
tioe, and his controversies with the British Chris-
tians, ave fully treated of,

To CorRresPONDENTS. — We are asked
¢ What 18 the Protestant Canon of Scripture?
in other words of what books does the Protest-
ant Bible ecnaist 17 : .

We confess frankly, that we do not kaow, that
we are at 2 loss how to apswer this question.
But we can make this confession of ignorance the
more readily, since we do not beheve that any
intelligent Protestant could, if the same questions
were addressed Lo lum, return any other answer.

There is no Proteatant Canon of Scripture
that we know of, cr that we ever heard of : that
is to say, Protestants are not, and never were
agreed amongst themselves as to what books
have a right .to be considered canonical, or to
take their place amongst the sacred writings of
Christamity. The Anglican canon, as put forth
by Royal suthority- is, amongst English speaking
Protestants, generally blindly accepted ; but even
in England, zs m Germany, there are -many
Biblical critics who contest the right of many of
the books therein contained to a place 1o the

that cal'ed of St. Jobn,is by many learned
English Protestant critics denied to be the work
of the Apostle whose name it bears: o also with
the book called Revelations, and with the Epistle
2o the Hebrews, by some attributed to St. Paul,
These are in ke manoer excluded, as -are also
several other booke which we find 1 the Angh-
can bible, and that not by rationalists merely,
but by men who are looked upon as most eminent
for their piety, and truly Christian spirit, as well
as for therr erudition. For instance Neander
treats (he Apocalypse, part of the Gospel attri-
buted to St. John, as well as the second epistle

of -St. Peter, and other iirit'mgs'inclltilde;d,l'n the |

Aunglicén -cadon, as -spurious, or at -best very
doubtful,
Luther, who g it is well- kaowo:rejected the

'Epmtle"; so~called of. St, James, to show that

there never was any uciversally received Canou
of Scripture amongst Protestants. :
Such beiag the case we are not ashamed ‘to
confess that we are nnt aware of the existence of
aov % Protestant” Canon of Scripture, Perbaps,
the Witness may be able to enlighten our cor-
respondeat on the subject.

Augother correspondent is mformed that in the
Catholic Church a2 man can marry hus deceased
wife’s sister, and 2 woman can marry her deceased
husband’s brother with a dwspensation, such
marriages not beng probibited by pstural law.
For excellent disciphaary reacons the Church
1mposes restrictions upon, or impedimeats in the
way of such marriages; but these restrictions or

If on ope side it is menaced by the breakers of
Erastianism, the gales of Voluntaryism which it
would bave to encounter were it to haul off from
the land, and to stand out into the opea sea,
would soon cause it to founder altogether.—
Ewmancipation from the State would be but an
exchange of masters for the poor Ark: and io-
deed it is clear to every one that has studied
its log book, that nothing but the strong band of
the State, has hitherto preserved it from de-
struction. Left to itself 1t would perish by in.

The . Emperor Napoleon, 1t appears, bad been
makibg preparations ageiwst to-morrow oo a very
large scale. He was expected to leave Com-—
ple'gnéffpé Paris this very day with a view to be
at hand in the Tuileries, m sight of the sceve of
the-anticipated tcmult.. . A great review of the
Paris garrisoa was to be beld on the very day of
the: .demonstration, the newly appomsted Com-
mander of the Tmperial Guard, Marsha! Bazame,
a man of well-knowd energy, doing duty in tiat
capacity for the first time on the occasion. The
array of 25,000 men under arms in the Place de
Ja Concorde and in ihe Champs Elysees would,
it wasexpected, overawe the mutinous spirit of
the rabble ; precautions, we are told, bad gone
go far as to ©suspend the sewerage work,? and
orders bad been given to ¢Temove carls aod
waggons,’ mith everythiog else which might be
turged to account by barricade builders. On
the 26thb inst.. 1t was aoppounced, the military
were 1o have the field clear tor actioa ; and the
Paris gaols had been partly emptied to make
yoom for any arrests winch might be the coose
quence of an attempted outbreak, Such dasgers
of a violent disturbance as there might really
Tave ben are thus, to all appearance, obviated—
probably for some time, possibly for ever.—
Material order may be guaranteed and sociely
saved by the same means by which similar re-
guls were obtained eighteen yearsago. But the
danger does pot wholly lie in pepular commotion.
Taere s dissatisfaction elsewhere than wn the
streets, 'The hostile elements are still n pre-
sence, nor is the strife merely between the Im
perial Government and the extreme parties. It
was the Emperor himself who begas agitation.
He 1t was who, taught by the resclts of the late
elections, admstted the reasonableness of the de
maunds ot the QOpposttion, and met them hy the
July Message, the Amuesty, and the ¢ Senatus
Coosultum’.  Can be allow a suspicien to arise
that he now sees reason lo regret the step be
took, and that he deeins it possible to rctrace it ?
that be pleads the mplacable attitude of his de-
mocratic adversaries as an argument to resist the
wishes ot constitutional opponents? that the
paliry scufiles at the Folies Belleviile and the
more deplorable, but not less seuseless, disorders
at Aubic are cousidered sufficient to justify the
breach of solemp engagements ?

The Emperor knows bis couatry and bis pos-
tion too well to fall into aoy delusion on such
points. The aparchy, be must be aware, is not
merely in the lower classes of popular riotera : it
bas resehed the ranks of those party men whose
busicess it ought 10 be to direct public opimon
apd to control 1t. It is an anarchy which the
Enmperor himself has called forth and kept up by bis
ambiguous utterances and by lus wavering resolu
tions ; an sparchy sure to cease the mome:t
Erance, and ker ruler bimself, koow what the lat-
t¢r really means and wants. ‘Till people know
on what ground Napoleon iotends to take his
stand full scope will be left for passions.to run
riot, for wrath and conlusion to prevail,

It is inpossible for us to discover on what
principle the Emperor’s policy durinz these last
few months bas been based. We kave no hesi
tation in acquitting lim of Jeliberate eqmvoca-
tion ; we are williog to admit that he acted on
upright, generous impulses. But then his beset-
ting uneasizess and his babit of eadless waveriog
and repioing have almost spoilt everything. He
probably thought he could win all if ke could
bat gaip time. Yet what has delay really
achieved in his favour? He bas created sn m-
pression that be meant to take away with his
right band what be bad given with his left. He
bas engendered a belief that’ be has never acted
on a spontapeous impulse, but has only given way
1o pressure, thus wviting a continuaace amd an
aggravation of that pressure as the surest means
of keeping bim to his engagement, aod carrjug
him beyond it. He awaited his adversaries on
the 26th of October and they disappointed him,
What if his adversaries, in their turn, thought
their own time would come on the 29th of No-
vember? What if they were gettng ready for
the encounter which they shunned on-Tuesday
last1 Of course .the Emperor may have 1t i
his power to bear down all opposition with the

atrong hand.. - But a reliance on mere force 13
scarcely consistent with good policy. It 1s bard
Iy compatible with public right, even such as 1s
Taid down in the lmperial Constitution. The
Emperor may be entitled to ewploy sheer force
against dynastic adversaries, but be can never be
Justified 1n drawing the sword agamst coostitu-
tional oppouents. Iz a purely constitutional con-
fict be must seek not the Army’s, but the peo-
