THE SERMON.,

the Gospel, Rev. Father McCallen
aséitgm:d tha pulpgt ond delivered a moat elo-
quent sermon on St. Patrick and the Faith
which he bad bequenthed to the'Irxsh people.
Hbe chose for his text the words: * If you have
ten thousaud instructors in Chriat, yet not
many fathers, For in Christ Jesus I have
bagotter you through the Gospel. Wherefore
I beseech you, be ye followera of me as I
also am of Christ. (7 cor. ch. 4,15,16.)" He
then said ; From the high throne of glory among
the elect ut God does the great saint whose
feast on this day wa ¢ lebrate lock down with
jog and consolation on this beautiful &cone
which meets my gaze. Thousands of Irsland’s
gons sud drughters from every pact of this
great Catholic city assembled in the church of
their own patron saint ta do hoaor to his
memory, o sound hia praises, to invoke his in-
tercession and to sbudy, to imitate, the virtues of
which he is 8o bright & model, The Catho ie
childron of Canaaa, too, are in faith with their
Irish brethres, manifesting by l:lpu- pre-
sonce the common 0y this day's feast
brings to every Catholic beart. And for the
firsh time 1n the history of the Ghurch, an
honored repretentative from O!d France, who
coming from afar to win souls to Christ by the
persuasive power of his eloquent words. gra-
ciously consents at the special request of our
eateemed and loved archbishop {(who 18 unavoid-
ably abeent) and of the venerable pastor of St.
Patricl’s, graciously consents to enharce the
splendor of our fesst by his episcopal presence,
aund the mojesty of the service by the eelebra-
:ion of Pontifical high mass. How gr’steful we,
t1e priest and people of St. Patriclc's congre-
ration, feel for such a favor, I will oot
attempt bo express, but will ay once bid you,
the children uf St. Patrick, listen whxl?‘ your
patron ssint in Heaven speaks toyou: “You
have had many instructors to break unto you
the bread of heavenly doctrine; you have had
many guides to lead you in the_way of salva-
tion, yeb not many fathers, for it was I, Pat-
rick. Apostle of Ireland, who begat you my
children to the true foith. I found you amid
the darkness of paganism and I led you
forth under the admirable light of the
Gospel. I found you slaves of heathenish
superstition and T broke your fetters and made
on free with thefreedom of the children of God.
found you dend in sin and I restored you to a
true and betsar life in Christ Jesus I have be-
otten .you through the gospel And after
towing on you the priceless treasure of Catho-

lic faith, X taught you both by word and example
how to ﬁrasarve it ‘inallite purity and how to

that living mouthpiece of the Most High
God on earth, the head of the Catholic
Church at Rome, Pope 8t. Celestine. Uur
Divine Lurd established a church as tha de-
pository of Faith ; over that church he placed
8 visible head in the person of St. Peter, To
him He gave suthority tv feed both lambs and
sheep, both pastors and people. To this charch
He pron.ised that He wouldjsend not one truth,
nor one hundred, nor one thousand truths, but
all sruth, that He would remain with Her not
one day, not one thoueand days, noc sixteeen
bundred years, but all days to the very cop-
summation of the world. ** Fear not,” he said
to Peter, ‘‘whenthe tempest rages wildest,
when the aurging billows of human passion
riging mountains high shall dash agsicat the
raocks of infallible truth, when hellin ite blind
fury shall threaten to Wwipa thee out
from the face of the eartk; when the
clouds are lowest and the gloom thickest
and the risks greatest, fear not. I am (not I
shall be) I am ever and always with you. *'Go
teach all nations, ete.,” And Peter did go, not
toan obscure village, but to the Rome of the
Cresars, and there on the ruins of Paganism did
he fix his throne, and when he died he be-
queathed bis authority down through the ages
in unbroken line of succession to estine in
the fifth century, to Celestine, who commis-
sioned Patrick to carry the Gospel to Ire-
land, just as Leo XIIL in _our day
sends his legate to guide snd dirsct Pat-
rick's successors through the troublesome
times in whichjthey have fallen. It was from St.
Peter's succeasor tbat Patrick received the faith
and the commssion to preach 1t to others. And
so wa behold our great Patron Saint with the
geand gift of Catholic faith 1n one hand and in
the other bis commission from the living repre-
sentative of Chriat upon earth, Pope St, Celes-
tine, landing in Ireland and beginning the great
work of_bringing an ontire nation into the true
fold. But why recsll the labors of Ire-
land’s great Apostle? Are they not familiar
to you a3 household words? Iut, siuce tue
children never tire listening to the praises of
the father, and since even a brief account of his
labors will reviva such bappy memories, let me,
in thetouchingaccents of Ireland’s moat eloquent
of modern orators, the immortal Father Burke,
hail the beginning of St. Patrick’s great apos-
tolate as he landed on the Irish shore: *‘Ob,
olden hour amoagst the hours, when the sands
f the Irish ehore first enbraced softly and lov-
ingly the beautiful foo:ipriots of him who
reached peace and good things; when
ses struck the rock and the gliatening
watsrs of salvation flowed through the desert
land, when the name, which was above all
names, first beard in the 0ld Celtic tongue, and
the Lord Jesus, entering upon his new inherit-
ance, exclaimed : “Thia is my restivg place for-
ever and ever ; here shall 1 dwell, becauee I
have chosen it.” Ibwae ta a pation, wot of un-
tutored Sarbarisus, bud of civilized, though
idolatrous, people, that Patrick came. The
oloquent spoaker then went on tn describe the
arrival of 8t Patrick in Irelond, and
how the people accepted the austerities
of the new religion, the srcrifices it ‘mposed
and the submisvon to revealed truth it de-
msanded. He came to them, having, as. St.
Paul expresses it, “put on the armour of God,
standing in all thingw: perfect, having his loina
girt about with truth, ana having on the breasst
Plate of justics, which his legt shod for the
preparation of the Gospel, taking the shield of
faith with which to extinguish the Gurts of the
wicked oas, taking unto him the helmes of gal-
vation and the sword of the spirit (which is
the word of (iod) by all prayer and supplica-
tion, praving at all times in the spirit."
Ephens IV, ii, 18.
The speaker thea went on to eloquently de-
scribe the manner in which the Irish people
had retained that faith. He said : Whatever
our shortcomings, our faults or failiogs have
been there is at Jeast one glory for our people.
That they have retained that faith, delivered to
them by St. Patrick, is &o palpable that auyone
‘who runs may read. No matter how they may
differ on this or_ that question in _their
volitical lifa. when it comes to & question ot
faith they are a unit. Thia 18 wore remarkable,
as but few nations can boast that they, at some
time or other, have nct admitted the errora of
hervsy smong them. In the tar Esat, the crib
of Christianity, how sad tbe hislory of its

people; in the West bow many a
nation have gamed _the leaves of its
religivus  history with a etin of

heresy. But for the Irish people alne that
-fault cannot be laid against them as anation,
though individually they bave proved wmfaith-
ful. 'This is more remarkable, asevery masible
means that comd be instituted againsy the
Irish people to rob them of their faith has been
used. The Danish invssion which for 300years
made Ireland a coustant battle field, the battles
for national existence that followed that mis-
sion, and the cruel era nf religious p:rsecution
which for 300 years affiicted the laad of 8¢,
Patrick, and the persecutions under Henry and
Elizabsth ; all these persecutions failed to rob
us of our faith. Other natiops bave kept the
faith and the pages of tneir relipious bjs-
tory are unsullied by the stain of heresy,
but I think no one can claim that thers is any
one nation which for over one thusand years
had to endurs such struggles to reiin that faith
which s0 maoy bave lost. But why rehearse
this sad history ? The fact #ill always re-
mein patent that the Iried people have
always kepb their faith and #ereby anawered
the prayer of their patron St. Patrick, “be fol-
lowarsof me.” They have rof only kept their
faith but they bave not evexyielded coe single
point. Their enemies robbd them of their lands
and then eneered st gg;’overty they caused.
Thoughthey gave uptheipsude, they steadfastly
retained their faith in apte 6f the penal laws and
all the injuriea and pan that was mﬂx‘cbefl upon
them by their enemies. In St. Patrick’s time
Ireln.n'dy? was_one of che most learned nations of
the world. From Fance, Germany, Spain, and
even Italy, thoussads came to be instructed m
her colleges. She waa the light of the world, il-
luminstad as abs was by the light of her faith,
and proud of te learning of her sons was ready
to :Enre it @ith others. When I hear the
gosfing remarks, the ignorant and poor Irisk, I
sonder.

The
eloquent speaker urged hia audience to endeavor
to make 1t a living faith and manifest it in
evary stage of life, and coacluded his sermon
with the following petoration :—

O, my dear brethren, what & debt of geatitude
do we not owe to eur patron saint for this grand
gift of faith bequeathed to us, for the means of
preserving it in the beautiful example of sub-
mission to Christ's representative on enrth, for
all the lemsons of our saint’s admirable life!
Bless his name; siog his praises; invoke his
intercession ; imitase his virtues; avoid. the
snares laid to rob you of your faith: avoid the
dangers that everywharae beset your virtue. Be
faithful to the precepts of faith. Let it
shine torth in every saction of your
life. And, as the years roll by, snd thie
Elorioua temples of the Moat High God which

ears our patron’s name, this temple, made b
hands, ahall crumble into dust, may the chil-
dren, who have worshipped in it bear the palm
of their victorious faith into that other temple,
not made with hands, eternal in Hesaven, and
laying them at their father’s feet deserve to
become themselvea hir joy aud his ccown and
companions of his happiness,

THE DECORATIONS.

The decorations throughout the city, and
eepecinlly along the route, are not so extensive
aain former years, This may be due to the fact
that the residents aro, for the majority, French
Canadians, still many of those citizens made
some display by deCorating their stores and
placing evergreens along the atreet, Com-
menocing along the line of procession
it was seen that on Craig street
Meszrs. Jensen and Tavsey were the only ones
making any display, they having flagn flying
and evergreens decorating the front of their
places of business. On Bleury street Messrs,
Elliot, grocer, and Bremner had s string of flags
across the streat, also Mr. M. P. Laverty,
grocer, and the Parillion restaurant made a dis-
play of green buntiog and small flags,
Mr, McMillan, grocer, and Mrs, Sum-
merhayes also made a grand gdisplay, but
outside of those just mentioned on Lleury
street there were no further decorations, St.

file the certificat 2 snd keep .4 register of
all such sales indicating the name of
she purchaser : vod the quantity .sold,

bumper house at the Quaeen’s Hall
was grandly  soggestive  of  public
gentiment regarding the Young Irish-
men’s Association. There were im-
cidents, however, of more than usual im-
portance connected with the celebration.
Yor the firat time in the history of this
country a French Canndian Premier was
proud to walk in procession with Irishmen,
wearing the shamrock, and beside him his
trusted colleague, the Hon. James McShane,
Minister of Agriculture and Public Works,
Also, be it noted, Ald. Cunningham, Acting
Mayor, wearing the chain of our Chief Magis-
rate. We refer to these incidents here be-
ause they bear testimony to the estimation
in which the Irish colony in Montreal is held
by leading public men, Another proof of
kindly feeling was given by the Bank
of Montresl in sending the  draft
of the Young Irishmen’s Association tor $100
to Mr. Parnell free of all charges. But the
great incident of the day was the sermon at
St. Patrick’s Charch, by the Rev, Father
McCallen, Then it was that the people had
 the deep satiefaction of hearing in eloquent
periods the glories of faith and fatherland.
Respectability, sobriety and good feeling on
the part of everybody, whether participants
or observers, distinguished the celebration
throughout, and, take it allin all, it was one
of ihe brightest and happiest St. Patrick's
Days ever known In the metropolis of Can-

ada,

MONOPOLY AND REBELLION,

Affairs in Manitoba are spproaching a
crisis, The dilemma in which Sir John Mac-
donald seems to be placed is that the Cans-
dian Pacific Railway magnates refuse to sur-
render the monopoly clause of their charter,
and Mr. Greenway, on behalf of the province,
will accept nothing less, Neverthelesa it is
plain tbat a right of monopoly granted by
parlinment cannot be successfully maintained
agninst a whole people situated as are the ir-
habitants of Manitoba and the Northweat,
With the railway it ia a question of bueineas ;
with the people it is aleo business plus con-
stitational freedom and the right to develop
their country with their own means un-
shackled by monopoly. It is all very fine to
talk about the honor of the Dominion being
pledged to tha company. We do not forget
that when Sir Charles Tapper came before
Parliament with his resolations for the ap-
propriation of thirty millions to aseist the
company, he, as an inducement to obtain the
grant, distinctly stated that tho company
was prepared to abandon the monopoly
clauses of their charter.  When the money
wan obtained the promise was broken. Nor
do we forget the way in which that charter
was granted, nor the pledges given when Hon,
Willlam Macdougall opposed its passage onthe
very ground of establishing monopoly by Act
of Parliament, The stupendous boodling,
subgidising and spoliation which followed
the granting of the ocharter showed how
Parliament was bribed, not to mention the
eight million haul made by the Quebec kick-
ors headed by Mr. Obaplean. Indeed, the
history of the Pacific Railway is a story of
the most gigantic frauds ever perpetrated
under parliamentary sanction.

That Manitoba and the Northwest should
be held in bondage to an agreement obtained
by means so infamous is not to bs endured.
The company must be compelled to kkeep the
pledges given at the time the thirty millions
were loaned, To insist on an indemnity now
is dishonest. Ifsuch a thing is proposed the
company will have to again go to work with
government assistance and bribe the Tory
msjority, as they did before, to saorifice the
country for personal advantages, Thus the
old rascalities will be repeated, aud again the
disgusting spectacle will be presented of mem-
bers of Parliament figuring for something for
¢The Boy.”

Manitobane threaten rebelilon and tslk of
blowing up the rallway bridges should volun-
teers be sent from the east to suppress them.

MR. GLADSTOﬁE ON HOME RULE,

A very able paper from the pen of Mr,
Gladstone appeara in the carrent number of
the Contemporary Review. It gives another
forcible proof of the earnestness and deter-
mination of the Liberal leader to make the
reading and thinking public of Great
Britain thorcughly oconversant with his
policy of conciliation for Ireland, Under the
title of ‘¢ Further Notes and Queries on
the Irish Demand,” Mr. Gladstone, carefully
and without prejudice, examinos, one by one,
the varions arguments which have been
brought forward against any entertainment
of the Home Rule gquestion. He dissects
Lord Salisbury's speech at Derby with the
skill of o practitioner well versed in the
rules and principles which govern constitu_
tional developement ; and as a result of
the dissection, he proves beyond dispute
that imperial onion wod local autonomy
are not in conflict, but in alliance with one
another, He draws an able contrast between
the Irish Act of Union, whereby the small
and tyrannising minority of Epiecopal Pro-
tastants, with their hated privileges and in-
stitutions, was established in what was meant
to be secure ascendancy over the mass of the
nation, and the Scottish Act of Union, by
means of which no change whatever was
effocted an regurds the internal balance of
gacial and political forces.

Turning to Lord Salisbury’s so-called or-
ganic law of consolidation illustrated, as he
would have us believe, by France, Spain,
Germany snd Italy, the ex-Premier takes one
case after the other, and showa that where
consolidation has taken place it is nothing
more than the disappearance of local separa-
tion—the disappearance of individusl pro.
vioces such aa the Highlands of Scotland.
Developed historical nationality, like to
that of which Ireland can boast, oan-
not be absorbed into one of the larger
mosses, The conclusion of this most
remarkable paper—remarkable for its
cool-headedness and force of logic, as well as
for its decision of purpose and palpable
earnsstnose—contains the keynote of the
great writer’s policy—** Where the rightzand
prerogatives of human nature favor the pro-
oess, let consolidation have its work, Bat by
those righta and prerogatives the work should
be llmited ; and the attempt to force it upon
a steadily resisting mation claims no more
countenance from the general precedents of
the European States than from the laws of
pradence or the principles of justice.”

THE TWO POLICIES.

Sir Richard Cartwright's resolution in
tavor of unrestricted reciprocity with the
United States and the speech he madein
support of it mark in a very distinot maunner
the difference between the two great political
parties, The Liberal Idea of what is the beet
policy for the Government of Canada to pur-
suo is now clearly defined and set before the
public. It is contained in Sir Rtchard’s reso-
lution, which, to aveid mistakes of interpre-
tation, we will quoto in full as follows :—

¢ That it is highly desirable that the largest
poseitle freedem of commercial intercourse
should obtain between the Dominion of Canada
and the United States, and that 1t is expedient
that all articles manufactured in or the natural
products of either of the said countries should
be admitted free of duty into the ports of the
other (articles subject to duties of excise or of
internal revenue alone exceptedj; that it is
further expedient that the Government_of the
Dominion should take steps at an early date to
ascertain on what terms and conditions arrange-
ments can be effected with the United States
for the purpose of securing, fulljand unrestricted
reciprocity of trade therewith.”

Tn oppoeition to this we have the Conscr.
vative policy, as expressed in the amendment
propozed by Mr. Foster in these words : —

¢ That Canada in the future, as in the past,
ia desirous of cultivating and extending trade
relations with the United States, in so far as
they may not conflict with the policy of foster-
ing the various industries and intereats of the
Dominion which was adopted in 1879, and has
since received in so marked a manner the sanc-
tion and approval of the people.”

It will not require, we fanoy, any very prc-
found cogitation' to convince the Canadian
people which is the better, swiser, more
statesmanlike policy of the two. If the pol-
ioy adopted in 1879 had proved a success and
had the country prospered under it to an ex-
tent any degree commensurate with the pro-
gress and prosperity of the adjoining republic,
the Government might fairly challenge popular
approval. Batnot only has Canada not pros-
pered, it has retrogaded, While the United
States have abolished a large amount ef tax-
ation and have enough ready cash to wipe oug
their national debt at any moment, Canada
has increased its nationsl debt under the
vaanted policy of 1879 by two hundred mil-
lions, while taxation has been raised from 174
per cent. to 40, and in some Instances to 50
per cent !

As for ¢ the varions industries and inter-
eats,” mentioned in the minlsterial amend-
ment, candid inquiry disoloses the fact to be
that only a small sectlon of the people have
prospered under the polioy of 1879. Fur-
thermore, that prosperity has been obtained
by methods which are ntterly indefensible on
any grounds of politioal or mercantile ethics.
To put money in the pockets of a fow manu-
faoturers, the people Lave been scandalously
robbed, What is there to brag about
in a prosperity which comes to . a
few capitelists through the govern.
ment polioy, Permitting them to make
the people pay two dollara for the V;?O'in
food and clothing of only one dollar... (}'qld
not that extra’dollarin the handé of the far.

toll, conduce more to the prosperity of the
country than as at present paid in tribute to
the bloated combinées ? Oan any amount of
sophestry make a man believe that to take s
portion of his earnings and give it to another
man makes him prosperous ? Yet, this is all
here i in the policy of 1879, when
stripped of the grandiloquent phraseology
with  which  Conservative . politicians
love to surrround it In  the grent
matters of labor and the product of ths soll
the markets of the world regulate prices and
values, but within the area of the Dominion
all that the farmer and laborer must pnf-
chase, In order to live and pursue -his avoca-
tlon, is arbitrarily increased in price to enable
a tew capitalists to make a hundred per cent.
on their investments, and this we are called
upon to admire as prosperity !
A greater humbug was never perpetrated,
Then, as to the larger queation of con-
tinental free trade. One does not need to
follow the masterly exposition of Sir Richard
Cartwright to know that the removal of
restrictions to trade must benefit both
peoples. We may be poor in Canada, but it
is a gratuitous assumption bordering on in-
sult to suppose we aro ignorant snd in-
capable of knowing what is for our good,
What is there different between the New
England States and the Maritime provinces
that while the former are flourishing, the
latter are decaying ; that our people shounld
leave the provinces in thousanda to settle in
the States, while no one thinks of leaving the
States to settle in Canada ? It s not because
the chances of success are greater in the
States than here? Is it not because we arc
shut off from sharing in the national liberty
and continental progress of the Great Repub;
lic? Therefore, by removing the barriers
that prevent us partaking of these great bene-
fits, may not hope to stop the drain upon our
population and reverse the miserable story of

increasing debt and taxation and extend to
all classes of our people that presperity which
they ought to enjoy, but never can so long as
they remain restricted and isolated.

ENGLISH RADICALISM.

A special correspondent of the Boston Fost
gives a very interesting sketch of the progress
of Radicalism in England, After recounting
the triumphs of the Gladstoniaas in the by-
elections he says the demoralization of the
government is the net result, Blow after
blow has fallen upon the rulers who havs so
abused their power and outraged the best
feelings of the country. And the blows
have not been the less severe because
they have not been accompanied by
positive proofls that Lord Salisbury
and Mr, Balfour have been avoiding the
truth, Mr, O'Brien's exposure of Lord
Salisbury’s miestatements produced a very
great impression, all the more as no Tory
leader has attempted to defend his lordship,
and now on the heels of this comes the ex-
posure by Mr. Chaoning of My, Balfour’s
misstatements respecting English deputations
to Ireland contained in his paltry *‘reply”
to O'Brien, As showing Balfour’s weak poai-
tion let it be said that he had been expected
to reply immediately to Mr. O'Brien’a great
speech, that he was unable to do so, that he
spent hours in telegraphic communications
with Dublin Castle, instructing his subord’-
mites to rake up every etory they could 1y
their hands on, and that after twenty four
hours he made the most lame apology that
any Eoglish minister ever made for his pclicy
in our time,"”

Concerniog the inflaences in directing Eng-
lish opinion, the'correspondent states that
Southwark electors, having had a taste ot
police officialiam, Mitchelstown, as it weres
knocked into their heads on their own door-
steps, took the ballot tc show their senti-
ments in the most emphatic manner possible,
Many of them while exercising their consti.
tutional rights had been beaten and wounded,
while others had been imprisoned on perjured
police evidence. Other determining influ-
ences were O'Brien’s great speech the night
before the election and the political teaching
of the Star, the new evening Radical paper,
which has already a circulation of 123,000
copies.

The correspondent then goes on to relate:—
“The West Edinburgh election is, in one re-
spect, even more remarkable. The constitu-
ency is esgentislly the wealthy part of Edin-
burgh, People were much disturbed by the
introduction of anew factor, viz., Scottish
Home Rule. The Unioniste put forward
great exertions. Their oandidate was
an able men (son of the Iite Dr,
Raleigh, a well.lknown and highly-
esteemed Congregational mioister) and
quite a Radical on many political questions ;
while the Scofsman, the Unionist orgap, isa
great power in Edinburgh, Mr. Buchanan
therefore won over to the Home Rnle side
about a thoueand votes entirely becanso of
the brutal and stameful policy of Mr.

Balfour in Ireland, The longer Bal-
four 8 in offioc the  better it
will be for the Liberal party.

8ir Richard Cartwright Arraigns the
Government.

UrTaws, March 16.—In the House of Com-
mons yesterday afterncon, Siv Richard Cart-
wright moved the following resolution :—
*‘That it is highly desirable that the largeet
passible freedom of commercial intercourse
should obtain between the Downinion of Canads
and the United States, and that it 18 expedient
that all articles manufactured in or the natural
Eroduotu_ of either of the anid countries should
e admitted free of duty into the ports of the
obher (articles subject to duties of excise or of
internal revenue alone excepted); that it is
further expedient that the Government of the
Dominion should take stepa at at early date to
ascertain on what terms and conditions arrange-
ments can boeffected with the United States
for the purpoee of securing full and unreatricted
reciprocity of trade therewith.”
8ir Richard Cartwright said he addressed the
House under a strove sense of responsibility,
but was fortified by the knowledge that he
voiced the opinion of a1l the representatives of
the Liberal party, the vast majority of Liberals
in the country, and » large proportion of Con-
servatives. The question had been discussed
throughout the country, and by leading states-
men of the provincial governments at the
Quebec_ conference, who entirely approved of
unrestricted reciprocity. It wasa momentous
question, proposing a considerable change of
offairs. He was stating simple truth when he
said that within the last twenty years there had
been great commercial and focial changes in
the position of Canada, nnd he propesed to
draw attention to certain patent and salient
facta which he thought noboSy who studied the
question was able to deny, and he pointed out
what would be the inevitable conclusions re-
sulting frum these. He had absalutely accurata
statistics to show that duriog the last quarter of
a century, one out of every four of the popula-
tion of Canada bad to reek homesin a [oreign
country, and that out of emigrants we had im-
ported at great cost to this country, three out of
1our had been obliged to follow in the wake of
the fragment of the native population.

Sir Richard then guoted statistics to prove
his assertion. He referred to the enormous and
fertile country which the Government had
failed to settle, and said that it was not the
fault of the climate, the aoil nor the pecple, be-
yond the fault 1n having listened to stories told
by the Government. He said the people had
seen the Federal Constitution torn to pieces by
the Government and Einned together by bribos,
88 in Nova Scotia, and at the present mome. b
immicent rick wasincurred in Manitoba, the
Prirne Minister being in a position trom which
he must recede or ruu the risk of a third
rebellion, a fatal and terrible inistake
which he hoped would be avaided.
This raised the question of aremedy for the
exiating state of thinge. There were several—
a reform of the present oppressive and unjust
rystem of taxation; another by alterivg the
constitution and preventing intermeddliog by
Federal authormties in Provincial matters; a
stoppags of the perpetual bribing of provinges,
and lastly, the obtaining of {ree interchangw of
commerce with the Umted States, With that,
monopolies and combines woald cease, the
federal relations adjust themselves and trade
settle 1ato its legitimate channels, If it was an
heroic measure, never wos an heroic mearure
more required. Weare in a position to give
the United States a perfect equivalent for all
we ask if we decided to doso, and no trade
propasition could be succeseful without it were
advontageous to both sides.

Ater recess, Sir Richard Cartwright oro-
ceeded to point out that unrestricted recipro-
city would necesaitate prent economy in the ad-
ministration of public affairs, He admitted
that free trade would interfers seriously with
trusts and combines, and would hurt the busi-
neds of the practical politician, and would re-
duce manufacturers’ contributions to Tory elec-
tion funds, He said it would have been easy
for an 1ntelligent ndministration to keep down
the anoual expenditura to $26,000,000. He
emphasized the euccees of the Mackenzie
Government in keeping down taxation, and
showed that there was great room for re-
ducicg the expenses of the (overpment.
He rigiculed the loyalty cry and claimed to beo
a3 luyal as the occupants of the Govercment
benches, but he did not know that they wers
under any great obligation to Epgland, Ha
thought rather that the obligation was on the

SCOTLAND AND THE POFPE

A correspondent writing from Rome gives the
folluwing further particulars of the reception by
the Pope of the Scoitish pilgrims which, as we
have already stated, was » mest imposing func-
tion. Pedestrians went to the Vatican throvgh
the splendid bronze gate to the right of the
great portico of St. Pater’s, while the carriages
entered the Cortile of St. Damasus. The hall
of reception was the second of the celebrated
windowed galieries, which are decorated from
Raphael’s designe, and ot ove end was a throne
of crimeon velved, with gold decorations. Tae
gallery was lined by the Swiss Guards in their
quaint and picturerque uniform of black, yellow
and red. Al the lavies wore black, with short
black lacs veils ; and the men were in evening
dress, wich white ties, but without gloves
“which are forbidden. by Papal etiquetts, The
Pope entered, clad in his robes of white and
acarlet, and all knelt to receive his blessing,
after which the company gave thres heariy
chesrs as His Holiness mounted the throne.
Addresses were read by Archbishops Evre
snd Smith, and Lord Bute (who wore the
Ribbon and Star of the Thistle) read the ad-
dresses from the Scotch laity, after which
soveral - others (including one from the
Monastery at Fort Augustus) were ‘ taken
asread,” ** and then the Pops replied in a very
felicitous Latin speech. All knelt to receive
the Papul blessing, and then the gifts were pra
sented, and each person knelb at the foot of the
throne, kissed the crone on the Pope’s elipper,
received a few pleasant words, kissed the han
of his Holiness, and finally again kiszed the
cross on the elipper before retiring. The cere
wony began ab half-past ten, and was not over
till two o'clock. The Pope was greatly inter-
ested 1o the full Highland costume of & laird
from Inverness-shire, and it evidently pleased
him much. .

Anyone who
may have felt regret:at parting with. some
long cherished delusion, so long and so fond-
1y cherished as to have boocome unconaciensly
to one's self, part and parcel of one’s very
belog, con well realize the snecdote told'of
the cld Loadon aldermai), who died of sorrow
aad surpriseon heariog that the wonderful
etory of Robinson Crusoe was a fictinn, Good
simple soul | he had lived through a long and
happy life In the firm belief In one creed
which served his purpose well, and the.one
article of that croed was that Defoe's marvel-
lous masterpiece was true, snd when he lost
thut he lost faith in everything.” Somewhat
parallel to the above, though not immediate-
ly followed by such fatal results, was the
case of the old Irlsh woman, who, on some
thoughtless, shallow pate telling ber that St.
Patrick was a Sootchman and a Presbyterian,
denounced the reckless aaying with holy bor-
ror, as falaa and heretical. History might
have proved to the devout cld lady that she
was not %0 much aatray in her religiouna
opinione on this point as ber would-be en-
lightener would have her believe, for how,
anys history, could St. Patrick bave been a
Presbyterian when he calls himself “Bishop
of Ireland.” Of ocourse, thia may be met by
the assertion that the word *‘‘bishop” or ite
Latin equivalent had a different meaning fa
those primitive days from that which it bears
in the present day, but such matteis core
not within our province.

"I'he cffice of history istruly iconiclastic,
and the ardent admirer of 8i. Patrick will
feel, according to theenthusiaam of his nature
(and the temperature of Irishmen is generally
suppoesd to be at fever-heat,) a corresponding
smonnt of disappointment on learning that
8t, Patrick was not in reality the first Chris-
tian miasionary sent to Ireland ; that in fact
he had a precursor in the person ot

as he has been called, a pupil of Germain of
Auxerre, and a Gaul by birth, generally call-
od Palladius. This Palladius belonged, as
his snroame implies, to the Palladian family,
anoble Roman one, and if, as is asserted, hia
other name was Patricius, this helped to lend
color to his claim to high birth. Chroniclers
unite in acknowledging the Roman mission of
Palladiue, and he is 8aid to have undertaken
tho conversion of Ireland to Caristisnity
undcr Pope Celestine 8 sanction. Those who
might have feared that the fame acquired by
aformer Patrick might have dininished in
some degres the halo of eanctity that haa
hung for so many years sround the head of his
namesake, will be grutified to learn Lhat this
Palladius waa bat the foreranner of an: ther
greater than he, another destined to carry on
the work he had but imperfectly begun ; ns
the carth to the sunb, as the twilight 10 the
day, as the shadow to the substance, to was

who from the frrquency with which his nams
recurs in the rames given to plases not nnly
in Ireland, but in Eogland awd Sco:l:nd,
seems to have visited, or at least to have besn
known and hoenored fur hevond the narrow
bounds to which some peopls would restrict
his missionary lsbors, wnd amopzst othera
Pa‘terdale (Patrick’s dale) in Westmoreland,
and Kirkpatrick in Durham may ba mention-
ed as familiar instances, In Scotland Patrick
has alwaye, and notably amongst families of
the higheat rank, been a favorite Christian
name, whil:t {n Szottish topography it is not
furgotten. He reems to have vieited Walea
alio, and the Welsh with that lave for arre.
gating to thems:lves whatever of good or
worthy antiquity may offsr have tried severul
timew, but as yet without e¢ffact to appropriate
the great Apostle of the Scoti themeelves,
Let it always been borne in mind that in the
fifth oentury and long griur to it, Ircland was
the only country bearing the nume of Sactis,
and that whole tribee of her adventurons
sons had formed colonies in the country now
called Scotland, o that when we learn from
sources that are considered authentic that he
was born in Dumbartonshire, wo find that we
may at leaat claim for him a aort of neighbor-
ship to the prople whom he was sfterwarda to
lesd forth from idolatry. The degrading

It would take no very profound scholar to
procounce the above spurious, If it were
only the allusion made in it to the *‘shaven.
crown" as asingular feature of the new-comer
that alone would be enough to condemn i, as
the tonsiire had for ages been in use amongat
the Druids. who represented in that way,
namely, by shaving a circle on the crown of
the head, their chief deity, the Sun-god ; so
the sight of the ‘‘shaven-crown’ oould really
have been nothing novel or wonderful to them
although it might have heen worn by the
minister of another faith. 'L'he orlentation of
churches, namely, the placing the alter to-
wards the East, an arrungement which the
sun-worshiping Druids would alao not he slow
in understanding, as they themuelves turned
to the East in prayer, may have been and
probably wae, a fact with whith they hed
becoms acquaiste d long anterior tothe date
ascribed to the prophecy. St. Patrick, how-
ever, seems to heve introduced a vew form of
ecolealastioal architecture into Ireland—that
of the trunaveree church, of which shape he
seems to have built more than one, sni given
them the name, piobably from this irregula.

rity iotheir struoture, of sabhals or baras,

This departure from the regularly recognized
"standug for all rellgi!'?nn edifices of that day
seen.s to have arisen ‘from the fact that one
of bis oonverts baviog made bim & present ‘of
‘some ground whbereon to erect a church, ex-
acted a promise from Patrick that the ohuroch
should rua In its length from north to south ;
o singular request, but ons with whioh the
saint ia said to have most graciously com-
plied, even though it-may have esadly upeet all
his precunceived ideas of the fit and proper
proportions for a Christian temple. These
traneverse cburches were built at different
places through Ireland, and always received
the name of Sabhal (moderniz:d Saul)—the
Irish for barn, probably as an acknewledg-
ment of their having been built at variance
with the generally receivoed idea of church
architeoture proper, But this is antloipating
tradition, where it is obviouely of primary
fmportance to become poesessed of the his-
torioal faots connected with the life and la-
bors of this most remarkable man. In the
first plice, then, there la cause tor congratu-
lation to the historical student that these ma-
terials are plentiful, though there ia ground
for recommending much cautlon to be exer-
cised in the use of them, as the antiquity of a
dooument is unfortunately not always a proaof
of its authenticity. 1n the second place, the
Irish are fortunate beyond mostother nationa
in being able to show an account, written by
their saint himself. It is said to have been
in his own hundwriting, a copy of which,
taken from an original of great age, which
was becoming obacure, even in the eighth
century, when the transcription was made, s
yet preserved in tho great Book of Armagh,
amongst the moit ancient abnals of the na-
tion. This is no less than

the antiquity and authenticity of which has
never been for one moment questioned ; al-
though, indeed, many spurious copies have
besn made, and many ioterpolations have
striven to mar the wonderful simplicity and
harmony of the original.

safely encounter that of ours. The interpola-
tions are o numerocus and 8o gross, that the
experienced student knows them at once when
he meets them, and quistly amiles as he paseea
them by, They have been introduced at
various periods for cerlain purposes that are
too traneparent to need explanation. Ine
esrlieat copy extant, that in the Book cof
Armagh, is the ouly genuine one, and it is o
that alone reference shall be made when
apenking ¢f St. Patriok’s life as a matter of
history.

HIS MIS:ION TO LRELAND AN APOSTOLIC OXNE.

By thia mwy ba meant that he was ment
{apostolus) by svme force without or within
himeelf-~who shall eay which—to take
spiritual charge of the Irieh nation. That
his misgion wan a Divine one, ho cf course,
aeems to have had no doubt, for the success-
tul missionnry, like the successful diplomat,
must bave ncither want of confidence in the
goodness of his cause, nor in his own abllity
to serve thut cuute. Patrick 8o far possessed
the elements of success in that he nover
seema to have drawn back his hand frem the
work he wus ubout to do, nor ever seems to
have questioned his own power to perform it.
\Withal he possesned in o high degree the
humility which, ut that time, was conaidered
the moet eminent of Christiar virtues, whilst
at the saume time he never seems to have for-
gotten the diguity of his racerdotal office, nor
the honar due to it. He spraks of himself s
beivg 1ude and unlettered *‘ructiciasimus”—
and ** indectus,” and eome have cited in aup-
port of the literal acceptance of the saint’s
opinion of himeelf, the circumssances ot the
Anptobiography or Coofessio ae it is generally
culled, buing written in an urpolished Uatin-
ity, but taking into consideration the general
ttyle of the narrative which is clear £nd con-
cise, and the manifest tear of the unuthor lest
he should in mome ungunrded momsent be
tempted into vain glory, along with the faat
that long before the Confessino wae written he
had educated native youths for the priest-
hood, and not only tauyht them himaelf, but
more gencrous than thic Druid teachers whom
ha displunced, gave them injunctions toimpart
tho knuwladge thus acqnired to others ; tuk-
ing nil theee circumatencee inko consideration
we muat suppoes that tho saint expressed a
Jower estimate of Lis own powcrs than it
would be unjust for posterity to aceept. Thers
may hava been, nay, there positively ere, evi-
‘enges that his cducetion was in eoms re-
apeuts Gefective, aw in his imperfect ncauiei-
don of latin, at that time the learned
tongue ; hut when we take into accouat his
lovg wojrurn iu a foreign country, where o
foreign :anyunge was spoken, and the early
age at which > waa taken oaptive, when he
couid eoarcely in that dark sge have maetered
his own mnrther tongue, we cannat be sur-
prised at this. Oae ancient historian worthy
«f altention menticns the fact that Patrick's
tprech was & mixture of Irieh and Latin,
which may be well helisved. There is &
curious fact in connection with hia mission as
o teacher, which is thus.

Hia
father, Calpurnius, was, he says, a deacon and
deourio, the rank of decurin, or magistrate, in
a Ronmun colony, of iteelf being a patent of
notidlity. Fis mother’s name was Conches or
Counchensa ; he had one brother and five sis.
tere. Ho says he reeided in Britaunire, which
may mean Britain proper, or Bretagne in
Frunce. MHe is not oxplictt as to where his
heme was, but 8 very anciens writing called
Fiace’s Hymn comes to our assistance here,
wod l2ards uy to aa rensonable a conclusion vs
seems probable under the cirocumatances, It
says in detailing the manner of St. Patrick
being teken iolo onptivity, that Patrick and
his psrents were goiog from among the
Bectang of A-olusid, (Dumbarton) noruss the
Teoian S a, (she Eaglish ohann:i), on a visit
to their relatives the Bretons of Armure
RBeitbeny, when they were tuken by pirates ;

SOLD HIM INTO SLAVERY

In’ the morth of Dalaraidhe to a chieftain
named Michul or Milchu. Heraon Sliabh
Mis or Sleamish, in the County of Down, he
was condemned to tend awine on .the moun-
tain. At this time he waa: sixteen years of
age, and in this state of servitude he remained
for eix yenrs. Towards the end of thst period
he was visited by visions, or as he with
chn}-aoterintio caution terms them, voices,
whioch told him that he was to leave that
country, that there was a ship coming for
him ; and after an interval the voice spoke
sgain, eaying that the ship which was destined
to hear him away was then two hundred
miles distant, When at last he escaped he
found some difficulty in obtalning the aid of
the oaptain and sailurs, whom he afterwards
recompensed by rescuing them asthey thought
from starvation, but for whom he says he
prayed, and, they being at that time wander-
ing through a desert, a herd of ewine ap-
peared, and Patrick's companions appeased
their hunger with this animal food. Patrick
next discovered honey, a most welcome and
unexpected treat in the midat of a desert, but
of this wild delicacy Patrick refused to taste,
ay from some words spoken by one of his
companions he was led to believe that they
had made an offering of it to some idol,
Afterwards he dreamt that a great stone had
fallen upon him and that he conld not move
under its weight ; in this extremity he says:

* How it came into my mind to call out|
Helias I know no$, but at that moment I saw
the sun rising in the heavens, and whilst I
cried out Helias! Helias ! with a!l my might,
lo, the brightneus of the sun fell npon me and
straightaway removed all the wiight.”

Now this singular use of the word Heliaa
has been & subject of much controversy
amongst the learned ; some contending that
Patrick invoked Elias to relieve him, but aa
Elias has always been regarded as living by
the Christian Church, and not as really yet
amongst the blessed, an invocation to him
would have been marifestly out of question;
others suppnee that by it he called upon God
(He:brew El-Eli), sn imitation of that memor-.
sble cry on Mount Cslvary, ¢ Eli, Kli, lama
sabacthani ;" cthers syying that Patrick had
gone hack for the moment to the old idols of
his ccuniry and invoked the aid of the sun-
god Helioa. Those who support those two
latter theories are now in morc perfect accord
and nearer the truth than they can imagine ;
for the eun, 8s the anurce of light, is thosym-
hal of tne crestive power, and, ther«fore, has
in all primitive ages and countrics been firat
worshipped for deity. He then, lie saye, re-
turned to the Brittanrse: where being with
hin relutions, he was visited by volces and
visions ue in his cavtivity. Then came his

¢ And there,” he says, *“in the dead of night
I saw a man com'ng to me, as if from Hiberio,
whoze name was Victoricus, bearing inumer-
vble episties. And he gnve me oxe of them
n: d I read the beginving of it ; which con-
tp'ned the words * The Voice of the Irieh,’
Vox Hiberlcoosenm, and whilst I wae repeat-
ing the beginping of the epistle I imagined
thut I heard in my mind the voice of those
who were near the wood of Foclut, which ia
penr the Westernsca, And thus they crled :
—* We pray thee, holy youth. to come and
henceforth walk amongat ua.’”

This vieion was followed by others, but the
onu which seems to have decided him to como
to Irelsnd, was that which he relates himeelf,
as follows 1~ : .

“ 1 eow in a vision of tho night, there wis
a writing opposite to my face, without honor,
And then [ heard an anawer unto me. We
have secn urfortunately the face of one de.
siguated without a namo,”

Thia vision hue 80 many interpretators among
the curious in such matters, some alleging
that ¢ without honot” and *‘without a
name,” signified that he was going on his
mission without a countenanoce and encourago-
meut of hia friends ; but this can scarc:ly be
sccepted as the trne reading, these phrasca
acemiog to signify that vo name mer:ly was
menticned in the writing, as though it
remained but with the seer himself to
hava the honor of Apostleship conferred
o1 him, and have his own name inserted
in the glorious roll as one of the first bringers
of the Gcespel to heathen lands.

ST, PATRICK'S CREED.

Lost after apes should be in doubt as to
what the early Irish Christians were taught
under Patrick’s geidance, the annalist of those
timea has preserved the original confcasion of
Faith subacribed by the Apostle himsslf,
There are a few points about this Credo,
which are not only of interest to the theolo-
gian, but may be #o to the general reader as
well, The document is too lenghty to be here
reproduced, but these chief features may be
pointed out, viz., that he ascribea the creative
fuculty to the second person of the Trinity;
that he hs no mention of Christ’a deecent
into the lower regions, and no reference to
the resurrection of the hody after death. It
is appirently unique as o Declaration of Re-
ligious Bellef, and like all the other writings
of this extraordinary man, seems to have bad
no model upon which it could bave been
formed. It is more than doubtfnl that he
conld ever have even seen the Nicen Creed ;
8o that he must literally have foond ount a be-
lief for himeelf from the light that was in
him. The Creed also recogniz2s compensa-
tion according to works ; (n confession which
doas away at once with the idea of his Presby-
terianism) it admits the immortality of the
soul, and the efficacy of prayer. Of bis cor-
respondence thers is one fragmeut worthy of
note remaining to us,

THE EPISTLE TO COROTICUS

makes us acqusinted with some curious cos-
tumes amonget the Roman and Gallicen Chrie-
tians, Coroticus seems to have been a Roman
citizen or the son of a Roman citizen setiled
in a colony cf Britain, and of the same origin
a8 Patrick himself. In the Epistle, Patrick,
somewbat after the manner of Paul, speaks of
his own Roman citizenship, and seeks to
shame this Coroticus, chicftsin st that time
of what is now callsd from his nsme Cardi-
ganshire, for his treatmeont of Christian cap-
tives whom he, although himselt a professed
Christian, had rold into slavery ameng the
pative heathen tribes. It seems to have been
oustomary amoag the Roman and Gallican
Christiuns to have contributed large sums of
money towards the. ransom of Christian cap-
tives. Patrick reproaches Corcticus for his
acting in euch complete opposition to this
humane custom, This Epietle is written in
Latin, and is uniform, both in style and com-
position, with his other writings, The re-
moostraiices of the good raint eeem to have
had but little effeot on the recreant chieftain,
Patrick makes mention of *¢ apostate Piots™
in this letter, which implies that the Plots
had at some time prior to that date been
oonverted to Chriatianity, Perhaps they
w:dre Christians of the same type as Coiotious
8

who seem to have beem of such a very
brittle calibre that, if traditlon spesk
true, the worthy =alnt was fain to nrge
on them the nocessity of a speedy exit
trom this mutable world )ato a gphere whexe

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glven to uuderatand, as the converts are
always represented as sefzing esgerly upon
this ready solation of all their mental and
apiritue]l difficulties. 1f we are to believe

patience sorely tried with some of these hope-
tul neopbytes, King Leaghaire, in particalar,
provingjso utterly unamenable to all reason
and srgument as to make us wieh that he bad
been got rid of in a similar way to other
troublesome disoiples of the new faith, Itis
not every day, however, that

is caught, and he may have been saved **pour
encourager les antres.” However, after all
the trouble and anxisty that his conversion
had cost, this most unconscionable old hea-
then had the audacity to order his own burial
in direct opposition to all christian doctrice,
desiring to bs buried in the same manner as
his pagan predecessors, and to be laid in his
mound on Lara hill with his face upwards,
turned in the direction of Leinster, as he had
been an enemy of the Leinster men during his
life, and wished thus to testify that death
had not extinguished the hsate he bore them.

PATRICK’S FIRST CONYERT

was Dichu whom he is said to have baptised
on his own (Dichu’) thrsshing floor, In
gratitude Dichu gave him a plot of ground,
oy whioh afterwards w+s ereoted a transverse
church, and which Dichu called, in the Irish
tongue, Sabhsl Patriac—Patrick's granary.
1t is now called Saul, wud is in the county
Down,

Dichu had a brother ramed Rus, a chieftain
also, and an obstinate ¢1i men, who drove so
bard o bargain with the sain: as to obtain
from the latter as a reward for being convert-
ed the gift of renewed you:ih. Dairc’s was
another rather slippery csse «f conversion, as
after being baptiz:d, legends eay that he gave
to Patrick ground wher:0a tn build a church,
which the saint, doubtlsss divining the cha.
racter of him with whom Lo had to deal, at
ouco enclosed. But Daire sent his horse
Miraculo to graze in tho eccloeure. The
horse died, a circumstance which was not
miraculous, and the master became i, and
becoming alirmed sent for Patrick and had at
once hig life, bis senses, and his horss restor-
ed to him.

Mention has already becu made of a vile
attempt to fasten upon 8t Pacrick the stigma
of having beer partial to that s voky beverage
of the illicit etill which is knowan to the initi-
uted in the Bacchanalisan mysteries as Poroen
That St. Patrick,who wea as much aa apostle
of temperance as of Ireland itself, should he
80 groasly Libclled cun only be attributed to
the ignorance of tho libeller, Tucre is un
anecdote told indeed of oae thirsty disciple
of his which may wcll bear ragutition, if ozly
to illustrate thiz point. Patrick had
given orders that none of his disciples should
taste drink during the day. Oue Ccl:-man,
ever afterwards called the Thirsty, (lciah,
Na Stadnash) obeved this it jauction €0 Jiter-
ally that he would not evea touch water,
though he wae working out under w hot sun
at field lsbor, Towarda evening, alter ex-
periencing all the tortures of thirat, he grew
faint saod diec. The legend represcnts his
master ay full ¢f admiration at hia obedienco.

A GOUD RADISH FOR, MARKET
GARDENERS.

Amopg novelties in vogetables catalogued
for the first tims is the Philadelphia white
*‘box” radish, which is illustrated and des-
cribed by James Vick in his Guide for 188S.
The points of superiority claimed for it are, a
ghort top, rapid growth, perfect turnip shapo,
extra fina quality and showing no disposi-
tion to become pithy with age.

Vick has found it especially adapted for
growing in boxee or frames, hence its nams,
as well aa early sowing on squares or borders
in the open ground. Owing to ite thick short
leaves, it can be town very thiokly in tho row
withont oauaing tho lenves to ‘'draw.” It
hee been estimated that fully one-hall more
radishes con be grown in the same space of
this sort than most other varietice, honna ite
value to thowe engaged in torcing esrly vege-
tables under glass,
