Alnost as bad as
the iivorce Court business are the
ch:lrges againsi b y Mr. T. Healy in
the National Press, a nd repeated day
after day with singular vigor and per-
sistency. These are the malversations
of public moneys subscribed for national
purposes.

ply it. I amn safe, thon, as long as my

wili is directed to God, and I do what is
right. l iîatters not how much I
suffer; ail the day long and even through
the night I may be tetpted, at home
and on te street, in the eclhurch and in
the shop, in the school room and in the
theatre, when alone and when in the
rmtidst of the naddening crowd; no place,
iowever sacred, no occupation, however
holy, will seccure mi' immtemptation ;
and though I may be driven almost to
distraction, though I rnay feel drenched
with bthe moral filth that Lias been in ie
and around mie, yet so long as I keep
inviolable the citadel of my will, so long
am I free front sin, and temptation may
dash its angry waves as furiously as the
sea against t c lighthouse, but as vainly
as long as the foundation holds firm.
The fleecy foan may ilas the sullen
rocks, and the, spray mtîay obscure the
light ; there will e scars enlough to tell
of t lie stori but they will be the signs
of victory. The sufferng may be dread-
fui and agonizing in intensity. The devil
has often pover to iake us imagine
that we have given consent and to sonie
tintes tilt our uinds with Lt lfeelimg of
sinifuîl complacency. 'o a soull that is
earnestly striviug to serve Gol, there
can be no more exquisite suffering than
this. Many have fallein away front God
hy succunbing to this truly diabolical
stratagemi. But let us anilit e ourselvcs
with the reflection tliat if we are habit-
na iiy disposed to die rather than offend
God, and shudder at teli are possilt.ilitv
of cominittinig a mortal sin, there is no
fear of our consentimg to a temtptation
without being pa inu Illy consciours of that
fact.

Philip O'Neill writes in the Catholio
Mirrror on the Talmud, as as follows:
The Jows have the Talmud, composed
of the Pentateuch, the prophecies and
rabbinical Stings. They preserved the
law and %e prophecies coneerning
Christ. Tlieir testimony ia valuable, aU
the more (hat' they were witnemses of
the facts.of the Old Testament. They
are the only witnesses. Infidels and
scientista dare not dispute the testimony
of an organization thait was ever present.
Their testimony is important to Chris-
tianity, but a Jew doce not see it thus.
He carries a book which i its prophe-
cies donies the present mission and points
to ia new dispensation. The Jewa have
a book, a sacred writing, which they can-
not interpret. There is a veil over their
faces. St. Paul said: As it is written:
God bath given them the spirit of insen-
sibilitv-eyes that they may not see, and
cars that they should not hear until this
resent day." It is written in Isaiah
vi, 9, 10) and quoted by the Apostle in

Romans (xi, 8). Our Saviour quotes the
same words of Isaiah (vi,9, 10,in St.
Matthew (xiii, 14); also in St. Jo n (xii,
39, 40). Again in St. Mark (iv, 12) and
St. Luke (viii, 10). Thus the saying of
Isaihli regarding these people is quoted
hy our Saviour in the four Gospels. This
fact ina,- ave n weight with the Je-wish
people, but it will have somoe weight with
the Christian reader. St. Paul, who was
trained at the feet of Gamaliel, and who
wais it persecutor of Christians until cover-
ed by a miracle, knew that the word of
Isaiah was being fulfilled. This Apostlealso wrote (Romans, xi. 25): Blindneus
in part has happened in Israel until the
fullnees of the Gentiles should corne." He
also in Romans (xi, 10) quotes David:
"Let tiheir eyes he darkened that they
sec nrot." (Dovai version, ps. lxviii, 24;

i King Jrames version, p. lxix, 23). St.Ptai also said (Romans, x, 4): " The end
of the law of Christ." That is the object of

f the Mosaic law, is faith in Christ. St.

TEE German Emperor seems to have
met with a most enthusiastic welcome
in England, though perbape those who
cast up their caps and ehouted give little
heed to the possible political couse-
quences of bis visit to their shores. It
is said that the Impenial Governmn ent is
virtually attached to the alliance lately
fornied by some of the great powers.
Lord Salisbury is an astute statesman
.u foreign affairs, but the British people
will not relisi being dragged at the
chariot vieelse of the youthful tyrant,
and tiey will like it less if it should turn
out that the cause at issue proves i

losing oie. Strate recent revelations
have shtownu that Bisnarek went into re-
tirenient iu consequence of lus tcndency
to becomie autocratic and tyrannical.

The Empress Dowager receivedi a good
deal of synpathy froa theC Germain peo-
ple when it becanie known that sIte liad
been, in a relative sense, ilI-used by the
late Cbancellor. But the Germitan people
dislike tyranny and vii not subiit to it
any more fromt a Kaiser than a Chancel-
]or, and it certitnly' seenis as if the
younîg Emnperor li assîmuing a toie and
style which w'iIl be resented by Ins
people.

TiE San Francisco Monitur addresses
a correspondent mn the following plain
terms.-

"Your obituary poen can only see
the light of day on paynent for its pub-
lication. But we do not advise you toe
publish it. Save your uoney for Masses.
One Mass for your dead friend is better
than all the poetry you could print from
now to the Day of Judgment."

The Honduras Djineuity.

The New York Su in saye: " The cana-
mtunication w-e printed yesterday from
Lord Salisbury taothe American Miniter
lin London regardmg the Guians, bound-
ai-y. gives somie hope of the settlement
o! the long-standing dispute between
Enîgland and Venezuela. It appeare
thmat the Britisht Governuient le rcady toa
abanîdon certain partions ai the terrn-
torial clairn which iL bas madle, toesubmit
other portions ta arbitration and to re-
new diplomatie relations with Vene-
zuela; but the friendly intercourse of
the two powera involves certain arrange-
ments between them, and the British
Government will retain that territory
which there can be no reasonable doubt
of its right ta hold. Under the circum-

stances, accoraing to Lord. Balisury,
there should be no insuperable diMeùlÇy.
in settling the questions at issue. Lord
Salisbury, however, intimates tao M is-
ter Lincoln that the British Government
la not ready to naie urse of the good
offices. of the Anerici Governmentui
the cane, or to accept Secretary Blaine's
proposition o subnt it to international
arbitration, and that the question will
be reserved for settlement by the parties
tirectly concernd m init. For years put
Venezuela has been appealing to our
Government for assistance in its dispute
with England, and, in response, Seret
Blaine suggestedlarbitration totheBiitis
Government. The rejection of thèt eng-
gestion by Lord Salisbury brouglt Secre-
tary Blaine's diplonaticmlaborin the ca e
to an end.

Amateur Saniors.
A dispatch froin Simcoe, Ont., states

that it is feared that Major John W.
Ryerson, of Sinmcoe, and Mr. Able Bun-
ker, of Toronto, both of whon are well
known, and each of whom leaves a wife
and children, were drowned in the yacht
" Mable," which was seen to disappear
near Port Dover on Friday, Jnly 3, dur-
ing tieheavy gale of that day.

The Drelbund.
An inident connected with the sojouri

of the Ducihess of Aosta in London
illustrates the nature of the senti-
ments between the chiefs of the Drei-
bund and French personages. The
Ducliess and Prince Victor Napoleon,
were staiying a the residence of Ex-Emn-
press Euigenie. at Farnborough. King
Humbert having ordered the Duchese to
appear at the Imiperialreceptions in lti-
don, Eugene protested that the Duchesis
could not continue to be lier guest il'
she figtred at the Kaiser's fetes. The
Duchess was thereupon ordered to instal
herself at the Italian embamy. where she
is now a guest, and Prince Victor took
his suininary departure from England.
Both the Emperor and Empress of Ger-
many leave the niost favorable impres
sion arnong those who have met them
beyond the eye of the general public.

Maynooth College.

A striking cerenmony and a picturesque
took place recently at Maynooth-the
great Roman Catiolic Ecclesiastical Col-
loge in Ireland. It was the dedication of
the new church in connection with it.
The church has been long a-building
and no expense has been spared to make
it magnificent. As a specimen of French
Gothic art it cannot be excelled. The
occasion brought together all the arch-
bishops, bishops, and a vast assemblage
of the priests of Ireland, whilst distin-
guish ed visitors from every part of the
world honored the place with their yre-
sence. It was a red-letter day in the is.
tory of Maynooth ; and, set in the plea-
s.mt plains of Kildare, the occasion ack-
ed nothing that beautiful surroundings
could aflord. Probably never before
were so nany members of the Roman
Catholie Church in Ireland gathered to-
gether, and singularly imposmngthe array
of mitres looked. The sermon was

reached by the Right Rev. Dr. Healy,
Coadjutor Hishop ot Clonfert, one of the
finest scholars and ablest men in the
Church in Ireland, and by long odds its
nmost elo tent preacher. The discourse
was worthy of the occasion. Dr. Healy
was one of the two bishops who always
gave the cold shoulder to the Land Cam-
paigni movement, and caine in by conse-
quence for much left-handed National-
ist praise.

As a rule ilt is first noticed on the fruit-
wlien about hatf forned-Iresenting a
downy and frostel appearance, iwhich
gives place to a grayish brown in the
later stages. The berries shrivel and
fall to the ground whien slightly shaken.
Beginig wvith one ortwo varieties l the
vineyard, the diseaset ùallowed ta ruin
its course will spread rapidly, attacking
other kinds whieb ivere atiýret entirely
exempt. It usually affects the leaves
and wood later in the seasaon, sometimes
ln the case of early varieties after the
frit as een gathere. Tbis stage ai
the disease ws prominent as affecting
the Roger Hybrida ithe Experimentai
Far> viney;ard last seaon. At furt it
is seen un the upper surface of the lea
showing in bro-n spots, while the lower
surface presents the frosted appearance
resembing that form of the disease
atfecting t-he fruit.
