*¢ When, upon the 24th of April Iast, a day sacred
to St. Fidelia of Sigmaringen, we Ditterly deplored
8t the College of the -Propaganda the sad acd la-
mentable situation of .the Kingdom of Poland, and
the inconsiderate revolution which had broken oaut
apgaingy, the powerful Emperor of Russia, we s2id also
that we had learnt from the pewspapers the rigorons
nmeasures taken Dby the Russian Governmen: not
only to repress the Polish insurrection but also to
extirpate the Catholic religion from that kingdom.
We added that is was necessary to verify these sad
Statements. with the greatest care, and by informa-
tion derived from the most authentic sources, be-
cause it i3 not well always 1o rely blindly ppon the
press. DBui, venerable brethren, we have now ase
certained with profound sorrow, from abucdaat tes-
timony worthy of belief, which has been trapsmitted
ta ug, the truth of the mgor with which ths Russian
Goveroment does not cense 'to pursue the Catholic
Church in Poland, ber members, and the faithful.
We bave learnt, indeed, with certainty that the Gov-
ernment, locg since the enemy of the OCutholic
Church, snd animated by the desirs of leading all its
subjects into achism, has seized upon the pretext of
the revolntion whick bas broken out to persecute in
every way all Catholics and cur holy religion, Gon-
gequently, sstting on one side the Concordat spreed
upon with us, and trampling underfoor the public
conventions which pratect the Catholic Oburch in
-Poland, it has promulgated & host of laws and de-
creed contrary 1o the Catholic religion, probibiting
Oatholic writings, and favouriog, upon the coatrary,
the diffusion of books and unewspapers opposed 10
Catholic doctrine, prints filled with gross insults
againet the Vicar of Christ upon earth and against
this Apostokic chair, and haviog for their principal
object the perversion of the Polish people. The
Russian Government has further never ceased to for-
bid communication with us and witk the Holy See, to
prescribe oaths contrary to the Divine laws, to excite
the people againstthe Catholic priests, end to binder
the latier from preaching, to tesch the differenca
existing between Catholic truth and schism, forovig-
ding avder the most sericus penalties the abandon-
ment of fatal beresy and reture to the bosom of the
Catholic Church, Ministers of religion have Deen
expelled from their convente, which have beez con-
verted 1oto barracks, Bishops have been removed
from their dioceses and sent into exile, An extra-
ordinary number of Greek Ontholies already dragged
ioto heresy by shameful machinations bave found
tbemselves prevented from rsturning, as they had
wished, within the pale of the Catholic Chureh.

He may abate the pride and oabatinsey of her eae-

spoiled of their property, reduced to frightfal misery
sent into exile or thrown into prison, and even put
to death, for having continued to ofer tbe aid of
their ministrations to the wounded snd the dying
upon the field of battle. I must be added to this
that the priests and laymen sent into exile are de-
prived of our religion, and thas the Catholics of Li-
thuania have had to choose between exile into dis-
tant countries and apostacy. All these measares,
and others equally deplorable, are unceasingly em-
ployed by the Russian Government against the Oa-
tholic Church. This causes o3 profound zorrow,
venerable brethren; and we are unable ito restrain
our terrs when we think of the faithful who endure
oll the persecuiions by which the Russian Govern-
mext endeavors to annihilate the Catholic: teligion
in the Kingdom of Poland and iz the other portions
of itz empire.

 In tnis cruel wor which the Russinn Governrtent
has ondertaken ngainst the righis, the ministers,and
the property of the Catholic Church, we are further
obliged to deplors and to condemn enother attempt
quite novel in the history of the Chureb, apd nn-
i beard of up to this day., Not only has this same
Government banished into distant regions our ven-
erable brother Sigismund, the noble and worthy
Archbishop of Warsaw, after having torn him from
his see, but it has further not scrupled to order that
he should be deprived of all authority and all epis-
copal jurisdictien jn his dioce:s, and has aiso not
besitated to forbi@ all communicationa between him
and his diocess, declaring that Paul Kzevooski, his
Viear- General and Bisbhop ot Pruse in purtibus, ap-
pointed by us suffragan of the Archbishop of War-
saw, will suffice to administer the divceas of our dear
son. Words fail us to qualily and reprove such an
act, Who will not be profoundly astonished 10 learn
that the Ruzsisn Goveroment has falsely adopted
the bel:ef that it could daprive the bishops of a mis-
sion given by the Holy Spirit of en authority re-
ceived from God, and rever subordinated w0 lay an-
thority, and could remove them from the government
and the administration of their diocess? While con-
demnpipg and reproviog this error, we must at the
same time declare plainly and nloud that no one can
obey these orders, but that ail must render faith-
ful obedience to our venerable brother Sigismund,
who is the true snd legitimate Archihishop of War-
saw. We doubt not, also, that our dear son FPaul
Kzevonski, calling te mind his duty, and refusing to
obey the orders of 1he Russian Government, will con-
tinue to exercise the funciions of Yicar-General, which
bave been intrusted to him by his legitimate superior,
the Archbishop of Warsaw, and will ie all things, and
in every way, hasten to obey his orders.

‘' But while taking Heaven aad earth to witneas,
ob, venerable brethren, we deplore and reprove the
persecutions which the Russian Government does
not cease to exorcise against the Ohurca, we are
very far from approving in any way the revolution-
ary movement inconsiderately carried out in Poland.
All ibhe world, in fact, ia aware with what care the
Catholic Chureh has always recommended- and
taught that every person should obey the constituted
authorities, and that each should submit bimself to
the civil power, 50 long at least as its orders ace
not contrary to the laws of God and of the Church.
For this reason we deeply regret that the Polish in-
sarrection should have sxcited the Russinn Govern-
ment to-persecute and oppress ithe Chnrch sill fur-
ther. .
While condemning and reproving this revolt, so
injurious to Obristian and civil society, it i3 our daty
o.call nrgenily npon those who direct the people to
employ all their gtrength, lest the grave words of
the Bovk of Wisdom be addressed 10 them—* Ye bave
received this power and this.domirion from the
Most High, who will' ask of your works and will |
sound-the depth of your thoughts, for as much as,
oeing the'ministers of His Kingdom, you have not
judged equitably, neither have regarded the law of
‘justice, neither have walked according to the will of
God.- He will manifess himself.unto  you in a terri-
ble. manner, -because.they . who govern other men
shali be judged with extreme. rigor,for more com-
passion 18 fels for the lowly, but the powerful shall
be 'po;vz':rfnlly tormented.’ - (* Wisdom,’ ‘ehap, iv., 4,
56, 7) . :

Since that most energetic aad talented
clergyman, the Rev. John Sutherland, was piaced
there, religion bins really ad vanced with rapid strides.
Much, much do the Catholics of Aberdeen owe to his
natiring zeal and gell sacrificing devotedness. May
Heaven reward him for hig great labore.  He has ia-
deed proved himself a good sbepherd to his fiock,
end procured for them many advantagos. When he
came there a few years ago, there was oaly the low
and damp chapel in Justice street, mdden in & dis-
reputable locality. Now, there i3 the magnificent
Church of the Assumption,in Huntly streer, which
may vie with any OCnathoiic church in Britain. It
still wants & apire. Woe to the notorious Blaikies of
Aberdeen, whose iniquity robbed the Trustees of Mr.
Menzies, and seems 1o have rendered them unable to
discharge their debt to the funds of that church.—
Ten years ago, & Nun would have been a curiosity
never expected to be seen in the streets of Aberdeen.
Now, thanbs to the Rev. Mr. Sutheriand, there is a
commodious Convent of Franciscan Nuna, builf ex-
pressly for them, and connected with a boarding and
day school, supplying ficat-rate educetion to upwards
of sixty young ladies.

.woman, The poor feel keeniy, and resent by neglect
of their religious ordinances the'slight upon them by
the inferior instrumentality supposed o be good
smongh for the saving of such souls as theirs, If
seripture-readers and bible-women be required, thelr
services should be restricted to the wealthy and well
instrticted. The blind should never be employed to
lend or guide the blind, ot the ignorant to instruct
the ignorant. The poor ara those who require the
most learned, and the most experienced, and the
most socially influentinl teachers. General indiffer-
entism i3 also produced ameng the workipg-cirsses
by. the excess of religious controversy iz the pulpits
of the Xstablished Church, The working-clsases
grow weary of the incessant din dbout Popery, while
they listen in vaia for reproofs of vicez which pre-
vail oo al! sides of them, and wkich are eating like
8 cancer 1nta the very heart of society. The fraudu-
lent beokrupt rearing his head unabashed,snd the

ed a ghort time sgo, on good Federal autherity, that
the term ! guerilla,' ia Virginia, has particular signi-
ficance. Persons called ¢ guerillas’ are not guorillas
proper, but they come to kill Federal soldiers in this
way : the army encamps in a locality; and when it
marches it lenves siragglers behind, wlo pecrete
them selves in barns or garcets. These, when the
army has moved, live upon the subsiance of the far-
mera—kill their cattle, their pigs, sod poultry, and
eat them, in fact, out of bouse and home, while they
practice nameless indiguities on the wowen, or mur-
der the old men left ut home who resent. The sol-
dlers whe thua bebave are not the better class of
those who compose the Federal armies, but the getm
which those armies bave gathered [rom the cities,
sod made worze from the nalurally demnoralizing ton-
dency of war, The result is, the people gather and
kill these men whereever they find them ; and that
even women fire on them. [tis uaturasl that they
ghould. Such killing arises from the common iu-
stinct of sell-preservation. But it is horrible. Gen-

tion is a delicate one, that bis eonszection with a
dwvorcee 1s somewhat opea o criticism, he also
resigns lis pomation as Vice-President, and
withdraws from the Congress altogetier.

# Tae CrRowN AND THE CONFEDERATION,”—
Three Letters to the Hon. J. A, Macdonald,
By A Backwoodsinan.

‘We have had many letters and pamphlets on
the present constitutional crisis and the political
future of British North America, but none cop-
cerved in a better spirit than this little Jrochure
by A Backwoodsman, of which the greater
part appeared in the columns of the Montreal
Gazette. :

The writer 1s hopefal, more hopeful than our
actual circumstances warrant,of seeing established
in British Nortk America a system of hereditary
monarchy. A Confederation, he argues truly,
need not pecessarsly be democratic ; for king-
doms, and ohgarchies can confederate, if they be
so minded, as well as republics ; and therefore,
he argues for the retention of the monarchical
principle of Government in any form of union
that may be adopted by the Brutish North Ame-
rican Colonies, "Why should 1t not be so ? he
asks; what reasovs have we for fearing that
monarchical principles are osing their hold on
the reelings of tke people of this Continent, still
subjects of Queen Victoria.

We respect the writer’s motives, and heartily
sympathise with A Backwoodsman in hisloyalty,
and his attachmeat to the principles of hereditary
monarchy ; but the reply to the questions which
he asks, and uafortunately only too true a reply,
is to be found 1o his owa words. He tells us at
p. 13, and tells us truly, that in Canada,—

i for many years, the power of the Crown bhag
diminished, i8 diminishing, and ought to be im-
crensed.”

Yes, but how? Why has the power of the
Crown for many years beea on the decline in
Canada? for this effect must come by cause—
from some force operatng either from withm, or
from without ; from something in our actual social
condition, or from something aliea to that con-
dition, and imposed on us by a power ab extra,
which as yet we have been too weak to resist.

But for these many years Canada bas been
lett perfectly free to develop and work ovt her
own political life. That poliucal hfe is the pa-
tural out growth of her social life ; and anytbing
remarkable in the former, whether for good or
for evil, is essentially of Canadian origin, and 1s
infallibly indicative of the direction in which the
tide of popular sentiment Is setting—towards or
against monarchical institutions.  Unimpeded by
any artificial obstacles, the flow of the current
may be slow, but ils direction 1s uniform, and by
studying it we can assure ourselves with infalli-
ble certainty whither it is tending, and to what
haven it will drift us.  Left then to ourselves,
tno force ad exztra acling upon us, and working
{ ourselves out, as it were, we fiad, in the words
of A Backwoodsman, “ that

# for many years the power of the Crown has dimin-
isbed, and iz diminishing.” .

_ In other words, left to ourselves we are drift-
‘ng day by day, sarely even if slowly, away from
that principle of hereditary mooarchy which our
author hopes to see restored and flourishing on
our ungenial soil. Is wot thisa van hope? or
have we any valid reasons for believing that the
causes which have brought about the steady de-
cline of the pewer of the Crown in Canada shall
cease to operale, and be replaced by other forces
impelling in a contrary direction? A Back-
woods'nan adduces no reasons for such a plea-
sant belief, and indicates no torce at present in
existence hkely to arrest or even deflect the
strong and steady current towards democracy,
and democratic institutions, whose effects he
notices :n the decline of the regal or monarchicaj
power.

‘We know that in Lower Canada amongst the
Catholic clergy and laity, probably alse amongst
the Anghcans, there is a strong sentiment of
loyalty, and a rational attachment to monarchical
institutions. B in Upper Canada the case is
different ; and though ,even there vestiges of the
ancient political faith may still be found, it 15 not
too much 1o say that the great mass of the peo-
ple are socially and pohitically Yankees. How
indeed could they have grown up anylhing else
upon the mental pabulum furpished to them by
Mr, George Brown and their most favored poli-
tical leaders ? Cross the Lines from the States
mto Lower Capada, and you at occe find your-
self in a new country, amongst a different race of
people, with habits, and traditions the most
disstmilar to tbose you have just Jeft. Pass
however from the State of New York nto Up-
per Carada, and you will not be conscious of any
change, because the socsal hife of the people on one
side of .the Lakes, and that of the people on the

was direcied, not against the office but the per-
son of the King. In France, on the contrary,
all atlempts to restore hereditary monarchy,
whether under the elder or the younger branch of
the Bourbons, bave proved failures, because the
imstinets of the people, and thewr social life are
opposed to it. DMonarchy, indeed, they have
got, and must have, because France i1s a great
military power ; but bereditary monarchy they
bave ‘met got, and cannot bave, because they
bave no counterpart thereunto in thewr social sys-
tem ; and because the final object of all their re-
volutions bas been not liverty, but equality, and
because they have got, pot an anstocracy, but
merely a bureaucracy. -1s not this also very
similar to the social condition of the people of
North America ?

Admitting then the facts asstated by A Back-
woodsmdn that the © power of the Crown bas
diminished, and is diminishing,” and that this di~
minution of that power is the work, not of any
authority external to us, but is our own doing—
the patural and inevitable consequeace of our
social system—we come to the pamfu! conclusion
that the regal power cannot be restored, and
that we may be very thankful if we can maintain
what fragments of it the democratic and Yankee
tendencies of our age have yet left us,

the necessity of consuming a whole house to
dress it. These things Eliz telis us on the
strength of an ancient Chinese manuscript : and
in them we think that there is much which our con-
stitution-tinkers and Federation-mongers would
.do weil to ponder, and from which they might
derive mstruction highly profitable to themselves
and to the entire community.

It is not necessary to burn down a house to
roast a pig; for the end desired may be attamed
by simpler and much cheaper methods. Neither
is 1t necessary to fuse down and recast all our
political institutions into the form of a Confede-
ration to obtawn the ends proposed by cur Cana-
dian constitution-tinkers, since these ends can
be all effectually accomplished by a shorter, sim-
pler, cheaper, and every way more agreeable
process.

The end which our political sages, which our
Canadian Flo-tis and Bo-bos propose to them-
selves from the expensive and eumbrous means of
Colonial Canfederation, is one which would be
quite as effectually attained by a Zollverein, or
a commercial league, betwixt the several Cola-
nies of B. N. America. The one great object
which compels States to confederate, and which
alone mekes a Confederation desirable or profit-
able, is in the case of Colonies, or dependent
Provinees, necessanly wanting, since the Imperial
Government manages for them all their foreiga
affairs, and provides for their protection against
external enemies. All that as Colonies we want
to effect by means of a Federal Union—the adop-
tion of a common tariff, of a common system of
currency—everything in short in the co mmercial
or fiscal orders which Confederation proposes to
accomplisk, can be quickly, effectually and cheaply
accomplished by means of a simple commer-
cial league betwixt the several Colonies— en-
acted by their respective Jegislatures, ratified
and guaranteed by the Imperial Goverament, so
as to be beyond the reach of any particular local
legislature., [t is not necessary in short to burn
down our whole bonse simply in order to roast
our pig.

That is to say #f the “ roasting of the pig” be
the sole end in view. It would of course be
otherwise if the burning down ot the nouse
were also one of the ends aimed at, as we
greatly suspect is the case in so far as Low-
er Canada, and our Clear-Grit allies are con-
cerned. All the commercial and fiscal ad-
vantages that a Codfederation or political league
could give us, we could obtain - through a Zall-

. verewn or simple commercial league—but in that
case, the houee, the autonomy:of Catholic Liower
Capady; would be left intact, and 'so ooe great

end of the agitators for ¢ constitutional changes”
would still ‘be' left unaccomplished. In China,
though men of all ranks loved roast or burnt pig,
they loved also dearly their houses : and so when
it was shown to them that by the use of the
gridiron, by means of a string, and, as knowledge
increased on'the earth, with the aid of a spit—
the pig mght be roasted or &urnt without the ne-
cessity of consumiag a whole house, the Chinese
promptly availed themselves of the sublime dis-
covery. If our Canadian sages do not likewise,
if they still persist in consuming our entire politi-
cal edifice, it is because they not only want to
eat roast pig, but because ia the house of Lower
Canada ‘they see sometbing which i their
opinion shoufd be destroyed, or got rid of.

You, gentlemen ané dear friends,
lose very little by my departure—only a simple indi-
vidual who was alwaya ready and well pleased to
belp in good works and to be in the company of his
friends, whatever denomination they belongea to.
I am at present in my new residence, but my heart
and mind are still, and will aiways be, i Richmond
smongst my dear {riends. The good feelings I have
for you all, of every class And denomination—mat-
tera that never infuenced my good opinion of you—
shall alwafs continme with me 30 long as I live,

your great generosity as evinced towards me, and my
gratitude towards you forever.

We are called upon torecord another frightfuf
accident, attended with logs of 1life, which took
place yeaterday aftornoon. The sad affair wes caused
by immense bolders of rock faling from Caps Dia-
moxd on to the roofs of several houses in champlain
street, tumbling two of them to ground, burying
the inmates within, and fo:cing the other from its
foundajion where it now hangs in a verv dangerous
position. The accident tovk place in the immediate
vicinity of the spote wera on the 1Tth of May, 1841,
the terrible mvalanche took place, causig such
fearful lose of life, The particulars g0 tarus we
havo been able to gather them are as follows : ~

About half-past four o'clock in the afternoon a
loud crash was heard in the vicinity of the old Cus-
tom House, and in a moment afterwards two of the
houses immediately opposite the Police station were
tumbled . to the ground burying the inmetes in the
ruins, Another iarge stone house owned by Mr.
Jobn Day who occupied the upper part, the store
and lower part being occupled by Mr, Lesueur as a
Ship Chandlery, was also considerably shattered but
fortunately withstood the shock. The rock in the
rear, towering gome sixty feet over the roofs of the
houses, gave way as if cleft with a knife, when some
sixty tone of it fell carrying everything with it. The
house adjoining Day’s helonged to the heirs Lewis
aud was occupied by three families, the basement by
Mr. McCaan and famiiy, the middla portion by James
Heyden, sievedore, ané family, 8in all; and the at-
tic by Mr. Deegan, moulder. The other building
which fell beneath the weight cf rock and rubbigh
was the property of Mra. Widow Scott, and was oc-
cupied by Mr. Matthew Batile, asa boarding housge.
Battlewho was in the yard at the time had a miraca-
lous escape, as also his whole family. -

-AB soon as the alarm was given hundred to the

Rowan. The Rev. Father Msgauran, tbe Rev. Dr.
Dunz, V.G. of Obicago, now on s vigit to this city,
and a French Oansdian clergyman of the Seminary
werse algo early on the spot doinh all in their power
to reiigve the sufferers. Mr. John Laird sent up,
from his coal wharf a iumber of shovels, and a large
party atonce set to work to clear nway the fallen
robbish and stone. The Water Police worked un-
titingly under the snperintendence of their chief, Mr.
Rassell. There was no lack of aid,’so that in Jess
than an hour all that were knowa to be ia the fallen
buildings woere taken ont. All were saved with the
exception of the four whose nnmes we give below.
A child belonging to McCaap, and & seaman board-
ing with Er. Battla are however, missing, but whe-
ther they are among the ruins aannot be dstermined,

The bodies afier being recovered, and those who
suffered from bruises were taken to the Water Police
station where they were examined and attended to
by Dr. Wherry, who was very active the whole eve-
ning. The bodies presented a frigktful appearance
as they lay in the Station Hougs, being much bruiged
and swollen. Poor Heyden bore an excelleat char-
acier a8 an honest and industrious man. From the
quantity of rock which gave way, and the complete
destruction of the two houses which were ihe most
thickly inhabited, the wonder is that & greater loss
of life did not resolt. As it i8 it is sad enough, and
has crenied a feelmng of sympathy all over the city
for the unfortunate sufferers. The rock over-bang-
ing Obamplain Street is all in & dangerous condition
ard wa think it the duty of the Engineer Department
to have it examined. Whether the Government will
compensate the sufferers for their loss or not we can~
not say. A law suit i3 now pending between Mr.
Day and the Imperial authorities on the ground that
the clay &nd loose stone which was constantiy falling
frome the Cape bad injured his premises.

of thoss ill-omened carabineers, who had naturally
grown to unpopajar. A large body of Lancers were
patrolling the strects leading inte the square, with
out, however preventing the crowd from stccamiug
into and stopping there. I3 was shsut twenty mi-
nates past nine, when oz a sudden, from the dense
crowd, perbaps four thousand persons, who were
clogely massed in the squars eund in the adjoining
gtreets leading into it, some heavy stones were thrown
at the carnbiniers standing before the police-office.
The stonea having wounded two of them, they at
once, without the three summounses required by the
law, discharged their arms at random, a3 madmen
would have done, The firat effect of their dischargs
was tbat of wounding Cavalier Columbini, the colo-
ne! of tho 17th Regiment, The orders given by Gen-
eral Della Rocea ware pepemptory, The troops had
been told not to use their arms, except in theextreme
cage of 8 powerful attack frowe the population. Qa
bearing the rattie of the musketry, and seeing their
colonel full to the ground, the battalion of soldiers
which was on the right made a general discharge
throngh the thick of the population. The battalion
of the left at once also made 2 geperal dischargein
the opposite directics, so that ths ciowd found iself
in the very midst of the firing. Naturally enough,
some soldiers fell on botk sides, wounded or killed
by their comrades. Twenty-seven dead bodies were
lying on the ground, and about seventy, amongst
whom were seventeen soldiers, mors orless woundead.
Seven women and three children were killed and
many more wounded. A poor woman was killed at
the corner of New-street, whilst leaning on the arm
of ber husband. Aa old maa was also killed in the
streat of Sants Teresa whilst unlocking the door ot
his house. The scenes of the precedivg might were
naturally repewed, and the terrible cries of ‘ Revenge
revenge ! rent the air.

Zight o'Clock—I consider the erisis over. The
King arrived at Turin this afterpoon, He seat at
once for Signor Minghetti and his colleaguss, and
asked them to resign officc immediately. This, of
oourse,they did, and his Maj2sty bas charged Gener-
al La Marmora to form a new Administration, As
goon ag the news gpread amongst the people there
was universal delight.

The corespondent of the Herald cays:—* The tra.
gedy on Thursday was the result of amistake. Aa
attempt, it appears, was made 1o get too ciose to the
goldiery, and & revolver was at the same momens
discharged peint blank in the face of one of the cara-
biniers, Hence the *indiscriminate firing, in which
many of the soldiers lining the squars were struck to
the ground. Hence s general panic, and, aa the shots
were supposed to have proceaded from the inoHensive
bystanders, the double discharge upon them, which,
of courae, aggravated the matter, for as the soldiers
fired in opposite directions and quite at ramdom,
they killied or maimed many of their own com-
rades.’

GERMANY AND DENMARK,

and south of Jutland are the hess parts of the pro-
vince, the most fertile and clement, Over the wild
and ia great part barren west storms howl furiously
the winter through,and comparatively few inhabitants
8re to be mst with, It is a pleasant proapect for the
Jutlanders -to kave these 30,000 Germans pressing
upon them uantil next spring, after having had them
since the last, But the enemy's foot ia on their
neck, and they were told the other day of bis gene-
rosity io mot keeping altogether the land be had
conguered with suck prodigious expenditure of va-

lor and blood.
POLAND.

The semtezces passed on the Polish ladies who
heve been 20 long 1o confizement at Posen have just
been published. The Countess Qatrowska has been
condemued to five years imprisonment with iroms;
the Countess Wodzioka and Madame Zebrowsks to
1D months of the seme punishment ; Mesdames Alex-
androwicz and Dymidowicz to four, All these have
eppealed,

The trial of the Poles at Berlin atill continues, and
the atiitude sud language of the aceused reiain dig-
npified throughout. With the exception of some trad-
ers charged with havigg sold or forwarded arms
(which proceedings the public accuser was obliged
to admit were only acts of commerce, and without
.any political intention), all the accused openly avow-
ed their sympatbies for the Polish insurrection, and
declared that they had freely contributed their ser-
vices snd employed their money as far as they were.

lag Radziwill, Doctora Niegolewski and Niklewski,
and the Abbe Kyemarkiewicz sll expressed them-
gelves in the same manner, and at the same time de-
clared that, except in the indictmeat, thoy had never
