Sir John A. Macdonald introduced a Bill No. 1 respecting the administration of
Oaths of Office; which was read the first time.

A measure will again be submitted to you to amend the Acts respecting the
Electoral Franchise, for the purpose of simplifying the law and lessening the cost of
its operation,

It is expedient, in the interests of commerce, to assimilate, and in some particu-
lars to amend, the laws which now obtain in the several Provinces of the Dominion
relating to Bills of Exchange, Cheques and Promissory Notes; and a Bill with this

-object will be laid before you.

A Bill will also be provided for making uniform throughout the Dominion the
laws relating to Bills of Lading.

During the recess my Government has carefully considered the subject of Ocean
Steam Service, and you will be asked to provide subsidies for the improvement of the
Atlantic Mail Service, and for the establishment. in concert with Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment, of a line of fast steamers between British Columbia and China and Japan.
Your attention will also be invited to the best mode ot developing our trade, and
securing direct communication by steam with Australasia, the West Indies and South
America.

A Bill will be submitted for your consideration for the prevention of certain
offences in connection with Municipal Councils, and to give greater facilities for
making enquiries as to such matters.

Several measures will also be presented to youa for improving the law of pro-
cedure in criminal cases, Among these will be a Bill to permit the release on proba-
tion of persons convicted of first offences, a Bill authorizing regulations to be made
for the practice in cases partaking of the nature of criminal proceedings, and a Bili
to make the Speedy Trials Act applicable throughout Canada.

Bills relating to the inspection of timber and lumber, for the improvement of ]she
Postal System, and for increasing the efficiency of the North-West Mounted Police,
will also be submitted for your consideration. : g

The Royal Commissioners on Liabour having concluded their enquiries, I hope to
be able to lay before you at an early day their report with the important evidence
«ollected by them in various parts of Canada.
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Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The accounts for the past and the Estimates for the ensuing year will be laid:
before you. These Estimates have been prepared with a due regard to economy and
the efficiency of the public service. i

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I now commend these several subjects and thg‘ others which may be brought
before you to your earnest consideration, and I trust that the result of your delibera-
tions may, under the Divine Blessing, tend to promote the well-being and prosperity-
of Canada,

The Joint Librarians of Parliament have the honour to report as follows for the
year 1888, ;

It has been deemed advisable to delay the reprinting of the American Catalogue
until the work can be performed by the Government Printing Bureau. The Libra-
rians expect to be able to place the copy in the hands of the printers as soon as they
are able to use it. In the meantime the Canadian section has received valuable
additions. The collection of the original editions of the Relations des Jésuites has been
nearly completed; a full series comprises forty volumes, and the Librarians have
been able to secure up to the present time thirty-six volumes of the series. A com-
plete set of thesa remarkable annals of our early history is now valued at $2,500.

Among the principal additions which come under the general title of Americana,
the Librarians desire to call attention to:

1st. The Christian Recorder, 2 volumes, published at York (Toronto) in 1819-
20, one of the earliest prints of Upper Canada and one of the rarest.

2nd. A series of letters addressed by the late L. J. Papineau during the years
1824.5 and 6, to W. Nelson and members of the British House of Commons.

3rd. *“ Les Voyages de Champlain,” 1613.

4th. Herrero’s “ Description des Indes Occidentales.” (Amsterdam, 1622.)

5th, De Champigny’s “ La Louisiane Ensanglantée.” (Londres, 1673.)

6th. « History of Massachusetts Bay,” 4 volumes, 1628 to 1774; one of the most
c}c;mp]te;;e collections of papers on the history of the early settlement of Massa-
chusetts.

_Since last session, further additions have been made to the section devoted to
United States Congressional documents ; this section is approaching completion,
In consequence of the publicity and interest attaching to several questions of the
day, such as the proposal for the admission of Newfoundland to the Dominion ; the
Fisheries question ; the Retaliation policy of the United States; the Recip: ocity
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‘question; the Copyright Bill, &c., an effort has been made in the annual Supplemen-
tary Catalogue to supply members with a list of all books, documents and articles
referring to such questions,

The debates of Congress on the Fisheries Treaty and on the Retaliation Message
have been specially arranged and bound for Library use.

A special collection of all the American documents on the Fisheries question has
been made from 1776 to the present date. The Catalogue for the year contains the
contents of these volumes. Copies of all the recent publications of the United States
on this subject have been provided, in number sufficient to satisfy the reasonable
demands of members.

Attention has been given to the collection of Statistical Works and books on
Political Economy, and the contents of Economical Works of various kinds, including
some periodicals, have been printed for the assistance of members.

Among the donations which the Librarians have to acknowledge is a collection
of pamphlets on the subject of Education, presented by the Honourable the Minister
of Hdueation of Ontario and by J. G. Hodgins, Esq., LL.D., his deputy.

. The Library has also been enriched by the presentation. by His Holiness Pope
Leo XIII, through His Eminence the Cardinal Archbishop of Westminster, of a
copy in bronze of the medal presented by the Sacred Congregation of Cardinals to
His Holiness on the occasion of his Sacerdotal Jubilee.

and China and Japan. We are grateful to Your Excellency for the intimation that
our attention will also be invited to the best mode of developing our trade, and secur-
ing direct communication by steam with Australasia, the West Indes and South
America.

Your Excellency may rest assured that any Bill submitted for our consideration
for the prevention of certain offences in connection with Municipal Councils, and to
give greater facilities for making inquiries as to such matters, will receive our
thoughtful attention.

We learn with interest that several measures will also be presented to us for
improving the law of procedure in criminal cases, and that among these will be a
Bill to permit the release on probation of persons convicted of first offences, a Bill
authorizing regulations to be made for the practice in cases partaking of the nature
of criminal proceedings, and a Bill to make the Speedy Trials Act applicable through-
out Canada, and that all such measures will be willingly considered by us.

We assure Your Excellency that any Bills relating to the inspection of timber
and lumber, for the improvement of the Postal System, and for increasing the effic-
jency of the North-West Mounted Police, submitted for our consideration, will receive
our earnest attention.

We thank Your Excellency for informing us that the Royal Commissioners on
Labor having concladed their inquiries, you hope to be able to lay before us at an
early day their report with the important evidence collected by them in various
parts of Canada.

Our thavks are due to Your Excellency for informing us that the accounts for
the past, and the Estimates for the ensuing year will be laid before us, and we will
respectfully consider these Hstimates, which will, we trust, be found to have been
prepared with a due regard to economy and efficiency of the public service.

_ Your Excellency may rest assured that these several subjects and any others
which may be brought before us will receive our earnest consideration, and with
you we trust that the result of our deliberations may, under the Divine Blessing,
tend to promote the well-being and prosperity of Canada.

2.yThat without further legislation in the Imperial Parliament, the Parliament
of Canada is powerless to make laws to deal with the whole question of copyright in
Canada, because it has been authoritatively decided that any person who obtains a
British copyright possesses the sole and exclusive right of reprinting the work in
Canada, and that no legislation of the Dominion can affect such right.

3. That in order to place Canadian publishers upon the same footing as Ameri-
can publishers in regard to the reprinting of British copyright works, a Bill was
unanimously passed by the Dominion Parliament in the Session of 1872, and re-
served for the signification of Her Majesty’s pleasure thereon.

‘That this House has learned with profound regret that no measure of Home
Rule has yet been granted to Ireland, but that the rights and liberties of Her
Majesty’s subjects in Ireland have been subverted by the Coercion Bill against which
this House protested in the year 1887, ;

That the coercive Irish legislation of the Imperial Parliament, and the admin-
istration of Irish affairs in accordance therewith, have aroused among the Irish and
other people of the United States a state of feeling which prejudicially affects the
relations between the Dominion of Canada and the United States.

That this state of feeling in the United States conduced to the recent rejection
of the Fisheries and Extradition 'Ireaties, and militates powerfully against such
amicable settlement of all matters in dispute between Canada and the United States
as would promote in a high degree the welfare of Her Majesty’s subjects in this
Dominion,

That the granting of Home Rule to Ireland will not only gratify Her Majesty’s
loyal subjects in this Dominion, but will materially assist to establish on an enduring
basis profitable and perfectly friendly relations between the Dominion and the
United States, with the effect of relieving Her Majesty’s Government from dangerous
complications.

That the present Resolutions be forwarded to the Right Hon, the Marquis of

Salisbury, Prime Minister, to the Right Hon. W, B, Gladstone, M.P., and to Charles

enforce the attendance of witnesses, and to compel them to give evidence, as is vested
in apy court of record in civil cases.

If upon such investigation it appears that the merchandise, manufacture, com-
modity or product comes within the provisions of the Act, the Governor General
shall, by his proclamation, order such merchandise to be admitted into Canada free
of import duty.

necessary leave be granted in each case.

The Committee have also examined the Petitions of the Canada Super-phesphate
Company and of the Dominion Mineral Company, severally praying for an Act of
incorporation, and find that no notices were published in either case, but as the pro-
posed measures, should they become law, would not interfere with any existin
rights, but would rather tend to open up and develop the section of country in whic
their proposed operations would take effect, the Committee recommend that the 51st
Rule be suspended in each case.

On the Petition of the Bay of Quinté Bridge Company, for an Act to amend
their Act of incorporation, the Committee find that no notices have been published,
but as the amendments asked for have been rendered necessary on account of some

Of Thomas J. Farmer and others, of the Township of Grantham; of J. C. Buck-
bee and others, of the Township of Louth; and of John Lambell and others, of the
Village of Port Dalhousie, all of the County of Lincoln; of William Sharpe and
others; of W, E. Babcock and others; and of D. Henderson and others, of the
County of Halton ; all fruit growers and gardeners of Ontario ; severally praying the
House to consider the advisability of imposing a duty on certain fruits, vegetables
and nursery stock, when imported from the United States.

Of W. R. Ward and others ; of Luc de Mitchell and others, all of Sherbrooke and
other places, Quebec; of George Needler, of Millbrook; of R. A. Powers and others,
of the Township of Hope and other places, County of Durham; of George

Mr, Wood (Brockville), from the Select Standing Committee on Standing
Orders, presented the Eighth Report of the said Committee, which is as follows :—

The Committee have examined the Petition of the Napanee, Tamworth and
Quebec, and Kingston and Pembroke Railway Companies, for an Act to confirm and
legalize a certain agreement entered into by the said Companies, and find that the
notices published therein are sufficient.

The Committee have also examined the Petitions of the Quebec Board of Trade,
for certain amendments to their Act of incorporation ; and of the Moose Jaw, Battle-
ford and Edmonton Railway Company, for an Act of incorporation, and find that the
notices have not yet been published for the full time required, but recommend that
they be deemed sufficient, as they will have fully matured before the Bills are con-
sidered in Committee.

The Committee have also examined the Petition of the Great North-West Cen-
tral Reilway Company, for an Act to repesl the 26th clause of its charter granting
running powers over their road to the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, and find
that the notice merely stated that application would be made to repeal the said
clause without specitying the nature or effect of the repeal, and also that notice was
only publizhed for a period of three weeks, but as no interests other than those of
the Canadian Pacific Kalway Company can be affected by the proposed measure,
and as the latter Company have been duly notified and have signified their approval
of the said application, the Committee are of the opinion that the requiremeuts of
the §.st Rule have been sufficiently complied with,

The Committee have examined the Petition of the Saskatchewan Railway and
Mining Company, for an Act of incorporation, and find that they ask for power to
consiiuct 4 raillway from Dunmore, on the line of the Canadian Pacific Railway, in
a north essiei ly direction, vid Saskaioon and Fort & la Corne, to a junction with the
Winnipeg and Hudson’s Bay Railway, and also a branch from Saskatoon to Gre_en
Lake and thence 10 Waterhep Lake in the District of Saskatchewan, and that notice
was only published in one newspaper in the District of Assiniboia, namely, at
Regina; they therefo
