And for this Orphaned World the holy Spi-

rit made the like charitable provifjon, in his

Revelaticjzs to St. John; where the future for-

tunes of the Church, from its humble Cradle

to its confummation in glory, are foretold in

a regular feries of enigmatical reprefentations.

Amongft thefe Prophetic vifions, the Apoflle

Hence it nppears, that the Church's obHga-

tion to preach tlie C-ofpel to the new World

wlicn dilcovered, is not fimply a mere a(fl of

Charity, but the difchargc of an indifpenfable

duty.

The providential Difcovery was at length

made ; and though, in itfclf replete with all

the feeds of temporal and fpiritual Bleflings,

was yet moil: horribly perverted : For as in

the Old world fo in the Ne^j), the Devil

liq^ped in to take the firfc fruits of Creation

and Rcnovcition, diis only to the all- boun-

teous Author. While, under the mafic of

the Gofpel (If Popery may be fiid ever to

have worn that mail>L) the Natives of ^oiith

America were murdered by millions becaufe

they had moie Gold than they knew how
to ufe; and the Sava9;es of the North driven

from their kindred Woods and Marllics, be-

c;iufe they dirlered from their Invaders in the

rr.ode oi cr»ltlvai;inf>- their Lands : And neither

One nor tl'sc Other deemed to have a right to

a:iy thing i)ccar.re they were Pagans and Bar-

barians. Tiie honour of being made acquaint-

c-.i with Cr.il Life and Chr'ifiian rites, was re-

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Coafls of Africa ; wliofe Ihores and inlands

were made delert to enrich tlie PLintcri, of the

new World, And honoured thev were, if be-

coming the Supporters of Civil Life could

make them fb.

Indeed, by that time, the Inhabitants of

this ;;c"u; World were in fo fair a train towardj;

total extirpation, Cod raifed up his chofcn

Inftruments in the old to rcftore Chrillianity

to its Gofpcl health and purity, then labour-

ing in its lall: pangs under popifh tyranny

and fuperftition. For the Gofpel wos of ne—

ceiTity to be reilored before it could be '[rrcach-

id AGAIN.. Aiid the ohlkation to preach ir.

was to be feen before it could be performed.

The Reformation of Religion opened

again thefe living Sources : And then it v/ur,

that the Senfe of my Text became evident ^

and that the Church iiril addrelled itfelf to thi^i

undertaking. Nor was this the only benefit.

The Church of Rome, in order to fupport ita

lliaken ufurpation, was otdiged in thi^^, as in

other regulations of its abufes, to vie with us

in the difcharge oi \\\vi fcccnd Miljion, in which

our venerable Corporation has borne io diflia^

guilhed a Share.

I nm but little acquainted with the hidory

of its pious Ellablilhmcnt ; but I reafonably

llippole it to have been founded in obcdienca

to this SECOND Call : and, confcqucntly,

that the peculiar objects of its exalted Charity

M'cre the barbarous Americans, (o long lain

hid //: tbc Shadou^ of Death*

1. Our Colonies, indeed, opened the Doof

to this fpiritual Entcrprize -, and v/crc, in rea-

fon, to be paid for their pain^, v/it!i fomc

portion of the heavenly Manna 5 not fo much
in relief of their own wants, as for the wants

of their Poflerity. For our Colonies were

formed and were firll peopled by religious and

confcientious men^ who, made uneafy at home

by their intolerant Brethren, left the OldWoykU

to enjoy, in peace, that ftrft and chief prero-

gative of Man, thefree worjllp of God ciccoi'd--

vii( to his o''Ji)n Coyfcicnce : At one time, Puri-

tans driven over by the Epifcopal Church

;

at another, Church-mln forced thither by

the Pfcfbytcrian Fadlion j juil: as the revolu-

tions of State threw the civil power into one

or tlic other hand. For it muil be remember-

ed (tliough to the opprobium of humanity)

that, of all the errors of that Antlchrifciau

Church from which the Gosfellerg were,

with derifjon, expelled, this moll abominable

of all, Persecution for Opinions, lluck

the faflell ; and after having tarniflied the

fplendor of almofl: every Proteftant Commu-
nity, in its turn, was the latell, and with moll

dilHculty lliaken off. . -

Now, amongft the general JVants of new
Colonies, compofed of fuch kind of Men, Re-
ligion is rarely one. Of this our Colonilla

carried over a found and ample Cargo j fuffi-

cient for themfelves and their Pofterity : and

might therefore have been fafely left to live

upon their own flock. -

So that had this been all, our important

MifTion had not flopped at the Door, but only

taken advantage of its opening, to addrefs our-

felves direflly to the Gentiles,

But though the zeal of the jfiril Colonifls,

rekindled by this inforced and violent motion

round the Globe, kept Religion alive and active,

yet their Poverty difabled them from providing

fpiritual fuel to the vital flame ; I mean, provifioa

for A PREACHING MINISTRY. Infomuch,that

without the pious aid of their Mother-Country,

this newChriftian Common-wealth had been, as

the Roman hiflorian exprelles it of the im-

perial City in it's Cradle, Res ufiius Mtatis,

Againft this danger, \ timely aid was to be

provided. And the Founders of our Society

not being Fanatics, would not intruft the care

to Fanatics : a People always ready, yet never

fitted for one of thcfc fpiritual Enterprizes ;

but forward to go out upon a fecond call,

as naked and pennylefs as thcfe holy men,

who, with the large viaticum of Miracles, went

out upon the firfl. It was thought fit there-

fpre to alTign a decent maintenance for thefe

late labourers in the Lord's Vineyard; who,

h^cw'mg Jiood aH the Day idky were called, at the

laji hour, to their work. To this the Char-

ter of Incorporation alludes .; where, ipeaking

of the purpofe of the Society to appoint Mif-

fionaries to the Colonies, it adds,

—

ivhicb, by

reajon of their po'verty, are de/iitute and unpro^

vided of a Maintenance y^r Jl!/^>j^^r4, and

the public ivorjhip of Ood, ' ^^

This purpofe hath been hitherto foberly pur-

fued : our Miifionaries to America having care-s

fully avoided the Condud of thofe of Rome,

into the Levant ; whofe principal defign hath

ever been to reduce the diftreffed Churches of
(Greece and jifia to a fubmiilion to the Papal*

Tyranny.

.Yet
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Yet notwithftanding fo fage and decent a

conduct, certain of the Colonies, where the

Eftabli(hed Church is Frejbyterian, and flill in

its antient fpirit of Purity, have taken of-

fence at the Million exercifed in their quarters,

though only for the fervice of the difperfed

Members of the Epifcopal Church, refiding

amongft them.

Such a behaviour in a People, where wealth

and Civil Fadlion, have, as ufual, inflamed re-

ligious zeal, is fufficient to remind us of that

crifis, when the Difciples of Jefus are dire(H:ed

tojhake off the duft of theirfeet for a teftimony

againft the rejecflers of their Charity.

Nor would fuch a Seceffion lead us from the

great purpofe of the Society. For though a

Million to the Colonies was firll in the execu-

tion, yet, as appears from what hath been faid,

it was only fecondary in the capital purpofe. .

Here, then, we might well leave theie fac-

tious People to themfelves, did not a mifera-

ble circumllance ftill call for our rejected Cha-

rity : I mean, the fpreading Gentilism in the

Colonies themfelves. Not a brutal ignorance of

God, as amongft the favage Natives ; but a blaf-

phemous contempt of his holy Difpenfations,

amongft our Philojhphic Colonijis, The Origine

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of which folly was, however, no more than

this '

The rich produd of the Plantations foon

fupplied the Colonifts with all the conveniencies

of life. And men are no fooner at their eafe,

than they are ready addreiTed to pleafure.

So that the fecond venture of our Colonifts

was for the luxuries of life : amongft which,

the Commodity called Freethinking
was carefully configned to them, as that

which would give a relifli and feafoning to all

the reft. For in this clofe union of Senfe and

Reafon in our Nature, the Man is at unreft,

till each part be properly accommodated.

While the body is content with a temperate

enjoyment of its appropriated good, the mind

finds its pleafure in the purfuit of Knowledge,

and in the pradice of Virtue. But when the

Body plunges into the luxury of fenfe, the

mind will extravagate through all the whim-
fies of a viciated Imagination. And thefe cor-

poreal and intellectual Vices, fupporting ©ne

another, the ravages they make of humanity
are not to be controlled.

Thus it came to pafs, that the very People,

whofe Fathers were driven for Confcience-

• fake

ill
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fake

fake into the *wajie and howling Wildernefsy are

now as ready to laugh at that Bible, efteemed

by their Fathers the moft precious relidt of

their ruined Fortunes, as at their RufFs and

Collar-bands.

' Now, againft this outrageous Folly (the fure

prognoftic of a ruined People) the deareft Cha-

rity requires us to oppofe all our fpiritual en-

deavours, before we go on upon the great Duty

to which we are fummoned in my text.

II. And this brings me to the fecond point

I propofed to confider. Our MiJJion to the Gen--

tiles. And here, in entering on the fubjedt,

it may not be unufeful to obferve the advan-

tages which Popery hath over the Reformed, in

training up their Labourers to this Harveft.

For we fhould be unjufl to Rome not to ac-

knowlege their zeal to be equal to that of other

Churches, in difplaying the Chriftian Banner

throughout the habitable world.

To fee their advantages in a true light, we

fhould reflect upon the proper qualifications of

one of thefe Soldiers ofChriJl—What he is dif-

pofed to do, and what he is ready to futFer, in

this religious warfare, amongft Heathens^ whe-

ther civilized or barbarous—He muft have an

ardent zeal and unwearied diligence; Ap-

petites fubdued to all the diflrefles of want,

and a Mind fuperior to all the terrors of death.

Now, thefe qualities and habits, their feve-

ral Orders of Religious, from whence their

MifTionaries are taken, very early labour to

inculcate. One quality is more deeply im-

planted by this Order, another by that -, and the

moft neceffary and efTential arc formed in all:

thus every monallic Inftitution kindles and

keeps alive that exalted charity, a Selfe-facriiicc

for the falvation of fouls.

The Jesuites fubdue the Will by the fevere

difcipline of blind Obedience; to fland

wherever they are placed, and to run where-

ever they are bid. The Carthusians fub-

due the Appetites by a tedious courfe of bodily

labours and mortifying abflinences : and the

Order called the Congregation of St.

Paul, fubdues the whole man : For, in a

fenfb as peculiar to them as to their holy Pa-

tron, they die dayly, the obfervance of their

whole rule confifling in one continued medi-

tation on that King of Terrors.

Nor is this all. The feveral Orders, like

Workmen who travel feparately en the various

parts
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parts of the lame Machine, each of them to be

fcnt to the Mafter^Artift to be put into its def-

tined place, where, by a proper combination, all

are fitted for their peculiar ufe 5 the Orders, I

fay, fend their Subjects, thus prepared, to thci

College DE PROPAGANDA FiDE, to receive their*

laft fini^ing, and firft motion, by inftru(5lion

in the Languages, the Manners and theCuftomg

of the barbarous Nations, to whofe converfioft

they are appointed and addrefled. And indeed

without fo long and regular a preparation, it

is not in Nature, but in Grace only, for any

man chearfully, and, at the fame time, foberly

to undergo all the accumulated diftreffes, ever

ready to overwhelm a faithful Miflionary.
^^

For want of thefe advantages, a Proteftant

Society, like ours, hath been too frequently

obliged to take up with fubjefe from amongft

men of ruined fortunes > fuch, whofe impo-'

tency of mind have fhewn them to be unable to

bear either Poverty or Riche&.-^Or elfe from

amongft warm-headed Zealots, totally un£t

for every fober and important work. » ::

And, indeed, when wc confider the great-'

nefs of our wants in this kind, we fhould be

tempted to wifli for a College, dciUncd for'

the

n
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the fupplial of a fufFicien't number of able

MifTionaries in conflant fucceflion, brought

up, from their early youth, in fuch a difci-

pline as may be judged befl fitted for fuch a

fervice. And here it may not be impertinent

to obferve, that (hould the Governors of that

.

famous University, to which a munificent

Benefadlor hath bequeathed a large eilate for

the eredion of a New College, be at a lofs

to execute his intention in fuch a manner as

may give new vigour to the decayed Spirit of

Learning and Religion, they may find in a

College de propaganda FiDEan eftablifh-

ment which would interfere with no other,

and would give additional fandity to them

Having prcmifed thus much, I come to

what I propofed to c6nfider. Our Mifjion to the

Gentiles 'y for we muft, in obedience to the:

Command, Frophejy again before many Pco^

pies and Nations ;*-to Barbarians bo?id andfree,

Thefe latter, the Aborigines of the Country,

Savages without Law or Religion, are the prin-

cipal Objects of our Charity. Their temporal,

as well 2iS fpiritual, condition calls loudly for

our afliflance ; and more eipecially, as chi^r

The benevolent Spirit of Antiquity, which

fet their Heroes and Law-givers on reforming

the barbarous manners of their favage Neigh-

bours, and communicating to them the blef-

fmgs of Civil-life, as divine as it appears,

hath been yet outdone in the Charity of thefe

later times, which fends Miffionaries amongft

the wild inhabitants of the new World, with

the greater bleffing of the GofpeL But the

conflant ill fuccefs of this glorious undertaking,

hath been long matter of grief to all good men.

Something therefore muft needs be much amifs

to defeat a purpofe which Grace and Nature

confpire to advance. And, if we enquire care-

fully into it> we fhall find it to be this, preach^

ingtofavage and brutal Men, For the Gospel,

plain and fimple as it is, and fitted in its na-

ture for what it was defigned to eflfed:, requires

an intellect above that of a Savage to appre-

hend. Nor is it at all to the difhonour of our

holy Faith, that fuch men muft be taught a;

previous Lefibn, and firfl of all inftruded in

the emollient arts of Ife. And it is not one of

[the leaft benefits of Society that, at the time
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e

it teaches us to improve every bodily accom-

modation, it enlarges and enlightens the facul-

ties of the mind, by the exercife which the

mind undergoes in improving thofe accom-

modations.
''

,^

For want of this preparation, it hath com-
monly happened, that when, by the indefati-

gable labour of the MilTionary,, numbers of

thefe Savages have been baptized into the

Faith, fuch Converts have never long pre-

ferved, nor were they able to propagate amongfl

their Tribes, the Chnfiianhy they had been

taught ', but fucceflive Miilions have found

that the work was ever to begin anew.

. From whence w^ conclude, that they fet

put at the wrong end ; for, to make the Gof-

pel imdcrjlooil, much moi*e to propagate and

perpetuate it, thefe Barbarians fliould have

been firll taught die civil arts of life. And,
indeed, to civilize a favage People Is, in itfelf,

a work of fuch exalted charity, that to find

it neglected, when a further and far nobler

end than the arts of life may l)e procured by

it, is matter of iniinite aflonifliment.

We juftly cenfjre the Popidi MifHonaries

for their ill-dircdcd zeal in propagating a

Commentiiims Cofpcl, for pure and genuine

Chriflianitv.
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ChriOianlty. But then we muft be fo fair to

confcfs that, in the preparatory part -of their

MifTion, their -"ondii^t and addrefs has been fo

humane and rational, as to he well worthy of

our imitation. Nor need tliis give fcandal to

any good Pr^teilant. Our great Mafter him-

ftlf hath recommended to the Children of light

the Example of the Childrcfi of tins Worlds

becaufe, fays he, thefe are wifcr in their genera-

tion J that is, they are morjs fkilful than the

Children oflight in adapting means to ends.

This learned audience eafily underflands

that, by the Children of this World, I mean the

Jesuites : they are emphatically fo. Novr

fhefe men have, both in South and North

America, fuGcefsfuHy pra«5lifed the method I

here prefiime to recommend : which is, firfl

of all, to civixizE the fabjcifls of our Mif-

fion. The fleps they to&k to effed this great

purpofe were no lefs judicious than the projecft

itfelf was noble and bensvojent. They began

v/ith teaching ,the Savages the Art of Agri-

•cuLTUi^F; of all the,civil arts, the mofl ef-

f^nrial, as it fooneri reduces men from a roving

wandcrinp- Lfe iwto fettled habitations, the
.o <•

iiill: entrance iuto the Social State. The Pro-

c 2 viac^^^
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vinccs of Paraguy and the Illand of Callfcrnia

do, for this blefling, proclaim them the Be-

nef^dtors of Mankind. And had they but

taught the eternal Gofpel in its purity^ at the

time they taught the tranfitory arts of life in

their integrity, they would have dcferved all

the praile, and much of the Power they there

afpired to. •

.

^

But in all this afFair, the awful Juftice of

Providence on the Inflruments, is no lefs con^

fpicuous than his Blefling on the Work;
which, when conlldered together, will afford

.an ufeful Leiibn to Mankind.

This Society of Jesus, as it is too well

known, had, from their very firil eflablifh-

ment, in direct oppofition to the profefled end

of their inilitution, and in defiance of the fa-*

cred name they had aflumed, immerged them-

felves in the worfl part of civil intrigues i

and in fo flagicious a manner, that there is

hardly a Court in Chriftendom, (into mofl of

which they had infinuated themfelves) where

they have not left manifell traces of their Ma-
chiavelian Politics, in feditions and affaflinar.

tions, fan(ftified and fupported on the two
main pillars of their fyflem, relaxed Morah
(ind Papal Omtiipct^ViCy,

At
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At length, after rioting in thefe diforders

for a century and an half, they conceived, ei-

ther out of humanity or avarice, the noble

projedl of civilizing the inland Inhabitants of

South America j whom, the Spaniards and'

Portuguefe on the eaft and weft, hnd, by their

diabolic treatment, rendered fo outrageous

againft their Pcrfecutors, that , the ficrceft

beafls of prey were a more defireable neigh-

bourhood.

In this condition the MifTionary Jefuites

found thefe perfecutcd Indians : and, for the

eafe and fafety (as they pretended) of the

Chriftian Colonies on each fide, they fat upon

the defperate proje6t of taming them to hu-

manity : which at length indeed, they effedl-

ed -y though with infinite labour and prodi-

gious flaughter of the brethren of the Order.

However, the attempt fucceeded : and the

Jefuites, out of thefe wild and rabid tribes,

founded fo equal and powerful a republic, as

by their virtues to difgrace the neighbouring

Colonies, and by their Policy to give umbrage;

to the two Catholic Monarchs, to whom thofe

Colonies belong.

For the Fathers, now Fathers indeed,

and worthy of their name, the Fathers of a

People,

im

!1
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People^ feeing the morals of the furrounding

Colonies incurahly corrupt, pretended they

could find no other pofTible n^eans of fecuring

the infant virtue of their new eftablifliments,

from the contagion of Spanifli and Portuguefe

manners, than by a total exclufion of all com-

merce and communication between them.

This ferved for a reafon to the two Mo-
narchs (whofe fovereignty over Paraguy the Fa-

thers acknowledged) to take to themfelves the

fruits of that Sovereignty, now become a morfel

delicious enough to excite a regal appetite.

They therefore entered into a kind of par-

tition-Treaty to {hare Paraguy between them

;

a Treaty which is likely to end in the ruin of

this long envied and detefled Order. Indig-

nant Providence feeming to have decreed, as

a lelfon to mankind, that wliile, for the fake

of Humanity, this glorious work fhould be

preferred, that yet for the fake of divine Ju-

ilice, thefe unworthy inflruments, who with

impunity had fo long wantoned in civil mif-

chief, and confounded and infulted all things

facred and prophane, fliould at length fall by

l^eir iirll and only virtuous purpofe;.

But we, who have God and the Monarch

.o-n our iide, have nothing of this dreadful Ca-

tallrophe to feax. On the contrary, we have

vcycry
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every thing to encourage us in this uriuouii

ta/k i which is now rendered moix proniiiing

and cafy, by the large dominions lately ac-

ceded to the Britifli empire in America: Our

entrance into the heart of thefe barbarous Na-

tions beJno: now no longer interrupted and tra-o or
verfed by the frauds, the falfe infinuations, and

the malicious Tales ofour European Rivals.

^\\^ fplritual benefits arifing from the labour

of chilizing are many and fubHantial. As

the matter flands at prefcnt with us, bufied

only in our Gofpel-Miffion, the Savages ob-

ferving in us (and they have fenfe enough to

obferve, that the Europeans keep many things

from them, which it would be ufeful to them,

to know) the Savages, I fay, obfcrving ia us

a total difregard of their temporal interells,

will with difficulty be brought to think, the

other matters, prefTed upon them, of much

importance, or their Teachers greatly in ear-

ned. But when they have been firft of all fo

fenfibly obliged, as, by our means, to be re-

deemed from the miferies of a brutal life, and

fet at eafe by the fccurity and accommodathns of

Society, they will naturally give a grateful and

ferious attention to their Benefactors, inftrudt-

iflg them in fublimer T^rutbs^ and diro^ing

tiiem

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diem to Hill more fubftantial happlnefs. In a

word, of mortal enemies, ever addreflcd to

ravage and defolate the extremities of our Co-

lonies, we (liall make them our cordial Friends,

ready to embrace a Peace, not forced upon

them by the terror of our arms, or feign-

ed with the allurements of treacherous Pre-

fents, but immoveably eftablifhed by gratitude

and love, and further fupported by the mu-
tual advantages of honest Commerce.

But alas ! We are yet far from this glorious

Term of our labours. The hindrances have

been many— Partly from the qualities of the

Miffionaries, and in part from the rapacious

purjults of our Colonifts.

Of the Miffionaries, fome have been over-

heated with that Fanatic!fm which difpofes

men to an utter contempt of worldly things

:

So that, inflead of teaching the Savages the

benefits of Social life, and recommending ci-

vil manners to their roving Tribes, they are

much rather inclined to tlirovv afide their own,

and accommodate themfelves with the dried

/kins and parched Corn of the Natives. Others

of a cooler turn and lower form of Superfti-

tion, took it into their heads, that the yiccs

ol improved life (as they may be now gather-

ed.
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ed, full-blown, amongft the Colonics) w^ould

more indifpofc the Americans to the precepts of

the Gofpel, than their prefent (late of brutali-

ty can incapacitate them from apprehending

the doStrines of it : and therefore, on the

whole, have thought it befl to keep their Con-

verts fliut out from the advantages of fo dan-

gerous a Society.

But, without queilion, the perfevering in

this fatal negledl, is chiefly owing to the falfe

and inhumane Policy of the Colonifls. A po-

licy common to them all, which makes them

defpife and fet at nought even the horrors of a

lavage War, for the fake of an unequal Tra-

fic between the improved and unimproved gifts

of all-bounteous Nature.

From the Free Savages I now come (the

lafl point I propofc to confider) to the Savages

in bonds.

By thcfe I mean the vafl: Multitudes yearly

llolen from the Oppofite Continent, and facri-

ficed by the Colonics to their great Idol, the

God of gain. But what then, fiy thefe fin-

cere Worfiiippers of Mammon, they are our

own Property, which we offer up. Gracious

God ! to talk (as in herds of Cattle) of Pro-

- d peity

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perty in rational Creatures! Creatures endow-

ed with all our Faculties, polTcfi^-ng all our

qualities but that of colour; our Brethrei*

both by Nature and Grace, fhocks all the feel-

ing9 of humanity, and the di(L^ates of com-
mon fenfe. But, alas ! what is there in the

iofinite alnifes of Society which does not (liock-

them ! Yet nothing is more certLiin in itfelf^

and apparent to all, than that the infamous

traffic for Slaves, diredly iiifringcs beth divine

and human. Law. Nature created Man, free :

awd Grace invites him to afTcrt his freedom.

lii excufc af this violation, it hath been

pretended. That though^ indeed, thefe mife-

rablc Outcalls of humanity be torn fronx

their homes and native Country by fraud and
viokncc, yet they thereby became the hap-

pier, and their condition the more elii^ible.

But v.ho are You, wlio pretend to judge of

anoi'l^er Man's bapfHiaJs '^ that State, which
each man. under the LUiidance of his Maker
forms for himfclf ; aud iiot one Man for ano-

ther. To know what conilitutes mine or your

liappinefs, is the fole prerogative of Him
who created us, and call us in fo various and.

tlilici'cnt Moulds. Did your Slaves ever com-

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plain to you of their unhapplncfs amidPc their

native woods and defarts ? or, rather, let me
afk, did they ever ceafe complaining of their

condition under you their Lordly Mailers ?

where they fee, indeed, the accommodations

of Civil life, but fee them all pafs to others,

themfelves unbenefitted by them. Be io gra-

cious then, ye petty tyrants over human free-

dom, to let your Slaves judge for themfelve?,

what it is which makes their own happinefs.

And then fee whether they do not place it in

the Return to their own Country, rather than

in the con ternpiation of your grandeur, of

which, their mifery makes fo large a part. A
Return fo pafhonately longed for, that defpiiir-

ing of happinefs here^ that is, of efcaping the

Chains of their Cruel TaiJv-madsrs, they con-

fole themf^ilves with feigning it to be tlie gra-

cious reward of Heaven in their future State -,

which I do not find their haughty Pvladcrs

have as yet concerned thcmfjlves to invade.

The lefs hardy indeed wait for this felicity till

overwearied Nature fcts tliem free; but the

ri^.ore refolved have recourfe even to fclf-vio-

kncc, to force a fpeedicr paiTage.

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But it will be ftill urged, that though what

is called human happinefs be of fo fantafic a

nature, that each man's imagination creates it

for himfelf, yet human mJfcry is more fiibflan-

tial and uniform throughout all the tribes of

Mankind. Now, from the worll: of human
Miferies the favage Africans, by thefe forced

emigrations, are entirely fecured, fuch as the

being perpetually hunted down like beafts of

prey or profit, by their more favage and power-

ful Neighbours.— In truth, a blefled change 1

'.— fom being hunted to being caught. But

who are they that have fet on foot this general

Hunting. Are they not thefe very civilized

-viohters of humanity, themfelves ? who tempt

the we.ik appetites, and provoke the wild paf-

fions of the fii^rcer Svivages to prey upon the

reft. Hov/evcr, in favour of an ejlablificd

enormity, it is fit that nothing: that can be

faid ihould be omitted. Somethiiio:, it muft

be ovv'ned, may be alledged, (indeed not much)
that the TRADING IN IvIen is very ancient.

It was the flaple Commodity of the mofi early

times : for, as the Poet fiys,

Proud Nimrod fird: the bloody chafe began,

A mighty lluiUwr, and his prey was Man.

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Now, to bring this matter home to our-

felves. We of this Corporation, by the ceafe-

lefs change and alienation of Property, are be-

come the innocent partakers of the fruits of

this iniquitous trafit* We have had bequeath-

ed unto us, in trull for the Propagation of the

Gofpel, by a very worthy Benefactor, a Plan-

tationJlocked with Slaves. A Legacy, perhaps,

intended as a kind of compenfation for thefe

violations of the Laws of nature and humani-

ty. And, if fo, I am very certain it will fully

anfwer the pious intention of the Donor. God,

out of this Evily having (according to the gra-

cious way of his Providence) made us the ho-»

noured Inftruments of producing Good,

The cruelty of certain Planters, with refped:

to the temporal accommodations of thefe poor

Wretches, and the irreligious negligence with

regard to their fpiritual, is become a general

Scandal.

Now this lingular Legacy will enable us to

redrefs both the inhumanity and impiety of

their condud:, within the limits of our own

property. But this is the leaf]: part of our

advantages. What is of infinite more impor-

tance is the Example we fliall be able to hold
