'Would Tax Land to Force Its
Social Problems, He Tells
Canadian Club.

'Problems, He Tells Cana-
dian Club.

Josiahh C. Wedgwood, M.P., of the
old Staffordshire family, member for
| Newcastle-under-Lyne, author, jointly
| with his wife, a daughter of Lord
Rowen, of “The Road to Freedom,” ad-

i dressed the Canadian Club on “Eng-
lish Radicalism” last night. “Gentle-
‘men and brothers,” he began, explain-

ing that south of the line he was a
cousin.
| “As a3 Liberal 1 believe in home
rule,” he. declared. “Some people said
i Ireland would govern Ireland more
badly under home rule than it was
~governed at present. but every man
would rather govern himself badly
than be governed by some one else.”
He believed in the abolition of the
plural voter. and could not understand
why a man should have more votes
than another because he owns more
i land.

\  Mr. Wedgwood then plunged into
the question of the taxation of land
values. The great object of the move-
m.ent, he said, was to fre the wage serf.
Under the iron law of wages, as en-
unciated by Karl Marx, wages tended
to fall thru competitton. He drew on
his experience in the South African
campaign when he allowed some dis-
charged men atErmelo tosquat on un-
occupied land. They had the alterna-
tive to work on free lands and free
mines, and under this condition of
working and meeting the master on
equal terms wages went to a pound a
day. i

"Workmen “Afraid of Unemployed.

Workers are not afraid of the mas-
ters, .nor of American foremen who
come over to show workmen how to
do twice as much as they did before.
but of the unemployed workman out-
side the gate watching his chance to
sneak in. \

How was it possible to force the idle
land into use? Take the taxes off im-
provements was Mr. Wedgwood's re-
medy. A tax on land would not cause
it to be thrown into Lake Ontario, but
on the market. He would compel the
land owners to take their mailed fists
Qff the Dblocks they owned and let
those who could use them have the
chance.

The
blue books issued at Ottawa showed
that the companies collected $27,446,-
492 in premiums for insurance: ex-
penses were $14,102,922, or 51 per cent.,
and $9,590,779 was paid in claims, or
25 per cent. of the premiums. An
authority said that not more than 2
per cent. of the premiums reached the
familice of victims.

The ratio of expense in Washington
was §8.13 per cent., while the balance
went in compensation. In New York
25¢ in every dollar only reached the
victims.

The private insurance company
makes a little losver rate for young
than for old employes, and in Great
dritain the companies encourage the
discharge of the older men. He pleaded
for a mor¢ humane and Christian
standpoint in such cases.

Upon going into supply, the house
took under consideration the immi-
gration estimates.

Hon. Frank Oliver took this oceasion
to draw-the attention of the minister
to the fact that since the change of
government in 1911 the immigration of
farming classes had decreased, while
the immigration of city workers had

increased to a great extent. Mr. Qliver
thought that this showed lack of super-
vision over immigration. It was
farmers we wanted at this time, not
men for the citles. In the cities thou-
sands ,of men were unemployed, while
in the west there were thousands of
acres of land untilled.

He said the government had made a
regrettable error in withdrawing the
regulation which provided that every
immigrant must have at least $25. in
cash upon his arrival in Canada. It
looked very much as if the government
wanted quantity, not quality. Unde-
sirables, he said, should be warned
that they are not wanted in Canada
and would be deported should they
come. Immigration from the United
States, said Mr. Oliver, had fallen off
considerably, while immigration from
continental Europe had increased.

“We need American farmers for this
country, not undesirables from
Europe,” said Mr. Oliver, amid ap- |
plause. L

Mann. who
had sent a circular asking for men for
their British Columbia mines. A
that time there were hundreds of men
unemployed in British Columbia. In
conclusion, he asked that the depart-
;’neut..,_restrict the use of these circu-
ars.

Mr. Burnham (Peterbore) said that
the immigration authorities did not
properly superintend the location of
immigrants. Men were sent to towns
where there was no demand for lab-
orers, while places where labor was
scarce did not receive any of the new-
comers. He advoeated the appointment
of an officer who would superintend
the placing of men.

First Sunday $School.

At the first Sunday school, which was
held the first Sunday following the erec-
uon of the church, there were thirty-five
pupils ‘and five teachers present. At the
present time the membership roll is wel,
over two hundred.

From this time up to October only a
morning service was held in the church
on Sunday, these .being conducted alter-
nately. by Mr. Broompall and George
Tyner, lay readers, and later Rev, G. F.
B. Doherty, who had been looking after
the mission, left to assume his duties as
curate of St. Mark's, Parkdale.

Following this, ‘G, St. G. Tyner, who
was studying at Trinity College, was
made student in charge of the mission,
This took place on May 5, 1907, and from
that time until May 22, 1910, Mr Tyner
remained in charge, and under his care
Jhe - congregation ‘grew - rapidly. On
Thanksgiving Day, 1907, another bee
was organized, and the parish hall built,
a soclal being he.d in it the.same night.

From May, 1910, to the end of January,
1911, the church was without a student
in charge, and many priests, deacons
and lay readers conducted the services.
These included:the Rev. R. J. Biggs, Rev.
G. Brunet, Rev,-P. M. Lamb, and
Messrs. A. E. Edkins, J,' A, Edgecombe
and A Haire Forster.

Curate Appointed.

On Feb. 1 the Rev. A. A. Bryant, rec-
tor of St. Cyprian’s, Montreal, was ap.
pointed curate of the parish of Chester
and priest in cha of S8t. Andrews, of-

ting for the time on Feb. 12,

Under Mr. Bryant's care .the church
has progressed so rapidly that the large
majority of the parishioners are con-
fident that the church should now be
independent. The need of a larger church
became apparent about a year after Mr,
Bryant took up the curacy, and in the
summer of 1912 a campaign was started
to provide the funds necessary, Had it
aot beeh -for the generous donation of
$800 by Mr. Robert Davies it is doubtful
whether the 81200 which was needed to
carry on the work wou.d havc heen
coliected, as.only $400 was collected apart
(rom this gentleman’s  contribution.

The work was commenced early in
December, 1912, and on Dec. 13 the bishop
of Toronto. blessed the new part of the
church Many people, at that time, were
sceptical as to whether thé church of-
ficials would be able to keep up the ex-
pense of the larger church, but every-
thing has turned out airight, and at the
oresent time the church, which is kept
up entirely by voluntary contributions, is
without a cent of ‘debt.

Manufacturers Again Write to
Legislature Against Work-
men’s Compensation.

A second letter was sent from the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association
to the members of the legislature yes-
terday opposing the Workmen's Com-
pensation Bill. It is claimed that the
treble-barreled form: .in = which the

i sr’s bill is couched would
introduce anomalies, difficulties, | dis-
criminations and’ imjustices. entirely
unnecessary and uncalled for.

The letter says that three kinds of
new law are- proposed for three dif-
ferent kinds of employers. After the
manufacturers. builders, railway com-
panies and other large corporations
have been cared for in the bill, a third
law governs the balance of the em-
ployers, farmers. merchants. profes-
sional " men aund so forth, who, not
having bheen effectively represented,
are to be subjected to the most ex-
pensive and unjust form of remedy
by a removal of their defences and
the imposition ‘of a drastic individual
liability. °

The letter "goes on to say that the
commissioner has attempted to pro-
vide administrative machine'ry for
the conduct of "a state insurance sys-
tem by copying the provisions of the
English act, which is based on the
individual liability principle. It is
ureed that the three new types of
law .will necessitate definitions and the
establishment of dividing lines to
mark off their respective stope, and
the interpretation of these would in-
volve expensive liligation and. tre-
mendous practical difficuities to the
administering commission.

They had
also heen fortunate, in seeing tye ex-
hibitions at Turinh ard Munich. A
great result hoped: for from the in-
troduction of hydro inte “rural  dis-
tricts is that the depletion of agricul-
tural lands so much in evidence -dur-
ing the last few .years will discon-
tinue. During the past ten or twelve
years, said Mr. Beck, 96,000 people in
Ontario had left the land. This was
due to the arduous ccndition of coun-
try life, which means:work-night and
day, without a chance'of even getting
to church,

Different Over There.

In Europe conditions were different.

HE uses of sugar in cookery are $o numerous that every one: should be
at some pains to acquire the skill necessary to boil it nicely.
A different amount of cooking is required for the various results
desiréd, but there are three stages, called “thread,” “blow” gnd “ball”
degrees, each of which’is required to produce a certain result. Close

watching will soon enable one to judge  when the desired degree has been.

and clear, crisp candy coverings.
Sugar’s tendency to return to its

original crystal form, or to granulate,

must be constantly guarded against. It is almost impossible to work success-
fully with boiling sugar on a damp day, but a pinch of cream of tartar added
to each pound of sugar (or a teaspoon of lemon Jjuice) after it is bofling brisk-

ly, will make it less liable to grain.

Accidents are bound to occur with the first attempts at sugar cookery, but
unless- the sugar actually burns you can always add a little water and begin

boiling it again.

A granite ware sauce pan is the best material for sugar cookery; it must
be deep so the liquid can boil briskly without danger of boiling over. Besides
the deep pan, testing tube and thermometer, you should have a marble slab
to-work the fondant on. A square platter does quite well for this if you have
no marble. To glace fruit have it quite dry as the sugar will not cling to a
moist or oily surface, Drop the fruit into the syrup one piece or section at a
time and lift.out with a candy wire or two forks. Place on the slab to dry.

The Infant’s Food

Weaning should begin when the
baby is nine or ten months old, unless
there is some excellent reason to the

milk, then three or four, gradually in-

| creasing until weaning is complete,

This process gives no trouble what-
ever when the. baby has been accus-
tomed to an occasional meal from a
bottle and boiled water from a bottle
between every meal.

The right kind of weaning extends
over the first twelve months of the

“baby’s life. If the mother's. milk

should disagree .with the child, and
this should not be accepted as a fact
until every effort has been made to
prove it, the child should be weaned
regardless of age. If the mother can
nurse the child successfully for even
a few months, a great advantage has
been gained, for it is then much less
difftcult to adjust the little one to an
artificial food than in the first few
weeks of-infancy. A child should not
be weaned suddenly during very hot
weather or while ill, unless an impera-
tive necessity. arises. The eight in-
cisor teetli, which appear about the
end of the first year, indicate that
they are there to be used, conscquent-
ly it is wise to give baby a hard
crust to chew and an occasional bone.

When for any reason, the problem
arises of substituting for the mother's
milk an artificial food, the greatest
care is necessary., The mother's milk
differs in several essentials from the
milk of the cow. First, it is sterile,
a very important fact when we realize
that so many of the fatal diseases of
infancy are of bacterial origin, and

| sterilizing cow's milk is always at-
| tended by loss of food value. Yei
{ this is very necessary when the origin
| of the milk supply is uncertain.

The alkalinity of human milk must
be imitated by the use of lime water,
milk of magnesia, or bicarbonate of
soda, as thc cow’s milk becomes acid
very soon after leaving the cow.

The difference between the proteid
elements gives us most trouble. The
infant's digestive powers are adjusted
to only one and one-fifth per cent. of
this tissue-building element, whereas
the calf can take care of four per
cent.

Some Fragrant Flowers from Seed-

A correspondent has asked a ques-
tion, the reply to which may be help-
ful to more than one gardener who
has not yet sown his indoor seed
boxes.,

We always find these queries from
our readers very helpful, as every
query throws a different light upon
the many difficulties constantly pre-
senting themselves along gardenir)g
lines. “Oxford Blue” would like us
to classify flowers that may be grown
from- seed, according to their frug-
rance or their non-fragrance, and
while this is rather a large tasi to
tackle, yet we may perhaps be able to
aid him in some small degree,

First in point of value as regards
delicacy of perfume, comes that love-
ly “Flower of the Dusk,” the white
nicotina. No one who h1s ever en-
joyed the faintest whiff from one of
these long, star-like trumpets, can
forget the faint, cvanescent and yet
too faintly lingering odor, totally un-
like any other fragrance given off by
any other flower, save perhaps the
lily-of-the-valley. © This perfumz is
only exhaled at certain hours of the
twenty-four. As a rule when. the sun
shines on the plants the perfume is
not given off, until about four o’clock
in the afternoon, but from that time
on until after midnight, nicotina is
delicious. And one never tires -of
this fragrance, nor have 1 hedrd of
any. to whom the oder is distressing,
as the fragrance from so many plants
s0 often happens to be.

Mignonette, loved - of old by our
grandmothers in their old walled gar-
dens, need hardly be described, so
popular is it as a border and clump-
plant. Yet to some, this same migno-
nette scent is hateful, so intolerably
8o that an overwhelming faintness
overtakes them, and they must get
away quickly from the neighborhood.
Myself, 1 think mignonette shounid be
in the middle of a ten acre field.

This plant grows so qu.cliy and s
luxuriantly from seed, that emany
plant four or five successive sowings
of it so that the plants will run well
into the autumn. Some even grow
the plants in' pots for inside fra.
grance, so fond of the perfume are
they. One drawback to. the plant, a
most lamentable drawback, too, is
the fact that the plant is particularly
susceptible to a most nerve-shaking
worm, that simulates the plant s¢
closely that it is almost an impossi-
bility to detect him.

VERY art is a gateway to the world
of imagination.

He would be taken to the police
stdtion, where he would naturally feel
excited and demand redress, and per-
haps suggest that some one should be
kicked down the front steps. He would
not be recognized, for the police never
recognize editors, as The World can
testify. He would not be allowed to
telephone his friends, and, like Mr
Farr, his sanity would be called
question.

This looks llke a case where special
protection, either by legislation or
otherwise, should be provided for ex-
citable and enterprising editors of ori-
ginal views. What has happened to
Mr. Farr might happen to another, and
the jail doctor might not aiways be so
complacent.

\ PANAMA TOLLS.

It should be remembered as right-
eousness to the many great news-
papers of the United States who ‘took
a square stand on the Panama Canal
‘tolls question. Without the out-
spoken opinion of these journa.'is back-
ing up the views of the leading men of
the republic, and voicing the general
belief elsewheye in the world, the peo-
ple of the United States might have
failed to grasp the situation which has
been so brilliantly analyzed and so
wisely and honestly handled by Presi-
dent Wilson.

GAMBLING AT VARSITY.

A good deal more has been made of
the expulsion Proceedings at the
Varsity residences than appears to be
warranted. One og the regulations of
the residences prohibits gambling en-
tirely. Those who take rooms there
know the conditions, and there is no
hardship ‘involved if, having broken
the rules, students are required to re-
linquish their chambers. The ‘officials
of the university have no option but
to observe the regulations.

If students wish to gamble they
must do it elsewhere than in residence.
The reputation of the residences will
not really suffer on this aecount, tho
some {nay entertain this view, But it
Is a question for the Students them-
selves, not to mention their friends,
wkether they would not be better off
in" every way without the gambling
which is such a universal instinct
among the legs developed races.

CITY AND RURAL CHILDREN.

Few individuals, asked off-hand
whether school children in city or cqun-
try are the healthier, but would plump
for those brought up under a rural en-
vironment. JIs not €veryone taught, and
does he not accept, as almost axioma-
tic, the assurance that the air. of the
country presents the ideal to which the
city can only make an approximate ap-
proach. Yet now comes the scientific
investigator, with his careful study of
individuals and conditions, .and an-
nounces that the popular idea is all
wrong,and that even in the most crowd-
ed cities children are, on the average,
healthier than they are under the con-
ditions usually regarded as ideal.

This illustrates once moye the trite
rule that evils cdngregated in a city ex-
cite far more interest, and result in far
more remedial effort than do the same
evils when distributed over a tract of
rural territory. For, as the outcome of
a general survey ducted by a com-
mittee of the National Council of Edu-
cation of the United States, working in
Co-operation with a special committee
of the American Health Association,
the fact has been established .that
country school children are anywhere
from ten to twenty per cent. more un-
healthy than city children. Indeed, if
the result of this investigation is to be
accepted, it is the rural, not the city,
conditivns that require reform.
