Neither is it possi-
ble with ljarge wards for hospital au-
thorities to classify patients properly.

The changes® which we ask for are
that the institutfon be conductéd as a
civic hospital by .trustees appointed, in
the whole or large majority of them,
by the city council; that patients who
are paying the whole or part of their
maintenance shall have -the right to
be attended by their own doctor.

It is interesting to note that during
the past few years the charges for pay
batients- to the city and to others have
risen from forty cents per day to fifty
cents, then to seventy cents and now
to one dollar, and in each case only
patients paying more than these sums
had the right to have their own doctor
attend them. .

The orders for which we are acting
- have a membership in this city of over
50,000, paying annually, exclusive of
their share qof the taxes, about $24,000
among ‘the ¢ity hospitals.

We also ‘shall insist that no member
of our order'shall be a ‘“‘clinic” without
the consentiof the patient. or of the
party responsible for the payment of
the fees charged for such patient. We
are prepared to.discuss very fully this
question of ‘“clinics,” should it arise,
but on this.matter of the attendance
of our own,doctor and of “clinics” we
are determined to take a stand along
the lines here indicated. :

~ Before City Can Get an
System for East Toro

Board Wants

In veply to the press criticisms of his
report to the board of contrcl with re-
gard to the inequalities of assesement
in so far as the small property owners
are assessed on a higher basis than
‘those who owned much larger proper-
ties, Commissioner Forman stated yes-
terday. that to & certain extent the
comments are justifiable, “altho it
should be borne in mind,” eaid he,
“that the assessmernt is always a year
or two older than the transfers. Much
happens in-a year under present real
estate conditions, and credit does not
appear to have been given to the de-
partment, whose returns have shown
an ‘increpse in the total assessment
during the past five years of over
$150,000,000, or an annual average of
néarly $32,000,000.

“Regarding land values, as I have
heretofore stated, for the past four
years I have had two experienced men,
whose sole duty is to take up theé ques-
tion of assessed land values, the object
being to equalize same thruout the
city, they having all the necessary in-
formation for this work. It will take
some years before the city can attain
an equalization of assessment, because
of the unsettled state of the market
until they become normal the present
system must prevail.

Cannot Lead, Must Follow.

“We are thoroly acquainted with the
latest phases of -the real estate busi-
ness, and get all the transfers made.

For absolute apathy it would be hard
indeed to beat to-day’s mining markets.
