English capital controls the
biggest mines—the De Beers and the
Premier mines in South Africa, being
the most important, altho some small
diamonds come from Brazil. For pur-
poses of economy ‘the diamonds are
shipped to Amsterdam, Holland, and
cut and then to London, where they
are distributed. 5

The contention of the diamond meén
may be that if the local market is
closed for diamonds the UJS.A. might
follow and tHen England could not
realize on the immense number of
dlamonds which are owned there and.
in that way the British Empire would
lose one of its biggest assets in rais-
ing war funds. Just what weight this
plea will have, remajns to be seen. Tha
government may just raise the tarift
to about fifty per cent. stead of five,
The result will be-that the diamond
that the publictbuys will be smaller,
altho it costs just as much as the
large ones do at present. The public
wi]l simply get less for its money, .-
>eople will not squander thousands-
on diamonds for show Durposes when
they realize that there will be a fall
in value if the tariff is lowered after
the war, ahd in that way the busi-
ness will be reduced.

Not 'so Noticeable.

It is noticeable that lately no pro-
minence has been given by the jewel-
ry houses to diamonds in their ad-
vertisement and the reason may be
that they did not want to bring the
business too much to the attention of
the public and the government. At
any rate there are Jarge stocks of
diamonds in the country at present,
and enough to provide for all en-
gagements and weddings during the
war.

ABOUT TWO THOUSAND

Of the Officers, More Than
Half Are Marked *‘Sur-
plus” on the List.

Halifax, March 20—After a longer
| Voyage: than usual on account of meet-
| ing ice, one of the biggest steamships
| on the Atlantic arrived this afternoon
| with 1,867 officers and men. In this
number are included 109 men of the
:‘ first contingent, who habe been over-
| seas since shortly after the commence-
ment of the war, and who are home
on three months’ furfough.

Of the officers whp have returned,
half, .or an even larger proportion,
are marked “sumplus” in the list; that
is, there was no opportunity to use
them on the other side in an official
capacity.

Measures to Increase
Ship Production.

NEED MORE WORKERS

Authorities Will Release |
Skilled Men From Army
for Yards.

Londén, March 20.—One of the most
important statements made to the
country recently was the speech de-
livered in the h\ouse of commons to-
day by Sir Eric Campbell Geddes, first
lord of the admiralty. He announced
the appointment of Great Britain's
foremost builder, Lord Pirrie, as con-
troller general of merchant shipbuild-
ing.

Lord Pirrie will not be a member of
the board of the admiralty, but ‘e
will have direct access to the premier
and the war cabinet. His appoint-
ment, it is indicated, will be received
with the greatest satisfaction. |

Sir Eric emphasized the importance |
of the gradual withdrawal of 'men,
from the army for the shipyards, so
that the army should not be impaired
and that men might be replaced by ef-
ficlent substitutes. The yards were |
gradually getting from the army all

he said, but there was still a
considerable deficiency in the require-
ments of the shipyards which must be
filled by newly trained men, by dilu-
tion and by grading up.

More Repair Work.

ruary, 1918, as compared with August,
1917, by 80 per cent; ten times more
naval craft were docked for repairs|
in the last quarter of last year than |
in peace time, and more than 3,000
ships were dealt with in that period.

announcement of another bank

merger in Canada: of the Bank of
' British North America’into the Bank
of Montreal. There may be others
in negotiation; certainly in contem-
plation. :

The new Union government at
Ottawa has approved the absorp-
tion of the Northern Crown Bank
by the Royal Bank of Montreal; and
it bhas approved the ‘one of yes-
terday.

Whether Sir Thomds White, who
is still suffered to be minister of
finance, approved of ~these mergers
we do not yet know, as he is dut of
the country recovering his health;

* but at all events the government has
given. its approval, and some kind
of explanation from it is awaited
by the public.

The World would not be surpris-
ed to hear that Sir Thomas is not
likely to return to the department
of finance, tho we cannot even sug-
gest that there is any connection be-
tween any decision of his.as to the
portfolio of finance and the mergers.
But he did take a decided stand
against certain mergers that were
submitted #to him not so long ago.

The World has also taken objeec-
tion to these mergers as being
against the public welfare, as not
gdvantageous to the trade and gen-
eral development of the country, and
certainly mot to be made in war
time. Similar bank amalgamations
have recently taken place in Eng-
land, and the public were so con-
verned 7in the possible weakening of
the credits to business that the gov-
ernment have had to issue a com-
mission to investigate and report
thereon. ¢

Great savings can be effected by

these mergers to the profit of share-}

holders both in Canada and Britain,
but are they in the interest.of the
public; the public wha deposit in the
banks and the public who borrow
from- the banks? What the public
expect of the government is a sound
decision on these points.. The World
is against such-eonsolidations, and
if the public share its views they
will insist on a change in policy.

The danger of the situation lies
in this, that the public new know
nothin-g of t\qem until they have been
approved. Before these last two
mergers took' place the public had
more or less knowledge that they
were in hand. In Britain the pub-
lic knew of them before the owners
gave their assent or refused it.

Is it in the public interest that
banks created by the state, that get
authority to issue bank notes that
have to be accepted in payment of
deposits and in the payment of all
debtg, should be allowed to suddenly
withdraw from the service they had
undertaken to give?

Destroying Food.

There is practically no end to the
waste of food thru the practice of
keeping perishable material too long
in cold .storage. It was expected
that cold .storage would tend to
cheapen food and spread the econ-
sumption of summer crops well into
the winter. Instead of this the in-
ordinate greed of the corporations
has turned the cold storage ware-
house into.an instrument for extract-
ing ever higher and higher prices
out of the consumer, and of rdising
the average rate to the public by
thking material off the market,which
would otherwise be sold.

In this process of rigging the food
market much provision _goes bad.
We. - mentioned 8,500 pounds of
chicken last week destroyed in Win-
nipeg. F¥our weeks in Montreal just
ended saw'six and a half tons -of
fish thrown away.

The authorities appear to regard
all this as legitimate business. We
are; being exhorted and regulated
and persuaded and compelled to
praetice. food saving in our private
capacity, but what the individual ac-
complishes in this'way is neutralized
by the cold storage man. If any
private individual destroyed four
tons of chicken or six tons of fish
he would be regarded as worthy of

lucky to escape lynching. A corpor-|
ation, however, can do these 1hingsi
and worse, and the lawyers have so |
hypnotized the public that nothing
is -done.

(b) Board train and hand over for dis-
tribution the tickets to officer on train
at Montreal.

4. Railways to furnish particulars of
each train’s running time to the D. of S.
and T., who will advise, and keep advised,
the chief chaplain, who wilt inform en-
quirers.

May Move Again.

London, March 20.—Occupation of
Petrograd by the Germans is only a
matter of hours, according to des-
patches from Petrograd to several of
the morning papers. The Russian
capital is said to be assuming a wait-
ing attitude, and is not displaying the
slightest sign of organized resistance.

The Germans are reported to have
reached the vicinity-of - Dno Station,
about 150 miles south of Petrograd.
The Austro-German advance in south-
ern Russia continues. The enemy has
ccupied Soumy, five hours’ march
rom Kharkov,

Reports also indicate the feeling of
the greatest anxiety over what appears
to besan enveloping movement which
The Austro-German forces are carry-
ing out against Mostow. There is talk
of moving the government, according
£0 these advices, to Sarjoff (probably
Saratoff, 450 miles southeast' of Mos-
cow), or to Nijni Novgorod (266
miles northeast 6f Moscow.)

A Reuter despatch from Petrograd,

*dated March 19, reports the Patriarch

of the Rusesian Church to have sent a
message to the Orthodox population
declaring that the .church cammot re-
gard as binding a peace which dis-
members the country .and places it
under the domination of a conquering
foreign power.

In thjs-connection The <Communist
is quoted as declaring that the Rus-
sian proletariat cannot make further
concessions, but must be ready to
rise at any moment, irrespective of its
state of preparedness.

Other reports from Petrograd state
that the couneil of people’s commis-
sioners has ordered the arrest of M.
Bibenko, the commissioner of marine,
for opposition to the ratification of the
peace treaty.

* important incident for one proud
father, that occured just out of Mon-
treal, when the wife of ‘one of the
wounded soldlers, Pte. Peter Macken-
zie of Montreal,. gave birth to twins,
& boy and ‘a girl. The train was
stopped for four hours while the two
babies ;were ushered into the world.

There was a great.feeling of disap-
pointment among ny -of the hun-
dreds waliting at the station when
none of the “Original Firsts” arrived

_ on either of the’ early trains. No
one knew until the train pulled in
whether any of the first contingent
men would be aboard, and the wives
and children waited in wvain from
. early morning until-late last night.
Many of the women were exhausted
completely, and the little children
were continually being hurt from run-
' ning around the crowded concourse.
Conditions were much better than on
the previous day, owing to the pres-
ence of Henry A. Rowland, of .the
madical health department, and twen-
ty city nurses under Miss E. Dyke.
Brought Home Irish Bride.

‘All the soldlers had thrilling stories
to tell, but none such a romantic tale
a8 Pte. W, Uglow, of Port Hope. Pte.
Uglow brought back with him from
the other slde of the water a bit of
old Ireland, in the person of a pretty
Irish bride. His wife got her first
view of the new land on St. Patrick’s
Day when the steamer landed at St.

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“INTEMPERANCE ACT

Druggists Not Required to
Tag Prescriptions Con-
taining Liquor.

NO BOOZE FOR YACHTS

Legislature Hurries Debate in
Effort to Get Thru
Session. ;

There was no mistaking the gov-
ernment’s anxiety to conclude the pre-
sent session '‘of the les-iqmture at the
earliest moment, possibly tomorrow,
when, the rapidity with .which the
business of the house was conducted
yesterday was noted.” It was one of

the biggest days since the ‘session
opened, and adjournment was not
made until nearly 11 o'clock. Before
doing so, a formal motion was pass-
ed which called the house together at

11 o'clock this morning, when the first

moming Session will be held.

While a great many matters were
disposed of, the house was treated té
a verbal battle between Hon. 1. B.
Lucas, attorney-general, and Dr.
Porbes . Godfrey, West York, -which,
tho brigf, was nevertheless stragnt
and to the point. During the debate
on the third reading of the govern-
ment's bill for the prevention of ven-
ereal diseases, Dr. Godfrey held that
patent medicines for this particular
disease should-not be sold, relferating
his claims made a few days agd when
the bill was before the house.

In this connection he said a deputa-
tion of pharmaceutical men had walt-
ed upon the attorney-general, and he
intimated that pressure had been used
to retain the oclauge permiting the
sale of such remedies, for commercial
reasons. Hon. Mr. Lucas immedi-
ately contradicteqd the statement and
resented the inference. Sir William
Hearst took a hand and said what
the druggists wanted was just the op-
posite to what Dr. Godfrey said they
wanted. The bill was given -its third
reading.

& A.bill to amend the Ontario ‘Tem-
perance Act caused a good deal of

| discussion, and it was decided to make

some amendments to it. Druggists
will not be required to tag each bottle
containing liquor sold under prescrip-
tion from a doctor, and persons tour-
ing on private yachts will not be al-
lowed to take liquor along. In this
Allan Studholme, East Hamilton, and
Sam Carter, South Wellington, won
over what appeared at first to be a
strong majority against them. There
were some clauses added to the bill

H. Hartley Dewart’s motion to strike
out theé word “unanimous” in the re-
solution extending the life of the legis-
lature until after the close of the war
was frowned upon by every other
member of the house, and he was
ruled out of order by Hon. 'Thomas
Crawford, acting speaker, altho Sir
William Hearst expressed the opinion
that he was not out of order.

The Temperance Bill.

During the discussion of the bill to
amend the temperance act Sir Wil-
liam agreed that too many details
should not be required of druggists
in the sale of liquor on préscription,
and the clause relating thereto was
struck out. A new one was added,
giving a medical practitioner author-
‘ity to keep 10 gallons of whiskey on
his premises for medical use and to
carry a quart for dispensing whilée
making his rounds. Not 'more than
six ounces could be left in one house.
Another addition makes it possible to
declare certain areas “out of bounds,”
in that people cannot have liquor at
their homes as has been allowed un-
der the present act. This is pointed
at construction, mining and other
camps,

Cut License Board.

Hartley Dewanrt held that the clause
reducing the membership of the On-
tario License Board to three members,
did so in name only. He said four
members had been doing the work for
some time. He had heard that the cost
of administering the Ontario Temper-
ance act was growing enormously.

Under the present conditions, he be-
lieved one commissioner could handle
tre business of the board. In 1914 the
cost of administering the act had been
$35,000, he said, while under the pre-
sent act a grant of $205,000 was asked
for.

Mr., Dewart then moved a resolution
that the board be reduced to one com-
missjoner that $55,000 be cut from
the estimates,

Sir Willlam Hearst sald he would
have to ask the house to vote the re-
solution down, and proceeded to
knock the Soutiiwest Toronto members
arguments out of the way. He sald
the work was heavy, that there were
nearly as many hotels now as before
the act came into force, and that the
law was being enforced with satisfac-
tion to the country. ;

Hon. Mr. McPherson explained a
enb-section added to the bill which
provides that a person may move
liquor from one house to another in
which he is going to live.

The bill was reported and given its
third reading.

Mr. Dewdrt  was heard again when
he held up, temporarily, concurrence
in two resolutions, the first being an
amendment asking that the estimates
for the Ontario, Reformatory at
Guelph be reduced from $160,000 to
$110,000; and the second, that the
sum to be appropriated for the en-
forcement of the:Ontario Temperance
Act be reduced from $205,000 to $150,-
000, and that the- membership of the
board be reducads to one commis-
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sioner, - Both ‘amendments were lo@t
by a large majority. :
The Penalty Clause.

Hori. Mr. Luecas introduced a bill
to. amend the Rallway Aect, and ex-
plained that it was- the result of the
consideration of the private bills com-
mitteé régarding -the oity’s bidl to
provide a penalty of $1,000 a day up-
on the Toronto Street Rallway Com-
pany. The bill came as a suggestion
from the committee, that the Ontario
Rallway and Munigipal Board should
have power to impose a penalty not
exceeding the amount stated upon any
company  that did not comply with ‘its
orders. The bill deals with the mat-
ter in a general wa- and is applic-
able in al] cases.

With this explanation, the bill was
given its first reading.

Sir Willam Hearst introduced his
motion. calling for greater production
thruout the province during 1918. He
said the county councils would hold
meetings this Saturday, and Sunday,
April 21, would be set aside, when
the clergy would speak on the sub-
Jeot in ail the churches. It was
agreed that there was nothing more
important before the people of %he
province, and every effort should be
made to increase the food supply..

William Proudfood supported the
resolution, after which it was carried
unanimously. ;

Railwaymen Vote.

The Dbill to give railwaymen the op-
portunity to vote tho their duties may
require them to be away from home
on election day, was put thru com-
mittee. J. H. Ham, South Brant,
wanted commercial travelers included,
but Sir Willilam Hearst sald that
would be taken up a year hence, af-
ter this present bill had been tried
out. The bill carried, and was sub,
sequently given its third reading.

H. Hartley Dewart, Southwest Tor-
onto, moved; an amendment to
Willlam Hearst's motion for the third
reading of the extension bill, and ask-
ed that it be referreq to the commit-
tee of the whole, and the word “un-
animous” taken out. Hon. -Thomas
Crawford, acting Speaker, ruled that
the amendment was out of order, but
Sir William expressed the.opinion that
such was not the case.

Hon. Mr. Crawford put the motion,
however, and the third reading car-
ried. 4

Says Its a Crime.

“It's a crime if this house doés not
stop counter-prescribing,” sall Dr. |
Forbes Godfrey, in discussing the ven-
eral disease bill, after Hon. Mr. Lucas
had moved the house dinto committee
on it. “I stand by the amendment as
suggested,” said the doctor, who
fought agalnst the sale of patent medi-
cines in 'the case of this disease, even
tho tiwey hore the stamp of the pro-
vincoe. &

The only reason he could see for the
clause permitting druggists to sell
medicines for veneral disease was that
the commercial interests might be the
better satisfied, whereupon Hon. Mr.
Lucas declared, “I resent the imputa-
tion that the clause was inserted for
the purpose of pamperng com-
mercial interests,”” He wsaid the sug-
gested amendment would defeat its
¢Wn purpose.

Dr, Godfrey came back with the
statement that a deputation' of drug-
gists had waited . upon the ..attorney-
general for ihe purpose of keeping the
clause out, but Hon, Mr. Lucas said
the druggists did not want the clause
in and had gome :fog just the opposite
reason Dr, Godfrey had attributed to
them.

Mr. Proudfoot said ‘d*man might be
taking the wrong medicine, but- this
dld.not influence the house, and the
clause wuas-carried. There was little
discussion on the remaining clauses,
the bill belng carried and given third
reading.

Allies Want to Save Russia, _

Paris, Manch 20--In official circles

Dyed Meat in Sausages

o

‘ |
Anialyst Discovers Seventy Per Cent,
Adulterated in Montreal.

Ottawa, March 20.—That the use of
dyed meats in the making of sausages
is still the practice by a number of
makers, more particularly in the Mont-
real district, is the statement made
in a report just issued by A. MecGill,
Dominion analyst.” After nbting that

a collection of 128 samples of sausages
from all parts of Canada showed that
only four' contained dyed meat, the
analyst states that he subsequently
learned that the markets in which
dyed sausages are sold are quite re-
stricted] As the district of Montreal
was not included in the 123 samples
he caused a special examination of 41
samples purchased by inspectors in
Montreal to be made. It was found
that 29 of these samples, seventy per
cent. of the collection, contained dyes.
“It is thus' evident,” says the report,
“that the district of Montreal is one
of the areas in which the dyeing of
sausage meats is noteworthy.”
