and found wanting, Take from it the
powerful support of the money-owning
and the money-changing classes, and ‘t
cain.ot stand for one day in any na-
tion in the world. It was fastened
upon the United States without dis-
cussion. There can be no sympathy
or co-operation between the advocates
of a universal gold standard and the
ac_lyocates ©of bi-metallism.

What is the test of honesty in
money ?¢ It must certainiy be found
in ‘the purchasing power of the dollar.

| An absolutely honest dollar would not

vary in its general purchasing power;
it would be absolutely stable when
meesured by average prices. A dol-
lar ‘which increases in purchasing pow-
er is just as dishonest as a dollar
wgich decreases in purchasing power,

It cannot be successfully claimed
that mono-metallism or bi-metallisma
or any other system gives an abso-
lutely just standard of, value. Under

both mono-metallism and bi-metallisin |

the government fixes the weight and
fineness of the dollar, invests it with
legal tender qualities, and then opens
the mints to its unrestricted coinage.
leaving the purchasing power of the
dollar to be determined by the num=-
“ber of dollars. Bi-metallism is better
than momo-metallism, not because it
gives us a perfect dollar, but because
it makes a nearer approach to stability,
|to honesty, to Jjustice, than a gold
standard possibly can. Any legislation
which lessens the world’s stock of
stapdard money _increases the ex-
ichangeable value of the.dollar; there-
fore the ‘crusade agalnst silver must
inevitably raise the purchasing power
of money and lower the money value
of all other forms of property.

Salaries In
business eoccupations depend upon
business conditions, and the gold stan-
dard both lessens the amount and
threatens the permancency of such
salaries.

«The professional classes,in the main,
derive their support from the produc-
ing classes, and can only enjoy pros-
perity when there is prosperity among
those who create wealth. Hence it
will be seen that a large portion of
those who may find some pecuniary
advantage in a gold standard will
discover that their losses excéed thelr
gains.”

When
Mr. Sherman describes contraction of
the currency as disastrous to all the
people, except the capitalists, out of
debt and those who stand in a posl-
tion similar to his, he is stating a
truth which must be apparent to
every person who will give the matter
careful consideration.

on the other hand the debtor ex-
ercises ‘the option, it is reasonable to
suppose that he will pay in the cheap-
er metal, if one metal is perceptibly
cheaper than the other; but the dee
mand thus created for the cheaper me-
tal will raise its price, while the less-
ened demand for the dearer metal will
lower its price. In other words, when
the creditor has the option, the metals
are drawn apart; whereas when the
debtor has the option the metals are
held together. Society is therefore in-
terested in having the option exer-
cised by the debtor. Indeed, there
can be no such thing as real bi-metal-
lism, unless the option is exercised by
the debtor. The right of the debtor to
chéose the coin in which payment shall
be made extends to obligations from
the Government as well as to con-
tracts between individuals. A Gov-
ernment obligation is simply a debt
due fromh .the people to one of the
people,.and it is impossible to justify
a policy whiéh makes the interests of
the ong- person who holds the obliga-
tion suberior to the rights of the many
who must be taxed to pay it.

It is assumed by some that green-
backs and treasury notes are respon-
sible fbr the recent ‘drain upon. the
,go}d reserve; but Mr. Bryan denied
this and declared that the true cause
was that they were redeemed at the
option of the holder of the notes and
not at the option of the Government.
iand it is tmpossible to estimate the
amount which may hereafter be issued
if this ‘policy is centinued. The Bank
of Trance exercises the right to re-
deem all bank paper in either gold or
gilver, and .yet France maintains the
pefity between gold and silver at the
ratio of 15 1-2 to 1, and retains in cir-
culation mote silver per capita than
we do in the United States.

There is an actual necessity for bi-
metallism, as well as theoretical de-
fence of it. The restoration of bi-
metallism in the United States will
take away from gold just so much of
its purchasing power as was added to
it by the demonetization of silver by
the United States. The silver dollar
is now held up to the old dollar by
legal tender laws and not by redemp-
tion in gold, because the standard sil-
ver dollar is now redeemable in gold,
‘either in law or by administrative
policy.

| The passage of the river accomplish-
| ed, a halt was made to partake of the
hospitality of Mr. Frank Baby, the
| wholg party feasting on cool fresh
milk or lemonade and ripe apples. i

Viewing the Dam Site.

The next stopping place was at
| Baby’s Point, where Mr. Van Nos-
{trand’s staff were at work staking
out the site of the dam which it is
proposed to construct. The banks at
this point are of sufficient height to
allow an elevation of 110 feet to the
top of the dam. This head will be
further augmented by the lowering of
the channel to the lake level by an-
other 30 feet, making a total head of
140" feet. Plans showing the lands
which would be flooded, and also “‘sec=
tions” of elevations on the work,were
here produced and thoroughly discuss-
ed., Mr. Macdonald answering a nume
ber of questiong to the evident satis-
{ faction of enquirers.

The valley wag then explored as far
as Lambton Mills, and the lands which
{will be flooded were inspected up to
'that point. Lying ready quarried in
the bed of the river and easily acces-

sible s ample stone of first-class |

| quality for the construction .of all the
| magonry, including the dam; required
‘for the work. As the various natural
advantages were pointed out, en route,
expressions of astonishment and gra-
tification wehe heard, and the opinion
wag apparently unanimous that the
scheme is not only feasible, but ex-
tremely simple, on a purely commer-
cial basis.

Cheap Power Shoanld e Encouraged.

Ald. McMurrich, who was present,
frankly admitted that there are great
possibilities in the project, and he
would like to see reliable estimates of
the cost and probable revenue., If it
could be shown that this company
could generate electric power and
transmit it to the city cheaper than
it now costs, he thought the corpora-
tion should at once allow them to en-
ter the city and sell their power under
a proper agreement by whiech the pub-
lic interests would be protected.

Wants to be a Misstohagry.

Mr. Ben Brick, a practical man,sald
the stone in the bed of the river was
of splendid quality, and he had used
large quantities of it in building in
Toronto. There was ample stone in
sight on the lands to be acquired to
construct the dam. He had read all
that he could find in the newspapers
upon the scheme, but had learned
more of its merits during the hour he
had spent on the ground than he could
by reading in a week. He expressed
his intention of becoming a missions
‘ary and spreading the good news
jaround among his fellow-citizens.

Mr. Arthur Harvey took a deep in-
| terest in the expedition. He had many
| years ago shot over the Humber flats
and knew the country pretty well. He
also was more forcibly impressed by
his trip over the ground of the feasi-
bility of the project, the cost of which
he had roughly calculated at $1,000,-
000, and he thought that the revenue
would return good interest on the in-
vestment.

A Voice From OLfo.

Prof. L. F. Lybarger of Ohlo, who
accompanied the party, expressed hime
self as delighted with the trip, and
greatly impressed with the feasibility
of the project to develop a large
amount of the electric power for trans-
mission te the city. K

Mr. William Christie thought the
people had atached too much weight
to personalities, and had not given
the.project that consideration which
its merit deserved.

The Public W1il Support it.

The opinion was generally expressed
that the whole matter has now sim.-
mered down to a flnancial gquestion.
Those present were satisfled the dam
can be built and the large water pow-
eér now running to waste utilized. It
now remains for the promoters to
show that it will pay & good dividend
on the investment and they may rely
on the hearty support of the public in
carrying their scheme to completion.

A POSSIBLE VISITOR. ;

‘A visit from Lord Russell of Killo-
wen—the Sir Charles Russell of politics,
now Lord Chief Justice of England—
would be appreciated in Canada. He
is one of the ablest of living Irishmen,
and as the head of the English judicl-
ary would be greeted with cordiality
by bench and bar here. His visit to
the United States will bring him to
the boundary of Canada, and he has
this special interest in us that he was
one of the British counsel who argued
and won our case in the Behring Sea
arbitration at Paris. But he may mot
come. His predecessor, Lord Cole-
ridge, visited the Unitéd States a dozen
years or more ago, under similar cir-
cumstances—as the guest of his Am.
erican entertainers. The Canadian bar
extended to him a warm invitation to
come to the Dominion. Lord Coleridge
desired to accept, but his’ hosts did
not fall in with the idea. He was
therefore compelled to deoline, and
never saw the British dominions in
America. At the time, the action of
his committee of entertainers was felt
to be a rather small piece of business,
and it they have improved since 1883
we have not heard of it. Perhaps
Lord Russell of Killowen may not be
so tied to hig American friends as to
be unable to visit Canada, in which
case he will be free to do what mod-
esty prevents Canadians from doing,
comparing the judicial and legal sys=-
tems of the republic and the Dominion,
a test we do not shrink from at any
time.

AN HISTORIC EVENT.

The abandonment of old Fort Nia-
gara to the Americans a hundred
years ago has just been celebrated by
the people of thé aistrict. The fort on
the east side of the Niagara River was
one of the western military posts held
by the British for years after the

.| Treaty of Peace in 1783. This was done

because the neéw republic refused to
fulfil its obligations of dealing justly
with the Loyalists who founded Up-
per Canada, and~with the British credi-
tors of individual debtors in the States.
The Americans were furious at the
British declining to yield up Niagara
and other places, and Mr. Hammond,
the first diplomatic agent sent out
from London, was pestered with re-
quests to fulfil the treaty. But, acting
under instructions, he firmly held his
ground, kept up close correspondence
with Governor Simcoe, and walited for
the United States Government to over-
rule the confiscatory laws passed by
several states against British claim-
ants. But justice was never done In
this respect, and ultimately the Im-
perial authorities gave up the posts.
Again, in the War of 1812, Canada
captured Fort Niagara, but another
peace-at-any-price treaty was effect-
ed, and the territory won by Canadian
pluck and prowess was abandoned.
Fort Niagara is an interesting old
place, and, though not now occupied
by the military, is often inspected by
visitors. It recalls episodes of the

Prof. Oito Lilienthal Was Satisfied With
an Inventor’s Death—His Flying
Machine Capsized.

Berlin, Aug. 12.—Prof. Otto Lillenthal,
the well-known inventor of this eity, died
yesterday from the effects of a fall from
his flying machine. The machine, which
is what is called a * double decker,” up-
set while it was at a sharp angle, the pres-
sure of alr being thus thrown upon the
front of the apparatus. Lillenthal had
planned an attachment for restoring ge
balance in such cases, and this was the
last ascent he Intended to make in the
old machine. He belleved there was no
danger, as he thought that by leaning
backward toward the tail of the apparatus
he would counterbalance the weight In
front. His attendant tells me the aero-
naut rose fifteen metres from the moun-
tain. Suddenly the machine stopped and
Lilienthal threw himself toward the rear.
The apparatus turned several somersaults,
and finally shot down like a rocket, Lillen-
thal striking the 'ground head first. He
survived twenty-four hours, feellng no
pain, his spine being broken. His last
words were: *‘ Mine is the true inventor's
death. I am satisfied to die in the inter-

csts of sclence.”

Aduitcrated Beer,

Editor World: A correspondent in to-
day’s World complains of the quality
of beer served at the bars in Toronto.
It is about time some one took this
matter up in earnest. Your correspon-
dent shows that all the raw material
has been very materially reduced In
price, yet we are met with beer In
bottles and otherwise, bearing well-
known labels, which, I have no hesita-
tion in saying, is simply disgusting. I
got a bottle last night labelled by =
wealthy concern, which was evidently
refilled without washing the bottle. In-
side was an old gork, which completed
the temperance lecture it sufficiently
otherwise conveyed. Yet the city is dot-
ted with mammoth establishments 1n
brick and mortar, with all the appli-
ances science can devise—appliances?
yes, perhaps there the trouble lies.
Hops and malt are doubtless unneces-
sary. With breweries prodigious and
numerous, it is well known that for
good ale we have to use outside
brands. I know brewer so-and-so
will stand up and say that better ale
than his never was brewed, and will
refer you to medals by the score, per-
haps, but what of it, if a man with a
thirst cannot get a decent glass of ale
in all this city of Toronto, take what
brand he will? And yet a large num-
ber of bars- in this city are actually
controlled by one or other of the, brew-
ing concerns. Bottled ale is bad
enough, but draught ale is unsafe to
venture on, as one cannot be sure
when he may be called upon to spend
a half day in humoring an indignant
stomach. The result is that.we must
have recourse to dilutions of whisky
and other spirits, when wholesome
ales are denied us. And even here, I
may remark that when I find a cer-
tain flavor in city water on a certain
day, I object to having that same
flavor placed before me in the whisky
1 order a few days afterwards. I have
often had to suffer this. One thing 18
certain, and that is that the trade 18
gradually eliminating those who use
ale as a beverage, and, consequently
§s destroying its raison d’etre, because
a traffic patronized only by topers will
not last long. Purveyors of all kinds
of alimentary products have the health
of the people in their hands, and
should think that one of the first func-
tions of the Government should be to
either guarantee the wholesomeness 0O
the product, or abolish the producer.
The recollection of many nauseous
doses has almost led me to believe that
the latter alternative is the only fea-
