ae he thought, sufficiently, and applied it to 
the tooth upon a bit of cotton. He instantly 
fell upon the floor ae if struck by lightning, 
and continued imeoeible for fifteen or twenty 
minutie. On recovering, he was very weak 
for three or four days, hie complexion being 
exceedingly pale.

In such cases, the patient should be mala 
to swallow n half teaspoon of Cayenne pep­
per, infused in a wine glass of boning water, 
taken about blood warm. A teaspoon of this 
put into the mouth will cause the patient to 
•wallow, though insensible. At the earoe 
time a blister should be applied to the beck 
of the neck, to stimulate the spinal cord, the 
great trunk where the nerves are distributed 
throughout the system. A fier this, high and 
nourishing food,well seasoned with Cayenne, 
black pepper, horse radish or mustard, and a 
bath of steam, or of water as hot as the patient 
tient can bear it, will soon restore the strength}

In all these cases the blood retreats from 
the surface to the internal organs, a fact 
proved by the paleness of the skin. But 
though this is an effect, nnd not a cause, and 
proceeds from the sudden cessation of ner­
vous action, whatever that action be, yet it 
serves to indicate the cure. Therefore we 
say that whatever will throw the blood upon 
the surface, and stimulate the capillaries— 
(small blond vessels upon the skin,) to pro­
pel the blood forward when thrown there, 
must be useful ; nnd for this purpose stimu­
lants must be applied to the stomach, and 
steam or water to the skin. Furthermore, 
the cause being the sudden cessation or great 
diminution of nervous action, whatever will 
excite this action is necessary ; nnd hence 
the utility of a blister to the nervous trunk.—

She breathed a few 
low sweet words, the purport of which was, 
that elie forgave him with all her heart. She 
then drew the folds of her tunic gracefully 
around, and knelt down beside the block. 
Saving a low stifled sob, or a deep prolonged 
sigh which broke forth in spite of the attempt 
made to check it, not a sound was uttered 
among the spectators, but all was silent is 
the grave. The lady put forth her fair 
white hand (in which she held her handker­
chief,) to feel for the block ; the lieutenant 
guided her to it, when she laid down her 
head, aud let fall the handkerchief as the 
signal that she was ready.

Downing Street. 14th Oct. 1839.
Si*—It appears from St George Arthur's des­

patches that you may encounter much difficulty in 
subduing the excitement which prevails on the que** 
tion of what is called " Responsible Government."
I have to instruct you, however, to refuse any expla­
nation which may be construed to imply an acquies­
cence in the petition* and addresses upon this sub­
ject. 1 cannot belter commence this Despatch than 
by a reference to the resolutions of both Houses of 
Parliament, of the 28ih April and 9th Mav, in the 
yesr 1837.

The Assembly of Lower Canada having repeated­
ly pressed this poor, Her Majesty’s confidential ad- 
viser* at that period thought it necessary not only to 
explain their views in the communications of the 
Secretary of State, but expre ssly called for the opi­
nion of Parliament on the subject. The Crown and 
the two liousea of Lords anil Commons having thus 
decisively pronounced a judgment upon the question, 
you will consider yourself precluded from entertain* 
ing any proposition on the subject.

It does not appear, indeed, that any very definite 
meaning is generally agreed upon by those who call 
themselves the advocates of this principle ; but its 
very vagueness is n source of delusion, and if at all 
encouraged, would prove the cause of embarrassment 
and danger.

The constitution of England, after long struggles 
and alternate sucre**, ha* settled into a form of go­
vernment in which the prerogative of the Crown is 
undisputed, but is never exercised without advice. 
Hence the exercise only is questioned, end, however 
the use of the authority may be condemned, the au­
thority itself remains untouched.

This ia the practical solution of a great problem, 
she result of a contest which fiom 1643 to 1690 
«hook the monarchy and disturbed the peace of the 
country.

But if we seek to apply such a pnctice to a Colo­
ny, we shall at once find ourselves at fault. The 
power for which a Minister is responsible in Eng­
land, it not hit own power, but the power of the 
Crown, of which he is for the time the organ. It is 
obvious that the Executive Councillor of a Colony is 
in a situation totally d fferenf. The Gov. rnor, un­
der whom he serves, receives his orders from the 
Crown of England. But can the Colonial Council 
be the advisers of the Crown of England ? Evident* 
•ly nor, for the Crown has oilier advisers for the 
same functions, and with superior authority.

Tutelar Saint of Ireland, was celebrated in this city 
yesterday, with that spirit which distinguishes Irish­
men in every thing connected with their country.

Divine Service was celebrated in St. Patrick’s 
Church, by the Right Reverend Bishop of SlBYMK, 
Coadjutor of the Diocese of Quebec, and the sermon 
was preached by the Rev. Mr. M’Maiion, Pastor of 
the Church, with his usual eloquence.

If he is to obey 
h;s instructi on from England, the parallel of consti­
tutional responsibility entirely fails ; if, on the other 
trend, he is to follow the advice of his Council, hr is 
«io longer a subordinate officer, but en independent 
■sovereign.

There are some cases in which the force of these 
objections is so manifest, thst those who st first 
make no distinction between the constitution of the 
United Kingdom and that of the Colonies, admit 
their strength. 1 allude to the questions of fo 
war end internetioiwl relations, whether ol trade or 
diplomacy, lt is now said that internal government 
is alone intended.

But there are some eases of internal government in 
which the honor of the Crown or the faith of Parlia­
ment, or the safety of the state, are so seriously in­
volved, that it would not lie possible for Her Majes­
ty to delegate her authority to ■ Ministry in » Colony.

I will put for illuiiration some of the cases which 
have occcurred in that very Province where the Pe­
tition for u Responsible Executive first arose——I 
«teen Lower Canada.

During the lime when e large majority of the As- 
eembly of Lower Canada followed M. P 
their leader, it was obviously the aim of that gentle­
man to discourage all who did their duty to the 
Crown within the Province, and to deter all who 
should resort to Canada with British habits and feel- 
iaga from without. I need not say it would have 
been impossible for any Minister to support, in the 
Parliament of the United Kingdom, the measures 
which a Ministry, hesded by M. Papineau, would 
Jrave imposed upon the Governor of Lower Cansda ; 
British officers punished for doing their duty—Bri­
tish emigrsnti defrauded of their properly—British 
merchants discouraged in their lawful pursuits, would 
-have loudly appealed to Parliament «gainst the Ca­
nadian Ministry, & would have demanded protection.

Let us suppose the Assembly as then constituted 
to have been sitting when Sir John Colborne sus­
pended two of the Judges. Would any Councillor 
possessing the eonfidence of the Assembly have made 
himself responsible for such an act ? And yet the 
very safety of the Province depended on its adoption. 
Nay, the very orders of which your Excellency is 
yourself the bearer, respecting Messrs. Bedard and 
Panet, would never be adopted or put in execution 
by a Ministry depending fur existence by • majority 
Jed by M. Papineau.

Nor can any one take upon himself to say that such 
-eesee will not again occur. The principle once sane- 
turned, no one can say how soon its application might 

f be dangerous, or even dishonorable, while all will 
•gree that to recall the power thus conceded would 
be impossible.

While I thus see insuperable objections to the 
sdoption of the principle as it hat been stated, I see 
little or none to the practical views of colonial go­
vernment recomminded by Lord Durham, as I 
derataud them. The Queen's Government have no 
desire to thwart the representative assemblies of 
British North America in the measures of reform and 
improvement. They have no wish to make those 
Provinces the resource for patronage at home. Tin y 
are earnestly intent on giving to the talent and cha­
racter of leading persons in the Colonies advantages 
similar to those which talent and character employed 
in the public service obtain in the United Kingdom, 
her Majesty has no desire to maintain any system 
nf policy among Her North American subjects which 
opinion couth inns. In receiving the Queen's com­
mands, therefore, to protest against any declaration at 
variance with the honour of the Crown and the unity 
of the Empire, 1 am at the same time instiucted to 
«iMOunce Her Majesty's gracious intention to look to 
the affectionate attachment of her people in North 
America as the security for permanent dominion.

It ie necessary r'or this purpose that no officiel mis­
conduct should be screened by Her Majesty's repre­
sentative in the Provinces ; and that no private in­
terests should be allowed to compete with the gene­
ral good.

Your Excellency is fully ill possession of lire prin­
ciples which have guided Her Majesty’s advisers on 
this subject ; and you must be aware that there ie no 
surer way of earning the approbation of the Queen, 
than by maintaining the harmony of the Executive 
with the Legislative authorities.

While I have thus cautioned you against any de­
claration from which dangerous consequences might 
hereafter flow, and instructed you as to the general 
line of your conduct, it may he said that 1 have nut 
drawn any specific line beyond which the power of 
the Governor on the one hand, and the privileges of 
she Assembly on the other, ought not to extend. 
But this must be the rase in any mixed government. 
Every political constitution in which different bodies 
share the supreme power, is only enabled to exist by 
the forbearance of those among whom this power is 
distributed. In this respect the example of England 
may be well imitated. Tbe Sovereign using the 
prerogative of the Crown to the utmost extent, end 
the House of Commons exerting its power of the 
perse, to cerry all its resolutions into immediate effect, 
would produce confusion in the country in less than 
e twelvemonth. So in ■ Colony : the Governor 
thwarting every legitimate proposition of the As 
bly, and the Assembly continually recurring» 
,pow«r of refusing supplier, run but disturb slltpoliii- 
.cal relation», embarras* trade, and retaVd'the pfrwpe- 
jity of the people. Each must r-xcrcite a wide mo­
deration. The Governor must only oppose the wishea 
of the Assembly, where the honor of the Crofvn, or 

*«lie interests of the emp re are deeply concerned ; nnd 
the Aes- mWjr must be ready to modify some of its 
measures for the sake of harmony, and from a reve­
rent attachment to the authority of Great Britain.

The Chinese commenced a cannonade upon the Bri­
tish shipping at Hong Kong, on the 12th of Novem­
ber, but without effect. The shipping soon after re­
moved to Tungkoo Lay, where they remained at an­
chor under the protection of the sloops of war Vo­
lage and Hyacinth. No material change seems lo 
have taken place in the relations of the parlies at the 
last dates. The American vessels were carrying on 
a brisk business, in transporting goods between the 
British ships and Canton, but apprehensions were 
entertained that this business would be very shortly 
cut off. The course which would be adopted by the 
imperial government, on receiving news of the con­
flict with the two British ships on the 2d, was not

A friend who has arrived af New-York in the 
Trenton, which left Whampoa, Nov. 26, writes us 
as follows : —

“ After the engagement at the Bogue, between the 
Volage and the Chinese war junks, in which the 
Chinese Admiral was mortally wounded, the Volage 
and Hyacinth proceeded immediately to Macao, to 
receive on board all those who wished for an asylum 
from the vengeance it was supposed the Yumchee 
would endeavour to take upon the persons of the Bri­
tish residents. He has broken off all negotiation, and 
it is reported that a messenger was despatched to the 
emperor at Pekin, for the entire abolition of all Chi­
nese trade. The American ships continue the car­
rying trade from Tungkoo, (where all the ships are) 
to Whampoa. The Chinéie erected batteries at 
Hong Kong, and fired at the shipping, and the Com­
modore, Elliott, ordered them all off to Tungkoo, 
which is almost the same as Capsing-moon.”

Martin Gay Black, Esq. has declined serving as

Alex. Stewart, Esq. having been appointed to the 
Executive Council, the House yesterday passed a 
Resolution, by an overwhelming majority, decla­
ring that few men enjoyed less of their confidence, 
and that they declared his appointment an insult to 
the House.

The Governor then 
sent a Message requesting pay for the Council’s 
delegates. The following answer was returned :

“ We, Her Majesty’s dutiful and loyal subjects, 
the representatives of the people of Nova Scotia, 
having maturely considered your Excellency’s mes­
sage, recommending a grant of money for the pay­
ment of the expenses of certain persons, named by 
your Excellency, at the desire of the Legislative 
Council, to proceed on a mission to England, beg 
leave most respectfully to decline granting any por­
tion of the funds entrusted to our care, for that 
purpose.

“ The House of Assembly, at the last session, 
before those Delegates were appointed, expressed 
their opinion on this subject—they thought a Dele­
gation from the other Branch of the Legislature un­
necessary, and that the reasons assigned for it were 
not such as would justify the expenditure of the 
public money ; and they can find nothing in the 
claims of the persons appointed, nor in the manner 
in which they executed their mission, to entitle 
them to the favourable consideration of this House.
