GENERAL CONFERENCE FUND.

TREASURER'S INTERIM REPORT. i

Requested to be laid before the several Annual Conferences, and published for in-
formation in their Minutes.

Although this Fund has been in existence since the time of the formation of a
General Confe.ence in 1874, it has never had a written constitution.

The object of the Fund, as gathered from its history, and found in the Journals of
the General Conferences and in the Discipline of the Church, is to pay the travelling
expenses of delegates to and from the General Conference, and of representatives to
other churches and bodies who are appointed by the General Conference ; to meet the
salaries aud expenses of our General Superintendents, and of all General Conference
Committees that have no funds of their own ; as also pay the expenses of transfers in
certain specified cases.
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The different departments of the Church, up till the meeting of the last General
Conference, paid one-half of the salaries and expenses of the General Superivtendents,
leaving only the other half to be paid by the Fund.

The income for this moiety was derived from collections taken up from year to

the several Circuits and Missions in the entire church, and yet that income has

year in
and hence the Fund has always been in

always been insufficient to meet the demands,
debt.

The present Treasurer was appointed at the last General Conference, and the wholt

amount necessary to meet, all the above claims in full was thrown on the Fund withoue
r the year 1886

aid from any department of the Church. Nearly all the collections fo

and 1887 has been paid to the former Treasurer, and yet at the close of the General
Conference the Fund was in debt about $5000, The present indebtedness of the Fund
is between $6000 and $7000, with large quarterly payments and other heavy special
claims to be met as they arise.

The Finance Committee of the General Conference, seeing the very great responsi-
bility involved and the large amount to be raised, took the following action, viz
(see p. 251)  The estimated amount required during the quadrennium, less cash on
hand, was $30,000, or an average of $7,500 per year. This amount was divided by
them as follows: Toronto Conference, $1,430 ; London, $1000 ; Guelph, $875 ; Bay
of Quinte, $875 ; Montreal, $1,125; Nova Scotia, $400 ; New Brunswick, ete., $400 ;
Newfoundland, $125 ; and Manitoba, etc., $310. These amounts will therefore be re-
quired annually, in the estimation of the Finance Committee, to meet the claims on the
Fund. The amount paid by the several Annual Conferences last year up till the 1st of
September was about $5,200. Now the Discipline (see p. 50) directs the officers of the
General Conference ¢ to disburse only the amount on hand for General Conference ex-
penses,” ete. 1 understand from this clause that the Fund is not togo into debt beyond
the quadrennium, As the matter is now carried on, the largest expenditure is incurred
in the payment of General Conference expenses at the beginning of the quadrennium,
thus iuvolving heavy payments for interest. What is to be done !

1 suggest—

1st. That every Circuit and Mission should take up a large all-day Sabbath Col-
lection, and forward it immediately, through its proper officer, to the Treasurer. This
will reduce the interest account.

ond. Should there be any deficiency at the close of any year in the amount ex-
pected from any Conference, let prompt and energetic measures be adopted to meet such
deficiency. It will be found easier to do this annually than to raise the whole amount
at the end of the quadrenuiul term,

Our brethren throughout the entire Church will see that it requires united, vigorous
and prompt action to save the Fund from financial embarrassment, and to enable it to
pay in full the amounts needed successfully to carry on our work.

Of this number 1927 paid in advance for 1887, up to Moarch 31st.

The total amiount received for advanced subscriptious up to March 31st, was
$2,883.16, an increase over last year of $1120. Of this amount only one-fourth is
credited to the Wesleyan account of the year closed 81st March. While only 374 cénts
have been wcredited for each subseriber, in many cases the paper has been sent for a
period of four or five months entailing for the time loss to the office.

An item of $750 carried along for several years as an asset, but long regarded as
worthless, has been struck out.

Including the amount struck ont, 8750, the Wesleyan shows a deficit on the year’s
business of $1253. .

The amount of money borrowed has been reduced $2767 and it is hoped thata
further reduction may be made within three mouths, thus effecting a saving in interest
of about §200.00 per year.

The building now occupied has been leased for another term of years, at reduced
rental, and the salaries of the Book Steward and Editor have been re-adjusted. These
changes will reduce the expenses of the business about $500.00 per year.

BeLoveD Brersrey.--To address you according to our annual custom is not the
| least pleasing duty to which we willingly apply ourselves. We feel increasingly the
' closeness and sacredness of our mutual relation and the solemn importance of the
responsibilities which we sustain towards you. *¢Are not ye our work in the Lord 1
If we be not Apostlcs unto others, yet, doubtless, we are to you, for the seal of our
Apostleship are ye in the Lord.” The review of the year's work and planning for
i future operations necessarily bring your weifare before us. Your inierests are 8O
l interwoven with our ordinary business that your prosperity and adversities influence
|

our thoughts and feelings to a large extent. The past year has been a most trying time
to both you and us. The well nigh total failure of the fisheries, upon which our country
almost solely depends, has caused much destitution in our land, and brought poverty
into many of our homes. Nevertheless, we look with eonfidence to the future, and

Jehovah-Jirah shall be emblazoned on eur banners.
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The prosperity that our Heavenly Father has given us in every department of
Church work cheers us on. We are truly grateful to God for His blessing toward us in
our great work of saving souls. Gracious revivals of religion have taken place on many
of our Circuits, and large numbers have been won from sin and error’s way to serve the
living God and love the Saviour.

. Our membership at present is 9512, with 2195 on trial, showing an increase of
1066 after making up for losses through deaths, removals, and other causes ; showing
that neither you nor we have labored in vain nor spent our strength for nought. We
believe, that in addition to tabulated results, there have been effects produced which
are beyond the domain of statistics. The day only will declare the blessings received
in our congregations under the Ministry of the Divine Word. The prosperity which
we desire and for which we urge you to work and pray, is that of the times of Pentecost
when  the Lord added to the Church daily such as were being saved.”

__Seven young men having finished their probation and passed their examinations
with credit to themselves and honor to our Church have been ordained for the full work
of the Ministry It is a matter of devout gratitude to Almighty God, that our ranks
have not been disturbed by death.

The work of God in our Sabbath Sechools has been marked with much succ:ss.
You will do well to ponder the tabulated results as presented in our Minutes of Confer-
ence. The conversion of our children is of paramount importance both as regards
themselves and the future welfare of our church. Too much attention cannot be
bestowed on the young. We render all praise to the Divine Master for the sheaves
already gathered from this part of the harvest-field. Nor would we have you indifferent
to the vast responsibilities entailed upon us by our Day Schools. We need to urge on
this glorious work with more zest than ever, that christian intelligence may spread more
and more among our youth. The new College recently erected and opened in St. John’s
deserves more than a passing notice. With a fully equipped staff of Teachers and
superior apparatus, we are now, as a church, better able to piace within the reach of our
people a high-class education surpassing any they have hitherto enjoyed. Our institu-
tions deserve increased patronage and the heavy respousihlities incurred, financially
and otherwise, make it imperative that extra support and liberality should te shown in
behalf of this noble scheme. We are hoping, that the new College will give an impetus
to our Educational work in all its branches. The Children’s Home now about to be
opened, will supply a much felt want in conneetion with our work, and will offer to our
Ministers’ children and others, facilities which were greatly needed. With these in-
creased and improved arrangements we trust our young people will be able to pursue
knowledge under favorable religious surroundings  We know that in the great struggle
against intemperanee and viee, you take a vital interest ; nor need we remind you that
there is required unflagging effort in this mighty warfare against the greatest foe of the
gospel in our land. Our Temperance Societies and Bands of Hope demand all the
fostering care you can give them. It is imperative to educate both young and old in
true temperance principles. It is necessary that your attendance on the public means
of grace be regular and constant. Ever remember the prosperity of Zion depends much
upon your faithful attendance at the services of the sanctuary. Prize every opportunity
of partaking of the Lord’s Supper. Remember the words of the Lord Jesus : ¢ For as
often as ye eat this bread and drink this cup ye do shew the Lord’s death till He come.”
We have no need to recommend to you the Prayer Meetings and Class Meetings, for
they have long since proved themselves to be mighty in the hand of God in the con-
version of sinners, and the deepening of spiritual life among believers. They are not
only the landmarks of our beloved Methodism,but are indieators of the spiritual life on
all.our Circuits.
