The trip down the harbor was with­
out incident and when last seen by a 
newspaper launch the submersible was 
ploughing through « smooth sea at the 
rate of twelve knots an hour, headed for 
Montauk Point.

When he re­
appeared on the surface he managed to 
seize a life preserves which [had been 
thrown out from the Deutschland and 
was hauled aboard that craft.

New London, Nov. 17—It is said that 

the Deutschland was not seriously dam­
aged, and would probably be ready to 
sail in a few days. Several of the bow 
plates were bent and the rivets loosened, 
but the Interior was not damaged. The 
repairs will be made by members of the 
crew.

ANOTHER NEUTRAL 
SHELLED BV GERMAN

London, Nov. 17—A Reuter dispatch 
from Petrograd, says:—

“The admiralty staff has issued a com­
munication announcing that, in accord­
ance with the latest information of the 
recent German naval attack in the Gulf 
of Finland and comparing the number 
of explosions heard in the fog with the 
reports from the Russian warships en­
gaged, it is possible to affirm that the 
Germans lost between six and nine tor­
pedo boats.

"This supposition, the communication 
adds, is confirmed by the examination 
of wreckage, which also shows that the 
destroyed vessels were of the most 
modem type and the biggest vessels in 
this class.”

VERY BADLY HURT
HEAD OF DUMA ONCE

MORE IS RE-ELECTED The condition of Leslie Watters, a C. 
P. R. fireman who was struck by a 
train at Phillips, between Woodstock and 
Hurtland, yesterday afternoon, is seri­
ous, according to a report which reach­
ed the city today at 11.80 o’clock.

A CHURCH UNION STORY.

(Montreal Financial Times.)
W. M. Birks, who is an enthusiastio 

advocate and worker for church union, 
tells a beautiful tale at the consequences 
of the present religious disunion to small 
Canadian towns.

‘If there was only one min­
ister here, of course, we would get him 
for the funeral,’ they said, ‘but how can 
we pick one out of four and not make 
the others jealousc* So they buried the 
poor chap themselves.”

CO-OPERATION IN RECRUITINGFEATHERBEDS
(Toronto Star.)

The credit for the invitation extend­
ed to Sir Wilfrid Laurier to co-operate 
in recruiting is due, not the the Do­
minion government, but to Sir Thomas 
Tait, the man who found that because 
of partisan meddling he could not work 
with the government. It is worthy of 
note that this idea of co-operation was 
put forward by Sir Thomas Tait very 
soon after nis appointment. It is not 
his fault that it was made late to the 
day after the war had been in progress 
more than two years, after the govern­
ment had framed its policy in some mat­
ters and neglected to frame any policy 
in others, after its character and atti­
tude had become fixed. The time for 
consultation and co-operation was In the 
early and formative stages of the gov­
ernment’s war history- That time was 
allowed to go by, that opportunity was 
lost.

Co-operation in recruiting might still 
be of some advantage. But it must be 
berne in mind that the question of re­
cruiting does not stand alone. It is 
connected with the whole war policy 
and record of the government. It de­
pends largely upon confidence in the 
government. It is prejudicially affect­
ed by such blunders as were made at 
Camp • Borden. It is prejudicially af­
fected by the common belief that huge 
fortunes are being made by those who 
are manufacturing and supplying muni­
tions of war. Even apart from cases of 
“graft,” to the sense of actual stealing, 
there is a belief that the war profits are 
excessive. The excess over a fair pro­
fit ought to be taken for the public use. 
If that were done a strong argument 
would be placed in the hands of those 
who are asking for recruits. They are 
asked to give themselves and risk their 
lives for the country. They should be 
assured that the makers ail! war sup­
plies are giving up at least a fair pro­
portion of the money they are making 
out of the country's need end the sol­
dier’s sacrifice.

NO’Ottawa, Nov. 16—The labor depart­
ment’s monthly report on the cost of 
living shows that during October, there 
was another big jump in the house­
keeper’s bills for the necessities of life. 
The department’s Index number, giving 
the average of wholesale prices, rose to 

, 187-2 for October, a seven point rise dur­
ing the month.

In October of last year the index num­
ber was 152.4 and in October, 1918, it 
was 184.6. The advance in the three 
years has been 58 points and the ten­
dency is still upward. The October ad­
vance was chiefly in dairy products, 
grains, breadstuffs and vegetables.

The weekly budget for food of the 
average workingman’s family Is now 
placed at $9.80 an increase of 88 cents 
since September. A year ago it was 
$7.82 or $1.148 per week less than for the

John, who went overseas 
with a New Brunswick battalion and 
was killed in action, is given promin­
ence in a recent issue ot the Boston 
Sunday Post.

Dear Mother:—

“I will now try and write you a few 
lines to let you know that 1 am well, 
and trusting you are' the same. My 
wound is now nearly all healed, but the 
arm is still sore. I suppose when you 
received the telegram you thought I had 
been killed, well, thank goodness, 1 
not, but I never want to be as near to 
it as I was then. I will tell you 
little about the whole tiling.

“Our brigade arrived at the Somme 
on September 12. We, had no liuts to 
go into, so we had to make the best of 
it. My mate and I had to make a biv­
ouac out of our ground sheets. Next day 
I found we were near the $tith Battalion, 
and 1 went over and had a talk witli 
some of them, especially the boys from! 
home. I ran across my platoon officer^ 
when I was in thé 55th Battalion. 1 had ! 
also a few words with Lieut Foley, who, ‘ 
I understand, has since been killed. On 
September H I and some of the hoys 
had gone to Communion and on our way 
back to the lines I met Harry Andrewà 
and Willie McKenzie. On September 16 
we received orders to prepare. We then 
made our way to tbç firing line. We 
hundreds of German prisoners on the 
road, but were not allowed to say a word 
to them, 'they looked down and out.
