But 
what do you think of the blockade 
which constricts two empires, which 
condemns to famine millions of inno­
cents? Is that inspired also by feelings 
entirely humane?”

The Pope cotninued: “I do not soy 
that after the war I will not proclaim a 
syllabus, a re-calling and summing up 
the doctrines of the church on this sub­
ject, and regulating, for the future, the 
rights and duties of belligerents. Then 
one will find, without doubt, the formai 
condemnation of crimes which will have 
been committed during the war.”

“Fullerton charged that an agreement 
had been entered into by the two poli­
tical parties in Manitoba some time ago, 
through which the Roblin government 
was to pay $50,000 to the opposition, in 
return for which all election protests 
were to be dropped. He charged that 
early in 1916 an agreement was enter­
ed into between the old government and 
certain members of the present govern­
ment whereby the royal commission’s In­
quiry was to be dropped and civil ac­
tions instituted against Thomas Kelly 8c 
Sons. According to this agreement, he 
said, there were to be enough resigna­
tions of Conservative members in the 
legislature to give the new government 
a majority without an election. The 
opposition, he claimed, waa permitted 
to dictate the terms of the statement 
announcing the old government’s resig­
nation."

Assertions of this nature were made 
at the time the Roblin government re­
signed, and were promptly contradicted 
by Mr. Norris, the new premier. They 
are now repeated, and the Standard’s 
own report shows that they are again de­
nied, and that in the absence of Pre­
mier Norris from the dty the Hon. A. 
B. Hudson, the new attorney general, 
declared that a full opportunity would 
be given anyone who wished an Investi­
gation. He Royal Commission had de­
cided that such an enquiry was beyond 
the scope of its powers, as at present 
constituted, and Attorney General Hud­
son promptly gave assurance that the 
government would provide facilities for 
a full enquiry. The Standard, however, 
In its head-lines, conveys the Impression 
that the charges were not only, made 
but proved.

This move on the part of Manitoba 
Conservatives reminds us of the at­
tempt made in New Brunswick when 
the inquiry Into the Dugel charges was 
in progress, to make the people believe 
the Liberals were willing to drop that 
affair for a price. Mr. Carvell and Mr. 
Carter, against whom the insinuation ap­
peared to be aimed, promptly denied it 
on oath, challenged the fullest enquiry 
and called for names. They are still 
waiting for a reply, but the charges they 
supported were proved to the hilt. In 
Manitoba also the Liberal charges have 
been proved true, and that is the real 
trouble with Mr. Fullerton and those he 
represents.

Hon. Mr. Hasen’s counsel to New 
Brunswick manufacturers to endeavor to 
enlarge the production of war materials 
should have been supplemented by a 
statement of what the Borden govern­
ment proposes to do about it. In this 
particular Mr. Hasen’s remarks left 
much to be desired. Here, for example, 
is an unvarnished statement from Cana­
dian Finance, of Winnipeg, which is a 
purely business journal, with no inter­
est In party politics:—
• Two weeks ago attention was directed 

in these columns to the tie-up of various 
western plants in receipt of orders for 
shells. With expensive new equipment 
installed, and skilled workmen engaged, 
they were practically idle for weeks, 
wearily awaiting delivery of Made-in- 
Cenada steel bars from the East—which 
at last, though in none too large volume, 
are

f

coming to hand. Presumably the 
representatives of the overseas authorities 
in arranging for the maldn- eiieus 
were willing that Canadian material 
should be uMg so far as possible—thus 
giving employment to labor in the pri­
mary as well as secondary stages of 
manufacture. All of which was eminent­
ly right in the dreams tances, so long as 
the preference did not entail delay or un­
duly enhance costs. Apparently, how­
ever, it has meant both—and for the 
benefit of two or three firms at most, 
dotens of other manufacturers have been
kept idle. What is far worse our own 
men at the front are hampered for lack 
of munitions. In a recent public address 
at Toronto the chairman of the shell 
committee had much to say about what 
the ‘creating of a new industry’ means 
to Canada—but very little regarding the 
rate at which Canada has actually been 
meeting the Empire’s emergent need. It 
is learned on the best of authority that 
steel bars from the United States could 
be delivered promptly and abundantly at 
à price laid down in Winnipeg scarcely 
half what similar Eastern Canadian 
material costs by the lime it reaches the 
west. And here is another instance of 
how selfishly—not h> fct.v traitorously— 
advantage can l;c' taken by making a 
fetich of the Buying-ia-Canada principle. 
Wooden cases strengthened by outer iron 
hands arc required for packing shells. 
Those making the boxes have had to 
obtain the required iron through an 
Eastern Canadian steel company—which, 
Hot having equipment for making that 
particular size of band, has been pur­
chasing it in the United States. Ap­
parently the only Made-in-Canada ele­
ment in this particular transaction is the 
unnecessary middleman profit.”

What have Mr. Hazen and his col­
leagues to say of this condition of af­
fairs? Canadian Finance says that war 
orders for the British, French and Rus­
sian governments aggregating well over 
$400,000,000 are said to have been placed 
In Canada, considerably over half of it 
for shells, and it adds that there is a 
growing uneasiness lest a few of the 
ibaeer sort” among the manufacturers 
may now be taking undue advantage of 
urgent needs, despite the fact that Mr. 
E. G. Henderson, retiring president of 
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Association 
branded as a traitor any man who would 
enrich himself by impairing the effic­
iency or imperilling the lives of the sol­
diers who are fighting hie battles. That 
journal further expresses the hope that 
My.' Lloyd George will “take means to 
speed up Canada’s lagging part in the 
all-important work of turning out 
munitions.” The Montreal Journal of 
Commerce, another journal representing 
the business interests of the country, 
has pointed out that the Canadian gov- 
srament could co-operate with the man­
ufacturers and encourage them to put in 
more plant for the manufacture of muni­
tions; and one of the best known busi­
ness men of Montreal has written to the 
Financial Times to point out that Can­
ada has a capacity to double the pres­
ent output of shells in six months, and 
to add that “There are 100 small factor­
ies in the Dominion of Canada, who, to­
day, would 'be pleased to begin the 
manufacture of shells provided they 
were given one year in which to do it 
and a minimum quantity of 36,000 each.”

Is there anything to prevent the gov­
ernment from giving necessary financial 
assurances to manufacturers? Are not 
shells at any price cheaper than the 
lives of Canada’s sons? What is the 
government going to do about it? Mr. 
Hazen has not given this information, 
nor has Sir George Foster nor Sir Rob­
ert Borden. Major General Hughes may 
boast of his ability to provide 150,000 
to 200,000 men, but the greater need at 
the present moment is such an industrial 
organisation of Canada as will ensure 
the largest possible production of war 
munitions.

Judging from the price of dairy pro­
ducts the visitor from Sweden is justi­
fied in urging New Brunswick farmers 
to go more extensively into the dairying 
industry.

To remove a dent in furniture is hot 
such a difficult process as it may seem, 
although the degree of success Is meas­
ured to a great extent by the kind of 
wood that is to be treated—soft wood 
bring more easy to deal with, of course. 
The first thing is to damp the affected 
part with warm water. Then make a 
pad of brown paper and damp it thor­
oughly. When this has been done lay 
the damp brown paper over the dent 
and hold over the part a hot iron. The 
reason for this is that it makes the wood 
swell in the particular part until the 
dent swells out level. The harder woods 
may require treating several times, but 
excellent results will eventually be ob­
tained.

Under date oï May 10, Clarence Hav­
en» of the 8th Battery, a Carleton Coun­
ty boy, writes to his brother:

Our hottest time was the day before 
we came out. We were just getting 
ready to pull out when some of the boys 
said they could smell German gas. We 
all came out of the dug-outs and could 
see it coming in a big yellow cloud and 
then the infantry started in. We knew 
what it meant, so we didn’t wait for 
orders, but got everything ready and set 
SO rounds at the last range. About the 
time we were ordered to man the guns 
and for over an hour it was the hottest 
place I ever want to be in. We hadn’t 
'been in action five minutes when the
German artillery opened ____
three and I can’t see how any of us got 
out alive. •

We were covered with mud a dozen 
times and the black smoke from their 
big shells was so thick sometimes you 
could not see the man next to you.

We were in a row of big trees and 
then we had a row of sand bags six feet 
high all around us. We looked at them 
after it was over, and they were all cut 
to pieces.

You haven’t the least idea what that 
gas is like. Some of the men were 
knocked dut with it. and for about fif­
teen minutes I thought I would choke 
to death.

Our infantry had to fall bafck two 
lines of trenches and we poured such a 
hail of lead into the Germans that they 
said that not a man who came out of 
the German trenches went back. It must 
*»ve been awful for we fired 250 rounds 
from our guns alone in an hour.

We have not been in action for a few 
but of course we don’t know how soon 
we will be, but I don’t think it wiU be 
as hot a place as that last one, for we 
are not apt to have the Germans on all 
sides of us again. I have seen some Brit­
ish soldiers who have been here since 
the war started and they have not lost 
half as heavily as we did In two weeks.

I can’t tell you where we are just now 
but we have been all over France and 
Belgium. We keep moving all the time. 
The big battle was' in Belgium, but we 
are in France now.

ain, it is nevertheless true. While city 
officials are at the feet of Sir Robert 
Borden asking for assistance in “making 
work” for the unemployed, manufactur­
ers are anxious lest they should fall 
down in the delivery of orders on hand 
through the steady drain on their staffs 
by the demands of Britain. Of the or­
ders available for war material and the 
employment incident to their execution 
the ministers must have cognizance.

The Journal of Commerce of Liver­
pool tells us very modestly that the ship­
building yards at Campbelltown, Paisley 
and Bowling, Scotland, have been closed 
so that the men usually employed in 
them could transfer their energies to 
plants where their work would be more 
effective. Here is evidence nt organiza­
tion to obtain the quickest and best re­
sults. It is done in Britain, why not in 
Canada? We have ministers of labor, of 
commerce and of agriculture, and also of 
war, but it does not appear that their 
joint efforts, have succeeded to any great 
er extent than to yield to pressure from 
this and that deputation to place an or­
der here and there with regard more to 
good relationships with these localities 
rather than to efficiency. Men are super­
abundant in some districts and scarce in 
others. Efficient plants are working three 
shifts a day, and are in need of men. 
Rather than wait for the building of 
the plant to make shells or other needed 
war munitions, why not marshal the 
available men and allot them to plants 
where their labor would be most effect­
ive, as is done in Britain. Is there lack of

Stirling Realty Limited So soon as British merchant seafarers 
were totemkd in Germany the Imperial 
Merchant Service Guild set special in­
quiries on foot to ascertain what particu­
lar captains and officers of merchant 
ships had been placed in captivity. Re­
liable information was difficult to obtain 
for some time, but after constant inquiry 
the Guild has been able to prepare a , 
complete list of those members of the 
nautical profession who are interned.

A copy of this list has been addressed 
to the British Board of Trade and to the 
Prisoners of War Help Committee. The 
guild has been in constant touch with 
the interned captains and officers and 
their relatives and dependents in Great 
Britain and in respect to both are, in 
many cases, making special financial pro­
vision out of the guild war fund. At the 
same time they are periodically sending 
parcels of provisions, tobacco, cigarettes 
and the tike to each merchant captain 
and officer interned in Germany.

Howard of the Playgrounds As­
sociation, and Mrs. Howard, who were 
were present, say that last evening’s 
work compared very favorably with any 
they had seen in New England cities, 
and they complimented Mrs. Matthews 
very highly. Mrs. Howard has herself 
taken the kindergarten course in Mas­
sachusetts.

“We have been in some very 
hot places,” he says, ‘but we can show | 
the Germans what the Canadians are 
made of and they are beginning to know 
it.”

In a letter dated June 7, Driver Guil­
foil says of the battle of Ypres:—

“We lost a good many men and 
horses. I shall never forget it as long 
as I live, not only the excitement but to 
see men with their heads blown off, and 
men dying in terrible agony. It was that 
kind of thing that upset our nerves, and 
more to see our own pals killed in front 
of us, and to hear of some of them be­
ing crucified, or poisoned with gas and 
then stabbed with bayonets. Germany 
has fought us in a terribly treacherous 
way. Our boys have beaten them in 
more than one battle, and will have more 
revenge if it takes every one of us to 
do it. You may read of great battles 
being fought, but I have never seen a 
braver lot of men than our own boys 
are. At Ypres we had 80,000 against 
20,000 Canadians. We beat them at 
that, even though we lost a big part of 
our men. The Germans lost 12,000 in 
killed alone, and after that the total was 
160,000 Germans against 60,000 British, 
but they were beaten.”
