More complete surveys than heretofore existed have demonstrated that 
the expense of storage facilities in the State of Maine wifi be greater than, 
anticipated; It has been decided that the contract entered into between 
the Commission and the International Paper Company, by which the 
Province was to contribute the capital required for the development, pur­
chase the rights of the Company and give it practically an exclusive right 
to take such power as it pleased without obligating it to the use of such 
power, shall be abrogated. It is necessary that the Province should be 
protected against possible loss in such an enterprise while at the same time 
the development should be proceeded with. An arrangement by which 
the power will be made available for existing as well as prospective manu­
factures of pulp and paper, to the extent of the capacity of the Falls, will 
be submitted to you for your approval. Besides this an opportunity will 
be provided under public control for users of power for other purposes.

A. E.’ Massle and W. F. Burditt ad­
dressed a meeting o‘f the citizens of 
West Saint John in the Carleton curl­
ing rink .last evening on the different 
forms of civic government. Col. Nor­
man P. MacLeod presided.

Mr. Burditt said the objects to b« 
D. attained in civic government were 

broad representation of the community, 
effective service, economy, continuity 
of policy and progressiveiyss. Repre­
sentation, he said, was best secured by 
the ward or district system. Continu­
ity would be obtained by having only 
a portion of the council retire at each 
civic election. Effective service could 
be secured through small advisory 
bodies and trained heads of depart­
ments. Economy should be effected by 
close oversight and the fixing of re­
sponsibility.

Mr. Burditt illustrated his address 
by reference to the European systems 
of civic government. He said that in 
the United States a variety of forms 
were in use. In some the division ot 
authority between the mayor and coun­
cil had not been well' defined and fed­
eral politics intruded. The result 
inefficient service and dissatisfaction.

He also spoke of the modern boards 
of control and the commission system 
which, he remarked, was well known 
to Saint John.

Mr. Burditt referred to the latest in­
novation of a city manager and pointed 
out the alleged advantages and disad­
vantages of the system. He concluded 
by saying that in the final analysis, 
good or bad civic government rested 
with the people and that unless they 
took an interest and elected good 
capable men any system would fail.

In 1896 she 
had gone to England and trained at • 
missionary home for a year meeting 
many people who were afterward firm

In 1899 she had gone to Ceylon as 
assistant for the English women mis­
sionary principal,, who was to open à 
high school for the education of the 
daughters of the higher class of the 
natives of Ceylon at Colombo.#

In nine years at that school 
Whitney saw. the attendance grow to 
240 and afterwards she went to the far 
north of the island to establish a sim­
ilar school in that locality. She had
