Asquith Names Him With Wash-
ington and Lincoln — Sims De-
clares U-Boat Menace at End

London, July 11—Herbert H. Asquith,
former premier, in an address last night
ot the National Liberal Club, praised
President Wilson’s leadership in the war,
and his advocacy of a league of nations
after the war. The occasion was a “hos-
pitality dinner to American officers,” at
which 500 prominent Englishmen were
present.

Vice Admiral $ims, commander of the
American naval forces in the war zone,
paid tribute to the co-operation -of the
British and American navies and de-
clared: “The submarine menace is now
at an end, for we are destroying them
faster than the Germans can build
them.”

Major General Biddle, commander of
the American forces in England, evoked
long cheers when he announced that
American troops were stationed at from
seventy to eighty points in England and
Scotland.

Former Premier Asquith, in the course
of a speech urging the importance of
President Wilson’s idea of a league of na-
tions as “the most urgent of czll peace
{ problems,” said the United States as a
‘nation had very good fortune that in the
supreme crisis of her national history
the man whom she most needed for in-
spiration and guidance had always ap-
peared. Thus came Washington and
Lincoln. Washington and Lincoln are
illustrious names which have passed into
history. ,We must not attempt to antici-
pate history’s judgment upon men still
lving, but I will venture to say that
President Wilson has been the head of
the American government in times no,
less trying than any in its annals.”

THOUSMAS. ARRESED
NARY PUT 10 DEATH

Reign of Horror in Fiuland Since
. Germans Entered There—Sharp
* Criticism in Reichstag

Amsterdam, July 11—Since the Ger-
mans entered Finland 78,000 workmen
there have been arrested and many of
them have been executed, declared Hugo
Haase, leader of the minority Secialists,
in a recent speech in the Reichstag, ac-
cording to a verbalim report published
by the Hetvolk, ‘The deputy also criti-
cized German rale in Livonia and Esth-
onia.

After pointing out that those who pro-
voked civil war in Finland were respon-
gible for the calling in’ of the Germans,
‘Deputy Haase said: “The list of those
sentenced to death in Finland contains
the names of a former premier and fifty
Socialist members of parliament, soufig:
of whom already have been shot. Owing
to the numerous daily executions the
town of Sveaborg has been renamed
‘Golgotha.’ ” .

The speaker referred to the suppres-
sion of vernacular newspapers in Li-
voonia and Esthonia, and added:

“Fifty persons recently were arrested
at Dorpat and German military dicta-
torship rules everywhere. A boy aged
ten was sentenced to a long imprison-
ment for concealing arms, whilé a boy
fifteen years old was sentenced to death
for picking up a manifesto. For a sim-
ilar offence a woman was executed.”

Deputy Hahse then read a letter from
a Bolsheviki, now under arrest, which
said: “Julia Datt (the woman executed)
is dead, but her last words will live for-
ever, as will the last maledictions which
she flung at the German hangman and
oppressors.”

Some Hard Wood .Has Been
Ordered — Mayor Will Have
Autherity. to. Get All Informa- -
tien From Ceal Dealers

The coal problem and its many phases |
were chief topics of discussion at a meet-
ing of the common council in City Hall
this morning. The question as to the
present and future was brought up by
Commissioner Bullock, who said that
tonnage was avzilable for coal shipments
and he:felt that such an opportunity
should not be lost sight of. He said that .
vessels are comix}g to this port light and
he felt that they ‘could go to Philadelphia
or elsewhere and bring back cargoes of '
coal. '

Mayor Hayes said that he had a
lengthy discussion with Mr. McGraths
fuel administrator, and that from his
statement at least seventy per cent of
the average was available this year, un-
less something unforséen happened. He.
said that he had wired Hon. F. B. Car-
vell ‘and' asked him to use his influence
with the proper departments so that St.
John might get a supply of coal at a
reasonable price. He said that Mr.
Elkin, M. P., was absent from the city
at present and upon his return he might
be able to give some later information.

‘| He said that there was a wide range in

the price paid here for coal and that paid
in other Canadian cities, and he felt that
this was unjust.

| Cémmissioner Bullock said that it was
not, a.question ‘of price so: much as'get-
ting it"here. He said if St. Johp ‘was ta
get seventy per cent the city should He
one of those to secure a°portion of ‘that’
amount.  He moved that the madyor ve
authorized to order up to 35,000 tons' of
anthracite coal by water or by rail.

Commisisoner Hilyard said that good
soft coal was being shipped tothe Stites
and that it was almost impossible ta
procure any in St.-John.

local 'citizens.

Commissioner Fisher said that one of
the reasons coal was higher in' St. John
than 'elsewhere in Canada was largely
that the supply had to come here by
water. He 'said it would be much
cheaper if a sufficient amount could be
bgought by rail. He felt that if the city
did secure any amount of coal that it
should be stored and not sold in the
same manner as last year.

Mayor Hayes said that brokers would
not sell to cities or corporations. He ex-
plained that the brokers desired to pro~
tecet their dealers. i

Commisisoner Bulloek said that . the
coal could be ordered through the dealers
here, in Montreal or in Boston. If not,
he seid the city should go abroad and
get their coal. He said the mayor should
send out a few wires immediately and
ascertain whether or not it could be
secured. They could either put his mo-
tion.or turn it down as they saw fit.
Mayor as Administrator, :

Mayor Hayes said the city has -100
cords of hard wood ordered for shipment
on September 15 and another 100 should
be available in a very short time. Ope
dealer informed him that he might be in
a position to furnish as much as 4,000
cords. He said that he felt the ecity
should assist the dealers in every way
possible to secure tonnage. . :

He then spoke about the Canada Fuel
Board putting through an act authoriz-
ing, cities to appoint fuel administrators,
The office would be without compensa-
tion and it was compulsory for dealers
to furnish the official with data re their
deliveries, sales and charges.

A KAISER'S COMPAGSION

(Boston Herald.) {
It would be pleasing, if it were pos-

sible, to credit the German emperor
with the ' compassionate disposition
which he occasionally affects. People

would think so much the better of him
if as a man he had the tenderness of
heart which he professes, though it were
overruled and trodden down by his own
idea of duty as divinely appointed sov-
ereign or war lord. But are his pro-
fessions sincere? ' Is it true that his
“heart bleeds” as he looks upon the
slaughter and havoc wrought by his
armies in France and Belgium? Some-
how it has come about that whenever
he hangs out a signal of pity it is taken
as a warning to look for insincerity and
misrepresentation. His favorite war cor-
respondént reports that while inspecting
th?ddevastated Marne region the Kaiser
said; : :

“When I see such horrors of war ren-
dering thousands of people homeless and
converting flourishing stretches. of the
French country into hideous deserts, the
thought is forced upon me: What suf-
fering and misexy France might have
spared .herself antd her. people if the
peace offer of Dec. 12, 1916, had not
been so criminally rejected.

Is - that the sobbing 'of a sorrowful
heart or the dropping of cmg)dile tears?
Test the matter by the truth about the
alleged peace offer. The German gov-
ernment, with the concurrence of Aus-
tria-Hungayy, Turkey and Buylgaria, sent
notes to the Entente Allies stating. that
“the four allied powers propose to enter
forthwith' upon negotiations for peace;”
and that the “proposals which they will
submit ., . are, according to their
firm belief, an appropriate basis for the
establishment. of a lasting peace.” But
there was no proposal in the identical
note, nor did any proposal accompany
it The Entente Allies were  simply
sounded to see if they would jump at
negotiations for peace witheut a state-
ment of the terms to be proposed or of
a basis on which to negotiate. And the
answer of the Allies was to stigmatize
the German invitation as a ‘“sham pro-
posal” and a “war manoeuvre,” to de-

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s THE WAR SITUATION.
oday’s reports attach much import-
ance to the new drive in southern Al-
bania, by Italian and French forces, who
are aided by Albanians familiar with

the country. It is pointed out that a
further advance would seriously threaten
the flank of the Bulgarian armies in the
region of Monastir, and success would
also rally to the assistance of the Allies
the hard-fighting hillmen, while it would
greatly hearten those Slav races already
in almost open revolt against Austria. A
vigorous Allied offensive in this region
might therefore have very important re-
sults, as there are persistent reports of
discontent and an increasing number of
degertions from the Bulgarian armies.

Two speeches in the Prussian house
of lords are of interest. One speaker re-
ferred to the “good German sword” and
described 4s shameful some  retent
speeches in the Reichstag. The other as-

_sevted that they “had vanquished the
enemy in the east and would conquer in
the west” He added that “victory is

far distant” The Prussian house
of lords is the hive of the junkerdom
thet imposes its will upon the German
people.

#The formation of a new Siberian gov-
ernment - which will fight Germany is
confirmed in today’s cables. There is
much to be hoped from that quarter.

. Admiral Von Hintze, described as a
ereature of Admiral Von Tirpitz and the
pan-Germans, is likely to succeed Von
Knpehlmann as foreign secretary. If so
it is a distinct victory for the militarists
and means a vigorous war policy. It will
not be favorably received by the Social-
fsts, but their opposition always ends in
talk. It is clear that the Allies must
not for a moment lessen their war ef-
forts, or take too seriously any reports
that might indicate-a disposition on the
pirt of Germany to relax. The decisive
vietory must be won in the field if it
takes ‘another year.

He
wanted it very clearly understood that so
far as they were:concerned there was to
he no secrecy., Their whole desire was
to play fair, and restore public confid-
ence in the company, if that confidence
had been in any way impaired. There
was nothing to conceal, nothing to cause
anything but the most amicable rela-
tions.

Yesterday two eminent engineers ené-
ployed by the city to make a valuation

" . of the company’s plant called on the

manager, and’ were. informeéd! that there
was “ngthing doing.” . They were flatly
denied the opportunity to examine the
cards which the company’s spokesmen
had assured.the commission would all be
laid on the table. '

.- These engineers were brought to the
city on the advice of the city’s counsel.
'hey are here for a perefectly proper
purpose. They were brought here on the
assumption that the company’s repre-
sentatives meant what they said when
they declared there was nothing to con-
geal.

. The New Brunswick Power Company
is opereating public utilities by virtue of
a charter granted by the citizens. What-
ever its legal rights it has no moral right
to- refuse essential information when it
4s seeking to increase the charge for its
services, 'Fhat confidence in the com-
pany which the Boston representative of
bond-holdérs desires to see restored will
siot come to pass while the lid is jam-
med down and the people’s representa-
tives ‘denied information to which they
are entitled.

This latest development will lend ad-
ditional interest to Mr, W. Frank Hathe-
way’s exposure of power company me-
thods as applied in the legislature under
the former government. That is a very
Interesting and instructive story.

THE “THREE DECKER,”

It will be rememebered that an effort
was made a few years ago in St. John
to put a stop to the construction of three
story wooden tenements, but that it fail-
ed because private interests had more in-
fluence than consideration of public
health and safety.

The same question has now come up
in Toronto, where there is a very great
shortage of houses, and there is a scheme
afoot to create a thousand three-story
tenement houses by enlarging old houses
in the central part of the city. The city
council is asked to endorse this plan.
Dr. Hastings, the very efficient health
officer, asserts, however, that even if the
council agrces‘ the board of health will
veto tHe measure and prevent it from
coming into operation. What he says is
well worth considering in St. John as
well as Toronto. We quote:—

“Apartment houses is only a dignified
term for tenement houses, and I have
always- been heartily opposed to them.
In 1911, after a very careful investiga-
tion of housing conditions in Toronto, I
presented a report in which I strongly
disapproved of apartment houses, and I
have no reason to change my opinion.
For the last seven years I have given

very careful attention to the nieans taken
by almost every city of any size on the
continent and in the United States, and
the suggestion now before the city coun-
¢il is only an antiquated idea that many
cities adopted ten and fifteen years ago
and are now lamenting their action. The
board has the power to condemn any
system of housing not beneficial to the
community, and experience has proved
that this method of cluttering a city
with apartment houses results in very
bad conditions. They are an absolute
curse to any municipality. The turning
of residences into apartment houses is a
degree worse than building them, which
in itself is bad enough.”

As was noted in the Times a few days
ago, there is an alternative scheme by
which companies can get a city guar-
antee of 85 per cent of the bonds issued
to build proper houses. If taken ad-
vantage of it would result in the erection
of a desirable class of cottages, and is so
much more desirable than the three-story
tenement plan that there could be but
one choice in the matter. The difficulty,
of course, is to get private capital in-

terested in the latter plan. Dr, Hast-{,

ings seys the board of health proposes
to take action immediately and sub-
mit a proposition on a large scale for
the solution of the city’s housing prob-
lem. In the meantime it will not stand
for the “three-decker” tenemeént.

CLASS AND CLASS.

That was a striking paragraph in the
reply of King George to the address of
the Lord Mayor of London last week
in which he said: :

“Especially have I been struck on
visits to the industrial districts by the
evidence of a spirit of mutual concession
animating employers and workers with
the matters affecting individual inter-
ests, and a readiness to sink differences
that the essential work of the country
should be carried on. We may cherish
well-founded hopes’ that in the furnace
of war new links of understanding and
sympathy are being forged between man
and man, class and class, and we are
coming to recognize as never before that
we are all members of one community
and that the'welfare of each is dependent
upon and inseparable from the welfare
of all.”

Strikes and the threat of more strikes’
indicate that there is still a good deal to
be done in Canada before the new era
of understanding and sympathy is usher-
ed in. There is nothing more desirable,
and whoever seeks to accentuate differ-
ences and arouse class prejudice with
appeals to selfishness, whether on the
part of employer or employed, is stand-
ing in the way of an understanding
which must come if we are all to learn
aright the lessons of the war.

FIND PHARAOH'S THRONE.

Explorers from 'University of Peansyl- |

vania Museum WMake Important Dis-
coveries in Egypt.

Word has heen received at the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania from Dr. Clar-
ence S.” Fisher, head of the Eckley B.
Cox expedition to Egypt, that excellent
success has resulted from winter explor-
ations at Denderah, the ancient capital
of Egypt, up the Nile. He returned to
Memphis, Egypt, in April, and contin-
ued his work of uncovering the place of
Merenptah, which is identified by many
Biblical scholars as the Pharaoh of the

Oppression, whose stubborness brought
on the ten plagues. If this is. correct,
the great hall and throne room of the
palace, which has been completely un-
covered, was the scene of the appearance
of Moses and Aaron before Paraoh, and
where the signs and wonders were per-
formed. The throne is said to be in
| good condition, but Egypt will not per-
mit of its removal to this country.
Fortunately, Dr. Fisher has worked
over the pieces of twelve: colossal pillars
which upheld the roof, an@ has recov-
ered enough to make one complete pillar,
which will be brought to the University
Museum and set up. It will be the most

notable specimen of Egyptian architect-

ure in this country. The pillars were
six feet in diameter, eighty feet high,
covered with inscriptions and pictures
inlaid with gold. Much of the paneling
of the room and the lintels of the doors
also were inlaid with gold, and these
will be brought to America.

The natives of Egypt, it is said, call
the palace “T'he Temple of Moses,” as
they have an idea that is where he was
reared.

 STORAGE OF VEGETABLES.

i As a war-time measure no form of
food conservation is more important than
the home storage of vegetables for win-
ter use. The war gardener should not
put off making his storage prepartions.
Inciuded in the list of vegetables to be
stored are potatoes, beets, carrots, par«
snips, onions, celery, cabbage, cauliflower,

brussels sprouts, winter squash, turnips, }|

and beans.

Good results depend largely upon ven-
tilation, the regulation of temperature,
sufficient moisture, and the quality of
the vegetables stored. For some vege-
tables, the pantry shelf or the attic are
satisfactory places of storage. For others
outdoor storage is preferable.

In some places several neighboring
families form community clubs to pro-

vide storage facilities. In this way com- |

plete provision is made for handling
winter supplies at slight trouble and ex-
pense to the individual household. Sev-

éral families might club together and!

construct outdoor cellars, or they might
{share in the use of an available build-
ing conveniently located, in which large
quantities of vegetables might be stored.

ANOTHER MOVE
T0 SAVE: WHEAT

Foed Board Limits Amout That
May Be Used in Breakfast
Foods

Ottawa, July 11—The Canada Food
Board yesterday issued an order provid-
ing additional 'regulations in order to
consétve wheat, by requiring the use of
subgtitutes in thie manufacture 6f break-
fast foods now made wholly or in part
from wheat.

The order provides that no person
shall manufactute ‘any rolled wheat,
wheat flakes, kheat meal or - cracked
wheat containing more than eighty per
cent., by weight, of wheat. Manufactur-
ing any of these products of the whole
wheat, from which the bran and shorts |
are not removed, no substitutes need be
added. No alimentary paste or self-rais- |
ing flour congalning more than eighty
per cent,, by weight, of wheat flour may
be manufactured. The manufacture of
buckwheat flour containing more. than
thirty-five per cent of wheat flour is pro-
hibited.

Except for those products mentioned
no breakfast food containing more than
fifty per cent of wheat flour may be
manufactured.

On or before August 1, every manu-
facturer of any of the products men-
tioned in the order must file with the
food board a sworn statement showing
the ingredients and the proportion of the
same constituting each such product

Violation of any of the provisions of
the order makes the offender liablé to
fine of not less than $100 and up to
$1,000, or to imprisonment for a period
up to two months, or to both fine and
imprisonment.

Austrian Food Misery
Told By Prisoners

Soldiers Eat Every Army Horse That
Dies—Peace Spirit Rife Evetywhere [

London, July = 10—(British Wireless
Service.)—From many Austro-Hungar-
ian prisoners captured by the Italians in
the course of the recent operations, in-
teresting’ information has been gleaned
of conditions on the battlefront, as well
as in the Dual Monarchy itself. Offic-
ers, non-commissioned officers, and meén

going very badly, and that, although the
officers and men are not actually starv-
ing, they are “always hungry.” Horses
dying from exhaustion g wounds are at
once cut up and eaten by the troops.

There is a great scarcity of food
throughout both Hungary and Austria,
and disturbances caused by disaffected
soldiers returning from captivity in Rus-
sia are frequent accurrences. Prisoners
cited an incident of a band of officers
and men who occupied a  wood near
Judenburg and set the cuthorities at de-
flance.

To make matters worse, this year’s
crop is a very meagre one. No food is

poorer people have little or nothing to
exist on. In the towns and cities provis-
ions can be obtained only in small quan-
tities at exorbitant prices. In the coun-
try districts secret hoarding makes life
a little easier. :

According to information received by
the prisoners, both Austrians and Hun-
garians are earnestly desirous of peace.
They decelare that the war is being car-
ried on for the benefit of the Germans
and the wealthy upper classes.

Hungarian troops captured by the
Italians complain of ill-treatment at the
hands of the Austrians, who, they say,
lose no opportunity of showing their dis-
like of Hungarians. Great dissatisfaction
is felt both among the troops and at
home because certain Hungarian regi-
ments have been united with Austrians
under Austritn command. Not a few
Hungarian officers and men said they
desired only one thing—to go back to
their homes.

ADD T0 TROUBLES
OF THE AUSTRINS

Successes of the Allies in Albania—
Enemy on Saloniki Front Grows
Nervous

London, July 11—(British Wireless
Service)—Success won .by the Allied
troops in Albania will add seriously to
the troubles of the Austrians. They
were won by a fresh, determined action
in the Balkan area where any military
success must always have immediate and
valuable political reaction.

The line on which fighting is going on
at present runs from the River Devoli
to the Adriatic, a distance of more than

.| sixty miles, In addition to the French
and Italian troops

d in the battle,
Albanian troops are ting against the
Austrians and because of their familiar-
ity with the country, are in & position to
give valuable assistance.

Although the region of the allied ad-
vance is ‘seventy miles from the Saloniki
front, there are already signs of nervous-
ness among the enemy troops in that
area. 'Theé advance in Albania is a ser-
jous threat to the right flank of the
Bulgar armies in the region of Mpnnstir.
This is evidently appreciated by ‘the en-
emy and, too, it will have the effect of
bringing to the slde of the allies many
from the hill tribes, which are among
the finest fighters in the world. Every
fresh success of the allies will hearten
the south Slav races, who are already in
revolt against their Austrian rulers.

A further short advance will bring the
allies to Berat, the chief town of South-
ern Albania, and it is significant = that
Austrian official statements admit the
progress of the French and tlalians.

German Abuse
Of Prisoners

British Government is Keeping
a Record

Await Accounting

News of : Fresh Outrages Comes
Via Helland — A Neterious
Commandant

‘It is a great satisfaction to know that
the British government, and, it is pre-
sumed, all the Entente Powers as well,
is keeping a careful record of cases of
inhumanity and brutality of which its
nationals in German prison camps are
the victims. There will be an account-
ing some day, and we can only hope that
those made to suffer for the outrages
will be the ruffians who inflicted them
and not German autocracy or some other
abstraction without a body to be flogged
or a soul to be damned. Some of these
prison camp horrors are published by
the London Times, the particulars hav-
ing been collected by a special corre-
spondent in Amsterdam. He relates at
least one case of cold-blooded, deliberate
murder which occurred on February 27
at Kommando No. 168, Witten 2, which
is based on Minden. The murdered sol-
dier was Private J. Desborough, of the
Second Battalion of the Suffolk Reo™
ment. This kommando is considered
perhaps the worst in Germany, and

| sends a continual stream of its prison-

ers into hospital at Minden.

On the date mentioned Desborough
took the part of a French prisoner of
war who was being bullied by a German
civiian. The German sen ordered
him to go away. He obeyed the order
immediately, and,k as he walked away
the sentry shot him in the back, death
being instantaneous. A fortnight later
he was officially reported to have died in
a hospital. About fifty British prisoners
work in this kommando, and it is said
that civilian workmen often try to make
the prisoners do their work for them,
striking them with iron bars when they
refuse. The more cultured civilian fore-
men do not use iron bars, but have pro-
vided themselves with rubber piping
filled with lead, with which they caress
the heads and arms of the British pris-
oners. These weapons do not leave cuts
or gashes as do iron bars, they are
lighter, more convenient to carry and
in every respect more suitable to the
foremen’s station én life.

Another horrible German prison camp
is at Langensalza. To this camp last
April were brought some 4,000 wounded
British officers and men. They were
put on the bare floor without anything
to cover them. For the first three days
they still wore their first field dressings,
and naturally there were many cases of
septic poisoning. The wounded received
no hospital diet, and on the third day
were put into a wire-fenced compound
at one end of the camp. Nobody was
allowed to visit them except one British
soldier who was expected to attend to
the 4,000 cases needing urgent surgical
care. The fish given to the prisoners
was putrid, and though the men were
ravenous, they could not eat it, For
three consecutive days they had no
bread: About the same time, 200 wound-
ed British arrived at Gardelegen. Most
of them had broken limbs. Not one of
them had been set. Special medicinal
chests sent out to the prisoners by Mrs.
Bromley Davenport were confiscated by
the German government. One wounded
man got hold of one of the bandages for
a head wound, but it was immediately
taken away from him, and he was given
a pad of ordinary newspaper with a
paper bandage.

There are certain of these camps
which are known as punishment camps.
Here are sent not only prisoners of war
but German soldiers undergoing punish-
ment, and presumably German civillan
criminals. The German soldiers are in
charge of the prisoners, and the more
work they gee% out of them the sooncr
they expiate their own sentences and are
permitted to resume their rank in the
army. The brutalities they inflict upon
their helpless charges in these circum-
stances can well be imagined. The
Hamein Kommando is one of these, and
is in charge of the notorious Gen. von
Hanisch. Here, it is said, that in June,
1917, a ‘British soldier was stripped to
the waist and held by two sentries before
an open furnace until his body and face
were covered with blisters. It appears
from what the Times -correspondent
writes, that all the camps under the
jurisdiction of Gen. von Hanisch, who
commands the Tenth Army Corps,
famed for its brutality, are simply fields
and pens of torture for the allied pris-
oners who are committed to them.

The Law As To
Hospital Ships

. (New York Sun.)

The determination of thesKaiser’s gov-
ernment to make the German name a
hissing and reproach throughout the civ-
ilized world has never been made more
manifest than by the sinking of thg Can-
adian hospital ship Llandovery stle.
Assume, if you plense, that the com-
mander of the German submarine was
justified in believing that American avi-
ators were on board; his right under the
rules of international law was to search
the hospital ship and make captives of
the military men, if any there were, or
take the vessel into port as a lawful
prize for having violated the rules of
the Geneva convention.

Those rules were adapted to naval
war and approved by all the great pow-
ers of the world at the second Hague
convention, which was concluded on Oc-
tober 18, 1907. They are embodied in
Convention No. X, in which instrument
“His Majesty the German Emperor,
King of Prussia,” is mentioned first in
the recital of the parties to the interna-
tional agreement. Article I of this con-
vention provides as follows:—

“Military hospital ships, that is to say,
ships constructed or assigned by states
specially or solely with a view of assist-
ing the wounded, sick and shipwrecked,
the names of which have been communi-
cated to the belligerent powers at the
commencement or during the course of
hostilities, and in any case before they
are employed, shall be respected and
;:a,nnot be captured while hostilities
ast.”

Article V. further provides that mil-
itary hospital ships shall be distinguish-
ed by being painted white outside, with
a horizontal hand of green about a meter
and a half in breadth; and such vessels
“shall make themselves known by hoist-
ing with their national flag the white
flag with a red cross provided by the
Geneva convention.” This agreement
was signed by the representatives of
forty-four nations, the plenipotentiaries
of Germany being the first to sign. Even
the remote empire of Persia participated
in the convention, but the Shah’s dele-
gates reserved the right, to which the
conference consented, of employing the
Persian emblem of the lion and the sun
in place of the red cross.

Not only does the Hague convention
provide for the immunity of government
hospital ships, but it also protects hos-
pital ships equipped wholly or in part
at the expense of private individuals or
officially recognized societies of neutral
countries, when they are placed under
control of one of the belligerents. Thus
a hospital ship fitted out by the Am-
erican Red Cross, if under the control of
the United States, should be entirely safe
from molestation by German submarines
——end would be if the naval authorities
of Germany paid any attention to inter-
national law or the obligation of treatics,

The fact that the German naval au-
thorities can torpedo a hospital ship at
night without warning and upon an ut-
terly false pretence indicates that four
years of war have detracted nothing
from the power of German militarism.

We cannot help believing that there
must be some men of character and in-
fluence in Germany to whom all such
outrages seem as monstrous and horrible
as they do to us; but if there are any
such, they must be few and far between,
for their voices are woefully silent. How
any intelligent German who' has sane-
submarine
warfere can expect after the war ends
to be received anywhere else in the world
with respect or even toleration it is im+
possible to conceive.

‘Currie 'lnquiry Goes Over Until Wednesday;

Further Testimony of Interest

Campbeliton, N, B, July 10—The first sitting. of the court inquiring into
the charges against Hon, Wm. Currie closed this evening, The hearing will be
resumed in Fredericton next Wednesday and another session will be held later
in Campbeliton or Moncton. Oné of the chief results of the inquiry so far has
been to show the entire unreliability of Archibald Murchie, the former scaler,
on whose affidavit the charges were based. What information of value was
elicited came chiefly from an employe of Mr, Currie, Charles Purvis, whose
full, frank and unquestioned testimony drew a tribute from Mr, Baxter who is
appearing in support of the charges. y

The books of the Continental Lumber Company were opened freely for

Henry Diot had carried on jobbing
from September to March. He knew
Murchie but never had seen him at his
camp. He himself only was in the camp
about three weeks but he never heard of
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Murchie being there. Murchie went to
his house after the work was through
and asked how much he had cut. - That
was the way scaling had been carried on
for twenty years back.

To Mr. Baxter witness said he settled
with Mr. Currie on his count.

To -Mr. LeBlanc witness, said Mr.
Allan, the accountant, was there and did
some of the talking.

Alberta Supreme Court Issues Writ
for Depet Battalion Commander

Calgary, July 10—On the order to the
military officials of No 13 district to
produce the body of Private Norton, of
the Alberta Devot Battalion, before

Chief Justice Harvey, of the supreme
court of ‘Alberta, in Calgary, this morn-
ing, Registrar Carson, representing the
Canadian minister of militia, said that
on instructions from the acting premier
of Canada he was to quote section five
of the order-in-council to.show that no
court in Canada had any authority to
make an order on any military com-
mander until the case of Norman Lewis’
was fully dealt with by the supreme
court of Canada.

Registrar Carson stated to the court
that the finding of the supreme court of
Alberta in the Lewis case has produced
a state of unrest and deflance of the law
among the men now called to the colors
in Canada and that the lawyers -of
Canada were now advising the draftees
to discard His Majesty’s uniform.

Otder For Acrrest.

A writ of attachment was ordered
this evening by the appeal division of
the supreme court, and Sheriff Graham
was ordered to bring Colonel Moore be-
fore the supreme court for contempt of
court. Colonel Moore, acting under or-
ders from the adjutant-general, refused
to appear this evening to produce some
twelve men ordered held in the province
onder writ of habeas corpus, and ‘who,
it is understood, are now on their way
to France.

PROVINCE LEGISLATURE

Woodstock. N. B., July 10—Fifty dele-
gates from the United Farmers of New
Brunswick met today in the vocational
school and discussed placing a candidate
in the field to contest the by-election
likely to be held in this county in the
early autumn. The meeting was very
enthusiastic and harmonious, though
some differences of opinion prevailed as
to the advisability of entering the poli-
tical arena before the organization was
entirely completed.

President C. L. Smith, in opening -the
meeting, said it was something new in
the history of the county to have so
many farmers meet for the purpose in-
tended.

THREE YEARS WITH CANADANS

Adam Power and Charles Upton of
‘Houlton Veterans of the Western
Frent

(Bangor Commercial.)
After serving a complete enlistment of
three years in the Canadian Army, hav-

ing been present im: all the operations on
the Somme front, and having taken Part
in the fighting at Ypres and Vimy
Ridge, Adam Power and Charles Up-
ham, of Houlton, both Canadians, walk-
ed inté the local recruiting office of the
United States Army, Monday morning,
presented their Canadian discharges, _and
applied for enlistment in the American
forces. When asked why they had left
the Canadians to join the Americans, the
two boys replied that they wanted to
“try the American Army out.”

Both were less than twenty-one years
of age when they enlisted with the Can-
adians in February, 1915, and in a very
short time they found themselves in the
midst of the hardest fighting in France.
Upham went through without a wound,
but Power was less fortunate, having
been peppered with shrapnel about the
knees, but not disabled.

Both claim that the situation of the
British forees in the early part of the
war was a dismal one, while -all the
Tommies are today in the best of spirit
and fight with confidence.

Both young men said that they heard
the rumor over there to the effect that
the Germans were burning the bodies of
their dead soldiers to procure fats, but
neither could confirm the report. One of
the most striking features about cap-
tured Germans, as the young men told
it, was the fact that most of them wore
glasses, and that many of them were
mere boys of sixteen years.

Gas charges are the worst method of
German attack,, according to the men.
These attacks first began on April 22,
1915, and were a complete surprise to
the British troops, who were not equip-
ped with masks. All who were in range
of the yellow clouds of gas were smoth-
ered to death or terribly effected in a
very short time. Both men said mustard
gas was the most effective used. This
type effects any part of the body where
moisture is present, and when the men
perspire, the result'is that the gas causes
bad blisters and ulcers. The use of gas
is practiced by both sides now, and ac-
cording to Power and Upham, the Allies
do not use it so extensively. The men
explained that the direction of the wind
has no effect on gas attacks now, as the
gas is sent to the enemy in shells which
éxplode at any time desired. The orig-
inal method of letting the gas out of
tanks to be carried by the wind, has
been abandoned.

This advent of the preserving season
brings to the surface a rather worrisome
matter, at least some grocers, it is said,
would try/t6 make it so. In several
localities about town some grocers are
insisting that each customer buying white
sugar take a certain quahtity of brown
—at least one part of brown to three
parts of white. In'the preserving season
when most housewives require a /large
quantity of ‘white sugar the demanpd of
these grocers makes it very expensive.
As a matter of fact a leading tptown
merchant told the Times, this morning
that this one-in-three ruling of refineries
and wholesalers is purely.a trade ar-
rangement not necessarily affecting the
retail customer. If the storekeeper can
work off his brown sugar by, this whole-
sale scheme all well and good but with
so much' fruit to be bottled nowadays a
decided hardship could' be worked upon
family folks if it were insisted upon.

tI is said that no limit has been placed
vpon the amount of sugar a householder
may purchase, provided it is not in ex-
cess of a fifteen-day supply. Just what
‘interpretation ¢an be put upon this fif-
teen-day supply regulation, in preserving
time is not given out by local food of-
ficials. It is assumed since the preserv-
ing of fruit and other foods is being
loudly advocated by the ' government
that the materials for carrying out these
suggestions will be forthcoming under
the law.

The Times asked several well-known
housewife experts in preserving processes
if brown sugar' could be used for this
kind of work. The answers were most-
ly negative with such exceptibns as
pickles, vinegar syrups, etc., unless the
family is' content. to put up thh an in-
ferior and much darker line of pre-
sérves.

FOOD CONTROL MATTERS

Mr. Potts’ szlt to North Sbore—

The New Reguhtxons for Next
Menday

Walter S, Potts, provincial official act-
ing for the dominion food controller, has
arrived home after a. trip along the
North Shore, where he made investiga-
tion sinto' lobster canning operations.
Details of his mission are not forthcom-
ing. Mr. Potts visited Miscou Island,
Shippegan, Island River, Cha.tham,‘Log-
gieville and Richibucto.

Speaking of food control matters
throughout the promee generally Mr.
Potts is of the opinion that everything
is running smoothly. Both dealers and

populace seem to be co-operating nicely
in carrying out the conservation meas-
ures laid down by Ottawa. He referred
chiefly to the new regulation becoming
operative next Monday, July 15, when
housekeepers and others will be required
to buy one pound of substitute with
every two pounds of wheat flour. For
example a person buying ten pounds of
white flour for bread, cake or pastry
purposes will be compelled to lay in
five pounds of something that will take
the place of white flour.

These substitutes include well-known
cereals and meals such as cornmeal flour,
plain cornmeal, potato flour, rice, buck-
wheat, oatmeal, bran, tapioca, sago,
| rolled oats, corn starch, ete. It is true
these substitutes are more expensive
than wheat flour in the general average
and the effect will probably be to
