1st. it was < $69,000,000; October 1st. it
was negrly $45,000,000; November 1st. it
was $39,671,920, and yesterday it was
$34,343,306.

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THE WINTER PORT QUESTION.

The government might as well under-
stand first as last, that the people of the
marifime provinces will not submit to
have mail steamers subsidzed which
make their terminus at a foreign port
such as Portland. If it once Was
clearly understood that the maritime
provinces were cat off from any partici-
pation in the trade of Canada, t_he
government would soon see the begin-
ning of an agitation for the repesal of
the union which binds the pro-
vinces - together. Such an agitation
might be hopeless, and it might be ill
advised, but it would not be more i
advised than the policy which builds
up a foreign port at the expense of our
own, We do not believe that the gen-
{lemen who comprise the present
government of Canada are fully alive to
the state of feeling that existsin the
maritime provinces with respect to this
subject. It may appear that we are
very ul ble in d ding that
the gover 1d steam-
ships running to Canadian ports
when Portland is so much nearer Mon-
treal. It may be that our demands are
un-businesslike. 8till if the concerns of

_ Canada bad all been treated in that way
“from the-first, we would never have had
the Intercolonial, we would never have
had the C. P.R and we would have
constructed our connecting lines to the
West through foreign territory, and not
through our own. Thisis a matter in
which patriotism as well as business is
involved, and unless the government are
prepared to see the dominion weakened
by the dissatisfaction of the maritime
provinces, they must make proper ar-
rangements not only for the bringing of
the mail business of Canada to Canadian
ports but the freight business as well.
It appears that at the conference which
was held at Montreal the other day, in
regard to the mail service both
the Grand Trunk and the Allan Line
representatives showed great hostility
both to St. John and Halifax, to the lat-
ter b of the dist the freight
had be to be hauled to reach Montreal,
and to SBt.John because of their deep root-
ed prejudices against this port. Toshow
the extent of the misrepresentation to
which this port has been exposed, it is
only necessary to cite the case of Mr.
Andrew Allan, manager of the Allan
Line, at Montreal. He objected to St.
___Jobn-in consequence of the great rise
and fall of the tides here, which as] he
said would necessitate steamships lying
aground. This person who has been in
the steamship business” for up-
wards of 40 years, was so grossly
ignorant as notto be aware that' the
largest of the Allan liners could enter
the harbor of 8t. John at low water, and
lie with perfect comfort with plenty of
water under her keel. It was hardly
worth while for our representatives to
go 500 miles to talk business to men so
grossly ignorant and so ridiculously
prejudiced as Mr, Andrew Allan. We
look upon the present time as one when
it has become necessary for the people
of St. John to speak out in no uncertain
manner. We have been fed on
false hopes and false promises
long enough, and we now hope
to see some substantial results, wherever
the mail service may go. Should a fast
line be established the terminus is per-
haps tous & matter of indifference,—
the best port may be that nearest to En-
tope, and neither Halifax nor 8t. John
can claim to be that port. But for the
freight business we claim that it proper-
1y belongs to St. John, and that any ar-
rangement involving the subsidizing of
steamships which have their terminus
at a foreign port should be promptly re-
sented hy the citizens of this place.
One thing too ought to be distinctly
understood, that the people of 8t. Jobn
do not propose to submit to have freight
ied over the I ial at & dead
loss, in order that Halifax may be built
u1p at the expense of this port. It is well
known that this has been done in times
past, but there is no excuse for such a
condition of affairs now, since the Short
Line is completed. The case which we
cited yesterdasy, where the Intercolonial
was catrying hay from St. John to Hal-
ifax at a loss of $10.60 on every carload,
is one which ought to receive the atten-
tion of the Board of Trade immediately.

THE UNIVERSITY.

The Telegraph agrees with the Gazerre,
in thinking that the university of New
Brunswick needs more money to enable
it to do its work properly. It states that
the salaries paid are in some instances
quite inadequate, and that where it is
necessary to procure a new professor, or
to retain a valued man on the teacher
staff, the money limitation presents it~
gelf in & unmistakable fashion. The pre-
sent staff of professorsand the pay re-
ceived by each, are, we understand, as
follows :—

Thomas Harrison, M. A. L. L. D,, Pro-
fessor of mathematics. $2,000, a year
and a free house,in addition to $600 a
year from the Dominion government for
the meterological service.

Loring W. Bailey,M. A,, P. H. D,,F. R.
8, C., Professor of chemistry and natural
science, $1600 a year.

Henry Leabury Bridges, M. A,, P, H.
D., professor of classical literature and
history, $1400 a year, and a free house.

William Frederick Stockley, M. A.
Professor of English and French, $1400
a year and free rooms in the college
building.

A. W. Duff, M. A, Professor of physics,
$1400 a year and free roomsin the col-
lege building.

W. C. Murray, M. A., professor of
political economy, and philosophy, $1000.

Mr. Hatt, M. A., professor of civil
engineering, $1000 a year.

It will be observed that these salaries
paid by the college make up a total of
$0,800 a year. It is understood that the
entire income of the college amounts to
something like $12,600 a year. It is
probable that an addition of $3,000 to
the annual revenue of the college, would
enable it to be placed in a satisfactory
position. As regards the ed ional
system of this province, the
salaries given above are certainly not

The Nut and Bolt Works Destroyed by
Fire. Loss Estimated at $30,000.

The St. John Bolt and Nut works on
Lombard street, North end, were
burned last night about 11 o'clock,
Watchman O’Brien was out in the yard
wheeling ashes and when he went back
in the engine room it was all ablaze. He
immediately ran actoss the track to No.
4 engine house and gave the alarm.
The hose cart and engine were quickly
on hand and in a few minutes had sev-
eral streams of water pouring on the
flames and then a general alarm was
given which brought No. 3. engine and
hose cart quickly on the scene. At this
time the whole of the building was one
mass of flames, on account of part of the
building so dry and saturated with oil.
In about an hour the firemen by hard
work had the fire under control, and
at about 2 o’clock the fire
was completely extingnished. The
company had 75 tons of coal stored in
the building at the time, which were
badly damaged. The safe and all the
office furniture were saved. The origin
of the fire is & mystery as O’Brien said
that he left no lights burning in the en-
gine room or buildings and thinks that
it must have caught some way from the
furnace. The buildings were altogether
about 200x85 feet and were built only
a few years ago.

The works gave about 30 men employ-
ment the whole year round; and intend-
ed to run during the winter.

Messrs. Lordly’s coffee works were in
great danger, and by hard work on the
part of the firemen they were saved.

The loss is estimated by the m s
Mr. John W. Lawrence, to be about
$30,000. .

The buildings and machinery cost
$48,000, and the stock in the build-
ings at the time was worth §15,000.

The boilers and the engine were not
totally destroyed neither was all the
machinery,and some of the stock can be
dipped in oil and will be as good as ever
it was.

The insurance on the works is $20,000
divided as follows: The Pheenix of
London $2,500, The Royal $5,000, The
Commercial Union $5,000, Union As-
surance seciety, $7,500. Alexander
Rankine a director of the works,holds a
mortgage on the bnilding for $15,000.

The works were owned by Mr. James
E. White who is president,” Mr. John W.
Lawrence. manager, and Mr. R. R.
Rankine, secretary-treasurer. The works
will be immediately rebuilt.

The building which is of brick,
measures 26 x50 feet and has a well
lighted cellar the whole size, in which
is a furnace for heating all the offices.
