Prévious
to this, having heard threats from the
Indians that they would murder him if
we headed for Bitka, we suggested that
we had better take them home. ‘After
this he made no remark.

“One of my sailors told me that an In-
dian had assured him that they would
kill us all if we attempted to take them
to Sitka. Nothing of importance occur-
red on the passage down. We put into
Clayukut Sound to Jand some Indians at
Ahouset. While lying there on Wednes-
day morning we saw the Champion
steaming north. We arrived at Victoria
all well. Hawkins went ashore without
saying a wcrd.”

“Tihat a new short line from Montreal to
Halifax is being engineered under the
direction of the Grand Trunk Railway,
and that two engineers, Mr. Davey and
Mr. J. J, MacDonald, are now in the field
making surveys. The immediate object
of their explorations is to locate a line
from Edmundston, the present terminus
of the Lake Temiscouata Railway, to
Moncton. With regard to the hopes that
are founded on this scheme, we quote
the words of the Post:—

Tt is believed that a through line can
be obtained on' British soil within the
same distance as the Canada Paclfic ‘
line. The latter bas been diverted from
an air line throughout its whole length i
to meet local demands. An air line from |
Montreal to Moncton would have passed |
far north of Schoodic Lake in Maine,— |
even north of Moosehead ' Lake, whereas
at the former Lake it is fifty miles south
of its true course, and nearly thirty at
Moosehead. But this is not the
worst feature. Its sinuous windings
make anything but an air line, and its
greatly increased length renders a line
througk British territory quite practic-
able as amatter of distance. The dis-
tance from-Edmundston, the terminus
.. of the recently completed Temiscouata

Railway, to Moncton, as_the crow flies,
49175 miles. The completion of this sec-
tion"wilf place the Maritime Provinces
1y diveot’ eonhection’ with the Quebec i
system of Railways.

The paragraph above quoted seems to
be written on the assumptien that there
is but ono port in the Maritime Pro-
vince and that the name of that port is
Ilalifax. The object of the building of
the Short Line was to obtain the 1
shortest road to a winter ' port ih 1
Canada, and the result is that St An- |
drews is brought within 441 miles of |
Montreal and St. John within 481 miles |
of the commercial metropolis of Canada. |

We do not believe that any’ line can be ‘

- Dbuilt through British terrifory to a Cana- |
dian ocean port that will be as short as |
the present Short Line.. The (-xistin:.:!
line fromn Montreal

to St. Andrews via |
Edmunston is 577 miles in length and
_ from Motitreal to St. John via Edmunston
and Gibson 599 miles. The proposed lifie
from Montreal to Halifax via Edmunston
and Moneton would he a good denl longer
than this. The distance from Montreal to
Riviere dn Loup is 371 miles; from Mone-
{on 10" Halifax the distance is 188 miles
" These two distances make up a total of
577 mileg or within 20 miles of the entire
distance from Montreal to St. Joln via
Fdmupston. The Post states the dis-
tance from Edmunston to Moncton by
an air line at 175 miles; it is in reality
190 miles, and railways are not built on
an air line, in New ‘Brunswick at least.
The best line that could be had from
Edmunston to Moncton would probably
be 225 miles in length, so that the total
distance to Halifax would be 802 miles
or 44 miles more than the distance by
the Short Line via St. Johm. The
only advantages the proposed line would
have over the Short line would be that it
is wholly within Canadian territory land
it would enable the Halifax people to
avoid the necessity of passing through to
&t John on their way to and from
Montreal. They could not expect to
carry any freight over that line fin com-
petition with St. John which is 321 miles
. nearer to Montreal by the Short line
and_ 203 miles nearer by the line
Edmuuston. Still if the Grand
Trunk people desire to build the
line in question they are quite
~welggme to do so; it will have at least
¥ g pffect of opening up some of the best
sal.t-lcmeng.

fact Trre Gazerre regards Lord Salisbury’s
refusal to call the proposed convention i
with the utmost indifference. When the
proposed couvention was first spoken we
said the movement was premature and
the result has entirely justified our
opinion, expressed in our editorial
columns at the time. Tue GAzETTE
is so strong and constant a
friend of Imperial Federation,
and has such unbounded faith in the
vitality of the movement, that it does not
consider the Marquis of Salisbury’s
action to be of the slightest impcrtance.
The British Premier in now engaged in
the difficult task of carrying on the
government of the Empire, with a majo-
rity in the House of Commons composed
of two parties which bhave until now
been hostile to each other, and which
are now only united on the question of
opposition to Irish Home rule. Under
such circumstances the Premier is natur-
ally enough not well disposed towards a
movement so novel in its aspects
or 80 wide reaching in
its results as Imperial Federation would®
be. The Marquis, like & good Conserva®
tive, stands by the ancient ways and dis-
courages political experiments. His
opinion, Lowever, is a matter of no_con-
sequence. 1t isnot to the leaders of gov-
ernments that we must look - for  support
for Imperial Federation but to the people,
in whose minds strong and  favorable
views on the subject are gradually form-
ing. Tmperial Federation, has 1ot been
killed in  econsequence ' of the
Marquis of Salisbury’s action, it has
not even- been retarded, A quarter
of a century ago Lord Palmetston,a much
greater man than the Marquis of Salis-
bury,was premier of Great Britain,and he
was unalterably opposed to the farther ex-
tensior.of the franchise. Now the franchise
has been extended so as to embrace al-
most every person in the British Islands.
Lord Palmerston is dead, and his opin-
ions on the subject are of no consequence
to any one, A quarter of a century hence
Imperial Federation will,be a reality, and
Lord Salisbury’s opposition to it will
be forgotten

The Emperorial ceremoties yésterday
began with the departure of thé Hohen-
zollern and Osborae from Cowes at five
o'clock. At six the Hohenzollern east
anchor in Portsmouth harbor, off the
dockyard, and the Osborne ran alongside
the wharf amid much noise of cannon
and the manning of yards from Nelson’s
historic battleship, the old Victory,which
is now the flagship of Admiral Commer-
ell. 'The party were received on the
dock by Admiral 8ir Edmund Commer-
cll, commander of the fleet. Dorset bat-
talion formed a line of red and steel along
the dock, The Royal party were con-
ducted to a train of saloon and dining
carriages, breakfast being eaten on the
way to Aldershot.

On the arrival of the Emperct, who
wore the shining brass helmet, the blue
coat with red collar and white, shoulder
ornaments, and white knee trodsers,with
the cavalry 'boots of ‘&' colonel of the
German body-guard, lightly mounted his

Hussar colonel’s uniform, was on horse-
back equally quickly, and prince Keufig
of Prussia, in a German' conjmander’s
uniform, bestrode the hurricand deck of a
prancing chesthut. The rest of the suite
took horses, a detachment of lancers act-
ed as an escort, and the brilliant party
started at a gallop jover the first of the
Fox hills and were lost to view,

The Fox hills, the scene of yesterday’s
manceuvres, are a spacious stretch of low
rolling hills, which are so irregular in
their formation as "to offer every ad-
vantage for varied military movements.
They are covered with a brownish green
carpet of fern, five or six inches high,
and near or distant have a dull brown
look. There are scanty groves of trees
here dnd there on the heights of Play
hill, which were oceupied by seven
thousand spectators, who' wquld have
been thirteen miles away and still run-
ning if the battle had been a real one.

The preliminary scenes were novel and
the later ones exciting. On the higher
ridges solitary horsemen, aide or scout,
were numerously ountlined, motionless
against the sky. On the cresis of the
hills or peeping out of the groves were
batteries of light artillery. In the hea-
ther growth, standing in line or kneeling
against shallow ditches, were squads or
liner of soldiers in red, or soldiers in blue,
or soldiers in grey. 1n'the foreground,
middle distance and distance, companies
and regiments of cavalry were moving
in various' directions to various
ends. The sunlightiglanced;on their hel-
mets and made their rapid riding move-
ment 8o many lines of sparkling pomnts.
Aides with supposed despatches of easily
conceived importance flew at full galop
across the landsears, their red plumes
tossing in the wind. The invaders who
had sworn to plant the standard of Eng-
land on Fox Lills or die were in a state
of approach down the railway line to-
wards Guilford on the left.

The artillery open the battle. A bat-
tery, half a mile in front, began to stead-
ily send imaginary shells plump into the
detached advancing columns far away on
the hills to the jleft, while a battery, a
mile and a half away, perched on the
crest of a hill beyond a railway, replied
with figurative projectiles, which did
great execution. A battalion of the
household guards galloped across the
open space in front; and along line of
red musketmen, across the valley to the
left, opened a hot and steady fire upon
them. The enemy crept up to the
topmost hill to the left in the fronta
mile away and planted a battery there
which opened a rapid fire at things in
general, which could only be described
as galling: Then there was excitement
in the defending forces. Long lines of
cavalrymen came galloping up the hills
and across the plains from all directions
and formed a solid body half a mile
below the battery to charge it. They
were a little leisurely about it consid-
ering they were under direct artillery
and a cross musketry fire, but finally
they charged, and charged grandly,
