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A New ViEw oF MATTERS IN SoUTH
{ AFrICA. —Mr. Cecil Ashley, son of the
Earl of Shaftesbury, in a report of his
travels in South Africa, forwarded to
Sir Bartle Frere, says the aborigines
instead of dying out, are every year in-
creasing at a far higher rate than those
of European extraction, and will ulti-
mately fill the land and become formid-
able, if not to British Supremacy, at
least, to the plans of British coloniza-
tion. The object of the present war,
therefore, is not the extermination of
the natives, but the breaking up of
their tribal relations, and their being
brought into direct subjection to British
magistrates. The great mass of them
would probably prefer to be delivered
from the tyranny of their chiefs,who on
their part, would, of course, object to
such an innovation.

‘“of revenue only, they are merely
“the means of preserving the order which
‘“is necessary that the exertions of
‘“individuals may bring forth their fruits.
‘“ But directly they are imposed in order
‘¢ that certain industries may flourish—
‘‘ that is, that one portion of soctety may
*“ thrive at the expense of another portion
““of that society, so that the many con-
‘“sumers may from kindness bear the
““burdens of the few producers—socialism
is introduced.” There is no doubt a strong
family resemblance between all those
systems which have for their aim to make
men rich, happy and prosperous by gov-
emmmental aid or social arangement.
Socialism is nothing more than * paternal
government.” Carried to its logical
results. The same principal which in-
vokes the #id of governmentto foster dis-
tressed industries at the expense of the
consumer, if carried-out a little further in
the same direction, would call upon
society to suppress property for the bene-
fit of the men who toil. Our high and
dry Protectionists will feel angry st being
represented as having anything in com-
mon with those abominable Socialists, bug
the Saturday Review -shows us exaetly
where they stand, and any amount of
fretting and fuming will not alter their
position. And, after all, it is not the tirst,
nor will it be the last time, that extremes
have been known—uunconsciously per-
haps—to meet.—FEx.

Harper's Magazine for July finds a novel
field for the portrayal of character and the
description of scenery in the lowlands of
Virginia—the old aristocratic ‘‘tide-wa-
ter” region, rich in historic associations,
‘and exceedingly picturesque in its i-
al relics of\the old time. The'opening
article of the Number devoted to this sub-
ject, and pnhtled ‘ Some Landmarks of
0ld Virginia,” is contributed by Allen C.
Redwood, who uses hls pencil as effective-
ly as his pen.

Of elpomally hnmorom and pathetic in-
terest is Mr. Riding’s paper about Hospi-
tal Life in New York, with sixteen bright
ill by Reinbart, Abbey, and
Rogers, effectively representing every
phase of hospital life from the coming of
the ambulance to the period of connlel-
cence.

Porte Crayon contributes one of hjs
haracteristically ill ted on
¢ Old-time Militia Multan," full of the
racy humorjbelonging to the ancient * gen-*
eral training-day,” the scene belng laid in
Virginia.

In his charming story, ‘Owlet,” John
Esten Cooke also takes us to Virginia, and
the interest of his romance is heightened
by Mr. Pyle’s beautiful illustrations.

The engravings illustrating the paper on
Van Dyck—another of the series of *Old
Flemish Masters,” are in every  way wor-
thy of the subject.

Among the characteristic domestic
presented in this ber, ‘‘Daddy
Will,” by Charles-D. Deshler, stands out
in bold, strong lines—a-familiar but strike
ing picture of the trusted and faithful ser-
vant 80 well remembered in many South-
ern homes. Especially impressive is the
scene between Daddy Will and little Kate,
which the artist has selected as a snbject
for illustration.

There are two illustrated papers on for-
eign subjects. A. H. Guernsey contributes
one on the peculiar features ofthe worship
of Juggernaut in Orissa. The other, en-
titled “ A First Week in England,” iu
troduces us to the quaint old houses and
rows of Chester, to Ludlow Castle, where
Milton wrote his “Comus,” and to the
fine old cathedral at Hereford.

Dr. Abel Stevens contributes 3 timely
article, entitled ‘Anecdotes of Voltaire
among the Swiss,” full of fresh materials
furnished by Gaberel, an ancien pasteur of
(3eneva—materials wholly ignored by Vol-
taire’s recent biographer, Mr. Morley.
Benson J. Lessing, with the ‘* Glorious
Forth” evidently in view, contributes a
spirited narrative of the vindication of
John Peter Zenger, s poor German printer,
who was arrested by the order of the Pro.
vincial Governor of New York in 1734,
and tried for the publication of seditious,
articles in the New York Weekly Journal.
The serial stories by William Black and
Thomas Hardy are continued. Charles
De Kay contributes a vivacious short story,
entitled ‘“ A Wife-Hunt;” and James Payn
humorously describes an ‘‘ Adventure in
a Forest,” in the vain search for Dickens’
Maypole Inn.

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The Local *‘ Opposition.”
The News, Mr. Willis’ paper, says:—

The Advance concedes that Northum-
berland members will have much to say
about the completion of the Government.
We fancy they will have still more to say
about the past policy of the Government
and its demerits.

We hope an effort will be made by
the new House of Assembly to assist
the new Government, when completed,
in effecting reforms which past experi-
ence will have suggested. The cardinal
errors of the late Government were its
Railway policy and its Immigration
policy. We presume that even the
News will scarcely find fault with the
«| present administration for either of
these errors, because they were pro-
moted by both sides of the House.
Respecting the Railway policy, it is
well known that one of its principal
champions, from the first, was Mr.
Willis, who now aspires to the leader-
ship of the Opposition for a second
time, while Hon. Mr. Wedderburn, the
present Provinéial Secretary, repeated-
ly warned Mr. Willis and his colleagues
in the Government thatthe measure
would entail liabilities which the income
of the Province would not warrant and
which could not be discharged without
detriment to the ordinary public service.

The present Provincial Secretary
was a consistent and independent advo-
cate of economy and caution in the
matter of Immigration, while Mr. Wil-
lis and his associates in the Govern-
ment—backed, it is true, by a large ma-
jority in Assembly and encouraged by
false promises of SirJohn A.Macdonald’s
Dominion Government—entered upon
and carried out the policy which caused
so large a re of dissatisfaction.
The strong personal interest which Mr.
‘Willis took in carrying out the Immigra-
tion policy is proved by the fact that
he received allowances from the public
treasury for travel and other services
connected with 'some of the Cclonies
founded by the Government of which
he was a member, and many of his
friends recollect the eagerness with
which he boarded the Castalia, even be-
fore she was in St. John harbor with
the Kincardineshire and Kintore Colo-
nists, and how magnificently he filled
the important position of sole member
and representative of the Government
among those newly-arrived colonists
until they reached Fredericton-

In displaying so absorbing an interest
in the Railway and Immigration policies
of the late New Brunswick Govern-
ment, Mr. Willis acted, no doubt, in
good faith and under a sense of duty.
Like the majority of the people of the
Province, at that time he, perhaps, be-
lieved that he was doing right, but it is
scarcely fair—to say nothing of what is
honorable in politics—for him, appar-
antly only because he chooses to aspire
to the leadership of the Oppesition, to
bring errors which he, himself, was as
responsible for as any other man,
against a Government composed of
some of his late colleagues and others
who really warned both the latter and
himself against the mistakes they were
making.

But, Mr. Willis may say he does not
propose to say anything against ‘ the
past policy of the Government and its
demerits” so far as Railways and
Immigration are concerned. Well, will
he lead in raking up the Chatham
Branch matter? If he does he will
find nothing more to condemn in that
than in the matter of any other Railroad
ever constructed in the Province under
Government subsidy.— And if there is
anything wrong and it can be brought
home to the late Government, Mr. Wil-
lis must be held responsible as a mem-
ber of that body, and when he does
bring the wrong home he will, at the
same time, be in the unenviable posi-
tion of one who, being a member of
Government, was either so incapable as
to fail in protecting the Province or,
being aware of the wrong,was so corrupt
as to wink at and,thus,participate in it.

Again, Mr. Willis may not wish any-
thing said about the Chatham Branch
Railway, but he may cause the Glouces-
ter Seizures matter to be resurrected
for Opposition service. Well, ssme
members will be sure to recollect the
satisfactory settlement of the whole
matter and that Mr. Willis and a large
majority of the Assembly voted to that
effect and sustained the Government of
which Mr. Willis was a member. It
will be recollected, also, that at the
time, there was considerable comment
over the fact that Mr. Willis prepared
his resignation as a member of the Go-
vernment. That he did not tender it
will be accepted as sufficient proof that
he must have believed the Government
blameless.

Perhaps, however, the Opposi-
tion, under Mr. Willis’ leadership,
will not bring up the Gloucester Seizures
matter, " but they may exhume that
question of Provincial metaphysical
finance in reference to the discrepency
between ‘‘the Balance in the People’s
Bank to the credit of the Receiver
General on 24he Feb. ’76 and that to
the credit of all depositors on the fol-
lowing day. Mr. Willis, as a member
of the Government at that time will,
however, . know exactly how to re-ex-
plain the intricacies of Warrant Account
and Check Account and Warrgnt Bal-
ance and Check Balance and as the Go-
vernmeént, after Mr, Willis left it, re-
medied that mode of bringing down
statements, he will fail in making any
headway in that direction for himself
or his followers,

What it really is, therefore, that

&

Mr. Willis can
Government, that will not, at the
same time, be equally telling against
himself, we are at a loss to know,
and if he actually has an Opposi-
tion party which thinks it can make
capital out of the threadbare subjects
to which wehave alluded, the new House
will seem to have been elected in vain.
There will, no doubt, be an Opposition,
but it is to be hoped that it will find its
work in something more intelligent and,
at the same time, profitable to the
country than raising discussions on
subjects a'ready disposed of. There is
a feeling abroad that our Educational
System is being worked in such a mau-
ner as to absorb a larger share of Pro-
vincial money than should be spent
upen it. The money speut-every year
is, perhaps, too small for the mainten-
ance of a broad and efficient system,
but it is also largely out of proportion
with the total amount of the Provincial
Revenue, in view of the requirements
of the other public services. It is felt
that the Law is being administered
with a view of not only placing a sufli-
cient education within the reach of the
children of the land, but thata very
large sum is annually absorbed by the
higher schools of the Cities and Towns,
and from which only a small proportion
even of the children within -reach of
them, receive benefit. This, certainly,
bas the appearance of making provision
at public expense for a particular class of
children, for it is quite well known that
when those of the bulk of our popula-
tion have spent a sufficient time at
school to qualify them for pursuing
studies in the higher branches,  their
parents require their assistance in earn-
ing a livelihood and, thus, in nine cases
out of ten, the poor man’s child must
leave school just at the peried when

‘that of the rich can step into the higher

grades, where few who are poor can af-
ford the time to follow him. [f the
law is made for the masses of the peo-
ple ‘and such has always been the claim
of its promoters) it seems only right
that it should be administered in that
interest. If the Government will,there-
fore, earnestly undertake the task of
bringing our School System within the
circumstances of the Province to main-
tain, it will save the Opposition the
trouble of getting into a position to do
so0, for we believe the people entertain
an increasing and reasonable belief that
if we had less of Classics and other high
educationalaccomplishmentsin thecurri-
culum of the Common Schools and more of
* Common School Education ” # would
be as well for the children aud much
better for both the Province and the
local tax payers.

It will also be the duty of the
Opposition to find fault if the Gov-
ernment fails to -improve the sys-
tem of rendering the Public Ac-
counts ; its attention may also be de-
voted to making the Queen’s Printer’s
Office more eficient; and to the im-
provement of our Road System. If,
however, the Government should deal
with these matters within a reasonable
time and Mr. Willis and his Opposmon
should be found employing thémselves
in the useless fask of promoting debates
on issues that have been already settled,
and with which the present House has
really nothing to do, we predict & suc-
cessful four years’ careerfor the Fraser-
Wedderburn administration, notwith-
standing “‘the past poli¢y of the Govern-
ment and its demerits.”

Taxesof the Farmer.

The following extract fromn a speech
delivered in the U. 8. Congress in sup-
port of Mr. Wood’s Bill shows how the
farmer in the United States is taxed.

*The farmer, whose whole mind is
bent on his agricultural pursuits, has
neither the time nor opportunity to in-
vestigate the influence of the tariff tax
on his household expenses ; it is‘a fact,
however, that every article he usesis
either directly subject to a tariff or en-
hanced by the tariff. Let us enumerate
these burdens :—The farmer’s house in
the West, where lumber is scarce, pays
either a direct or enhanced tax of 20 per
centum on the lumber his house is built
of; a tax of 33 per centum on the paint
it is painted with ; of 99 per centum on
his window glass ; of 35 per centum on
the nails; of 52 per centum on the
screws : of 30 per centum on the door
locks ; of from 35 to 40 per centum on
the hinges; of 35 per centum on the
wall paper ; of from 60 to 70 per centum
on his carpet ; of 40 per centum on his
crockery ; of 38 per centum on his iron
hollow ware ; of 35 per centum on his
cutlery ; 40 per centum on hisglassware;
of from 35 per centum to 40 per centym
on the linen he uses in his household ;
of 51 per centum on the common Castile
soap he uses; 48 per centum on his
starch. When he goes into his stable,
barn or workshop, he finds that he pays
35 per centum on the iron he uses; 53
per centum on the halter chains ; 45 per
centum on the files and rasps he may
use ; 47 per centum on the buck saw ;
49 per centum on cross-cut saw ; 38 per
centum on the hand-saw, and 35 per
centum on any sheet iron he may re-
quire. On his medicines he pays 20 per
centum ; on quinine pills he swallows
50 per centum ; "on blue pills 40 per
centum ; and 40 per centum on any
medical preparations. The female por-
tion of his house cannot even go into
hysteria without paying a tax of 20 per-
centum on assafostida required to quiet
their excited nerves. . On his sugar he
pays a tax of at least 60 per centum.
As for the clothing he and his family
uses, let me enumerate thetax separate-
ly. On his wool hat he pays from 60
to 80 per centum ; on his fur hat from
45 to 60 per centurm ; on his snit of
woollen clothes some 55 per centum; on
the leather for his boots and shoes 25
per centum ; on his hosiery 35 per cen-
tum ; on his wife’s and daughter’s com-
mon alpaca dress he pays 65 to 70 per
centum ; on spool thread 70 per centum ;
and on needles 35 per centum.”

Those who argue in favor of a retalia-
tory tariff for the Dominion would have
our farmers lubor under the same disab-
ilities as those of the United States.
What they promise in return is the
erection of factories and workshops
which will employ our people and make
the capitalists still more wealthy. They
coBvenient)y forget to remind the peo-
ple that only a very small percentage of
their number can be employed in manu-
facturing, even at the best, and that,
after all, it is the farmers,- fishermen and
other hard-working classes who must

pay the protective taxes to the few who
are more favored.

¥ The Fishery Award.

After a good deal of unnecessary skir-
mishing by the politicians and press of
the United States, the requisite steps
have been taken by Congress to pay the
85,500,000 secured to Canada by the
Award of the Halifax Fishery Com-
@sion.  This course is creditable to
the leading statesmen of the neighbor-
ing Republic and a rebuke to the small
and noisy politicians who sought to
make personal and local capital out of a
cheap trucklings to what they deemed
popular feeling in the matter. A few
months ago the St. John Telegraph, was
led, by some utterances of second-rate
Congressmen and of the ever-changeful
New York Herald, in the direction of
repudiation, to heap a tirade of abuse
upon the American people generally,
and we entered a protest, at the time,
against its haste and bad temper, which
we thought undeserved. Itis gratifying
therefore,to know these ‘authorities” did
not utter the sentiments of the country
in reference to the Award, and that the
United States has shown itzelf, after all,
ready to discharge an engagement
honorably contracted, though many of
its leading men may not believe it to be |
entirely equitable. I

Mr. Tilley’s Candidature.

The Toronto Mail, which 1s the lead-
ing Conservative organ of Canada, an-
nounces the candidature of Lieut.-Gov-
ernor Tilley for a seat in the Commons,
as follows:—

¢ Lieut.-Governor Tilley, of New |
Brunswick, has consented to re-enter
public life, and will be a candidate for
the representation of the City of St.
John at the approaching election. This
declaration he made on Wednesday last
to a deputation of the Liberal-Conserva-
tive Association which waited upon
him. As Mr. Tilley might remain in
the gubernatorial oftice for some months
longer if he chose, his acceptance of a
candidature necessarily implies his re-
signation of that position ; and we have
no doubt that so soon as his resignation
is accepted at Ottawa he will enter upon
an active canvass, not only of the City
of St. John,but of the entire Province.”

We understand that many of the
gentlemen who signed the requisition
asking Mr. Tilley to stand for St. John
City, did so under the impression that
he would run as an independent candi-
date. A large number of the old
‘‘ Tilley Liberals ” joined in the requisi-
tion, and these declare that if he comes
out under the sgis of ‘‘ the Liberal-Con-
servative Chieftain,” Sir John Mac-
donald, they will neither support him
nor work for his election. 1t is, there-
fore, to be hoped that Mr. Tilley will
not, when he declares his political plat-
form, disappoint his many friends by
expressing his willingness to condone
the offences by which Sir John disgraced
Canada and he, himself, lost much
ground as a public man.

It is true that many of Mr. Tilley’s
friends have refused to believe that he
was guilty of personal knowledge of or
complicity in the political crimes of the
late Government, and when he defend-
ed Sir John, in that matter,it is believ-
ed that hethad been deceived by that
wily leader into a belief in his innocence.
His acceptance of the governorship was,
under such circumstances, allowable.
But if he is to come out as the ¢ Liber-
al-Conservative” Standard bearer in
New Brunswick in the approaching
election campaign, he will bitterly dis-
appoint many who have heretofore re-
spected him because they believed in his
political integrity. Mr. Tilley’s true
position in the coming election should
be one independent of both parties.

selected to suit friends who speculated
in lands at that place. They say they
are convinced that there was no founda-
tion for either statement.

Foreign “‘Articles.”

Some wicked persons pretend to say that
a large per centage of the sermonspreach-
ed in Great Britain by the beneficed clergy
are ‘‘ trade stock”’—that is prodpctions of
professional sermon-writers and intended
to supply the necessary theological pulpit
pabulum which lack of brains or exacting
parochial duties prevent incumbents from
preparing on their own account. We pre-
sume it was this reputed practice and an
occasional study of the editorial columns
of certain political journals, which sug-
gested to one of the editors of the Monc-
ton Témes the idea of offering, by public
advertisement, to furnish ready-made, or
stock editorials, to journals whose editors,
from being called from their legitimate
work by outside duties, or b of in-
tellegtual incapacjty, were unable(to do
their own writing. The editorials bf the
Advocate seem to boar the ‘‘stock” im-

impress so palpably as to cause the friends

of that paper great aln.rm, for however
able and incisive an editorial effort may
be,if it has a foreign air about it,the paper
in which it is published is sure to lose
caste and, at some time, suffer as a
public fraud. At one time our coutem-
porary’s columns were creditably filled,
because its editorials were written by a
gentleman of considerable good taste and
culture who had the advantage, for the
paper, of being a resident of Newcastle,s
and, therefore, identitied with North Shore
interests, but, nuw, there is a change, and
‘“ outside work” is playing ¢ ducks and
drakes” with the Advocate. An article on
the Westmorland Election in the issuc of
last week was a fair sample of the import-
ed editorials, as was also that unfortunate
effort iu which Mr. Anglin’s - position in
Gloucester was made to illustrate that ‘of
Mr. Mitchell in Northumberland and Mr.
Burns’ that of Mr. Snowball. The objec-
tion which stands against these stock, or
imported editorials is that they are not
written in full knowledge of the position
of the paper for which they are intended
and if they are published without what
may be locally objectionable being eli-
minated, they make those who father them
appear very ridiculous. We, therefore,
hope th: Advocate will make an effort to
stick to the home-made article, even if it
is naturally weak in everything save vul-
garity.

To the Methodist Dmtnct of Miramichi :—

Your Committee; in the discharge of the
duty assigned them, would submit the
following Report :—

First, we express our deep regret that
the Presbytery of Miramichi @1t it their
duty to give the public a Report, calling in
question the authority of the Methodist
Church to send her ministers to all who
will reccive their ministrations.

From reliable sources (it is a fact which
cannot be truthfully denied) we learn
that the people dwelling in that section
of country referred to in the Report,
for the forty years precediog the appoint-
ment of a Methodist,minister, were in great
destitution of the ministrations of Divine
Trath. The Report truthfully acknow-
ledges the erection of the church at Escu-
minac to be due to the labors of Rev. Mr.
Williams, our missionary, which church
was to be ““free to all Protestant ministers
to hold religious service in.”

At a subsequent meeting of those inter-
ested in its erection, the question was
raised as to what body of Christians the
church should be deeded, when it was
moved and seconded,and carried, with on-
ly two dissenting voices, that it be deeded
to the Methodist Conference.

The Report further states that the man
who so generously gave the land and deed-
ed the same to the Muthodist Conference,
thought that words were in the deed which
were not, reflecting either npon the honesty
or intelligence of the donor.

We further learn that this Committee,
in their examination of the Escuminac
-Church, at a meeting of the inhabitants
held for this purpose, was told that they
(the people) were perfectly satisfied with
the settlement of the church affair, and
that if they were called on to do it again
would ““drive the nail home they had so
wisely struck on the head,” and we are
informed that this Committee, before
parting with the friends at Escuminac.
expressed themselves as being satisfied
with their action and assured them that
nothing further would be written respect-
ing it. :

We are sorry that the Committee failed
to carry out the determination expressed
to the people that they should neither see
nor hear any more about their action in
this matter, which determination induced
one of the Trustees to write so approving-
ly of these gentlemen who affirmed they
were there in the interests of peace.

As Ministers cf that Church—so much
honoured by her exalted Head as in age
to possess the vigorand beauty of youth—
so expansive as to almost occupy he
Founder’s Parish—we still adhere to the
motto, * The friend of all, the enemy of
none.”

In counclusion, your Committee cannot
refrain from deprecating anything that
would appear in any way to disturb the
Christian fellowship and courtesy so long
existing between these two fruitful branch-
es of the Living Vine, the Methodist and
Presbyterian Churches.

An Injured Absentee.

Itis gradually leaking out, nnt\withstaml-
ing the efforts being made wmld it back
until the canvass for the Dominion Elee-
tion is in full blast. They had a meeting,
80 a Newecastle friend says, and required
the ‘‘conductors of the canvass” to reveal.
They said the l)epu\rtments at Ottawa
were still full of the faithful and they had
furnished ““ the old master ” with a copy
of that offer of the Chatham R;nl\r&y Com.
pany, made through their delegate;Mr.
Snowball, to sell the road to the Dominion
Government for some forty thousand dol-
lars. O, unheard of swindle! To think
of Mr. Snowball endeavoring to*get the
Dominicn Government to take the Chat-
ham Railway and run it in connectjon
with the Intercolonial! But that’s not
all. Failing to induce the Premier to
take the road, Mr. Snowball obtained a\
loan of rails for it and Mr. Mitchell didn’t |
approve of it. In fact heitold Mr. Mac-
kenzie, in the Commons last spring, that
the latter gave the rails to the road to in-
jure him. People will ask questions and
say—ls it an injury to Mr. Mitchell
that the Chatham Railway is running and
that it affords facilities for getting supplies
for lumberinen from Chatham to points in
the upper parishes and saves them bring-
ing their teams and themselves miles over
the most expensive portion of the route
between Chatham and the up-river dis-
tricts? Or,.is Mr. Mitchell injured by
the facilities which the road affords for
the shipment of fish and other freight from
the lower portion of the County? The
Advocate and Mr. Mitchell’s great trouble
over Mr. Snowball’s connection with the
Chatham Railway is that his large busi-
ness interests with the people of all parts
of the County required that he should
make great efforts to have the road oper-
ated. He and others felt that the Domin-
ion Government ought to buy and operate
it. As a delegate of the Company he en-
deavored to induee the Premier to meet
their views in the matter. Failingin one
direction he succeeded in another and ob-
tained the rails for the Company and, as
managing director, he has, at great ex-
pense to himself, kept the Road in opera-
_tion. Having spent a large sum of money
in the enterprise, he now seeks to
secure himself in the Road,as any prudent
business man would, and, for this,
Mr. Mitchell’s organ attacks Mr. Snow-
ball’s private character, threatens to pub-
lish proofs of its slanders and when chal-
lenged to do it—backs down. Mr. Mit-
chell is in no way injured by the Road.
He has vo busiuess connection with the
lumbermen, farmers and fishermen of the
up-river Parishes or of those down-river.
In fact he has cut himself clear of the
County and seeks to use it only as a means
for retaining a seat in Parliament. He
may rest assured, however, that he will
gain nothing by attacking his opponent in
connection with the Chatham Railway,
which he has always so persistently op-
posed. In fact, the day has gone by for
him to succeed by playing off different
sections of the County against each other
in railway or other matters. We hope he
will soon come to the County and let us
have his Chatham Railway story and not
keep it back until it will best suit his
political purposes. The electors of North-
umberlund are not in the humor to be
misled by stories told in a hole-and-corner
manner by those who, in retailing their
slanders, only illustrate their own person-
al transactions. But of that branch of
the subject we shall have more to say
at another time.

St. Mark’s, the new Church, Dougls-
town, which has just been completed, is
a neat editice in the Giothic style of archi-
tecture, highly creditable to the people of
that locality.

The building rests on a stone founda-
tion and has a pitched roof with a tower
10} feet square and 45 feet high, partially
projecting from the front. It is orna-
mented with adjoining buttresses at
the front corners, which terminate
in pi les “with pediments between
them. From the tower springs a sexagon-

al belfry, ten feet high, with louvre win-

dows, and from this again, a spire 35 feet
high, terminating in a gilt weather vane.
In the tower is the éntrance to the church, .
and above it a gothic window with a tre-
foil over it. The entrance is reached by a
spacious flight of steps. At the front

building, at the end of which there is a

to give additional room in the rear of the
pulpit. The finish beneath the eaves is a
dental cornice.

The entrance o the Church is through
a vestibule formed by the tower, having
doors opening into the two aisles on either
side. The interior of the building is 65
ft. x 34 foet, with 19 feet - post. It is
lighted by 6 lancet windows on either
side, with two smaller ones on either side
the alcove in rear of the pulpit. The
ceiling is flat with a recess 3 ft. deep and
20 ft. wide, The frame of the roof con-
sists of six trusses with ornamental
brackets resting in corbels on the wall
The woodwork of the ceiling is of stained
pine, and both it and the walls are of
pure white, the latter being wainscoated
to a height of about 3 feet, and painted a
drab color. There are two side aisles
nicely laid with cocoa nut matting. The
pews are of a segmental form, there being
two tier in the centre and one. on either
side next the wall. They are fitted with
walnut rails and arms terminating in
scrolls. - The ends are painted in oak, and
they are without doors. The tower pro-
jects some 6 feet into the church, and jm-
mediately adjoining it is a raised platform,
with six stalls or seats for the choir.

The pulpit consists of a semicircular
platform two feet high ; the frout is orna-
mented with walnut brackets and a dent-
tal cornice, and the panels are so skilfully
painted insatin wood as almost to deceive
the eye. The platf is sur ted
with a light balustrade which descends
with the stairs on either side, terminating
in handsome walnut newels, the rail being
of the same material, and the balusters of
black ash. Upon the platform is a small
desk with adjustable top furnished with
crimson velvet cushion, upholstered with
cord and tassels. The platform is neatly
carpeted and very roomy, owing to the al-
cove or recess in the rear which with its
two sidelights gives a pleasant relief to
this end of the Church, and ,avoids the
dead monotony of a blank wall. The
whole interior of the church is in excellent
taste and keeping and leaves nothing to
be desired.

The Building Committee consisted of
Messrs. Alex.
