Rowley, of the Bank of Nova Scotia, 
Kingston, Jamaica. Mr. Rowley tells 
of the recent earthquake there and the 
dangers all passed through. He says 
all are well and what the people need 
is confidence and pluck. The bank has 
opened a branch and is doing business 
under difficulties but it is doing it* 
best under the circumstances.

Mr. Rowley, in speaking of the earth­
quake, said that the bank staff was 
saved by the presence of mind of Mr. 
Murray, of Nova Scotia, who is assist­
ant manager. He kept them all at work 
in the bank, otherwise they would have 
gone out in the street and as the walls 
of the bank fell out in the street they 
would have been killed in all probabil­
ity. Mr. Rowley says that the house 
where he lived at some distance from 
the bank, was completely destroyed.

It is surely to be desired 
that at any critical moment, calling 
for military action in defense of public 
order, the republic should feel safe un­
der the protection, not only of a paid 
soldiery, but of her loyal citizens at 
large.”

Eaton, founder of the T. Eaton Co., 
Limited, and one of the merchant 
princes of Canada, died this morning 
at his home.

The experience of the United 
States had shown that once a duty 
was imposed on wool it was followed 
by higher duties on goods made from 
wool. Canada could not afford to 
adopt a policy of that kind.

Mr Caldwell, North Lanark, having 
some experience as a woollen manu­
facturer, pointed out that the great 
bulk of wool imported was of a higher 
class than the home grown article, 
which had practically no competition.
