The Sirdine industry is
at the bottom of it all but qrite naturally
the abundance of herring bad eomething
to do with the great catch this season.
*‘Spudging” finds no place in the 3+and-
ard Dictionary. but 1t does fied & very im-
portant place in the lives of the sardine
fiskermen of St. Andrews, scores of whom
bave been dipping honest doliars out of
he water every pight by tbis process of
fishing.
The term ““spudgirg” is applied to the
catching ot fish by dip nets from the open
water. Tho ou'fit cf a spudger is not very
elaborate. A boat, a !srge dip net to
take Lhe fish ..om thke water, 8 smsllir
one to bale them into the buyer's err't, a
pair of oars, and a pair of stont aras to
pull them, embrace the tout ¢nsemble of a
tpudger‘s outfit.

The French woman who is at all ambitious
to be fashionably dressed thinks more o!
suiting her garments to her especial style,
that she may look her very best, than she
does of anything novel or odd in design.
How she looks in the costume is s far
more important side of the question than
the costume itself, so there is great hope
for the future of the short skirt in the
French woman‘s hands. It certainly wil]
be chic in some way.

The magic difference may be all in the
coat that is worn with it, but it will be
there just the same. The real tailor made
severity which the English woman dotes
on, has never found favor in Paris, and
there is no prospect that it ever will since
masculine features in woman‘s dress do not
in any way appeal to the French woman‘s
ideal of becoming attire.

It is said that the attempt to launch the
short skirt into favor ia Paris originated in
the desire to make the tailor suit less suit—
able for receptions and other afternoon
functions, and to bring in the costumes of
silk or velvet. It was a sort of leading up

to this ides when the tailors began to
make silk gowns in the spring, and all!the
dressmakers tell you that silk and velveg
gowns are to be very much worn.

It is no use to say that they will oust
the cloth gowns.irom favor, for that is im-
possible just at present. Handsome cloth
gowns with long skirts are quite as popu-
lar as ever, especially in the light tints.
Every woman who desires to be fashionably
dressed cannot afford a velvet costume, so
the pratty soft cloths will suffice for her

reception and calling gown.
. However, the short skirted tailor-made

gown is one of the fashionable necessities
of a stylish ontfit. Bu! you must study
the Parisian’s elaboration of it if you would
have the correct thing. She wears a Louis
XV. coat or s modification of it, with her
short skirt which is hung and fitted to give
the best possible lines to the figure. The
coat skirts extend well over the hips made
with flat plsits st the back, and there are
pocket flaps, small reversand buttons for
a fioish.

The sleeves sre flowing, with turned-up
cuffs and inside frills of silk and lace, and
then there is sn cmbroidered waistcoat
falling loose and quite innocent of any
curves. Her skirt just clears the ground
nicely, but the coat is so jaunty and stylish
that the skirt attracts very little attention.

E‘on coats and short coats with basques
are also worn, but they are not severe in
style. One thing which is sure to militate
azainst any great popularity of the short
skirt in Paris is that the women walk very
little in comparison with their English and
Americen sisters.

It is astonishing how rapidly we are los-
ing sight of the original idea of the tailor-
made gown. {Really the only remaining
festure to hold its name is that it is made
by the tailor. In order to keep his bus-
iness at all he has had to branch out into
the more decerative style of work, and
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trespass on the dressmaker’s province, so
he makes every kind o! gown for every
kind of function. His artis not spplied
nlone to the coat and skirt gown, for he
makas the complete frock with a dressy
bodice, and has been doing this sort of
work for some time.

A great many of the models for tailor
gowns originate in Vienna, and they are
something between the Eaglish severity
and the glorified Parisian costume. The
Viennese tailor considers ‘the work aund
finish of greater importance than much
trimming, so he confines the decorations
chiefly to stitchings and strappings and
arabesque designs of cloth. KEton coats
with rather long tab points seem t> be a
favorite model.

Gowns of zibeline are strapped with
smooth faced cloth of the same color, but
panne velvet and silk) are both used for
aTr-a?ping. Combining velvet with smooth
cloth for & dressy gown is one of the sea-
son‘s fancies. Thaoloth is in s light
shade of brow:[] with a darker fJone of
velvet which forms a panel in front,a bord-
er around the hem, the train and the coat.
A scroll ornament of white silk cord con-
fines the plaits at the back, and the fronts
drape up in bolero form over a corselet belt
ot embroidery on cresm cloth.

A band of the embroidery finiahes the
collar and forms the cuffe and wristbands.
A frill of lace falls over the cloth under-
sleeve, but the upper sleeve is of velvet.
One advantage of this mode of combining
materials is the suggestion it ogers for
making over old gowns.

Velvet appears again on a cloth gown in
a narrow band with a piping of white silk
finishing all the edges. Another use of it,
on the third gown of dark blue cloth, is in
the vest, which makes a pretty contrast in
the solt shade of pinkish red used so much
this se:son. It ie especirlly prety with
dark kive, and with gray. aleo ¢ mbined
with a narrow tand ot white cloth on whi ‘h
is a scroll desigo in narrow gold #nd white

braid. This shade of red velvet is extreme-
ly effective on the bodice ot a blue cloth

alegant lor the hesvy materials. Some of
be cloth gowns made with a bodice show
t little position of some sort at the back
These short bands of cloth stitched down
on three box-plaits form one pretty model
The plaited portion is & whole piece. of
course, the plaits widening like the bands
towards the lower ¢dge. The hemp lace
miade by the Italians, is another trimming
for the cloth, gown.

Rough materials ia light, delicate blues
and grays and biscuit tints make some very
stunning gowns. One in pale blue, for ¢x-
ample, bas & double skirt effect, each
edge trimmed with one of the fancy silk
braids in white with black dots. By the
way, it is well to remember the fancy braids
this season, as they were never before so
varied, never half so pretty as they are now
There are all sorts of mixtures, but noth-
ing oles is gnite so tascinating as the black
and white.

One very effective trimming in black is
a silk serpentine braid in different widths,
each scallop widening almost into a point.
All the braids.are flexible, soft and glossy,
80 they are easily arranged in any design.
Something called the new art braid is so
pliable that you can giveit differentishapes
by stretching it in places,

Another feature of trimming shown in
the shops is an embroidery on both black
and white taffets, which is cut out in differ-
ent designs on one edge and embroidered
by macmine in imitation of hand work.

No other atm o

pheric phenomenon takes so large a toil ofs
human life and destroyes so great an

amount of property. The tornado is

«cvastaticr is narrow.  On the other band,
the burricane is periodical; the swath it
cuts is 1 500 2 000 miles wide; and at the
heigbt ot its fury, a8 at Galveston, it slays
its thousends where the tornado kil's it
tens. Finally, the tornado is otien a by-
blow of the hurricane. It rides on the
wings of the (re 'er wind, and atiends it
as famine or pr» ilcnce attends war.
A few yesrs ago these vast storms were
technically called cyclcnes, though that
term was also and erroneously empioyed
to des ignate the small, whirling storm born
of the little black cloud no bigger than a
man’s bend, which is properly sperking
the tornado. Why the name ha. b.en
changed is not clear ; perhaps because the
word burricane has a more territying
sound than cyclone.
Originally the term burriane wes ap-
plied to storms of the West Indies, jost
a8 t yphoon was associated with storms o
the Esst Indies and the Chins Sea.

The constant coming and going
of parishoners at the old home made it im-
possible for the novelist to enjoy the pn
vacy and immunity from interruption ne
cassary to the prosecution of his literary
lsbors, and compelled bim to fiand 8 work-
ing-place away from his parents house.

He had jast entered into the full enjoy-
ment of this arrangement when he discov-
ered that his absence from the family roo
was a sourco of keen anxiety to his mother
who could not bring herself to rolinqiish
her motherly solicitude for the comtfort of
her son.

Immediately on learning of her anxiety
the son asked permission to spend his
nights in his old room under the family
root, using his apartments in Buckingham
street simply as a place in which to do his
work.

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The grovp wis titticg in the emoking
zoom of &0 vptown bot! end the talk bad
turned upon a stiff game of poker played
the pight before. Every one had a bigh
play story to tell. Finally the old Indian
figbter, who wen his title of Colonel befere
be left sctive service bebind him, took bis
«igar from bis mouth and plunged into the
«conversation. .

«You may talk about your dead game
p>orts and your nervy gamblers,’ he said in
A‘qnick, crackliny voice that sounded like
xifle fire, ‘but you con't kzow anything
about the gembls, mevia unless you bave
lived among Indians. I believe they are
born with the ge mbling fever raging in their
blood. They'll bet on an)thing; they'll
play anything; they’il etak : anythir g. I've
seen a whole village stark, staring mad vver
play. What is more, I've known a whele
villsge to be lost at play—bouscs. horees,
cattle, wives, everythirg of value the place
held.

Indian gambling isnt what it used to be.
The Government has imposed restrictions
that hold the vice within limits but the
passion 18 there just the same, sand in most
of the tribes the Indians would rather play
the poker or monte than do anything else
in the world.

They are good losers, Ill say thut for
them. Ive seen them lose everything they
ownelin the world without makiog a sign,
and go away uuusually cheerful. They
seemed to think they bad bad their moneys
worth of fun.

Oace up North three Irjuns froma
settlement twenty miles awey came into
our villoge and went up sgainet three
Hurons at platter. They played all night
snd half of the next day. The visitors got
rid of everything portable they had except
their clothbes, and fital'y they put up their
beaded leggings. The leggings W re
added to the home players pile, and the
three losers went home barelegged through
three feet of srow, but in the best of
epirits.

‘Out amorg the Ircquois, one night, a
young brave plryed Lubbub until he lost
four horses, all his money, bis gun and
hnives end blaukets and provisions and
hie two wives. Tucn be etarted in on bis

«ornaments and got cown to his clothes and
pever stopp:d playing unil ke stood as
naked a8 when he czwme inte the world.

«He dido’c want to let up then. He
cficred to stake himsclf, to play for hie
servitude for a certain length of time.
Thst wesn’t an urusual tking among Indisn
gomblera in the old days; but this ycung
Ircqriois opponent wouidn‘t huve it, eo the
game bed to stop.

‘What's bubbub,¢ acked one of the
li. teners, as the Colonel stopped to nurse
bis cigar.

«Oh it's a dice game. Ths whites taught
the Indians to use c:rds, and poker and
monte sre the great gomes now on the
reservations but the whites did’nt teach the

Indisns to gamble. The Indiens knew all
about that, long beiore they ever saw a

white face. Each tribe has it’s own games
and they use a good many of them yet.

“They are sll varistiops ot the bone
games or strawgames. The northern In-
dians went in for platter. They took 8
wooden bowl and put dice in it, usually
six dice were made of bone, colored ditfer-
@ntly on the two opporite sides.

¢A crowd lined up, two lines facing each
other, and the two sides elocted casters or
throwers. S.me Icjuns bad crack reput
ations at casters. They were supposed to
own very powerful fetiches, or have some
sort of magic power over the dice.

¢A caster took the bowl, thumped it on
the ground tifl the dice jumped and then
twirled it fast so that the dice went spin-
nning sround. Everybody set up a how! of
invocation and charm, ‘Come seben, come
s]eben,’ isn’t in it with a platter exhortation.

«When the bowl stopped twirling tae
side whose color was shown most in the
dice won. The system of counting points
varied. BSometimes it was tremendously
complicated. I've knowna crowd of
Indians;to stick at & platter game for &
week at a stretch.
sHubbub was & dice game, too, but the
dice were thrown from band, more in crap
fashion, and everybody yelled ‘Hub, hub,
hub,’ all the time. You could hear a
hubbub game halt a mile off.

¢ The women were great on hubbub too.
The squaws were as daft over gambling as
the men were, (in many of the tribes, but
they never bad much money to lose, 20
they bad to play a low limit.

¢ Ten-cent monte is the ¢q w’s game in
the Southwest, and penny azte poker suits
the Northern squaws, but the braves are
plungers.

Out in Oregon the Indians play with
wmark: d besver teeth or muskrat teeth in-
stead of bone dice, and the D:kotas used
to use plum etones. The U:ahs liked to
live up as if they were goiag to play platter
but, instead, the couples facing each other
played together cn their own hook, throw-
ing hend dice.

¢ Tbe Nz Pcrces were gamblers from
'way back. They wouldn’t stop at any-
thicg. Family or group gambling was a
specialty with them, family agsinst family
you kuow, and th.y didn't stick at gam‘-
ling themeelves into slavery.

There are other bone games besides the
dice games. The Chinooks and Cilkats
favorite game was to teks two emall bones
one mirked and one unmarked, shuffl:
them in the bands, and then let the oppon-
ent guess under which fioger acd in which
hand the marked bone was.

Almost all the tribes had some game of
that sort and they'd play the foolish simple
game by the day and go wild over it,
Tbey are just natural born gamblers.
Thbats a fact. They'l bet on anything.
Taey*ll put up their last cent on a horse
race or foot race, and they‘ll bet on toma-
bawk tbrowing, knife throwing, arrow
shooting—anything that has an element of
chanse in i,

They cLeat like the devil, too. It ient
a disgrace. To be able to cheat success-
fully is s feather in an Indians cap, an
honor. To be canght chesting ient in the
leaet diegraceful form a moral point ef
view, but an Indian‘s ashamed of it be
cauee it marks him as stupid and bungling.

‘In my day an Indian was as proud of
being a great gambler as of being & grest
wirrior. Some of the Indians played on
the eqiare, though.

Taocre was Q 1clcpah.  His bonesty was
a proverb. There was a raying When one
plays with Quelepab, the game is honest
and the limit is what one wills. H: wasa
protessional gambler, a solvmn, thin, cada-
versus cuss who seldom spok:and never
emiled.

I knew him oxzce, but I never played
with bim. He was still travelling ten
vears ago, but he may be dead now.
There were a good wany professioral In.
disn gamblers in my day, but there are
few now. The Mexicans fill the role.
Mexicsn gamblers o out on regular tours,
tbrough the Sierra country and go back to
Mexican towns loxded down with lndian
money.

‘Quelepsh used to travel with two other
Indiens as & body pusrd, vill cinous 1ooking
Apeches they were, with big screpping
records. You eee b made enemies and he
coived mouey, 80 be did rot care to travsl
slone. Toe Indinus in the vilisge always
knew when Le was coming and saved up
money for weeks to plsy witk him.

*Tuen cre ¢ay Le would come rising in
on a scrublby ponyt
the gronnd, rqu A we hosine it ond tak
out his werie cads  Fbe Apacies sat,
one on each side of hum. All the Indians
crowded around bim, wild to play. He
gave them nll a chan.e. He never left
until be had cleuned the villege out
thoreugbly.

¢Then he rode away. No one bore him
a grudge. They were all ready to wel-
come him when he c:me sgsin. There
were all sorts ot cr.zy rumors about a
wondertul fetich bo had.

*You see, every Indian bas unbounded

uWN Gils b.avket ou

belief in luck. He believzs implicity in
his fetich. That is the resson be is not
afraid to plunge. He has full taith in his
own charmed esilsman. «f it fails bim
once, that is only becauss it runs up
sgainst s more powerful charm, It will
make bim win out next tima.

*The Crees have a stick game that was
slways oo much for my mathematics.
They tske sn odd number of litte sticks,
say 51 or 101. One player holds a sharp
bone in his hand and dividee the sticks
into two piles; the odd number wins.

*They do it like ligntning. They don’s
seem to bave to count, Then, again, the
sticks bave diffurent lengths and values,
and the calculation beats any higher tri
gonomentry you ever saw, but those stupid
Crees can do it 1 ke a shot.

¢ The most dramatic of the stick and
bene-games is one that is more or less com-
mon all through th: tribes. Two lin:s of
players face each other. Two chiefs are
chosen. One chief takes the bone. He goes
through all sorts of weird movements and
coztortions and gesticulations, passes the
bone from one band to another. &:.

¢« Heo passes or pretends to pass it to the
Indian nex! bim, who goes through the
same sort of performance. The whole sids

is soon swaying and mouthing ani gesti-

culating and grunting, using every dram-
atic trick to Lide where the bone really is

It’s worth sceing.

* It one of the opposing side thinks he
csn place the bone or straw ke tries it.

The Land be points at is held cu:. If it
bolds the bone the gu.sser’s side scores.
It it is empty, the gursser’s side loses.

‘Down on the U.e sgency, years ego
all the men of a village played that bon
gsme, with a band ot Navajoes, and los®
the whole village to the wisitors: didn't
save a scrap ot anything. The Utes swept
on & raid, though, and evened things up.

‘Whenever any of the reservation lands
are opened up and the Governmet pay:
the Indiaus for the land, there are bigh old
times emoog the Indian gamblers. I re-
member when the Cherokee Strip was
opened, the Indians known there held a
reguler gambling festival. Everybody
played. There were ten Iudians in one
place who got their $700 apiece one day
and sat down to play bones, five on a side.
They played for fourteen hours straight.
Tuen the game broke up. Five Indians
had $1,400 apiece. The other five didc't
have & copper cent.

‘Don’t talk to me about your gamblers
down here. The Indians are the real
thing.’
