Ottawa, Jan. 31.—In 1891 Sir Rich­

Tru- 
it was not the first time in the history of the Dom­
inion that testimonials of money or value have been 
made to public men, even to men in office, 
had been made under the circumstances that surrounded 
ibis latest example. In the case of Sir John A. Mac­
Donald long ago, when he was shorn of power and pros­
trated with illness, a provision was made by his friends 
for the support of his family. To Sir Hector Langevin 
a silver service and testimonial of considerable value 
■were given when he was a minister In office, to Mr. 
Costigau, also a minister, a house in Ottawa was donat­
ed, and Mr. Ross, of Ontario, after he had passed from 
active ministerial service, received a money testimonial 
from his friends. These instances practically exhaust 
the list of known gifts to Canadian statesmen, and the 
list is gratifyingly small.

If there is any difference in the application of the rigorous 
rule that denies gift-tnking .to officials, it is graduated 
by the scope of, and discrimination in, the service. This 
consideration particularly distinguishes the position held 
by a minister of the Crown, and differentiate him from 
the petty and even the higher official. What is for­
bidden to both might be forgiven in the case of the 
routine official, whose duties are prescribed and narrow, 
and without much discretion in action, but must be 
rigidly insisted upon in the case of one who has ijirge 
discretion, has power to vary and remit, who often both 
fixes and exacts the conditions, and whose latitude of 
patronage or power is wide.

New York, .Tan. 31.—The financial 
community was Interested chiefly to­
day in the announcement that the 
Hurriman companies would expend 
4«.i.OOO.OOO In the improvement of that 
system. The decision of the Union 
Pacific and Southern Pacific manage­
ments to undertake so important a 
project at this time was accepted as 
a significant expression of confidence 
in present and prospective conditions.
The action indicated a continuation 
of the policy of the late E. H. Harri- 
man, of anticipating the development 
of traffic requirements.

The distribution of the funds 
saiy to carry out the project over a 
period of five years relieves the 
pa nies of financial strath. Wall Street 
received the news too late In the day 
to digest It thoroughly, but first Im­
pressions were favorable and bellied 
to impart a tone of strength to the 
market at. the close.

The Harrlman project and the quar­
terly report of the United States Steel 
Corporation, which came out after 
the dose of the market, were the 
noteworthy features of the day which 
was barren of important news other­
wise. The statement of the Steel 
Corporation for the final quarter of 
1910 shows earnings of $25,991,000. 
with net earnings of $20,462,000. At 
first blush the statement would seem 
disapoiuting. The gross showing fur 
the quarter was several millions be­
low expectations, this being partly 
due to the low returns for the last 
month of the year. Earnings for the 
year aggregating $141.1144.000. make 
a very favorable comparison with 
those of 1909 ami 1908. which,
$131,491,000 and $91,845.000 respec­
tively. Chairman Gary spoke in a 
most emphatic way on the immediate 
future of the industry.
