Belfast, July 9—The first meeting
);iuce it was formed of the Ulster pro-
visional government has been called
for tomorrow at the request of Sir
Edward Carson, the Ulster Unionist
leader.

According to Captain James Craig,
the result of the meeting will have an
important bearing on the Irish situa-
tion, but he declared that there is no
intentiou on the part of the Ulsterites,
whatever happens, to st up a parlia-
ment for themselves in Ulster. They
claimed the right merely to hold the
province in trust for the constitution
of the United Kingdom jn order that
Ulster should continue to be an in-
tegral portion of the British empire.

The -clauses of the constitution of
the provisional government which un-
til now have not been exposed ex-
pressly provide. that “upon the resto
ration of the direct imperial govern-
ment the provisional government shall
cease to exist,” and “the provisional
government, while it is in power, shall
maintain and enforce all the statute
jaws now in forco in Ireland other
than the statute establishing a home
rule government.”

Arrangements have been made to
yecelve Sir Edward Carson on bis ar
rival tomorrow. Four hundred Ulster
volunteers armed with rifles, with fix-
ed bayonets will escort him to the
place of meeting.

MEET TODAY

WHY THE IRISH

IDLUNTEERS
" OREANIZEL

President of U, Irish League
Says They Were Formed as
Counter Movement to Ulster
Army—Redmond Now in
Control,

Philadelphia, July 9.—Michael J.
Ryan, president of the United Irish
League of America, today gave out a
statement concerning the Irish Na-
tioual-Volunteer movement, and its ef-
forts in favor of houie rule. Mr. Ryan's
statement follows:

“In view of the organization under
Sir ldward Carson of the so-called
Ulster Volunteers, a counter move-
ment has been started. There has
been crganized a very considerable
body of friends of home rule. Thoy
are known as the Irish Volunteers,
and they purpese to aid the govern.
ment in executing the law. This has

had a most striking effect on the poli-|

tical situation and has strengthened
the hands of Mr. Redmond, who de:
sires that the movement shall go for.
ward with the utmost rapidity.

“For a time there was a danger
that the organization would pass into
the hands of a small but clamorous
body_of Irishmen whe have consistent-
ly opposed Mr. Redmond and who for
vears have attacked the parliamentary
party and proved an obstacle to home
rule. That danger has now passed, and
the control of the Irish Volunteer
movement by practicaly unanimous
consent is vested in the
Irish leader, ‘who has
movement to success. -

“The people of America
thize with the Irish in their struggle
can now be assured that any ald they
give the Irish National Volunteer
movement will not go amiss, but they
should not be misled by any appeals
that do not come from the friends of
Mr. Redmond.”

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION
OF EVERY PERSON ONGE
A YEAR, MEDICOS 5SUGGEST

Many Ills Could Thus be De-
tected and Prevented from
Advancing to a Dangerous
Degree.

Toronto, July 9. That in the opin-
fon of the members of the Ontario
Medical Council of the College of
Physicians and Surgeons, uwing to the
number of unfortunate deaths during
the past year, it would seem a very
wise provision towards the preserva-
iton of human life for every individual
to submit to a physician at least once
a year, so that any diseases or bodily
ills could be detected before they ad-
vanced to a dangeroys degree.”

This resolution prepared by Sir Jas.
Grant of Ottawa, met with the unani-
mous approval of the delegates to the
annual meeting of the Medical Coun-
cil, now in sessi in Toronto. S8ir
James Grant mentioned numerous
deaths from diseases which, had they
been taken in hand in time, could have
been checked and eventually cured.
He pointed out that while an examih-
ation might prevent years of suffer
ing, it only occupied a few minutes,
and the cost was very small in com-
parison with the bills for medical at-
tendance, which must come in when
the i1l advanced to a stage where the
person was incapacitated.

Mr. F. 'W. Hinsdale, who is in To-
ronto preéparing for the actual opera-
tion of the Workmen’s Compensation
Act, addressed the doctors this morn-
ing
“Theré 18 no doubt in my mind but
that the Ontario Act is an ideal one
and that every contingency has been
provided for,” said Mr, Hinsdale, That
physicians vkuld be in a much better
position after the act went inta force
than they were now was another state-
ment made by Mr. Honsdale.

Ambassador Page  Announces
Pact Being Arranged—Pro-

vides for Commission to Ar-
bitrate Disputes.

London, July 9.—The American Am-
bassador, Walter H. Page, speaking at
the peace centenary meeting in the
Metropolitan Tabernacle tonight, made
reference to'a new treaty between the
United States and Great Britain.

After referring to the cordial rela-
tions now prevailing between the
United States and Great Britain, and
complimenting Viscount Bryce on the
part he played in clearing up all dif-
ferences between the two countries,
the Ambassador saig it was the policy
of the American people to have an al-
liance with none; where there was
perfect friendship alliances were not
needed.

The old arbitration treaty between
the two countries, however, had been
renewed for another period, and he
was free to announce that a new
treaty was being concluded whereby a
commission was to be set up to which
either government could refer any
question arising between them. Both
governments, he added, promised not
to begin hostilities until this commis-
sion had investigated matters and
submitted its report.

That treaty, the Ambassador de-
clared, was now virtually completed.
The announcement evoked a great out-
burst of cheering.

Those Going Out :of Canada
Mostly ‘Floating Class of
Foreign Labor — thcomers
are of Best Type Obtainable.

Ottawa, July 9—A curious situation
as regards immigration to Canada
promises to prevail at the end of the
present year. According to present
expectations for the first time in many
years emigration from the dominion
will be gréater than immigration to it.

This is due to the fact that there
are more foreigners, such as Ukrani-
ans, Galicians, Roumanians- and the
like, leaving the country than there
are coming in. Immigration this year
is' expected to amount to not mofe
than 150,000 instead of 350,000 which
is the usual number. The immigra-
ion department has discontinued its
advertising in the old country for im-
migrants and has on the other hand
made it known that no newcomers
are desired except those prepared to

‘180 on the land immediately after their
“{arrival and with sufficlent money to

be able to' do this.

Still he
believes there are immense profits to
be had in the business or perbaps he
buys apything thet will fit his small
trade, He may, or may not, know that
there is the greatest difference in
the quality of fox fur and so long as
the foxes look dark with silver he
will be ready to pay many times thelr
value. On the other hand, the purchas-
er may be unwilling to take the advice
of anyone save himself. On inquiry he
learns that he can fmport a fox for
a modest sum and further find that
he can produce a mate from some ir-
responsible dealer. Then he congratu-
lates himself on being well and cheap
ly established in the business. He has
bought in a hap-hazard way and where
he thought he could get the best bar-
gain his chief thought having been
to get foxes, set them downsin a pen
and hjs fortune would be assured, but
in ten chances to one he will not sue-
ceed in this way. Sometimes the craf-
ty fox-breeders may keep several
grades of foxes in their ranch, may
show the anxious and unsuspecting
purchaser an account sales obtained
for his best stock and deliver to him
foxes which are just dark enough to
decelve him. Many dealers are handl-
ing a very inferior grade of foxes even
though they may look black. For in-
stance, there is the brown black, the
rusty black, the pale silver, etc., all
of which are undesirable. Some ran-
ches are even going into red foxes but
the day of cheap foxes to my mind is
done before it begins. The large pro-
fits obtalned from good silvers are
tempting many to buy anything so
long as it is a fox, this policy will kill
itself automatically.

Remember the most important things
that go to make up a high priced fox
are as follows: He must be heavily
furred, whether black or silver it mat-
ters little, provided the quality be
good. A blue black will not fade and
will stand until it is worn out. A
brown black will fade more and more,
until the owner is ashamed to wear
it.

Dr. Hodgett's Speaks on Public Health
in Canada

At the general session of the Can-
adian Medical Association last even-
ing Chas. A. Hodgetts, M. D, L. R. C.
P, Lord, D. P. H, medical adviser
to the commission of conservation de-
livered an interesting address on pub-
lic health on Canada. He said in part
In making a selection of the special
phases of public health work to em-
phasize, so that results might follow,
it was not the paucity of subjects
which made the matter difficult, but
rather the number of important and
pressing ones; for the demands made
upon the sanitarian by reason of the
advancements in modern medicine on
the one hand and the desire of the pub-
lic for guidance, education and action
on the other, are constantly increas-
ing and are far more exacting than
they were even a decade ago. Out of
a plethora, the few gelected for consid-
eration will, T trust, prove not only
interesting, but may in some small de-
gree be of general benefit,

For a clear conception of the sub-
ject matter that 18 to follow it is es-
sential we possess in common some
idea as to what is ‘health’ and what is
implied by the term ‘public health.'
The wordg of a well-known American
sanitarian are more appropriate than
any definition I might advance—as to
the former, he states, “Health is a
state of physical and moral equilibri-
um, a normal functioning of body,
mind and soul. It is the state when
work is a pleasure, when the world
looks good and beautiful, and the bat-
tle of life seems worth while. Health
is the antithesis of disease, degenera-
tion and crime.

“The laws of health are as inexora-
ble as the law of gravitation, as exact-
ing as eternal justice, as relentless as
fate, and their violation is the begin
ning and cause of all disease, suffer
ing and sin.

Indeed, so rapld has been
the expamsion and so great are the
demands made by the public for the
immediate adoption of what are often
merely fads that the busy medical of-
ficer of health is apt to forget that his
firat duty and attention is to the main-
enance of the old and well tried, the
established principles of hygiene, not
forsaking any one of those which time
and practice have proved and found
to be sound in their preservation of
man’s health and vigor,

While holding to the cardinal prin-
ciples of the past the medical officer
of health must be ever alert in reach-
ing out for the new—being guarded
not to be led away on the waves of
popular enthusiasm, lured by the si-
rens who parade before him this or
that particular fad as being a panacea
for this or that particular disease or
social evil. His first consideration is
the protection of the individual by the
adoption of means known to be effec-
tive,

Not S8omething for Faddists to Play
With.

Publio health is not a branch of the
public service to be exploited by pseu-
do-philantrophists and faddists nor yet
are its duties simply police in char-
acter—the department is one to be
controlled by an expert medical officer
whese duty it is to adopt, carry out
and, if need be, enforce all sane and
sanitary. measures which have for
their objéet the prevention of disease
and the eenservation of health.

40 fulfil te the utmost his
W6 state—so 1t is the duty
of the nafion ‘for sanitary, social, as
well as for economic reasons that
everything done along public health
lines should be national in character.
Unfortunately for us in Canada this
particular phase of the subject has
been neglected and although there is
no authority for it in the British North
American Act, public health was in
1871 allowed to lapse to the various
provincial governments, and now each
of the nine provinces of the Confed-
erated Dominion controls public health
each under a different statue law and
without any reference each to the
other or to the Dominion as a whole
It is quite true there is an officer
of the Dominien government known
as the director general of public health
who is also sanftary adviser to the fed-
eral authorities but his duties extend
simply to matters of quarantine, the
administration of the leprosy lazar-
ettes and the supervision of the Pub.
lic Works Health Act—this officer un-
fortunately has nothing to do with
such important health questions as
the Medical Inspection of Immigrants
—the matter of pure food—the preven-
tion of the pollution of international
waterways, the collection and elabor-
atlon of vital statistics or any of the
questions which have a bearing upon
the health of the people generally. For
all practical purposes health is merely
provincial without a co-ordination
along national lines.

As regards the provincial depart-
ment of health it is not my wish to
convey the idea that at the present
Juncture in our history they be sup-
erceded, on the contrary they must be
fostered and strengthened.
The nationalizing of our
work is not as difficult as at first sight
would appear. For this purpose the
federal government should create a
department of health. The desired
end would be secured if the director
general of public health were givend
full powers to organize the ds part-
ment, and that he be placed under one
of the present cabinet ministers whose
department is not as large as that to
which *he is now attached and in
which he is swamped.

Have we not, in striving for a pure
milk supply, merely played into the
hands of large corporations and, with-
out assuring to the public generally a
pure milk supply at the minimum cost,
given the corporations the opportunity
to juggle with prices whiles playing
with names?
Milk is a necessity of lite, nay more,
it is a weapon for death and the means
of the slaughter of the innocents. It
is the most subtle food commodity
that we have because of it inherent
principles, the method of its produc-
tion, collection, storage and distribu-
tion, yet the only attempt made so far
by sanitarians and veterinarians has
been along the lines of inspection of
dairy cattle and dairies and the exam-
ination of milk samples.

Municipalizing of Milk Supply
Feasible

Certain it is the municipalizing of
our milk supplies has much to com-
mend it to the serious consideration
of the public—it is feasible, is along
sanitary lines and would be efficient.
And with a natural uniform standard
for milk there would be no necessity
for the various brands so confusing
to the health officer and confounding
to the housewife,

The important question of the tu-
berculosis infection of milk has re-
ceived further light upon it through
the work of Dr. A. Philip Mitchell at
the laboratory of the Royal College
of Physiclans at Edinburgh, who re-
ports upon the examination of 201
samples of the supply of that citv—
the report is interesting by reason of
the method adopted to ascertain the
presence of the tubercle bacilli.

“The samples of milk were collected
in the morning in sterilized pitchers,
and brought imediately to the Royal
College of Physicians’ laboratory. A
pint of milk was brought from each
milk shop. After allowing the milk
to sediment during the day in a ster-
ilized separation funnel in the ice
chamber, the sediment was withdrawn
and centrifugalized in the evening.|
The cream and supernatant milk were
then poured off, and the deposit (mix
ed with a small’ quantity of milk, gen-
erally about five c.c.) was inoculated
into the guinea-pigs (subcutaneously
intraperitoneally.) The animals
were allowed to live from four to five
weeks.

The following is the referemce to
veterinary inspection as made by Dr.
Mitchell in his conclusions:

“Steps must, in the first place, be
taken to establish a sufficient staff
of veterinary inspectors. But .veterin
ary inspection cannot do everything.
According to Delepine, it is practical
ly impossible for the veterinary sur-
geon unaided to discover by ordinary
inspection early tuberculous lesions of
the udder. Further, it is also impos
sible for the most experienced veterin
ary surgeon to distinguish by inspec
tion and palpation tuberculosis masti-
tis from all the other forms of masti
tis. There appears, therefore, to be no
escape from the conclusion that clini-
cal examination alone cannot be re
lied on for the detection of udder tub
erculosis: The question arises, how
can it be detected? Inoculation of the
milk into experimental animals (guiea
pigs and rabbits) is the most certain
method. It is to be hoped, therefore,
that any proposed legislation dealing
with the gquestion of milk supply will
include provisions for enforcing the
regular bacteriological examination of
milk samples,

More Than Local Effort Needed to
Eradicate Bovine Tuberculosis.

London, Eng., July 9—Willie Ritchie
has announced that he would make a
short tour of the continent in a week
or so and then he will return to the
United States. “I will buy a complete
set of the fight films and ask the Unit-
ed States government to permit me
to give free exhibitions to the press
and public of the country,.and they
then can decide for themselves the
injustice. of the decision in Welsh's
favor. )

“If the verdict goes against me,”
Ritchie continued, “I will turn the
films over to the government to des-
troy. I-wamt“Americans to see the
bairline décisiap on which the world's
championship is based.”

Despite Ritchie’'s declaration last
night to the effect that he was not ac-

“GRAVY”’

Feats of the Human
Fish recall Graham's ex-
ploit.

Recent dare-devil feats attempted
by sturdy swimmers recall the ex-
ploits of the most celebrated of all
“human fish,” Carlisle D. Graham. Of
all the daring perpetrators of aquatic
follies Graham easily occupies first
place, He was a cooper by trade when
he first broke into the limelight back
in 1886. It will be twenty-eight years
tomorrow since a great crowd gather-
ed on the banks of the Niagara, at
tracted by the announcement that
Grabam intended to go through the
Whirlpool Rapids. Among his friends
Graham was known as an expert in
the sport of swimming, and one who
was perfectly at home in the water,
but his hazardous exploit of July 11,
1886, was his first public appearance
Everybody | ent expected to see a
tragedy, but Graham went through the
Whirlpoo!l right side up with care. A
few years later he repeated this feat,
and shortly afterward made the des
cent of Horseshoe Falls in a barrel
In 1901 he gave an exhibition of swim
ming against difficulties such as had
seldom been achieved before when
he swam Whirlpool Rapids. On the
game day a woman, Maude Willars.
attempted to go through the upper

rapids in the same barrel as had been
used by Graham, and was suffocated.
In September, 1902, Graham again
swam the rapids, and this was his last
public appearance. The man who had
defied the most treacherous of ele-
ments, and attained international fame
as the strongest swimmer and most
fearless dare-devil of the century, af-
ter escaping death in many forms,
contracted a cold while sitting in a
draft at home, and died of pneumonia.

Many aquatic stars have been at-
tracted by the lure of Niagara Falls,
and not a few have been claimed as
victims by the treacherous waterway.
Ona of the most famous of these was
Capt. Matthew Webb, the great Eng-
lish swimmer. In 1875 Webb attained
international fame by swimming the
English Channel from Dover, England,
to Calais, France, traversing thirty-
five miles of turbulent and dangerous
waters in twenty-one hours and forty-
five minutes, A few years later he
swam forty miles on the River Thames
in three minutes less than ten hours.
In 1879 Webb swam seventy-four
miles in eighty-four hours, swimming
fourteen lours a day. Webb came te
America in 1883, and in July of *hat
year he lost his life in Niagara rapids.

PRIGES LIKELY LOWER

One haul of five hundred
made in the harbor on|
Wednesday—Supply best
this year.

Many of the city will find pleasure
in the fact that today they will be abls
to enjoy their fish dinuer, if they 83
desire, with a little more satisfaction
to themselves both from a financial
and appetizing standpoint. As salmon
is supposed to be the most relished of
all fish dinners, and as this fish was
never this year as plentiful as it is
at the present time in the local raar-
ket salmdon will no doubt be the line
of diet in many of the homes today.

During every season the fishermen
in the harbor have noted that at a
certain time there is “a run” of this
variety of fish, and they are annually
in wait for such periods so that they
may reap a good harvest. “The run” is
now on, and as a result salmon is to
day selling lower/than it has yet bden
this season, and is probably retafliug
at the lowest it will sell whils this
fish is on the market. Salmon were
caught in heavy quantities in the bar-
bor on Wednesday eveuning and one
of the fishermen reported that as the
result of their day's toil they had
scooped in altogether during the day
gomething over five hundred big plump
salmon. When it is considered that
those operating at the weirs count a
catch of fifty or sixty as a good dar's
catch it can be understood what a run
there is of this fish when five hundred
are netted in the one day. It wasg
not expected that salmon would come
in so plentiful at such an early date,
and to the fishermen as well as the
general pubMc it indeed was a welcomé
surprise. Many of the five hundred
of Wednesday's catch will no doubt
find their way to the cold storage and
will be introduced to the table about
Christmas or thereabouts.

PROGRESS ON NEW 1
WHARVES AT SAND POINT

Five hundred feet of wharf fac-
ing completed to required height.

Eight hundred feet more cribs
ready for the concrete top.

One million five hundred feet of
Georgia pine arrived in the harbor
yesterday for the Maritime Dredging
and Construction Company Ltd., to
be used in constructing cribs for the
new wharves in West St, John, The
steamer Anna carried one million feet
and the schooner Persis A. Cclwell
had five hundred thousand feet. Be-
sides this timber two million more
feet are on order for delivery within
the next month.

The contractors for the new
wharves.are puting forth every effort
to have the berths ready for the
early winter, and they have evely
reason to believe that everything will
be in readiness for the accomodation
of steamers at ope new pier at least.

“There.is no doubt tbat the new
wharves will be ready for the winter
business,” sald Manning W, Doherty,
the manager of the Maritime Dredg-
ing and Construction Company, Ltd.
“Some people have said that the re-
clamation work necessary for the
foundation of the freight gheds can
not be completed in time, There is
a large amount of filling yet to be
done, but we expect to have it com-
pleted so that the contractors for the
sheds may start work about the mid-
dle of August.”

Reclamation Plants.

The Construction Company now has
two of the largest reclamation plants
available at work, and another plant
is in course of installation and will
be in operation before the end of next
week.

At present the scene at Sand Point
is a busy one. Concrete mixers, sand
washers, ballast trains, clam shell
dredges and steam shovels as well
as three big dredges, five tug boats
and nearly four hundred men are hard
at work straining to the limit to have
the work completed in time for the
winter port trade.

In order to carry the work along the
construction company has found it ne-
cessary to construct a huge trestle and
a narrow gauge railway. Besides a
locomotive there are several stationary
engines with winch attachments that
haul trains back and forth.

Huge Towers.

Within the next few days the com-
pany will start the construction of
two large concrete distribution towers
for the better handling of the con-
crete. These towers will be eighty-five
feet high and the long chutes from
them will convey the concrete to the
different points where it is to be
moulded into the fabric of the wharf.

Yesterday afternoon another crib
was sunk and in this operation four
tug boats and many scow loads of
stone were used.

Five hundred feet of wharfage is
already completed with fenders, wal-
ings, sewer openings, mooring posts
and ladders.

Sinking Cribs.

In the construction of the wharves,
first the crib work of hard pine is
sunk with huge stones as ballast. The
crib work is completely filled and then
upon this the comcrete face of the
wharf is laid. Below the low water
mark permanent fotms are used. These
are constructed of two inch planks
treated with a special preparation.
These protect the face of the wharf
trom the action of the waves. The
concrete is built up to the required
elevation in the form of a large retain-
ing wall and then the fill is made be-
hind. For the fill the material dredged
from in front of the wharves is used.
The dredges dump the sand and gra-
vel into scows and at high water these
are dumped in front of either of the
huge clam buckets of the reclamafon
plants and then transferred to the
waiting cars, Material that may bo
used for concrete work is hauled to a
gigantic machine where the material
is automatically washed and  sorted.
The d is conveyed to one pile and
the gravel placed in its proper station.
Every facility for the economic handl-
ing of these materials has been in-
stalled and the working of the gravel
washer and sorter is particularly in-
teresting.
