St. Joha
has a pumber of excecdingly skilful
physicians and surgeons, and it is to
be regretted that these gentlemen are
frequently compelled to recommend
thelr patients to go o Montreal or
Boston for trestment because they

A practical war memorial to the
Canadians who fell in Northern
France, of a character to be commend-
ed. is the proposed Vimy church to be
buiit at Lens.

WESTERN FARMERS
ARE UP IN ARMS
OVER STRIKE REPORT
l:lighly Indignant Over State-

ment—To Market  Wheat
on Co-operative Plan.

Calgary, Alta., Nov. 17.—"To eay that
Alberta farmers bave gone 'on strike’
is a gross misrepresentation of thelr
posdtion,” remarked C. Rice-Jones, gen-
erai manager of the United Grain
Growers in an interview hero. "It s
a deliberate attempt to put them in an
entirely wrong light,” he oont-'lnueﬁ
Mr. Rice-Jones stated that *farmers
had a perfect right to market their
wheat in such a way ae they could get
the best possible prices for it, and be
cause they studied the market and be-
cause they refuse to put all their wheat
on the market at one time of the year,
he could not see how any interpreta-
tation could be placed on it as a
“strike.”

“The fact of the matter is,” he said,
“that before the price was fixed be-
cause of conditions farmers were un-
able to avold they were forced to mar-
ket a large portion of their wheat in
the fall, when the price is always
down, a considerable portion of it, no
doubt, passing into the hands of specu-
lutors who hold it until the spring
when they are able to sell it at a con-
sicgerable profit. It is, therefore, very
gratifylng to sce that the farmers fhis
vear are, as far as they can, sending
theif wheat to market in such a wyy as
they will be able to get the best pos-
s.ble price for it. It is not a question
of any organized plan that will mean
that the wheat will cost the consumer
a greai deal more, but to save as
n.uch of the real value of the wheat for
the grower as possible.”

Endorses Co-operatives.

Referring to the question of the co-
operative marketing of wheat, Mr,
Rice-Jones stated that he thought this
was probably the most important thing
before the farmers at the present time,
Farmers shoukd undcubtedly control
the marketing of their wheat to the
firal consumer, he said, through some
system of pool marketing.

He stated that the executive of the
United Grain Growers had been work-
ing on a skeleton plan for some time
and had discussed it at length with the
officers of provincial farmers' asso:-
jations. It was hoped that the matter
would be in such a shape that it might
be placed before the next annual meet:
ing of the United Farmers of Alberta.

“One feature that we consider essen-
tia. to the success of the scheme, large-
ly on account of the 'considerabie
amount of money it would take to fin-
ance such a plan,” sald Mr., Rice-
Jones, ‘s the willingness of the farm-
er to sign a contract to deliver his
wheat to the co-operative marketing
agency for a period of years.”
